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Preamble

The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the NATO Communications and
Information Organisation (NCIO) as represented by the NATO Communications and Information
Agency (NCI Agency), hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”,

Considering the establishment of the NCIO and its constituent elements by the North Atlantic Council
(NAC) in C-M(2012)0049-AS1 and the authority in Consultation, Command, Contro, Communications,
Intelligence, Surveillance and Reconnaissance (C4ISR) area granted to it;

Considering the experience of the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic in C4ISR
activities;

Considering that both the NCI Agency and the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic
find it desirable to co-operate in the C4ISR activities and allow better interoperability between the
Hellenic Republic and NATO; :

Now, the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the NC| Agency have agreed to
establish an umbrella Memorandum of Agreement (MOA), describing the areas of Co-operation in
C4ISR activities and to establish, at a later date, implementing follow-on Technical Arrangements
(TAs) between the Parties following the format at Annex B.
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Article 1 Definitions and Acronyms

Article 2 Objective and Scope

21. To facilitate enhanced interoperability the Parties agree to strengthen co-operation between
them by:

« Using NCI Agency developed products in Greek national defence systems with the aim of
pursuing close interoperability with NATO.

« Enabling: NCI Agency to support the ongoing development of the Greek systems for
C4ISR to achieve the required level of interoperability with NATO systems.
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« Establishing a forum for exchange of relevant technical information between the Ministry
of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the NCI Agency.

« Fostering NCI Agency's role as a strategic partner to the Hellenic Republic by enabling
insight into the Greek operational and functional needs as well as to NCI Agency's core
competences,

* Recognizing the role of the NATO/Muitinational projects in the development of national
CA4ISR capabilities through a collaborative effort.

¢+ Networking of the Greek and NCI Agency experts and relevant industrial partners in order
to enable successful implementation of desired C4ISR capabilities.

The scope of the cooperation will include develop'ment, implementation, test, evaluation and
validation of technical and architectural aspects of standards, technologies, systems and
capabilities, and provision of CIS (ICT) services.

The specific cooperation projects will be detailed in separate TAs, following the format at
Annex B. In case of annual programme of work TAs (Article 4.3 below) or for more complex
and/or long- term projects, different activities within the annual TAs or under one project may
be further defined in individual TOs under the respective TA.

Article 3 Overall Areas of Cooperation

3.1.

Recognising the specific mandates given to them, the Parties have agreed that mutual
cooperation may include but will not be limited to cooperation with following characteristics:

3.1.1. Cooperation includes the whole lifecycle of C4ISR, such as planning, research,
concepts, as well as technical experimentation and development, requirements

gathering and analysing alternatives, specifying, tendering, procuring, installing and
deploying, using and operating.

3.1.2. C4ISR itself may cover command, control, communications, information systems and
network enabled capabilities including the use of these and related technologies,
methodologies and procedures, also used for specific operational domains like
intelligence, surveillance and reconnaissance.

3.1.3. Cooperation may cover also other related areas needed to fulfil agreed tasks within
national and alliance policies including e.g. information assurance and cyber defence,

training and exercises, knowledge sharing, experimentations and demonstrations, battle
lab integration and procurement support.

Article 4 Specific Areas of Cooperation

4.1.

Taking into consideration the above-mentioned overall areas of cooperation, the Parties have
agreed to focus their efforts in the following specific areas:

¢ System testing, evaluation and installation;
¢ Providing CIS (ICT) services;

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« Use of NATO software,
« Training and exercise support;

s General support, which may cover e.g. studies, project definition, on- and off-site technical
support; and

« Hardware and software acquisition, as related to the above activities.

Additional areas of cooperation may be identified and agreed in implementing follow- on
TAS/TOs.

At the beginning of each year, the Parties may agree on an annual programme of work TA for
the upcoming year. It will contain the following non-exclusive deliverables for the year to come
in order to facilitate the establishment of TAs/TOs throughout the yearly cooperation;

4,2.1. Start-up meeting between the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and
NCI Agency to define the future scope of work that will cover the next calendar year;
this would enable the NCI Agency to prioritize resources accarding to current availability
and anticipate future shortfalls.

