IN THE FIELD OF MILITARY GEOGRAPHY
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The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic, represented by the
Commander of the Hellenic Military Geographical Service and the Ministry of Defence
of the Republic of Bulgaria, represented by the Chief of the Military Geographic
Service of the Bulgarian Armed Forces hereinafter referred to as "Parties”, on the
basis of the principles, settled in the Agreement on Military Cooperation between the
Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Defence of
the Republic of Bulgaria, signed in Athens on 11 March 2005, agreeing to renew the
cooperation under the expired Cooperation Agreement between the Hellenic Military
Geographical Service and the Military Geographic Service of the Bulgarian Army,
signed in Athens on the 10 May 1994 and expired on the 10 May 1999, have agreed

to the following:

Article 1
Obijective of the Protocol

The present Protocol sets out the main directions of cooperation in the field of

military geography.
Article 2

Executive Bodies
The cooperation on the issues of Military Geography is conducted by the
Military Geographical Service of the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic
Republic and the Military Geographic Service of the Bulgarian Armed Forces.

Article 3
Forms of Cooperation

A. Cooperation will be conducted through:
1. Meetings of the Chiefs of the Executive Bodies according to Article 2, which

will control the implementation of the present Protocol every 2 years.
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2. Meetings of the experts from the Executive bodies under Article 2 for
consultation, exchange of experience and opinions on current problems which will

have the following objectives:
2.1 Achieving interoperability goals and moving to the NATO geographic

standards.
2.2 Changing from classical to digital geoinformation technologies.
3. Exchange of geodetic and mapping materials and data:
3.1 Both Parties agree to provide each other with the following materials on

request:
3.1.1. Unclassified topographic and geographic maps of the territory of the

respective Party at the available scales.
3.1.2. Unclassified aeronautical and special maps of the territory of the

respective Party at the available scales.
3.1.3. Unclassified digital data and geoinformation products.

3.2 Materials that are in compliance with NATO geographic standards or the
standards of the delivering Party will be exchanged.

3.3 The size of the order will be determined on a case-by-case basis.

3.4 The Parties would provide each other, by mutual agreement, with the
materials and data mentioned in point 3.1.1., conceming other regions, that they are
interested in, observing their obligations to third Parties.

4. Exchange of specified technical publications and literature.

Article 4
Implementation of the Cooperation

1. Proposals for particular joint activities will be exchanged and coordinated
until the 31% of May of each year so that they can be included into the Annual Plan for

cooperation between the Parties for the next year.
2. The exchange of materials and data will be implemented on a reciprocal

basis and free of charge.
Article 5
Means of Exchange
1. The materials will be sent with cover letters. Packaging and malling

expenses will be bome by the delivering Party.
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2. The cover letters will be written in three copies, one of which will be sent as
a preliminary message to the recipient and the two remaining copies will accompany

the consignment.
3. The delivering Party bears no responsibility as to any damages, caused

during the transportation.

Article 6
Security Requirements

1. The Parties will exchange only unclassified data and materials.

2. Each Party shall guarantee in compliance with its legislation, the protection
of the exchanged data and materials.

3. The Parties will be obliged not to use the exchanged data and materials as
well as other information received in the course of the cooperation against the other
Party, and not to deliver it to third Parties without the preliminary written consent from
the delivering Party.

4. The reproduction and printing of the exchanged information will be
exclusively used to support the Armed Forces of the receiving Party.

5. In case of termination of this Protocol, the Parties will continue to apply the
security requirements, settled above.

Article 7

Supply with Geographic Materials and Information

The supply with geographic materials and information between the Parties will
be accomplished according to the Annexes forming an integral part of the present
Protocol. The Parties may agree to the inclusion of additional Annexes to this Protocol
which shall be considered as amendments in accordance with Article 10.
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Article 8
Entry into Force

This Protocol will enter into force from the date of the last signature.

Article 9
Duration Period

The present Protocol will be signed for an indefinite period of time. In case of
termination of the Agreement on Military Cooperation between the Ministry of National
Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Defence of the Republic of

Bulgaria, this Protocol will be terminated automatically.

Article 10
Amendments

The Parties can make written proposals at any time for modifications and
amendments of the present Protocol. These modifications and amendments will enter

into force by the order, provided in article 8.

Article 11
Termination

1. The present Protocol can be terminated on request by each of the Parties

with written notification 6 months in advance.
2 In case of termination of the present Protocol, the Parties will draw up a

document, regulating the order and term of preservation of the exchanged data and

materials.
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This Protocol is signed at Safo'm........ on26.Nev. 2008 in two original copies,

each in the Hellenic, Bulgarian and English language, all texts being equally authentic.

In case of differences in the interpretation of the Protocol, the English version will
prevail.
