activities.



Atticle Il
Objectives

The Agency shall promote the widespread and increased adoption and the sustainable use
of all forms of renewable energy, taking into account: : '

a.) national and domestic priorities and benefits derived from a combmed appmnch
of rencwable energy and energy efficiency measures, and

b.) the contribution of renewable energy to environmental pmcrvauon. through

limiting pressure on ‘natural resources and teducing defosestation, pnmcu!nrly
tropical deforestation, desertification and biodiversity loss; to climate protection; to
economic growth and social cohési'on including poverty allc\)iation and sustainable
development; to access to and security of energy supply; to regional dcvelOpmcnt
and to mlcr-gcnmﬁonnl responslbllity

Article II1
Definition

In this Statute the term "renewable energy” means all forms of energy produced from
renewable sources in a sustainable manner, which include, inter alia:

1. bioenergy;



2. gwthcmal cnergy;
3. hydropower; |
4. occan encrgy. inc!uding inter alfa tidal, wave and ocean thermal energy;
s. | solér epergy; and
6. wind en?rgy.
Article IV
Aqﬁvitics'

A. Asa centre of excellence for renewable energy technology and acting as a facilitator
and catalyst, providing experience for prnclical applications and policies, offering support
on all matters relating to renewable energy and helping countries to benefit from the
efficient dcvélopmcnt and transfer of knowledge and technology, the Agency performs the
following activities: '

1. In particular for the benefit of its Members the Agency shall:

a.) analyse, monitor and, without obligations on Members' policies, systematise
currenf renewable energy practices, including policy instruments, incentives,



investment mechanisms, best practices, available technologies, integrated systems
and equipment, and success-failure factors; .

~b.) initiate discussiorr and »cnsurc interaction with other governmental and non-
governmental organisations and networks in this and other relevant ficlds;

¢) provide relevant policy advice and assistance to its Mcmbers upon their
request, taking into account their respective needs, and stimulate intemational
discussions on rencwablc energy policy and its framework conditions;

d.) improve pertinent knbwledge and technology transfer and promote the
development of local capacity and competence in Member States including necessary
interconnections; ' '

¢.) offer capacity building including training and education to its Members;

£) provide to its Members upon their request advice on the financing for
rencwable encrgy and support the appiication of related mechnnisms;

g.) stimulate and encourage research, including on socio-cconomic issues, and
foster research networks, joint research, development and deployment of
technologies; and. '



| h.) provide information abou( the devélopmcnt and deployment of nntional and
- intcmational technical standards in relation to renewable energy, basedona sound
understanding (hrough active presence in the relevant fora,

v 2. Funhcrmore. the Agency shall d:sscminntc mformnnon and incecase publlc
awareness on the benefits and potc:mal offered by rcnewable energy.

B. 1n the performance ofits activities, the Agency shall:

l. act | gn accordance with the purposes and principles of the United Nations to

promote peace and intemational cooperation, and in conformity with policies of the
United Nations furthering sustainable development;

2. allocate its resources in such a way as to ensure their efficient utilisation with a
view fo appropriately address all its objectives and perform its activities for achicving
the greatest possible benefit for its Members and in all areas of the world, bearing in -
mind the special needs of the developing countries, and remote and isolated regions
and islands;

3. cooperate closely and strive for establishing mutually beneficial relationships with
existing institutions and organisations in order to avoid unnecessary duplication of
work and build upon and make efficient and effective use of resources and on-going
aclivities by gdvemments. other or,ga:iisntions and agencics, which aim to promote
renewal;lc energy.

Atticle V
Work programme and projects

A. The Agency shall perform its activities on the basis of the annual work programme,
prepared by the Secretariat, considered by the Council and adopted by the Assembly.

B. The Agency may, in addition to its work programme, after cbmultnlion of' its Members
and, in case of disagreement, after approval by the Assembly, casry out projects initiated
and financed by Members subject to the availability of non-financial resources of the
Agency.
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Article VI
Membership

A. Membership is open to t.ht;se States that are members of the United Nations and to
regional intergovernmental economic integration 6rganisations willing and able to act in
accordance with the objectives and activities laid down in this Statute. To b eligible for
membership to the Agency. a regional mtergovcmmcntal economxc integration
organisation must be constllutcd by sovereign States, at least one of which is a Member of
the Agency, and to which its Member States have transferred cdmpctence in at lcast onc of
the matters within the purview of the Agency.

B. ‘Such States and regional intergovemmental economic integraiion organisations shall

become:

i. original Membcrs of the Agency by hnvmg signed this Statute and havmg |
dcposued an instrument of ratification;

2. other Members of the Agency by depositing an instrument of accession after their |
application for membership has been approved. Membership shall be regarded as
approved if three months after the application has been sent to Members no
dvisagrccmcm has been expressed. In case of disageeement the application shall be
decided on by the Assembly in accordance with Article IX paragraph H number 1.

C. Inthe case of any regional intergovemmental economic integration organisation, the
organisation and its Member States shall decide on their respective responsibilities for the
performance of their obligations under this Statute. The organisation and its Member States
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shall not be entitled to exercise rights, including vptink rights, under the Statute
concurrently. In their instruments of ratification or accession, the organisations referred to
above shall duclm the extent of their competence with respeot u; the matters govemed by
this Statute, Thesc organisations shall also inform the Depositary Government of any
relevant modification in the éxtent of their conipclencc. In the case of voting on matters
within their competence, regional intcrgovémmcmnl economic integration organisations
shall vote with the number of votes cqual to the tolal number of voles attributable to their
Member States which are also Members of this Agency.

Aticle VII
Observers

A. Observer status may be granted by the Assembly to:

l. intergovernmental and non-govemmental orgunisitions active in the field of
rencwable energy; .

2. Signatories that have not ratified the Statute; and

3. applicants for membership whose application for membership has been approved in
accordance with Article V1 paragraph B number 2.
