The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
Kingdom of Morocco, hereinafter referred to as the Parties,

~ considering, that offences agalnst customs legislation are prejudlc:lal to
the security, public health and to the economic, commercna( fiscal, social and

cultural interests of their countries,

. considering the importance of assuring the accurate assessment and
collection of customs duties, taxes, and any other charges on rmportatlon or
exportation of goods, as well as the proper implementation of provisions of
prohibitions, restrictions and control regarding specific goods, :

aware of the necessity of international co-operation regarding the
implementation of customs legislation, '

deeply concerned at the scales and tendencieé of the increase in the illicit -
traffic of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances or precursors and taking
account of the fact that it is a danger to the health of people and to society,

convinced that efforts to prevent offences against customs legislation
and the illicit traffic of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances or precursors
can be rendered more effective through co-operation between their Customs

Administrations

having regard also to the relevant international Conventions encouraging
bilateral mutual assistance, the Recommendation of the Customs Co-operation
Council on mutual administrative assistance of the 5™ December 1953, as well
as the Resolutions of the Customs Cooperation Council on security and

facilitation of the international supply chain,
