1. GENERAL

1.1 Purpose and Scope

The purpose of this Technical Arrangement (TA) is to supplement the Memorandum
of Understanding (MOU) between the Ministry of National Defense of the Hellenic
Republic and Supreme Headquarters Allied Powers regarding the provision of Host Nation
Support (HNS) for the Execution of NATO operations / exercises, signed on 28t July 2008
at Athens and 5% August 2008 at Brussels (hereinafter referred to as “MOU”), and to
establish general procedures and arrangements on the Host Nation Support (HNS) to
Sending Nations’ (SN) forces deployed on Operation ACTIVE ENDEAVOUR (OAE)
necessary to enable the designated NATO Commander and Host Nation (HN) to
effectively fulfil their responsibilities identified in the References. This TA supersedes the
“Technical Agreement between Hellenic National Defence General Staff and Allied
Naval Forces Southern Europe on the establishment of the Souda Bay forward logistic
site” signed on 06.08.2002.

1.2 Definitions, Acronyms and Abbreviations
Definitions written in the MOU are to be applied also for the purposes of this TA.

1.4 Situation

14.1. Hellenic National Defence General Staff authorised the establishment of the
Forward Logistic Site (FLS) office to be located at the NATO POL facility, Souda Bay, in
support of the operation “ACTIVE ENDEAVOUR”. The FLS is tasked with providing
assistance to afloat and airborne units regarding re-supply, maintenance, Passenger /
Mail / Cargo (PMC) processing and medical evacuation activity to ensure the
operational capability of allied naval forces.

1.4.2. Both parties realise that operational security can be seriously jeopardised due to the
Jack of secure communications. Availability of NSWAN and IVSN access for FLS will
facilitate efficient and secure mission coordination. Coordination time will also be
significantly reduced with secure data communications that will replace the couriers
currently being used to transfer documents.

1.5 Mission

The HN will provide logistics support to the SN visiting Souda Bay FLS in order to
fulfil all actions necessary to support NATO forces in execution Qf OAE.

1.6 Execution

CC MAR Naples will act as NATO Operational Command, FLS Commander will

execute his duties as a subordinate commander to NATO Operational Command {CC
MAR Naples) and the Hellenic Navy will assume Host Nation responsibilities.

1.7 Responsibilities

(1) €C MAR Naples:

(a) Request for standing diplomatic clearance for NATO military helicopters
entering Greek air space on official business with the FLS will be addressed
separately in correspondence between CC MAR Naples and the Hellenic
National Defence General Staff (HNDGS). Standing diplomatic clearance for
NATO surface forces entering Souda Bay already exists.

(b) CC MAR Naples will provide and pay for CIS equipment and
connectivity to the NSWAN. Consolidated list of equipment, will be
coordinated by JFC Naples through CC MAR formal request. JFC Naples will
highlight the need for CIS requirements to be validated by ACO to be passed
to NCSA HQ. Related NATO /Host Nation legal framework issues are to be
addressed at ACO level to obtain valid CIS support. Crypto devices will be
provided by NATO. The cost of initial CIS equipment and continuing O&M
costs are to be included in the AE Operations budget under CC MAR Naples,
based upon the following table:

c) NS LAN will be installed at the two locations, COMMCENTER of Souda

Naval Base and FLS. Planned connection layout is indicated at Annex A.

NSWAN connectivity details will be proposed by NCSA, in co-ordination with

HNDGS upon receipt of the CCMAR/JFC Naples service request. The shared
cost arrangement will be based upon a formula to be mutually agreed between

the HN and JFC Naples.

(2) FLS Commander:

(a) General access to the FLS and to the Naval Station Souda Bay will be
authorized for personnel with NATO ID cards and/or national military
identification cards. The Commanding Officer of Naval Base Souda Bay will
retain the authority to restrict or deny access to restricted areas on the base as
directed by national authorities.

(b) The FLS commander will establish a liaison with the assorted ship's
chandlers who are currently providing support functions for the various nations.
Any means to streamline the process of getting PMC to the ships will be
investigated by the FLS.
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(c) Secure storage for small amounts of cargo/repair parts/mail at no cost is
available in the FLS office. The FLS commander is ultimately responsible for the
security of stored items.

(d) The FLS Commander will co-ordinate with the hospital for all medical
evacuation cases and inform CC-MAR at the earliest opportunity.

