Dear Minister Skylakakis,

Regarding the question from MPs Mr. Tsimaris and Mr. Fragkiskos Parasyris (ref. no. 5700/08.07.2024)
on the topic "Halting of natural gas distribution infrastructure projects in the loannina area," please
find below replies on each of the points raised in the said letter.

1. Why was the implementation of the infrastructure works suspended?

The implementation of infrastructure projects has not been suspended but rather delayed pending the
conclusion of the Tender for the Project Management and Supervision Services Provider (APYDEE) for
the entire Epirus Region. The Tender was declared void twice, but the third Tender was successfully
concluded in March 2024.

2. What do you intend to do to ensure the uninterrupted implementation of the project?

Construction is set to commence in early September, starting with the Medium Pressure network
works that will connect the industrial area of loannina and Eleousa to the city of loannina. The
objective is to supply the city with natural gas by the end of 2025, with the industrial zone receiving
supply much earlier, in the first quarter of 2025. The Tender for the two LNG facilities, which are to be
constructed within the industrial zone, is nearing completion and is expected to be concluded by the
end of July 2024.

Further to the above, the Company, in collaboration with the RAEWW have concluded the required
regulatory framework for the “Supply of Remote Distribution Networks with use of Liquified Natural
gas by TLS User”. The Regulator’s Decision is expected to be published in the Government Gazette in
the coming days.

In order to accelerate the process, Enaon EDA announced, after sending relevant information to the
Authority, a tender for the designation of a Natural Gas Supplier that will own the natural gas from the
Revithoussa truck-loading facility to the Entry Point of the Remote Distribution Network and will award
the TLS User tender in the coming period, after the publication of the above-mentioned Decision. Last
but not least, Enaon EDA has also completed the tender for LNG transportation.

3. Has the contractor's contract been modified in any way that alters the final deliverable of the
project?

There is no modification to the Contractor's contract in such a way as to alter the final deliverable of
the initial project.

On the contrary, an additional project with a budget of 2,025,772 euro has been approved, part of
which is covered by the PIP (NAE) (1,338,630 euro). The new project concerns the extension of the
natural gas network further in the southern region of the city of loannina, for the connection of the
University Hospital as well. A new tender will be launched for this additional project.

4. What is the progress of the works for the other areas of Epirus?
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For the cities of Arta and Preveza, the tender procedures have been completed, and contractors have
been selected. However, as these contracts are of a very short duration (12 months) and the existence
of the APYDEE is a prerequisite for the initiation of the works, the corresponding construction
Contracts initiation will occur also in September, while the mobilization of contractors is expected
within 2024.

For Igoumenitsa, the relevant first tender for the selection of a construction contractor was
unsuccessful (no bidders) and a new tender will be launched (planned to conclude before the end of
the year), simultaneously with the Tender for the 3 LNG installations in the three cities.

The Hellenic Gas Distribution Company, Enaon EDA, a subsidiary of Enaon within the Italgas group,
continues its investments in the development and modernization of gas distribution infrastructure
throughout the country.

For 2024, the company's plan includes connecting 13 new areas to the natural gas distribution
network. These areas comprise 11 cities: Grevena, Florina, Kastoria, and Argos Orestiko in the Western
Macedonia Region; Orestiada in the Eastern Macedonia & Thrace Region; Giannitsa, Veria, and
Alexandria in the Central Macedonia Region; Amfissa, Karpenisi, and Livadia in Central Greece; as well
as the Industrial Area of Patras in the Western Greece Region, while the Industrial Area of loannina in
the Epirus Region will be supplied in the first quarter of 2025.

The first city was Grevena, where the network was activated in March 2024. By the end of September,
connections are planned for Livadia, Florina, Kastoria, Argos Orestiko, Giannitsa, Amfissa, Veria, and
the Industrial Area of Patras. By the end of December, connections will follow for Karpenisi, Orestiada,
and Alexandria.

It should be noted that currently, construction works are underway in a total of 24 cities across Greece
(excluding the Attica Region, the Regional Unit of Thessaloniki, and the Region of Thessaly). Apart from
the 11 new cities mentioned above, works are ongoing in the following cities already connected to the
natural gas distribution network: Komotini, Alexandroupoli, Xanthi, Kavala, Drama, Serres, Kilkis,
Katerini, Grevena, Lamia, Chalkida, and Thebes. Additionally, construction of the network has
commenced in the city of Agrinio, which is scheduled to be connected to the network by 2025.
