Following Report No.571submitted by MP Ms Meropi Tzoufi to the Minister of Environment
and Energy, entitled “Addressing of smog and air pollution in the loannina basin”, we would
like to inform you as follows.

The natural gas distribution network development project in the Regional Unit of loanninais
one of the largest energy infrastructure projects in Epirus, aiming to provide households and
businesses with safe, affordable, and environmentally more efficient energy.

The total physical scope includes 122 km of network, of which 17 km are medium-pressure
and 105 km low-pressure, with a total budget of €22.5 million. The project is co-financed
66.08% by the Public Investment Programme (PIP) and 33.92% by Enaon Group’s own
funds. The physical scope of the co-financed project is scheduled for completion in 2028.

To date, the following works have been completed:

. 12.6 km of medium-pressure network (out of 17 km),

. 7.7 km of low-pressure network,

. installation of two LNG stations in the loannina Industrial Area (BITE),
. installation of one industrial station at the dairy industry DODONI.

According to the approved Development Programme 2025-2029 (OGG B’
2042/28.04.2025), by 2029 the network is expected to connect 3,772 consumers in the
Municipality of loannina and 105 consumers in the Municipality of Zitsa (Industrial Area).

Smog in the loannina basin is mainly caused by the combustion of solid fuels (firewood,
pellets). International experience, as well as measurements in Greece, show that replacing
these fuels with natural gas results in significant environmental benefits.

In particular, the combustion of firewood emits up to 50 times more PM2.5 per unit of heat
compared to natural gas. (Source: European Environment Agency (EEA), Air Quality in
Europe Report 2023 - household wood burning accounts for 45% of total PM2.5 emissions
in Europe, while natural gas is almost zero.)

Natural gas emits approximately 25-30% less CO, compared to heating oil. (Source:
International Energy Agency (IEA), CO, Emissions Factors.)

Natural gas produces 70% lower NOx emissions compared to stoves and fireplaces using
solid fuels. (Source: Joint Research Centre (JRC), Heating Emissions Inventory.)

Biomass combustion is the main source of polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs),
whereas natural gas emissions are almost zero. (Source: EEA, PAH Emissions Indicators.)

The gradual penetration of natural gas:

. significantly reduces sources of particulate matter (PM2.5 and PM10),
. limits the need for fireplaces/stoves during winter inversion conditions,
. directly contributes to improved air quality and public health.

Therecentreport of the Technical Chamber of Greece — Epirus Department clearly describes
the causes of smog and proposes a series of measures to address it.
