The Association of Independent Tour Operators (www.aito.com) is

upset at reports that the FCO is, seemingly, treating the whole of
Greece as a war zone according to media reports.

Says AITO Chairman Derek Moore: “To say, as was reported
yesterday, that Britons may be put at risk if the civil unrest in the
country worsens, is alarmist to say the least and very far from
reality.

"AITQ’s specialist holiday companies working with Greece know the
situation very well indeed, and they are unanimously reporting that
there is no problem except in two very small, highly-
contained areas - firstly, around Syntagma Square, by the Greek
Parliament in Athens, and, secondly, in central Thessaloniki,
Greece’s next largest city. This is nothing new - it's exactly the
same situation as the past three years.

"Very few holidaymakers fly into Athens or Thessaloniki. To claim
that Britons living in Greece or visiting on holiday are likely to need
emergency evacuation is, quite frankly, ridiculous. The riots in
London, Manchester and Birmingham last summer were on a
significantly bigger scale than anything in Greece - yet did the

" Home Secretary, Theresa May, advise people against visiting the

Cotswolds or the Lake District? She would have been laughed out
of Parliament had she done so, I'm pretty sure.” '

The Foreign Secretary, William Hague, is reported to have “urged
Britons to register with the Consulate...in case Greece goes under”,
AITO believes this to be irresponsible; it is, indeed, contrary to
Hague’s own department’s advice, which states "We are
encouraging all British nationals travelling and living abroad to
register with us on LOCATE, even for short trips” - there’s no
mention of Greece in particular. Indeed, the FCO’s own Trave/

Advice for Greece makes no mention of such plans for evacuation.




"The Foreign Secretary should, we think, temper his advice and
Issue a prompt statement to clarify the situation”, says AITO
Chairman Derek Moore. "“There is no risk to British holidaymakers
who travel on chartered flights direct to resorts on the islands and
Greek mainland and who will go nowhere near Athens or
Thessaloniki, ' '

"It would be more sensible of the British Government to encourage
visitors to Greece to help the Greeks, who have hosted many
millions of British holidaymakers over the years. Tourism is one of
the few industries in Greece with any potential for growth, and
offers the Greeks their best chance of escaping the current financial
turmoil.

"Greece is safe, open for business and looking forward to welcoming
its overseas visitors with open arms this summer. Greece offers
some of the Mediterranean’s finest beaches, cleanest seas and the
uniqgue hospitality of the Greek people.”

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Britons Iin Greece warned to register with
consulate 'in case of emergency situation’

Britons holidaying or living in Greece have been urged to register with their local consulate so
they can be contacted by officials if the situation in the country worsens.

Foreign Secretary William Hague has reminded British citizens of the importance of letting
the government know where they will be so the can be located in an emergency.

The warning comes as Mr Hague admitted the Foreign Office had drawn up ‘contingency
plans' in case the civil unrest in the country worsens, putting Britons at risk.
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Protests: A petrol bomb explodes near riot police officers in Athens last night during
fresh protests over austerity measures in Athens
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Protests and strikes have gripped the country for months as Europe and Greece hammer out

rescue and austerity packages to stop the country from defaulting on its loans and exiting the
euro.

Violent demonstrations worsened over the weekend as eurozone ministers prepared to sign
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off another £108billion rescue package for the crippled economy.

- On Sunday night 3,000 protesters clashed with riot police in Athens as Greek prime minister
Lucas Papademos flew to Brussels for last-minute preparations to seal the bailout deal.

As demonstrators poured into the capital's central Syntagma square, riot police shielded the
national assembly.

Economists do not expect the new package to resolve Greece's economic problems which
could take up to a decade to tackle.

Mr Hague said: ‘We have prepared contingency plans if we need to help British nationals who
are there in any way. We keep those up to date on a daily basis.’

Fellow Foreign Office minister Alistair Burt called on Britons in Greece to ‘register with a
consular system so we can find them in situations of emergency’.

He added: ‘No UK national who is there at the moment is unaware of what's happening, so
we've got systems in place... should the worst happen.’

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- Holidaymakers are advised to use the 'Locate' service offered by the FCO, which takes a note
of contact details so the local embassy or consulate can get in touch in the event of a crisis or




emergency.

There is still scepticism in Germany and other countries that Greece will be able to live up to
its commitments - including implementing €3.3 billion euros of spending cuts and tax
Increases - officials said the deal is close to being signed off.

There is also bad feeling in Greece, after Germany proposed a ban no receiving cash unless
Greece delays its general election due in April.

German finance minister Wolfgang Schauble wants to keep a technocratic Greek government
In place to ensure austerity measures are taken.

However, Eurosceptics branded the plan 'undemocratic' and said it would set a worrying
precedent.
