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Your proposal received on January 18, 2016 is suggesting that GR is launching a first call to 26 Ris for
a support of € 71 million. As a first prerequisite you set the obligation of the coordinators of each one
of these 26 Ris to prove their full alignment with the RIS3 {national and/or regional). Compliance to
this criterion will be the condition of their co-financing or not. Then you suggest a second call for the
areas of RIS3 (national and /or regional) not supported by relevant Ris during the second semester of
2016 in order to elaborate a new Roadmap of Ris to be submitted to the European Commission in

2017.

Let me start by Saying that 2017 is too late as the last possible deadline for compliance with ExAC 1.2
is 31/12/2016. Failing to meet this deadline can have severe consequences in releasing the co-
financing of actions foreseen under TO1.

Step 2: A closed call for proposals will be launched then only for the applications on the pre-selected
fist having satisfied (scored 1) for the criteria 1, 2, 10 and 12 and having scored at minimum 7 in
total. This will follow a normal closed call procedure and evaluation, which will set up its own criteria
and make a ranking, which will be the basis for support by the ERDF. The available budget (limited to
€ 71 million) will determine how many of these Ris would eventually be funded.
