“CCCCC" which for the purposes of this Memorandum of Understanding is the
competent authority of the Caribbean Community, hereafter referred to as the
“CARICOM"

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic, which for the purposes of this
Memorandum of Understanding is the competent authority of the Hellenic Republic.

RECOGNISING the need to implement the United Nations Framework Convention on
Climate Change and the Kyoto Protocol, the Convention of Biodiversity and the
Convention on Desertification. - _ -

Recalling that the Hellenic Republic and the CARICOM Member States have ratified the
KYOTO Protocol, - : :

REFERRING to thelAgreeinent Establishing the CCCCC which describes inter alia the
Objectives, Functions, guiding pripciples, Composition and Governance of the CCCCC,

REFERRING also to the entry into force of the Agreement Establishing the CCCCC on
1 February 2005 -

CONSIDERING the need to prbtect the environment and climate systems for present
and future generations,

CONSIDERING that the global nature of climate change requires the widest
cooperation and that effective response to the negative effects of climate change must
be based on relevant scientific, technical and economic considerations, continuously
re-evaluated in the light of new findings in these areas;

WILLING to cooperate in order to facilitate the protection of the climate system in the
CARICOM region, as well as to enhance regional capabilities for responding effectively
to the negative effects of climate change in the region,

Have have agreed on the present Memorandum:

Article 1
Objective
1.4 CCCCC shall provide the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic with
proposals and financial estimates in relation to Projects, unless agreed
otherwise. Project proposals may also be initiated by the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Hellenic Republic. The relevant decisions shall be taken by
consensus.

12 The CCCCC and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic
undertake to jointly implement programg, Brpjects and activities, in accordance
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with the terms and conditions established in the present Memorandum, which
will, inter alia, promote the protection of the climate system of the CCCCC
Members, enhance regional institutional capabilities for the coordination of
national responses to the negative effects of climate change, provide policy and
technical support in the area of climate change, and support mechanisms for
regional climate change vulnerability and risk assessment.

1.3 In the implementation of such programs, projects and activities, consideration
shall be given to the participation of the public and private sectors and, where
necessary, universities, scientific and technical ‘research bodies and non-
governmental organizations within the Hellenic Republic and CARICOM Member
States, as well as to CARICOM Institutions.

1.5  The programs, projects and activities in lmplementation of this MOU shall be in
coordination ‘with programs, projects and activities of other multilateral

Article 2
__Activities

The programs, projects and activities to be undertaken under the terms of the present
Memorandum will generally be in, although not limited to, the following:

(@) collection, analysis, and dissemination of meteorological and sea-level data
ralevant to the ohearvation of climats changs and the measuiement of ils
impact on the potentially vulnerable sectors of the region's economies, such
as agriculture, health and tourism, including activities in conservation and
sustainable use of biodiversity, natural resources and energy.

(b) development of public education and awareness campaigns on mitigation of
and adaptation to climate change, as well as potential benefits resuiting from
the implementation of the Clean Development Mechanlsm under the Kyoto
Protocol;

(c) development of regional policies and special programs for coastal zone
management, disaster management, early waming, impact assessment and
community level mitigation and adaptation measures;

(d) development of capacities for regional research activities, including impact
and adaptation modeli ing, exchange of best practices and strengthening of
networks to create synergies among national and regional activities.
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Article 3
Idenﬂﬂcatlon of Projects

The programs, projects and activities to be undertaken under the terms of the
present Memorandum will be identified and selected by a Joint Committee
established under the provisions of Article 4.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic, shall contribute to a
program, project and activity either partially or on a full-cost recovery basis by
means of a separate agreement (the Agreement) which shall be substantially in the

form set out at Annex A.

Article 4
Coordination botwoon the CCCCC and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the
Hellenic Republic

A Joint Committee is astabllshod for the imphmentahon of the present
Memorandum, composed by two representatives of the CCCCC and the Ministry of

Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic.

The CCCCC will be mprésented by the Directbr of the CCCCC and one expert.

The loint Committaa chall mt within thraa m aftar tha ent.n,: ints forca of the

present Memorandum. During the first meeting, the Joint Committee will agree upon
the tasks, rules and procedures as well as the frequency of the meetings.

Unless the total of the amount of one million Euros (its equivalence in U.S. Dollars)

comprising the annual contribution of the previous year is eamarked for
programs/projects, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic is not obliged
to make available the annual contribution of the next year. Therefore, the amount
available every year can not exceed that of one million Euros (its equivalence in U.S.

All financial accounts and statements shall be expressed in U.S. Dollars.