422, Successive coordination meetings for coordination of new TAs/TOs. These
coordination meetings should be held as needed, but at least annually.

4.2.3. Activities, organized under the MOA and the annual programme of work TA, necessary
to gather requirements or demonstrating capabilities functional to the establishment of
specific TOs under the annual programme of work TA or new TAs under the MOA.

4.2.4. Technical and legal analysis and advice, including the definition of release conditions for
the individual NATO products, identified to be included in follow-on projects.

Activities under TAs/TOs will follow the process defined in Annex A.

Article 5 Management

5.1.

Activities performed under this MOA will be directed and administered on behalf of the Parties
by a management structure consisting of Senior Representatives (SRs), Focal Points (FPs)
and Project Managers (PMs) appointed by the Parties. The SRs will oversee and facilitate the
implementation of this MOA and have overall authority over the FPs and PMs. The FPs will
have primary responsibility for effective implementation, efficient management, and direction
of the activities under this MOA. The PMs will have primary responsibility for effective
implementation and management of the respective TAs.

The SRs will meet as often as deemed necessary by the Parties, considering also virtual
meetings, where appropriate. Decisions of the SRs will be made unanimously. In the event
that the SRs are unable to reach a timely decision on an issue, the SRs will refer the issue to
their higher authority for resolution. In the meantime, the FPs will execute the activities under
this MOA without interruption while the issue is being resolved.

The SRs will be responsible for:
5.3.1. Reviewing the activities performed under this MOA, Including but not limited to:
5.3.1.1. Progress in meeting system requirements as specified under this MOA.

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5.3.1.2. The technical progress of the TAs/TOs.
5.3.1.3. The financial status of the TAs/TOs.

5.3.2. Recommending amendments to this MOA to the Parties for approval in accordance with
Article 15 (General Provisions).

5.3.3. Monitoring Third Party sales and transfers authorised in accordance with Aiticle 10
(Third Party Sales and Transfers).

5.3.4. Reviewing the status reports submitted by the FPs.
5.3.5. Resolving issues brought forth by the FPs,

Each Party will appoint Focal Points (FPs) to ensure implementation of this MOA and to act as
facilitators for all activities and issues that arise.

5.4.1. Within the framework of Article 2 (Objective and Scope), Article 3 (Overall Areas of
Cooperation) and Atticle 4 (Specific Areas of Cooperation), the FPs will further propose
to the SRs specific areas of collaboration and ensure, to the extent possible, the
availability of the required resources.

5.4.2. The FPs will on a regular basis report to the SRs on the ongoing activities for
establishing frequent, timely and effective communication between them.

5.4.3. The FPs will jointly develop the TAs/TOs for the approval of the SRs.

Each Party will appoint a Project Manager (PM), which will be responsible for the efficient

implementation of the respective TA/TO under this MOA. Tha PMs will on a regular basis
report to the FPs.

Article 6 Financial Provisions

6.1.

Subject to availability of funds, each Party will bear the full costs it incurs for performing its

activities under this MOA in accordance with provisions of this Article 8 and as specified in the
respective TAs/TOs.

If one Party (Requesting Party) will request support from the other Party (Providing Party), the
Providing Party will notify the Requesting Party of the resources it requires and the amount of
each contractual obligation, if applicable, necessary to provide the required support. Details,
including administrative costs, if applicable, will be specified in each TA/TO.

The Requesting Party will fully fund all projects requested by it in accordance with provisions
of this Article 6 and as specified in the respective TAs/TOs.

In accordance with the NATO Communications and Information Agency Customer Funding

Regulatory Framework (PO(2015)0394)TAs/TOs can be two types, cost reimbursable (CR) or
firm fixed price (FFP), as:

8.4.1. CR TAs/TOs will specify the estimated costs to ba incurred (e.g. procurement, travel,

consultancy), the estimated labour to be provided over a specific period of time and the
general duties to be performed by NCI Agency personnel.

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6.4.2. FFP TAs/TOs will provide a detailed description of the item or services to be delivered
by a specific date.