(e) The FLS commander will co-ordinate all requests for use of airfield facilities
as a support function of the FLS.

(f) The FLS Commander will establish standard procedures to ensure message
traffic addressed to the FLS is delivered in a timely manner.

(g) If necessary, the FLS Commander may rent a car and cellular phone, but
only after CC MAR Naples approval. CC MAR Naples arranges payment
through JFC Naples in accordance with NATO financial regulations.

(h) The FLS Commander shall be responsible for management and
safeguarding of assigned CRYPTO equipment and materials. The FLS
Commander shall establish means and procedures to ensure proper operations
and handling of CRYPTO assets in accordance with NATO and National
security  requirements. Personnel assigned CRYPTO  management
responsibilities shall have at least COSMIC TOP SECRET clearance

(i) The FLS Commander shall establish necessary arrangements for the
provision of local system administration for the NS LAN in accordance with
NATO and National security requirements.

Host Nation (HN):

a) The Greek Authorities shall identify and furnish an office facility dedicated
to providing FLS support to NATO forces. All administrative supplies and
support for operating this office will be provided and paid by the HN. Naval
Base Souda Bay will provide any assistance that may be required in establishing
this office. Electricity, heating, and all other support utilities will be provided by
the HN at no cost. Providing additional office equipment (including computers,
copiers, fax machines, etc.) required to meet the administrative demands of the
FLS will be negotiated separately between the HN and CC MAR Naples using
the OAE funds.

b) The initial composition of FLS personnel and the subsequent changes will
be agreed between CC MAR Naples and the Hellenic Navy Staff, which will
delegate the FLS Commander. HN personnel will man the FLS initially. Periodic
reviews of the FLS manning will be conducted by the FLS Commander to
determine if augmentation by SN is required.

¢) The HN will provide official transportation to support HN FLS personnel
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in the execution of their duties. When additional transportation is required, a
vehicle may be rented, subject to pre-approval by CC MAR Naples

d) Temporary billeting will be available at the BOQ (Bachelor Officer
Quarters) and BEQ (Bachelor Enlisted Quarters) respectively, as rooms are
available.

e) The GRC Naval Hospital of Souda Bay will have a heli pad available and
decompression chamber on site. The hospital can support 120-140 beds, four
intensive care rooms, five surgical teams and four surgical tables.

f)  Aviation storage and maintenance facilities will be made available by the
115t Hellenic Air Force Wing in Chania airport for temporary use by NATO
aircraft for repairs

g) Dry docks and floating dry docks in Souda Bay Naval Station will be made
available to NATO ships (schedule permitting), as requested by SN and in
accordance with HN restrictions and regulations. '

h) The HN will provide the FLS office with commercial phone access at no
cost. The communications centre for Naval Dockyard Souda Bay will establish a
Routing Indicator and Plain Message Address (PLA) for FLS.

i)  The HN shall identify and provide personnel to administer, operate and
perform first-level maintenance support of local CIS equipment according to
standard NATO procedures, at no cost.

j)  The HN will issue the request to SHAPE J2 in order to obtain the Initial
Approval to Operate (IATO) according to Security Accreditation requirements
for NSWAN at the FLS.

k)  The HN shall provide within the office of the FLS Commanding Officer,
NATO POL DEPOT, and COMMCENTER room of Souda Naval Base a NATO
Class 1 or NATO Class 2 security areas. Referring to AD 70-1, this is a
requirement before a facility can store or process NATO CONFIDENTIAL or
higher information.

I) The HN will provide two NATO secure telephone units with access to the
NCN. One secure telephone unit will be provided in the COMMCENTER room
of Souda Naval Base, Crete. The other secure telephone unit will be installed in
the office of the FLS Commanding Officer, NATO POL DEPOT, Marathy, Crete.
The Commander will establish required security operating procedures for use of
the secure telephones. If required, CC MAR Naples will fund for the cost of
direct NCN lines for secure telephony, during the duration of OAE mission
requirements.



(4) Sending Nation(s):

a) The movement and handling of ammunition and explosives in the HN shall
be subject to Greek law and police regulations. The storage site within the FLS
military area shall be agreed with the Base Commander; the location chosen
shall comply with the Greek applicable regulations on safety distances.

b) Daily transportation requirements for personnel augmented to the FLS will
be the responsibility of the SN.