Administration of Funds

The CCCCC shall administer Contributions from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
of the Hellenic Republic made under this MOU in accordance, as appropriate,
with the relevant Subsidiary Agreement and EUROPEAID rules and regulations.

Notwithstanding the control effectuated by the CCCCC, the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Hellenic Republic shall aiso have the right to participate with its
representatives in the said controls in the field and/or effectuate such controls,
with full access to all necessary information and data, with its representatives
alone and/or in cooperation with relevant UN or EU organizations or agencies.

Atticle 8
Procurement

The CCCCC shall carry out procurement of goods and services in relation to any
Project in accordance with EUROPEAID procurement rules and regulations,
together with any other applicable EUROPEAID rules and regulations and
administrative directives. .

Article 9
Final Provisions

The present Memorandum will come into effect on the date of the last written notification
by which either Party informs the other through diplomatic channels that the internal
legal procedures required for its entry into force have been completed. The financial
contribution for the implementation of programs/projects up to the end of the year 2008,
shall be granted through an exchange of letters and will be considered as the first
contribution foreseen by the MOU and the attached agreement till its official entry into
force.

The Memorandum will remain in effect for five years, unless the CCCCC or the Hellenic
Republic notify the other as to its intention to terminate it, through diplomatic channels,
at least three months in advance of the termination date. There will be a possibility of
an extension of the MOU for a further period of five years upon an agreement of the two
Parties, on the terms and conditions set by the Parties.

The present Memorandum may be amended by mutual agreement between the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic and the CCCCC. Any such amendment shall
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enter into force in accordance with the procedure provided for in paragraph 1 of this

Article.

Any disagreement in the interpretation, management or execution of the
Memorandum will be resolved by diplomatic channels and mutual agreement.

CHAPTER . OBJECTIVES

Artlcle 1
OBJECTIVES

The objectives of the International Tropical Timber Agreement, 2006
(hereinafter referred to as “this. Agroement") are to promote the expansion and
diversification of international trade in tropical timber &om sustainably
managed and legally harvested forests a.nd to promote the sustainable
management of tropical timber producing forests by:

(a) Providing an. effective framework for consultation, international
cooperation and policy development among all members with regard to all
relevant aspects of the world timber economy;

.(®) Ptovndmg a forum for consultation to promote non-dxscnmmatory .
timber trade practices;

{c) Contributing to sustainable development and to poverty
alleviation; '

(d) Enhancing the capacity of members to implement strategies for
achieving exports of tropical timber and timber products from sustainably

managed sources;
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(¢) Promoting improved understanding of the structural conditions in
international markets, including long-term trends in consumption and
production, factors affecting market access, consumer preferences and prices,
and conditions leading to prices which reflect the costs of sustamable forest

management,

(f) Promoting and supporting research and development with a view
to improving forest management and efficiency of wood utilization and the
competmveness of wood products relative to other materials, as well as
increasing the capacity to conserve and enhance other forest values in timber

producing tropical forests;

(8) Developing - and contributing towards mechanisms for the
provision of new and additional financial resources with a view to promoting
the adequacy and predictability of funding-and expertise needed to enhance the
capacity of producer members to attain the objectives of this Agreement; .

(i) Promoting increased and further processmg of tropical timber
from sustainable sources in producer member coyntries, with a view to
promating their industrizlization and thereby mcreasmgf their émployment
opportunities and export earnings;

() Encouraging members to support and develop tropical timber *
reforestation, as well as rehabilitation and restoration of degraded forest land,
with due regard for the interests of local communities dependent on forest

(k) Improving marketing and distribution of tropical timber and
timber product exports from sustainably managed. and legally harvested
sources and which are legally traded, including promoting consumer

awareness;

(1) Srrengthenmg the capaclty of members for the collection,
processing and dissemination of statistics on their trade in timber and
lnformatron on the sustainable management of their tropical forests;

(m) Encouraging members to develop national policies aimed at
sustzinable utilization and conservation of timber producing forests, and
maintaining ecological balance, in the context of the tropical timber trade;
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(n) Strengthening the capacity of members to improve forest law
enforcement and governance, and address illegal logging and related trade in
tropical timber;

(o) Encouraging information sharing' for a better understanding of
voluntary mechanisms such as, inter alia, certification, to promote sustainable
management of tropical forests, and assisting members with their efforts in this

area,

(p) Promoting access to, and transfer of, technologies and technical
cooperation to implement the objectives of this Agreement, including on
concessional and preferential terms and conditions, as mutually agreed;

{Q) Promoting better understanding of the contribution of non-timber
forest products and environmental services to the sustainable management of
tropical forests with the aim of enhancing the capacity of members to develop
strategies to strengthen such contributions in the context of sustainable forest
management, and cooperating with relevant institutions and processes to this
end;

() Encouraging members to recognize the role of forest-dependent
indigenous and local communities in achieving sustainable forest management
and develop strategies to enhance the capacity of these communities to

(s) Identifying and addressing relevant new and emerging issues.