In each TA/TO, the Parties will agree on the specific invoicing milestones, considering
applicable NCI Agency customer funded requirements for available cash flow. Depending on
the type (CR/FFP) and/or the magnitude of the TA/TO, NCI Agency may issus invoicss, calling
for advances in full or for part of the TA/TO amount.

The invoicing address of the respective Requesting Party will be indicated in the given TA/TO.

The Requesting Party will transfer the amount under the Providing Party's invoice within one
month after the date of the invoice. Administrative costs, if any, will be shown separately on an
invoice and submitted for payment after signature of the TA/TO, in accordance with the terms
and conditions under Articles 6.5 and 6.6.

All payments to the Parties will be made to the bank accounts indicated in the invoice.

TAs will contain the information detailed above, as specified in the template for a TA (Annex B
of this MOA).

NCI Agency financial records are subject to audit by the International Board of Auditors. These
records will be made available to the Greek audit institution(s), if requested.

Article 7 Contracting Provisions

If a Party determines that contracting is necessary to fulfil that Party's responsibilities under
the MOA or TAs/TOs that Party will contract in accordance with its respective national laws
and NATO/national regulations and procedures.

When one Party individually contracts to undertake a task under the MOA or TAs/TOs, it will
be solely responsible for its own contracting, and the other Party will not be subject to any
liability arising from such contracts without its prior written consent.

If the Parties mutually agree that it is necessary under the MOA or TAs/TOs that one Party
contract on behalf of the other Party, the Party will contract in accordance with its respective
national laws and NATO/national regulations, and procedures. For all contracting activities
performed under this clause, the FPs will, upon request, be provided a copy of all statements
of work prior to the development of solicitations.

During the contracting process, each Party's Contracting Officer/Authority will advise
prospective Contractors of their obligation to notify the Contracting Officer/Authority
immediately if they are subject to any license, agreement, or arrangement that will restrict that
Party's freedom to disclose information or permit its use.

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Article 8 Liability and Claims

8.1 In case of any liabilities and claims against losses inherent in the performance of services

and/or support provided by NCI Agency under this MOA, the NCI Agency Customer Funding

Regulatory Framework (PO(2015)0394, dated 7 July 2015) will apply and accordingly they will
be borne by the Hellenic Republic.

Article 9 Intellectual Property Rights

9.1.  Both Parties recognize that successful collaboration depends on full and prompt exchange of
information necessary for carrying out this MOA. The nature and amount of information to he
acquired will be consistent with the objectives stated in Article 2 (Objective and Scope).
Unless specifically stated otherwise in the TAs/T Os, the following provisions regarding IPR
apply.

9.2. NATO or Government Programme Foreground Information

9.2.1. Disclosure: Programme Foreground Information generated by a Party's military or
civilian employees will be disclosed without charge to the other Party.

9.2.2. Use: Each Party may use all NATO or Government Programme Foreground
Information without charge for NATO/Defence ‘Purposes. The Party generating
Government Programme Foreground Information will also retain its rights of use thereto.
Any sale or other transfer to a Third Party will be subject to the provisions of Article 10
(Third Party Sales and Transfers).

9.3.  NATO or Government Programme Background Information

9.3.1. Disclosure: Each Party, upon request, will disclose to the other Party any relevant
NATO/Government Programme Background Information generated by its military or
civilian employees, provided that: ;

9.3.1.1. such Programme Background Information is necessary to or useful in the

Programme, with the Party in possession of the information determining
whether it is "necessary to" or "useful in" the Programme;

9.3.1.2. such Programme Background Information may be made available without
incurring liability to holders of proprietary rights; and

9.3.1.3. disclosure is consistent with national/NATO disclosure policies and regulations
of the fumishing Party.

9.3.2. Use: NATO/Government Programme Background Information disclosed by one Party
to the other may be used without charge by the other Party for Programme Purposes

only; however, the furnishing Party will retain all its rights with respect to such
Programme Background Information,

94.  Contractor Programme Foreground Information

NATO UNCLASSIFIED
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9.4.1. Disclosure:  Programme Foreground Information generated and delivered by
Contractors, will be disclosed without charge to the Parties.