¢) SNs will fund all billeting costs for any augmented personnel. As a general
rule, personnel services (mess, quarters, etc.) shall be paid in cash directly by the
individual users. '

d) SN wishing to participate in the structure and procedures for HNS under
the terms of this TA will indicate their intent by issuing a Note of Accession or a
Statement of Intent, signed by its authorized representative, in the form set out
at Annex B to this TA.

2. INANCIAL PROCEDURES
2.1 Financial Guidelines

The following guidelines supplement the general financial considerations provided in
the MOU. For the purposes of the HNS provision for OAE, where procedures in
accordance with STANAGsS are cited, these apply to both PfP as well as NATO nations.

a. General.

(1) Reimbursement for Supplies and Services. SN(s) or NATO commands
will reimburse the HN for all mutually accepted supplies and services
rendered by the HN, except those supplies and services, which are provided at-
no cost or on loan. Reimbursable support and services will be specifically
detailed in other individual orders for supplies or services. In general
procedures as detailed in STANAG 2034 will be applied as modified by
provisions cited in applicable JIAs.

(2) Loaned Equipment. Any equipment loaned to SN(s) or NATO
commands will be returned on completion of the operation termination.
Damaged loaned items will be reported to the HN at the time of return, at
which time reimbursement as appropriate for repair or replacement will be
negotiated.

(3) Financial and Budget Arrangements. Detailed financial and budget
arrangements, including those for reimbursement in kind, will be specified for
each JIA or individual order for supplies or services. All accounts will be
settled in accordance with provisions established in this TA and the JIA(s) for
OAE. These may, on an exceptional basis, vary from procedures outlined in
STANAG 2034.

(4) Secondary Provisions. Where a SN arranges for the costs of HNS
provided to its forces to be paid for by another SN, the HN will conclude the
required JIAs with the latter (or financing) SN which will act on behalf of both
SN(s). All support to be provided will be agreed upon through the JiAs.

(5) A full description of types of costs, funding descriptions, and general
financial responsibilities is detailed in the MOU.

b. Cost Formulas.

In the spirit of collective effort, Host Nations are generally expected to provide a
reasonable degree of support to NATO HQs and SNs as part of their force
contribution to operation. In some cases, however, the incremental costs may
exceed those that should reasonably be expected as a contribution, and should be



considered as eligible for reimbursement. The following general cost guidance
will be observed. ‘

(1) NATO Common Costs. For OAE the incremental costs of operating the
NATO assets, will normally be treated as a NATO common cost in accordance
with specific provisions.

(2) Shared Costs. Incremental costs of resources provided for use by several
or all SNs at a location will be recovered on a pro-rata basis. In order to
calculate those costs attributable to the deployment of SN forces, but which are
not covered elsewhere in this subsection, it will be necessary to identify those
shared cost categories in which such additional costs may arise. Following
this, for each relevant category, the HN and SN will agree the proportion of the
costs identified, which can be considered as additional by one of the following
methods:

a. Personnel Related. Where additional costs are incurred by the
Government of the Hellenic Republic by the entry of SN personnel and
such costs are directly in relation to the total personnel occupancy of the
base/installation, then such costs will be borne by the SN on a
proportional basis as negotiated in individual JIAs. Payment in this
context does not include reimbursement for military personnel costs.

b. Equipment or Task Related. Where additional costs are incurred by
the Government of the Hellenic Republic by the entry of extra equipment
(aircraft or other major equipment), or the extension of the normal base
operating hours to accommodate the OAE task, then such incremental
costs will be borne by the SN(s) on a pro-rata basis in accordance with the
number of major equipment /aircraft and or the extension of such
operating hours as are individually negotiated in the relevant JIAs.
Payment in this context does not generally contemplate reimbursement
for military personnel costs or use of military-owned equipment.

3) Direct National Costs. The cost of resources provided to and used by
only a single SN or a NATO Command will be borne by the receiving SN or
NATO Command.

¢. Payment and Reimbursement Procedures

All agreed reimbursable HN expenses required to support these activities
would be paid for from the NATO Council approved budget.

1) STANAG 2034. Settlement of expenditures between nations will be
made in accordance with STANAG 2034, (NATO Standard Procedures for
Mutual Logistic Assistance), unless otherwise stated in the applicable JIAs
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(2) Military Resources. Equipment, services and facilities available from
military sources on HN air stations, army bases or naval installations will be
provided free of charge.