CHAPTER II. DEFINITIONS

Article 2
DEFINITIONS

. For the purposes of this Agreement:

1.  “Tropical timber” means tropical wood for industrial uses, which grows
or is produced in the countries situated between the Tropic of Cancer and the
Tropic of Capricorn. The term covers logs, sawnwood, veneer sheets and

plywood;

2.  “Sustainable forest management” will be understood according to the
Organization’s relevant policy documents and technical guidelines;
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3. “Member” means a Government, the European Community or any
intergovernmental organization referred to in article 5, which has consented to
be bound by this Agreement whether it is in force provisionally or definitively;

4.  “Producer member” means any member situated between the Tropic of
Cancer and the Tropic of Capricorn with tropical forest resources and/or a net
exporter of tropical timber in volume terms which is listed in Annex A and
which becomes a party to this Agreement, or any member with tropical forest
resources and/or a net exporter of tropical timber in volume terms which is not
80 listed and which becomes a party to this Agreement and which the Council,
with the consent of that member, declares to be a producer member;

5. “Consumer member” means any member which is an importer of
tropical timber listed in Annex B which becomes a party to this Agreement, or .
any member which is an importer of tropical timber not so listed which
becomes a party to this Agreement and which the Council, with the consent of
that member, declares to be a consumer member; :

6.  “Organization” means the International Tropical Timber Organization
established in accordance with article 3;

7.  “Council” means the International Tropical Timber Council established
in accordance with article 6; '

8.  “Special vote” means a vote requiring at least two thirds of the votes
cast by producer memhers pracent and voling und ai ieast-60-percentof the
votes cast by consumer members present and voting, counted separately, on
condition that these votes are cast by at least half of the producer members

present and voting and at least half of the consumer members present and
voting.

9.  “Simple distributed majority vote” means a vote requiring more than
half of the votes cast by producer members present and voting and more than
half of the votes cast by consumer members present and voting, counted

separately;

10. “Financial biennium” means the period from 1 January of one year to
31 December of the following year.

““ 11.  “Freely convertible currencies” means the euro, the Japanese yen, the
pound sterling, the Swiss franc, the United States dollar, and any other

MEMBERSHIP BY INTERGOVERNMENTAL

DISTRIBUTION OF VOTES

3.  Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph 2 of this article, the total
votes allocated to the producer members from the African region, calculated in
accordance with paragraph 2 of this article, shall be distributed equally among
all producer members from the Aftican region. If there are any remaining
votes, each of these votes shall be allocated to a producer member from the
African region: the first to the producer member which is allocated the highest
number of votes calculated in accordance with paragraph 2 of this article, the
second to the producer mgmber which is allocated the second highest number
of votes, and so on until all the remaining votes have been distributed.

—5.—The votes distribiited to “a consumer member for a given biennium shall
not exceed S per cent over and above the votes distributed to that member for

the previous biennium. Excess votes shall be redistributed among the
consumer members in proportion to the average volume of their respective net
imports of tropical timber during the five-year period commencing 8ix
calendar years prior to the distribution of votes. '

6. The Council may, by special vote in accordance with article 12, adjust
the minimum percentage required for a special vote by consumer members if it
deems it necessary. '

7.  The Council shall distribute the votes for each financial biennium at the
beginning of its first session of that biennium in accordance with the
provisions of this article. Such distribution shall remain in effect for the rest of
that biennium, except as provided for in paragraph 8 of this article.

8.  Whenever the membership of the Organization changes or when any
member has its voting rights suspended or restored under any provision of this
Agreement, the Council shall redistribute the votes within the affected
category or categories of members in accordance with the provisions of this
article. The Council shall, in that event, decide when such redistribution shall

become effective.

9. There shall be no fractional votes.
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Article 11
VOTING PROCEDURE OF THE COUNCIL

1. Each member shall be entitled to cast the number of votes it holds, and
no member shall be entitled to divide its votes.

staff and shall not seek to influence them in the discharge of their

COOPERATION AND COORDINATION WITH

international and regional organizations and institutions, as well as the private
sector, non-governmental organizations and civil society.