9.4.2. Use: Each Party may use without charge for its Defence Purposes all Contractor
Programme Foreground Information generated and delivered by Contractors of the
other Party. The Party whose Contractors generate and deliver Contractor Programme
Foreground Information will also retain rights of use thereto in accordance with the
applicable Contract(s). Any sale or other transfer to a Third Party of Contractor
Programme Foreground Information will be subject to the provisions of Article 10 (Third
Party Sales and Transfers).

Contractor Programme Background Information

9.6.1. Disclosure: Any Programme Background Information, (including information subject to
proprietary rights) generated and delivered by Contractors will be made available to the
other Party provided the following conditions are met:

9.5.1.1. Such Programme Background Information is necessary to or useful in the
Programme, with the Party in possession of the information determining
whether it is "necessary to" or “useful in" the Programme.

9.5.1.2. Such Programme Background Information may be made available without
incurring liability to holders of proprietary rights; and

9.5.1.3. Disclosure is consistent with national/NATO disclosure policies and
regulations of the furnishing Party.

9.5.2, Use: Programme Background Information furnished by one Party's Contractors and
disclosed to the other Party may be used without charge by the other Party for
Programme Purposes only, and may be subject to further restrictions by holders of
proprietary rights; however, the furnishing Party will retain all its rights with respect to
such Programme Background Information.

Proprietary Programme Information

9.8.1. All Programme Information subject to proprietary interests will be identified and marked,
and it will be handled in accordance with the "Security" clause.

9.6.2. The NATO Agreement on the Communication of Technical Information for Defence
Purposes, done at Brussels on 19 October, 1970, and the provisions of the
Implementing Procedures for the NATO Agresment on the Communication of Technical
Information for Defence Purposes, approved by the North Atlantic Council on 1 January
1971, will apply to propristary Information related to this MOA.

Article 10 Third Party Sales and Transfers

10.1.

Each Party will not sell, transfer title to, disclose, or transfer possession of Programme
Foreground Information to any Third Party, without the prior written consent of the other Party.
Furthermore, neither Party will permit any such sale, disclosure, or transfer, including by the
owner of the item, without the prior written consent of the other Party. Such consent will not

be given unless NATO or the government of the intended recipient agrees in writing with the
Parties that it will;

10.1.1.Not retransfer, or permit the further retransfer of ény information provided; and

NATO UNCLASSIFIED :
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10.1.2. Use, or permit the use of information provided only for the purposes specified by the
Parties.

Each Party will not sell, transfer title to, disclose, or fransfer possession of Programme
Background Information provided by the other Party to any Third Party without the prior written
consent of the Party which provided such information. The providing Party will be solely
responsible for authorizing such transfers and, as applicable, specifying the method and
conditions for implementing such transfers.

Any consent required under this section will not be unreasonably withheld. The Parties concur
that cooperation is crucial to the success of this MOA and will not withhold approval unless
national/NATO security interests are at stake.

Unless stated otherwise in the TAs/TOs, the provisions under this Article apply.

Article 11 Security

All Classified Information or Material provided or generated pursuant to this MOA will be
stored, handled, transmitted, and safeguarded by the Parties in a manner no less stringent
than NATO document CM (2002) 49 “Security Within the North Atlantic Treaty Organization,"
dated 17 June 2002, including all supplements and amendments thereto.

Each Party will notify the other of the security grading of all information, documents, or
material generated, supplied or exchanged under this MOA and of any subsequent change in
grading. When it is deemed necessary to change a classification, the new classification will
ensure a degree of protection against disclosure, which is at least equivalent to the original.

Each Party will take all lawful steps available to keep information e)kchanged in confidence
under this MOA free from disclosure under any legislation provision, unless the other Party
consents to such disclosure.

Information provided or generated pursuant to this MOA may be classified as high as NATO
Restricted. The existence of this MOA is Unclassified and the contents are Unclassified. The
Parties will agree on the appropriate level of classification for each TAITO.

Article 12 Tax and Customs Exemption

12.1.

With regard to any equipment and services to be procured under this MOA, the NATO NCI
Agency will endeavour to ensure that no identifiable duties or taxes are levied for which
exemption is provided under Article IX of the Ottawa Agreement.