3) Commercial/Civil Resources. The SN will pay for support provided
from commercial or civil sources, whether arranged by the SN or HN.

4) Payment. JIAs concluded between the SN(s) or NATO Commands and
the HN supporting OAE will spell out in detail the precise means of payment
or reimbursement to be used Payment for equipment or services will be
conducted by one or several of the following means:

a. Prepayment by the SN;
b. Reimbursement in accordance with STANAG 2034; or
c. Replacement-in-Kind. '

(5) HNS Documentation. The HN is responsible for documentation of
expenses obtained on behalf of the SN or NATO Command.

2.2 Contractual Guidelines

(1)  SN(s) or NATO commands are authorized to contract directly for
commercially provided goods and services, and will normally have the
primary responsibility for the execution of such contracts/ purchases.

(2)  The HN will facilitate the contracting/purchase of goods and services
required by each SN or NATO Command. There will be a designated
contracting point of contact provided by HN who will recommend vendors
and assist in the preparation of contracts to facilitate purchases, and to serve as
an interface between civilian vendors and the SN contracting/purchasing
authorities. The HN will not enter into any financial agreements without the
previous consent of the NATO HQ or SN.

(3) The Sending Nation and CC MAR Naples will include a small
contracting element that will monitor the contracting effort within the FLS and
serve as an operational level liaison for contracting issues.

(4) Details of the goods and services required to be provided by
contract/ purchase along with providing vendors, method and time of receipt,
POC(s) and methods of reimbursement may be detailed in the JIA(s).

(5) Goods and services provided by the HN government to SN(s) on a
reimbursable basis will be documented in the JIA(s) and will not require an
additional contract.

(6)  Itis envisaged that there may be some contracted or purchased services
that will be conducted on a bi-lateral basis outside this TA. These types of
support may include naval vessel pier side services among others.
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PART THREE

3. LEGAL ASPECTS
3.1 Tax relief

All activities -of International Headquarters, operational sites, NATO-owned and/or
chartered vessels, aircraft, vehicles, POL and forces provided to NATO will be free from all
taxes, duties, state tolls, fees, and all similar charges. For the purpose of this operation,
those exemptions will also be extended to SN forces. The Paris Protocol will be applied to
any International Headquarters, headquarters element, detachment that may deploy to HN
following the implementation of a NATO-led operation.

3.2 Customs

The following general customs declarations and manifesting requirements will apply to
NATO HQs and Forces:

(1)  Forces may import and re-export free of duty military equipment and assets
required by the Forces and reasonable quantities of provisions, supplies and other
goods for the exclusive use of the Forces. That duty-free importation is dependent
on the deposit of a custom declaration (Form 302 (see Annex A of STANAG 2456))
at the customs office of the HN.

(2) Goods, which have been imported into the HN duty-free, will not be
disposed of unless permitted to do so by the HN. Goods purchased in the HN will
be exported from the HN in accordance with the laws and regulations of the HN.

(3)  Members of the Force will carry the following documents when entering or
crossing the borders of the HN and present them on demand:

- NATO/National Identity Card.;

- NATO Travel Order (AMovP-3 Chapter 3).

The HN will accept these documents, without pre-conditibns, as appropriate documents
for entry or border crossing by members of the Force.

(4)  Customs Declarations and Manifesting. For the purposes of this TA, the
following general customs and manifesting guidance, standards, and rules apply to
the import and export of information technology, computers, computer software
and other material provided by the SN:

a. Upon Arrival. Official Customs Declarations by all NATO and SN(s)
will take the form of actual aircraft, ship, vessel, train, or vehicle manifests
identifying specific information regarding all personnel, equipment, cargo,
"military supplies.

b. Customs Taxes, Penalties, and Duties. NATO/SN(s) military shipments
that comply, with the stated Customs and Manifest Declarations, will be
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exempt from airfield/ port/transit taxes, penalties, duties, import fees or similar
charges.

C. Personnel, Mail, and Cargo (PMC) Shipments. NATO/SN(s) PMC
shipments that comply, with the stated Customs and Manifest Declarations,
will be exempt from airfield/ port/ transit taxes, penalties, duties, import fees or
similar charges.