6.  The initial contribution of any member joining the Organization after the
entry into force of this Agreement shall be assessed by the Council on the basis
of the number of votes to be held by that member and the period remaining in
the current financial biennium, but the assessment made upon other members

7. Contributions to the Administrative Account shall become due on the
first day of each financial year. Contributions of members in respect of the
financial biennium in which they join the Organization shall be due on the date

8. If a member has not paid its full contribution to the Administrative
Account within four months after such contribution becomes due in
accordance with- paragraph 7 of this article, the Executive Director shall
request that member to make payment as quickiy as possibie. If that member
has still not paid its contribution within two months after such request, that
member shall be requested to state the reasons for its inability to make
payment. If at the expiry of seven months from the due date of contribution,
that member has still not paid its contribution, its voting rights shall be
suspended until such time as it has paid in full its contribution, unless the
Council, by special vote in accordance with article 12, decides otherwise.

9. To ensure the necessary predictability of funds for the Special Account,
taking into consideration the voluntary nature of contributions, members shall
strive to replenish it to attain an adequate resource level to fully carry out the
pre-projects, projects and activities approved by Council. :

10.  All receipts pertaining to specific pre-projects, projects and activities
under the Project Sub-Account or the Thematic Programmes Sub-Account
shall be brought into the respective Sub-Account. All expenditures incurred on
such pre-projects, projects or activities, including remuneration and travel
expenses of consultants and experts, shall be charged to the same Sub-

Account.

o 11. ° No member shall be responsible by reason of its membership in the
Organization for any liability arising from any actions by any other member or
entity in connection with pre-projects, projects or activities.

12. The Executive Director shall provide assistance in the development of
proposals for pre-projects, projects and activities in accordance with articles 24
and 25 and endeavour to seek, on such terms and conditions as the Council
may decide, adequate and assured finance for approved pre-projects, projects

Article 21
THE BALI PARTNERSHIP FUND

1. A Fund for sustainable management of tropical timber producing forests
is hereby established to assist producer members to make the investments
necessary to achieve the objective of article 1 (d) of this Agreement.

2. “The Fund shall be constituted by:
(a) Contributions from donor members;

(b) Fifty per cent of income earned as a result of activities related to
the Special Account;

(c) Resources from other private and public sources which the
Organization may accept consistent with its financial rules; and :

4. In allocating resources of the Fun&, the Council shall establish criteria
and priorities for use of the Fund, taking into account:

(a) The needs of members for assistance in achieving exports of
tropical timber and timber products from sustainably managed sources;

(b) The needs of members to establish and manage significant
conservation programmes in timber producing forests; and

(c) The needs of members to implement sustainable forest
management programmes. :

s. The Executive Director shall provide assistance in the development of
project proposals in accordance with article 25 and endeavour to seek, on such
terms and conditions as the Council may decide, adequatc and assured finance
for projects approved by the Council.

6. Members shall strive to replenish the Bali Partnership Fund to an
adequate level to further the objectxves of the Fund.

7.  The Council shall examine at regular intervals the adeduacy of the
resources available to the Fund and endeavour to obtain additional resources
needed by producer members to achieve the purpose of the Fund.

Article 22
FORMS OF PAYMENT
1. Financial contributions to accounts established under article 18 shall be
payable in freely convertible currencies and shall be exempt from foreign-

exchange restrictions.

2. The Council may also decide to accept other forms of contributions to
the accounts established under article 18, other than the administrative
account, including scientific and technical equipment or personnel, to meet the
requirements of approved projects.
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Article 23
AUDIT AND PUBLICATION OF ACCOUN TS

1. The Council shall appoint independent auditors for the purpose of
auditing the accounts of the Organization. ,

2. Independently audited statements of the accounts established under
article 18 shall be made available to members as soon as possible after the
close of each financial year, but not later than six months after that date, and
be consldered for approval by the Council at its next session, as appropriate. A .
summary of the audited accounts and balance sheet shall thereafter be

_published.

CHAPTER VII. OPERATIONAL ACTIVITIES

Article 24
POLICY WORK OF THE ORGANIZATION

1. In order to achieve the objectives set out in article 1, the Organization
.shall undertake policy work and project activities in an integrated manner.

2. The pohcy work of the Orgamzatlon should contribute to achieving the
objectives of this Agreement for ITTO members broadly.

3. The Council shall establish on a rcgular basis an action plan to guide
policy activities and identify priorities and the thematic programmes referred
to in article 20, paragraph 4, of this Agreement. Priorities identified in the
action plan shall be reflected in the work programmes approved by the
Council. Policy activities may include the development and preparation of
guidelines, manuals, studies, reports, basic communication and outreach tools,
and similar work identified in the Organization’s action plan.

Article 25
PROJECT ACTIVITIES OF THE ORGANIZATION

1. Members and the Executwe Director may submit pre-project and project
proposals which contribute to the achievement of the objectives of this
Agreement and one or more of the priority areas for work or thematic
programmes identified in the action plan approved by the Council pursuant to

article 24.