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Article 13 Visits to Establishments

The Parties will permit visits to their establishments, agencies and laboratories, provided that
the visit is authorised by either Party involved and the employees have any necessary and
appropriate security clearances and a need-to-know.

All visiting personnel will be required to comply with security regulations of the hosting Party.
Any Information disclosed or made available to visits will be treated as if supplied to the Party
sponsoring the visiting personnel, and will be subject to the provisions of this MOA.

Lists of personnel and security clearances of each Party required to visif, on a continuing
basis, the Parties' respective facilities will be submitted through official channels in accordance
with International Visit Control Procedures (AC/35-D/2003-REVS,13 May 2015 on Directive on
Classifies Project And Industrial Security and any follow-on applicable versions).

Article 14 Resolution of Disagreements

14.1.

Any dispute regarding the interpretation, implementation or application of this MOA will be
resolved by consultation and will not be referred to any national or international tribunal or third
party for seftlement.

The Parties will approach any disagreement in the implementation of this MOA as a mutual
problem requiring efforts from both parties to resolve the disagreement. All issues will be
considered and addressed in a prioritized format to ensure that sufficlent time is allocated to
the most significant issues. 0

Any disagreement regarding the interpretation or application of this MOA or implementing
follow- on TAs/TOs will be dealt with in first instance by the appropriate Point of Contact
(POC) for the TA/TO. If they are not successful in resolving the disagreement, the respective
POC will refer it to their respective FP for this MOA. If no solution can be found, the
disagreement will be referred to the respective higher level authorities.

Article 15 General Provisions

15.1.

All written documents correspondence and reports provided by the Parties will be in English.

This MOA may be terminated by mutual consent or by either of the Parties with twelve (12)
months prior written notice. Specific TAs/TOs under this MOA that are still outstanding will
remain effective until satisfactory completion of the identified project(s). Upon notice of
intention to terminate this MOA, the Parties will consult with a view to mitigating the financial
and other consequences,

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15.3. The respective rights and responsibilities of the Parties regarding Article 8 (Liability and
Claims), Article 9 (Intellectual Property Rights), Article 10 (Third Party Sales and Transfers)
and Article 11 (Security), will continue notwithstanding termination or expiration of this MOA.

15.4.  This MOA will come into effect on the date the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic
Republic notifies in writing the NATO Communications and Information Organisation as
represented by the NCI Agency about the completion of all its relevant procedures for entry
into force of the MOA. This MOA will remain in effect for ten (10}, unless terminated under the
provisions above. It may be extended by the mutual written agreement of the Parties.

15.5.  This MOA may be amended only by mutual written consent of the Parties. Such amendments
will come into effect in accordance with Article 15.4 above.,

16.6. The Annexes to the MOA may be updated by mutual agreement between the Parties without
amending the MOA.

The foregoing record represents the understanding reached between the Ministry of National Defence
of the Hellenic Republic and the NATO Communications and Information Organisation as represented
by the NCI Agency upon the matters referred to therein.

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Annex A: Technical Arrangement/Task Order Implementation Process

The process to formalise a TA/TO consists of:

Pre-Analysis: The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic will express the
requirement and, in collaboration with NCI Agency, will define the initial scope of the
respective project/service.

Request for Support: The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic will formalise
the request for support to NCI Agency by filling in and sending via email the customer request
form, available on the website of NCI Agency.

Proposal for Support after clarifications and coordination, as needed, with the Ministry of
National Defence of the Hellenic Republic, NCI Agency will make a formal proposal of the
costs and content of the support in a draft TA or a draft TO, if the activities are under an
existing project/TA. NCI Agency will send this draft TA/TO via email to the point of contact
from the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic, as specified in the customer
request form.

Formal Agreement: if the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic approves the
proposed draft TA/TO, the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic will sign the
TA/TO and will send back to NCI Agency the signed TA/TO by mail. NCI Agency will
countersign and return one original copy to the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic
Republic.

TAITO Execution: NCI Agency will initiate the activities in close coordination and cooperation
with the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic.

The deliverables may vary depending on the type of activity. They will be mutually agreed for
each specific activity to he conducted under the TA/TO.