3.3 Carriage of Arms

Forces entering or leaving the HN will be permitted to carry their personal weapon(s)
provided they are authorized to do so by travel orders applicable to them. The personnel
of the FLS are allowed to carry weapons inside the military compound for duty reasons
only, and only if are previously authorized by the base Commander.

3.4 Force Protection (FP)

For FP issues, the Section Eight of the MOU shall be applied.
3.5 Environmental Protection

The HN will provide NATO Command(s) and SN(s), with copies of environmental
compliance rules or standards, which will apply during the course of the exercise. The
standards will be no higher than those under which the HN Armed Forces operate. SNs
will comply with HN environmental standards. Damage caused by failure to comply
with the standards so notified will be remedied by the nation causing the damage or
possible claims will be settled in accordance with Article VIII of the NATO SOFA.

3.6 Claims

A claims procedure will be established in the HN in accordance with the NATO SOFA.
Waivers respecting each party’s equipment and forces arising under the NATO SOFA,
and Paris Protocol are in effect. More specific and detailed claims procedures are in
contained in Annex C of this TA.
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PART FOUR )

4. SUPPLIES AND SERVICES

4.1 In addition to those listed at para 1.7. (3), the HN shall provide NATO and the SNs
. the following supplies arid services free of charge.

(1) Office, billeting and storage space, as well as real estate and messing
facilities in Military infrastructures at FLS .

(2) Existing office furniture and equipment, such as copiers/printers and
automated data processing equipment, and office supplies.

(3)  Air Traffic Control services, military landing services and military ground
handling services. Use of military aircraft hangars and parking spaces, as
available.

(4) Military air and on base ground transport of personnel and equipment.

(5) Use of existing and available internal military communications system
- including wire and radio equipment.

(6) Medical care services to include stabilization and transportation to hospital.
(7) Access to existing military catering equipment.

(8) Disposal of all domestic waste products for all OAE billeting or working on
a HN military facility.

(9) All necessary passes and permits for NATO/SN vehicles provided by
HNDGS. '

(10) Adequate utilities for billeting and work areas within military
infrastructure.

4.2 Specific HNS requirement are detailed in the SORs Annexes, which support this TA
(if any).

43  Upon request by an authorized agent of NATO or a SN, the HN shall provide the
following goods and services on a cost reimbursement basis if incremental costs are

incurred:

(1)  Office items available through existing GR_contracts will be obtained from
HN military on reimbursement basis.

(2)  Domestic and international commercial public telegraph and telephone
(PTT) for any usage.
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(3)  Printing, photocopy, photographic, film, audio and video services from
civilian source.

"~ (4)  Postal services.
(6)  Equipment and materials used in setting up temporary structures.

44  Invoices for goods and services will not include costs for military personnel,
overhead costs, or administrative surcharges and will include an English translation.
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PART FIVE

5. COMMENCEMENT, AMENDMENT AND TERMINATION

This TA will become effective on the date that the HNDGS will inform JFCNP that the
‘relevant internal procedures for its entry into effect have been completed. The TA can be
amended at any time in writing by mutual consent of the Parties. '

The TA will remain in force until the completion of OAE unless terminated by any Party
giving six months prior notice in writing to the other Party. The TA will remain in effect
until all obligations have been fulfilled.

~ Operation will be investigated, reported and filed by DLDT.

The HN, the NATO Commander and the SN must ensure that at least one of
their liaison officers is familiar with the claims process and responsible for
serving as the primary point-of-contact between Sending Nation authorities,
NATO Commander and Host Nation authorities for matters relating to
damages and claims.

a. Reporting. Claims reporting includes the IMMEDIATE dissemination of
information concerning damage/injury or potential claim to, at a minimum:
the NATO Commander; the chain of command of the Sending Nation
authority(s) whose members’ act or failure to act may have caused the damage
or injury; as well as dissemination of claims-filing information to the
prospective claimant or his or her agent.

b. Investigation. Claims investigation includes the taking of witness
statements and photographs, as well as the collection of physical evidence
where possible. Claims investigators should use a digital camera to record
damage whenever possible. The taking of witness statements includes
recordation of a witness’'s name, address, phone numbers, and e-mail
addresses, if applicable. When contemplating the conduct of a significant
movement or manoeuvre on or adjacent to civilian property, commanders and
damage control/ claims liaison officers should consider taking photographs of
the property PRIOR TO conducting the military or administrative action that
may cause damage to such property.