2. The Council shall establish criteria for approving projects and pre-
Projects, taking into account inter alia their relevance to the objectives of this
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Agreement and to priority areas for work or thematic programmes, their
environmental and social effects, their relationship to national forest
programmes and strategies, their cost effectiveness, technical and regional
needs, the need to avoid duplication of efforts, and the need to incorporate

lessons learned.

3. The Council shall establish a schedule and procedure for submitting,
appraising, approving and prioritizing pre-projects and projects seeking
funding from the Organization, as well as for their implementation, monitoring
and evaluation.

4. The Executive Director may suspend disbursement of the Organization’s
funds to a pre-project or project if they are being used contrary to the project
document or in cases of fraud, waste, neglcct or mismanagemcnt The
Executive Director will provide to the Council at its next session a report for
its consideration. The Council shall take appropriate action.

5. The Council may estabhsh, accordmg to agreed criteria, limits on the
number of projects and pre-projects that a member or the Executive Director
may submit in a given project cycle. The Council may also take appropriate
measures, including suspension or termination of its sponsorship of any pre-
project or project, following the report of the Executive Director.

Article 26
COMMITTEFS AND SITRSIDIADY BODITG

1. The following are hereby established as Commxttces of the
Organization, which shall be open to all members: s

(a) Committee on Fo;est Industry;

(b) Committee on Economics, Statistics and Marl;ets;

(c) Committee ﬁn Reforestation and F orqég Management; and
(d) Committee on Finance and Administration.

2. The Council may, by special vote in accordance with article 12,
" establish or dissolve committees and subsidiary bodies as appropriate.

3. The Council shall determine the functioning and scope of work of the
committees and other subsidiary bodies. The Committees and other subsidiary
bodies shall be responsible to and work under the authority of the Council.
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CHAPTER VIII. STATISTICS, STUDIES
AND INFORMATION

Article 27
STATISTICS, STUDIES AND INFORMATION

1. The Council shall authorize the Executive Director to establish and
maintain close relationships with relevant intergovernmental, governmental
and non-governmental organizations in order to help ensure the availability of
recent and reliable data and information, including on production and trade in o
tropical timber, trends and data discrepancies, as well as relevant information
on non-tropical timber and on the management of timber producing forests. As
deemed necessary for the operation of this Agreement, the Organization, in
cooperation with such organizations, shall compile, collate, analyse and

publish such information. :

2.  The Organization shall contribute to efforts to standardize and
harmonize international reporting on forest-related matters, avoiding
owerlapping and duplication in data collection from different organizations.

3.  Members shall, to the fullest extent possible not inconsistent with their
__national legislation, furnish, within the time specified by the Executive
Director, statistics and information on timber, its trade and activities aimed at
achieving sustainable management of timber producing forests, as well as
other relevant information as requested by the Council. The Council shall
decide on the type of information to be provided under this paragraph and on

the format in which it is to be presented.

4. Upon request or where necessary, the Council shall endeavour to
enhance the technical capacity of member countries, in particular developing
member countries, to meet the statistics and repo_rting requirements under this

Agreement.

5. If a member has not furnished, for two consecutive years, the statistics
and information required under paragraph 3 and has not sought the assistance
of the Executive Director, the Executive Director shall initially request an
explanation from that member within a specified time. In the event that no
satisfactory explanation is forthcoming, the Council shall take such action as it

deems appropriate.

6. The Council shall arrange to have any relevant studies undertaken of the
trends and of short and long-term problems of the international timber markets
and of the progress towards the achievement of sustainable management of

timber producing forests.
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Article 28
ANNUAL REPORT AND BIENNIAL REVIEW

1. The Council shall publish an annual report on its activities and such
other information as it considers appropriate.

2. The Council shall biennially review and assess:
(a) The international timber situation; and

(b) Other factors, issues and developments considered relevant to
achieving the objectives of this Agreement. :

3. - The review shall be carried out in the light of:

(a) Information supplied by metﬁbers in relation to national
production, trade, supply, stocks, consumption and prices of timber;

(b)  Other statistical data and specific indicatbrs provided by members
as requested by the Council;

(c) Information supphed by ‘members on their progress towards the
sustamable management of theu' timber-producing forests;

(d) Such other rclevant information as may be available to the
Couicil either directiy or through the organizations™in the United Nations
system and intergovernmental, governmental or - non-governmental

organizations; and
>

(¢) Information supplied by members on their progress towards the
establishment of control and’ information mechanisms regarding illegal
harvesting and illegal trade in tropical timber and non-timber forest products.