C. Memorializatibn. Memorialize claims by properly completing, making
copies of, and forwarding claims forms that set forth the circumstances of an
incident and that record actions taken on a filed claim.

Necessary preparation required for the conduct of the Exercise will be made in

t}.1e areas determined by the HN. SNs will render the areas they used for this purpose
and in some way inflicted some damage in its original form.
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ANNEX D

LOGISTICAL AND MEDICAL SUPPORT

1. All facilities and services provided by the HN as detailed in this Annex will be
at no cost to NATO and SN Forces unless otherwise stated.

CLASS I SUPPORT

2. The HN will provide meals at military facilities at no charge. The HN will
provide potable water for the duration of the operation on a reimbursable
basis.

CLASS I SUPPORT

3. If requested, the SN Force will deploy with its own class Il stocks in
accordance with the relevant NATO Directives and national plans. In case of
non-availability from military sources, the items will be purchased from
civilian sources and the cost will be borne by the SN concerned.

4. STANAG 2039 will be followed in all cases in which the HN provides logistic
assistance.

CLASS II1 SUPPORT

5. The HN will provide with fuel on a reimbursable basis.

MAINTENANCE AND RECOVERY

6. NATO and the SN are responsible for the maintenance and recovery of their -
own vehicles and equipment. The HN will provide support if requested
within its existing military capabilities at no charge.

TRANSPORT
7. Deployment to GR is SN/NATO responsibility and cost.

8. The HN will provide vehicle transportation for NATO personnel between
accommodation and duty locations, and between duty locations for official
purposes.

9. All necessary passes and permits for NATO/SN vehicles will be provided by
HNDGS at no cost.
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MEDICAL AND DENTAL SUPPORT

10. NATO and SN Forces will completely rely on HN support system for routine
and emergency medical and dental services. HN will inform NATO and the
SNis of its medical capabilities. In this context:

a. Emergency medical treatment provided at HN military hospitals would
be at no charge. Treatment at civilian medical facilities will be on a
reimbursable basis. All costs, if any, will be paid in a timely manner by
the respective SN.

b. The cost for blood and other medical materials, equipment, or services
obtained from commercial sources, will be paid in a timely manner by
the SN in accordance with the agreement to be made with the agency
providing such services. Payment will be at the same rate as for HN
armed forces.

11. Transportation.

a. MEDEVAC aircraft and crews provided by SNs will be permitted to
land and depart from requested and agreed by the HN areas, hospital
facilities, airfields, and re-fuelling areas;

b. When requested, HN will provide ground ambulance transport for
patients to medical treatment facility and will also provide return
transport. If requested by SN, HN will provide transport of patient to
designated APOD for strategic aero medical evacuation. HN military
medical transportation within the HN will be at no cost.

12. In the event any OAE personnel die while in the HN, the HN will coordinate
with the SN prior to performing any autopsy or other post mortem process to
ensure compliance with SN requirements. A death certificate will be provided
the SN or NATO medical representative or NATO commander as soon as
possible. If an autopsy is performed a SN medical representative will be
authorized to observe the procedure. Transportation of the remains out of HN
territory to the SN will be coordinated with and supported by the HN. Costs
will be borne by the SN.

ANNEXE

REAL ESTATE AND FACILITY SUPPORT

General.

The HN will allow NATO and SN Forces to use military real estate and
infrastructure within the HN, if available, at no cost. Specifically where the
following are military assets or provided by HN military personnel, the HN will
provide at no cost when NATO and SN forces are billeted or working at a HN
military facility:

(1) Billeting facilities together with associated utilities, linen and cleaning services;
(2) Existing Office facilities including furniture and military telecommunication
links (data and voice);

~ (3) Office equipment including desks, chairs, workstations, filing cabinets, and
telephones;

4) Adequate parking for NATO and SN force vehicles;

5) Facilities for the servicing and maintenance of NATO and SN vehicles;

a. The HN will make, at no cost, any minor mutually agreed alterations to HN
military facilities required for their use by NATO or SN forces.

b. All buildings and real estate will be handed over to the NATO and SN Forces
in a safe and clean condition. The NATO and SN Forces will return buildings
to the HN in a safe and clean condition.