4. The Council shall promote the exchange of views among member
countries regarding: ’

(a) The status of sustainable management of timber-producing forests
and related matters in member countries; and

(b) Resource flows and requxrements in relanon to objectives, criteria
and guxdelmes set by the Organization. ’

5. . Upon request, the Council shall endeavour to enhance the technical
capacity of member countries, in particular developxng member countries, to
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obtain the data necessary for adequate information-sharing, inciuding -the
provision of resources for training and facilities to members.

6.  The results of the review shall be included in the corresponding Councxl
session reports. :

CHAPTER IX. MISCELLANEOUS

Article 29
GENERAL OBLIGATIONS OF MEMBERS

1. Members shall, for the duration of this Agreement, use their best
endeavours and cooperate to promote the attainment of i its objectives and avoid

any action contrary thereto. , ‘

: 2.  Members undertake to accept and carry out the decisions of the Council
finder the provisions of this Agreement and shall refrain from implementing
measures that would have the effect of limiting or running counter to them.

Article30
RELIEF FROM OBLIGATIONS

1.  Where it is necessary on account of exceptxonal circumstances or
emergency or force majeure not expressly provnded for in this Agreement the
Council ma Y uy apcum vuie In accordance wiin ariicie iZ, reiieve a memoer
of an obligation under this Agreement if it is satisfied by an explanation from
that member regarding the reasons why the obligation cannot be met.

2.  The Council, in granting relief to a member under paragraph 1 of this
article, shall state explicitly the terms and conditions on which, and the period
for which, the member is relieved of such obligation, and the reasons for which

the relief is granted.

Article 31
COMPLAINTS AND DISPUTES

Any member may bring to the Council any complaint that a member has
failed to fulfil its obligations under this Agreement and any dispute concerning
the interpretation or application of this Agreement. Decisions by the Council
on these matters shall be taken by consensus, notwithstanding any other
provision of this Agreement, and be final and binding.
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Article 32
DIFFERENTIAL AND REMEDIAL MEASURES AND
SPECIAL MEASURES

1. Consumer members that are developing countries whose interests are
adversely affected by measures taken under this Agreement may apply to the
Council for appropriate differential and remedial measures. The Council shall
consider taking appropriate measures in accordance with section III,
paragraphs 3 and 4, of resolution 93 (IV) of the United Nations Conference on
Trade and Development.

2.  Members in the category of least developed countries as defined by the
United Nations may apply to the Council for special measures in accordance
with section III, paragraph 4, of resolution 93 (IV) and with paragraphs 56 and
57 of the Paris Declaration and Programme of Action for the Least Developed
Countries for the 1990s.

Article 33
REVIEW

The Council may evaluate the implementation of this Agreement,
including the objectives and financial mechanisms, five years after its entry
into force.

Article34
NON-DISCRIMINATION

°

Nothing in this Agreement authorizes the use of measures to restrict or
ban international trade in, and in particular as they concern imports of, and
utilization of, timber and timber products.

CHAPTER X. FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 35
DEPOSITARY

The Secretary-General of the United Nations is hereby designated as the
deposmry of this Agreement
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Article 36
SIGNATURE, RATIFICATION, ACCEPTANCE
AND APPROVAL

1.  This Agreement shall be open for signature, at United Nations
Headquarters from 3 April 2006 until one month after the date of its enitry into
force, by Govemments invited to the United Nations Conference for the
Negotiation of a Successor Agreement to the International Tropical Tlmber

Agreement, 1994.
2.  Any Govemnment referred to in paragraph 1 of this article may:

(a) At the time of signing this Agreement, declare that by such
signature it expresses its consent to be bound by this Agreement (definitive
sxgmture), or

. (b) Aﬁer signing thts Agreement, ratify, accept or approve it by the
. deposit of an instrument to that effect with the depositary.

3. Upon signature and ratification, acceptance or approval, or accession, or
provisional application, the European Community or any intergovernmental
organization referred to in article 5, paragraph 1, shall deposit a declaration
issued by the appropriate authority of such organization specifying the nature
and extent of its competence over matters governed by this Agreement, and
shall inform the depositary of any subsequent substantial change in such
competence. Where such organization declares exclusive competence over all
matters govemed by this Agreement, the member States of such organization
snaii not take the actions under article 36, paragraph 2, article 37 and article
38, or shall take the action under article 41 or mthdraw notification of

provisional application under article 38.

Article 37
ACCESSION

1. *This Agreement shall be open for accession by Governments upon
conditions established by the Council, which shall include a time-limit for the
deposit of instruments of accession. These conditions shall be transmitted by

the Council to the Depositary. The Council may, however, grant extensions of
time to Governments which are unable to acoede by the time-limit set in the

conditions of accession.

2.  Accession shall be effected by the deposnt of an instrument of accession
with the depositary.
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Article 38
NOTIFICATION OF PROVISIONAL APPLICAT!ON

A signatory Government which intends to ratify, accept or approve this
Agreement, or a Government for which the Council has established conditions
for accession but which has not yet been able to deposit its instrument may, at
any time, notify the depositary that it will apply this Agreement provisionally
in accordance with its laws and regulations, either when it enters into force in
accordance with article 39 or, if it is already in force, at a specified date.

Article 39
ENTRY INTO FORCE

1.  This Agreement shall enter into force definitively on 1 February 2008 or
on any date thereafter, if 12 Governments of producers holding at least 60 per
cent of the total votes as set out in Annex A to this Agreement and 10
Governments of consumers as listed in Annex B and accounting for 60 per
cent of the global import volume of tropical timber in the reference year 2005
have signed this Agreement definitively or have ratified, accepted or approved
it pursuant to article 36, paragraph 2, or article 37.

2.  If this Agreement has not entered into force definitively on 1 February
2008, it shall enter into force provisionally on that date or on any date within
six months thereafter if 10 Governments of producers holding at least 50 per
cent of the total votes ae set cut in Azncx A {o-ilii-Agrecmeni-and-scven —
Governments of consumers as listed in Annex B and accounting for 50 per
cent of the global import volume of tropical timber in the reference year 2005
have signed this Agreement definitively or have ratified, accepted or approved »
it pursuant to article 36, paragraph 2, or have notified the depositary under
article 38 that they will apply this Agreement provisionally.

3.  If the requirements for entry into force under paragraph 1 or paragraph 2
of this article have not been met on 1 September 2008, the Secretary-General
of the United Nations shall invite those Governments which have signed this
Agreement definitively or have ratified, accepted or approved it pursuant to
article 36, paragraph 2, or have notified the depositary that they will apply this
Agreement provisionally, to meet at the carliest time practicable to decide
whether to put this Agreement into force provisionally or definitively among
themselves in whole or in part. Governments which decide to put this
Agreement into force provisionally among themselves may meet from time to
time to review the situation and decide whether this Agreement shall enter into
force definitively among themselves.
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4.  For any Government which has not notified the depositary under article
38 that it will apply this Agreement provisionally and which deposits its
instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession after the entry
into force of this Agreement, this Agreement shall enter into force on the date

of such deposit.

5.  The Executive Director of the Organization shall convene the Council as
soon as possible after the entry into force of this Agreement.

Article 40
AMENDMENTS

1. The Council may, by special vote in accordance with article 12,
recommend an amendment of this Agreement to members.

2. The Council shall fix a date by which members shall notlfy the
depositary of thenr acceptance of the amendment.

¢
3. An amendment shall enter into force 90 days after the depositary has
received notifications of acceptance from members constituting at least two
_thirds of the producer members and accounting for at least 75 per cent of the
votes of the producer members, and from members constituting at least two
thirds of the consumer members and accounting for at least 75 per cent of the
votes of the consumer members.

4.  After the depositary informs the Council that the requirements for entry
into force of the amendment have been met, and notwithstanding the
provisions of paragraph 2 of this article relating to the date fixed by the
Council, a member may still notify the depositary of its acoeptance of the
amendment, provided that such notification is made before the entry into force

of the amendment.

5.  Any member which has not notified its acceptance of an amendment by
the date on which such amendment enters into forcé shall cease to be a party to
this Agreement as from that date, unless such member has satisfied the Council
that its acceptance could not be obtsined in time owing to difficulties in
completing its constitutional or institutional procedures and the Council
decides to extend for that member the period for acceptance of the amendment.
Such member shall not be bound by the amendment before it has notified its

acceptance thereof.

6.  If the requirements for the entry into force of the amendment have not
been met by the date fixed by the Council in accordance with paragraph 2 of
this article, the amendment shall be considered withdrawn.
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Article 41
WITHDRAWAL

1. A member may withdraw from this Agreement at eny time after the
entry into force of the Agreement by giving written notice of withdrawal to the
depositary. That member shall simultaneously inform the Council of the action
it has taken.

2.  Withdrawal shall become effective 90 days after the notice is received
by the depositary.

3.  Financial obligations to the Organization incurred by & member under
- this Agreement shall not be terminated by its withdrawal. '

Article 42
EXCLUSION

If the Council decides that any member is in breach of its obligations
under this Agreement and decides further that such breach significantly
impairs the operation of this Agreement, it may, by special vote in accordance -
with article 12, exclude that member from this Agreement. The Council shall
immediately so notify the depositary. Six months after the date of the

- Council’s decision, that member shall cease to be a party to this Agreement.

Article 43
SETTLEMENT OF ACCOUNTS WITH WITHDRAWING
OR EXCLUDED MEMBERS OR MEMBERS UNABLE .
TO ACCEPT AN AMENDMENT v

1. The Council shall determine any settlement of accounts with a member
that ceases to be a party to this Agreement owing to:

(a8) Non-acceptance of an amendment to this Agreement under article
40; e

(b) Withdrawal from this Agreement under article 41; or
(c) Exclusion from this Agreement under article 42.

2.  The Council shall retain any assessments or contributions paid to the
financial accounts established under article 18 by a member that ceases to be a
partyto this Agreement.
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3. A member that has ceased to be a party to this Agreement shall not be
entitled to any share of the proceeds of liquidation or the other assets of the
Organization. Nor shall such member be liable for payment of any part of the
deficit, if any, of the Organization upon termination of this Agreement. :

' Article 44
DURATION, EXTENSION AND TERMINATION

1. - This Agreement shall remain in force for a peri&d of 10 years after its
entry into force unless the Council, by special vote in accordance with article
12, decides to extend, repegotiate or terminate it in accordance with the

provisions of this article.

2.  The Council may, by special vote in accordance with article 12, décide
to extend this Agreement for two periods, an initial period of five years and an
additional one of three years. : ‘ e

S.  If, before the expiry of the 10-year period referred to in paragraph 1 of
this article, or before the expiry of an extension period referred to in paragraph
2 of this article, as the case may be, the new Agreement to replace this
———Agreement has been negotiated but has not yet entered into force either
definitively or provisionally, the Council may, by special vote in accordance
with article 12, extend this Agreement until the provisional or definitive entry

into force of the new Agreement.

4.  If the new Agreement is negotiated and enters into force during any
peiiod of exicusion of ihis Agreement under paragraph 2 or paragraph 3 of this
article, this Agreement, as extended, shall terminate upon the entry into force
of the new Agreement. . »

5.  The Council may at any time, by special vote in accordance with article
12, decide to terminate this Agreement with effect from such date as it may

determine.

6. Notwithstanding the termination of this Agreement, the Council shall
continue in being for a period not exceeding 18 months to carry out the
liquidation of the Organization, including the settlement of accounts, and,
subject to relevant decisions to be taken by special vote in accordance with
article 12, shall have during that period such powers and functions as may be

necessary for these purposes.

7. The Council shall notify the depositary of any decision taken under this
article. .
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Article 45
RESERVATIONS

Reser#atibns may not be made with respect to any of the provisions of
this Agreement. -

Article 46
SUPPLEMENTARY AND TRANSITIONAL PROVISIONS

1.  This Agreement shall be the successor to the International Tropical
Timber Agreement, 1994.

- 2. All acts by or on behalf of the Organization or any of its organs under
the International Tropical Timber Agreement, 1983, and/or the International
Tropical Timber Agreement, 1994, which are in effect on the date of entry into
force of this Agreement and the terms of which do not provide for expiry on
that date shall remain in effect unless changed under the provisions of this

Agreement.

The term "tariff" means the price to be charged for the carriage of passengers,
baggage and cargo and the conditions under which those prices apply,
including prices and conditions for agency and other ‘auxiliary services
performed by the carrier in connection with the air transportation but
excluding remuneration and conditions for the carriage of mail.

The term "user charges" means a charge made to alrlmes by competent
authorities, or permitted by them to be made, for the provxsxon of airport
property or facilities, or of air nav1gat10n facilities, or aviation security
facilities or services, including related services and facilities, for aircraft, their

crews, passengers and cargo.

The term "EU Treaties" means the Treaty on European Union and the Treaty
on the Functioning of the European Union.
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It is understood that the titles given to the Articles of the present Agreement
do in no way restrict or extend the meanings of any of the provisions of the present
Agreement.

Unlawful Acts against the Safety of Civil Aviation, signed at Montreal on
23 September 1971, its Supplementary Protocol for the Suppression of Unlawful
Acts of Violence at Airports Serving International Civil Aviation, signed at
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Montreal on 24 February 1988, the Convention on the Marking of Plastic
Explosives for the Purpose of Detection, signed at Montreal on 1 March 1991,
as well as with any other convention and protocol relating to the security of civil
aviation which both Contracting Parties adhere to.

2. The Contracting Parties shall provide upon request all necessary assistance to
each other to prevent acts of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft and other unlawful
acts against the safety of such aircraft, their passengers and crew, airports and
air navigation facilities, and any other threat to the security of civil aviation.
