AIR SERVICES AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND

THE STATE OF KUWAIT
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The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the State
of Kuwait, hereinafter called the Contracting Parties,

Desiring to foster the development of Air Services between the Hellenic
Republic and the State of Kuwait and to promote in the greatest possible
measure international co-operation in this field.

Desiring to apply to these services the principles and provisions of the
Convention on International Civil Aviation and of the International Air
Services Transit Agreement opened for signature at Chicago on the
seventh day of December 1944,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of this Agreement, unless the text otherwise
requires:-

a) «THE CONVENTION» means the Convention on International
Civil Aviation opened for signature at Chicago on the seventh day
of December 1944, and includes any annex adopted under Article
90 of that Convention and any amendment of the Annexes or
Convention under Article 90 and 94 thereof so far as these Annexes
and amendments have been adopted by both Contracting Parties.

b) «AGREEMENT» means this Agreement, the Annex attached
thereto, and any modifications to the Agreement or to the Annex;

¢) «AERONAUTICAL AUTHORITIES» means in the case of the
Staté of Kuwait, the Directorate General of Civil Aviation, in the
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case of the Hellenic Republic, the Governor of the Civil Aviation
Authority or in both cases any other person or agency authorised to
perform the functions exercised by the said authorities;

d) «DESIGNATED AIRLINE» means any airline that one
Contracting Party has designated in writing to the other
Contracting Party in accordance with Article 3 of this Agreement
as being an airline which is to operate the agreed air services on the
routes specified in accordance with Article 2 of this Agreement;

e) «TERRITORY», «AIR SERVICE», <INTERNATIONAL AIR
SERVICE» and «STOP FOR NON TRAFFIC PURPOSED» shall
for the purpose of this Agreement, have the meaning laid down in
Articles 2 and 96 of the Convention;

f) «CAPACITY» means:-

I) inrelation to an aircraft, the payload of that aircraft available
on a route or a section of a route.

II) in relation to a specified air service, the capacity of the
aircraft used on such service multiplied by the frequency
operated by such aircraft over a given period on a route or a
section of a route.

g) «TARIFF» means the prices to be paid for the carriage of
passengers, baggage and freight and the conditions under which
those prices apply, including prices and conditions for agency and
other auxiliary services, but excluding remuneration or conditions

for the carriage of mail;

h) «SCHEDULE» means the route schedule annexed to this
Agreement or as amended in accordance with the provisions of
paragraph (3) of Article 17 of this Agreement. The Schedule forms
an integral part of this Agreement and all references to the
Agreement shall include reference to the Schedule except where

otherwise provided.
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«USER CHARGE» means a charge made to airlines for the
provision of airport, air navigation or aviation security property, or

facilities.

«Reference to Nationals» References in this Agreement to nationals

of the Hellenic Republic, shall be understood as referring to
nationals of European Community Member States; .

«Reference to Airlines» References in this Agreement to airline(s)
of the Hellenic Republic shall be understood as referring to
airline(s) designated by the Hellenic Republic.

Article 2

GRANTING OF RIGHTS AND PRIVILEGES

Each Contracting Party grants to the other Contracting Party the
rights specified in this Agreement to enable its designated airline to
establish and operate international air services on the routes
specified in the appropriate section of the Schedule thereto
(hereinafter called «<AGREED SERVICES» and «SPECIFIED

ROUTES» respectively).

Subject to the provisions of this Agreement, the designated airline
of each Contracting Party shall enjoy, while operating an agreed
service on a specified route, the following privileges:

a) to fly without landing across the territory of the other
Contracting Party,

b) to make stops in the said territory for non-traffic purpose,
and

¢) to make stops in the said territory at the point or points
specified for that route in the Schedule for the purpose of
discharging and of taking on international traffic in

passengers, mail and cargo.
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3)  Nothing in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be deemed to confer on
a designated airline of one Contracting Party the privilege of taking
up, in the territory of the other Contracting Party, passengers, cargo
and mail carried for remuneration or hire and destined for another
point in the territory of that other Contracting Party.

Article 3
DESIGNATION AND AUTHORISATION

(1)  Each Contracting Party shall have the right to designate in writing
to the other Contracting Party an airline or airlines for the purpose
of operating the agreed services on the specified routes and to
withdraw the designation of any airline or to substitute another
airline for one previously designated.

(2)  Such designation shall be effected by virtue of written notification
between the aeronautical authorities of both Contracting Parties,
confirmed by the exchange of diplomatic notes.

(3) The airline or airlines designated by either Contracting Party may
be required to satisfy the other Contracting Party that it is qualified
to fulfill the conditions prescribed by the laws and regulations
normally and reasonably applied by this Contracting Party to the
operation of international air services in conformity with the

provisions of the Convention.

(4)  On receipt of such designation the aeronautical authorities of the
other Contracting Party shall grant the appropriate authorizations
and permissions with minimum procedural delay, provided:

(a) inthe case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Republic:

(i) it is established in the territory of the Hellenic Republic
under the Treaty establishing the European Community
and has a valid Operating License in accordance with

European Community law, and
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(ii) effective regulatory control of the airline is exercised
and maintained by the European Community Member
State responsible for issuing its Air Operator's
Certificate, and the relevant aeronautical authority is
clearly identified in the designation.

(b) In the case of an airline designated by the Government of the
State of Kuwait:

(i) the airline is established in the territory of the State of
Kuwait and has a valid Operating License in accordance
with Kuwaiti law; and '

(i) the State of Kuwait exercises and maintains effective
regulatory control of the airline and is responsible for
issuing its Air Operator's Certificate.

(5) When an airline has been so designated and authorized in
accordance with this Article, it may at any time begin to operate
the agreed services, in accordance with the provisions of the

present Agreement.

Article 4

REVOCATION, LIMITATION AND IMPOSITION OF
CONDITIONS

(1)Each Contracting Party shall have the right to refuse to grant or to
revoke an operating authorization, suspend the exercise of the rights
granted in this Agreement to an airline designated by the other
Contracting Party, or impose such conditions on the exercise of these

rights as it may deem necessary where:

(a) In the case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Republic:

(i) the airline is not established in the territory of the Hellenic
Republic under the Treaty establighing the European
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Community or does not have a valid Operating License in
accordance with the European Community law ; or

(ii) effective regulatory control of the airline is not exercised
or not maintained by the European Community Member
State responsible for issuing its Air Operator's Certificate,
or the relevant Aeronautical Authority is not clearly
identified in the designation; or

(iii) the airline is already authorised to operate under a
bilateral Agreement between the State of Kuwait and
another EC Member State and the State of Kuwait can
demonstrate that, by exercising traffic rights under this
Agreement on a route that includes a point in another EC
Member State, the air carrier would be circumventing
restrictions on traffic rights imposed by a bilateral
Agreement between the State of Kuwait and that other

Member State; or

(iv) the airline holds an Air Operator's Certificate issued by a
EC Member State and there is no bilateral Air Services
Agreement between the State of Kuwait and that EC
Member State, and that EC Member State has denied
traffic rights to the airlines designated by the State of

Kuwait.

(b) In the case of an airline designated by the Government of the
State of Kuwait:

(i) the airline is not established in the territory of the State of
Kuwait or is not licensed in accordance with the applicable

law of Kuwait ; or

(ii) the State of Kuwait is not exercising or not maintaining
effective regulatory control of the airline.

(c) in any case where the airline fails to comply with the laws or

regulations.of the Contracting Party granting those privileges
or otherwise fails to operate in accordance with the conditions

prescribed ‘in this Agreement, especially with Articles on
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Aviation Safety and Security; provided that, unless immediate
suspension or imposition of conditions is considered
necessary to prevent further infringement of laws or
regulations or is in the interest of aviation safety, this right
shall be exercised only after consultation with the other

Contracting Party.

(2) In the event of action by one Contracting Party under this Article,
the other rights of both Contracting Parties shall not be prejudiced.

Article 5

AIRPORTS AND FACILITY CHARGES

Each of the Contracting Parties may impose or permit to be
imposed just and reasonable charges for the use of airports and other
facilities under its control.

The charges imposed in the territory of either Contracting Party for
the use of airports and other aviation facilities on the aircraft of the
designated airline of the other Contracting Party shall not be higher than
those imposed on aircraft of the national airline engaged in similar

international air services.

Article 6

EXEMPTION FROM CUSTOMS AND OTHER DUTIES

1- FEach Contracting Party shall, on the basis of reciprocity, exempt
the designated airline of the other Contracting Party under its
relevant applicable law from import restrictions, customs duties,
other taxes, inspection fees and other national duties and charges
on aircraft, fuel, lubricating oils, consumable technical supplies,
spare parts including engines, regular aircraft equipment, aircraft
stores and other items intended for use or used solely in connection "

with the operation or servicing of aircraft of the designated airline
of such other Contracting Party operating the agreed services, as
well as the office equipment introduced in the territory of either
Contracting Party in order to be used in the offices of the
designated airline within the limits of the international airports to
which the designated airline operate, ticket stock, air way bills, any
printed material which bears the insignia of the company printed
thereon and usual publicity material dlstnbuted without charge by

that designated airline.

2.- The exemptions granted by this Article shall apply to the items
referred to in paragraph (1) of this Artxcle

(a) introduced in the territory of one Contracting Party by or on
behalf of the designated airline of the other Contracting Party ;

(b) retained on board aircraft of the designated airline of one
Contracting Party upon arriving in or leaving the territory of the

other Contracting Party ;

(¢) taken on board aircraft of the designated airline of the other
Contracting Party and intended for use in operating the agreed
services; whether or not such items are used or consumed
wholly within the territory of the Contracting Party granting the
exemption, provided that the ownership and/or use of such
items is not transferred in the territory of the said Contracting

Party.

3.- The regular airborne equipment, as well as the materials and
supplies normally retained on board the aircraft of either
Contracting Party may be unloaded in the territory of the other
Contracting Party only with the approval of the Customs
Authorities of that Contracting Party. In such case, they may be
placed under supervision of the said authorities up to such time as
they are re-exported or otherwise disposed of in accordance with

customs regulations.
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Article 7

COMMERCIAL OPPORTUNITIES

The designated airline of one Contracting Party shall have the right
to maintain its own representation in the territory of the other

Contracting Party.

The designated airline of one Contracting Party may, in accordance
with the laws and regulations of the other Party relating to entry,
residence and employment, bring in and maintain in the territory of
the other Contracting Party managerial, sales, technical, operational
and other specialist staff required for the provision of air services.

In case of nomination of a general agent or a general sales agent,
this agent ‘shall be appointed in accordance with the relevant
applicable laws and regulations of each Contracting Party.

Each designated airline shall have the right to engage in the sale of
air transportation in the territory of the other Contracting Party
directly or through its agents and any person shall be able to
purchase such transportation in accordance with the relevant

applicable laws and regulations.

Each Contracting Party shall grant, to the designated airline of the
other Contracting Party, the right to transfer to its country on
demand, in accordance with the foreign exchange regulations in
force, the excess of receipts over expenditure achieved in
connection with the carriage of passengers, cargo and mail on the
agreed services in the territory of the other Contracting Party.

If one Contracting Party imposes restrictions on the transfer of the
excess of receipts achieved by the designated airline of the other
Contracting Party, the other Party will also have the right to impose
the same restrictions to the other Contracting Party's airline.
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Article 8

LEASING

1)  When a designated airline proposes to use an aircraft on the agreed
services other than one owned by it, this shall be done on the

following conditions:

a) that such arrangements shall not be equivalent to giving a
lessor airline of another country access to traffic rights not
otherwise available to that airline;

b) that the financial benefit to be 6btained by the lessor airline
shall not be related to the direct financial success of the
operations of the designated airline concerned.

c) that the agreed services by the designated airline using the
leased aircraft shall not be linked so as to provide through
services by the same aircraft to or from the services of the
lessor airline on its own route or routes.

d) the safety standards, with respect to maintenance and
operation, of the leased aircraft are equivalent to those
established by the aeronautical authorities of the designated

airline.

2) A designated airline is not otherwise prohibited from providing
services using leased aircraft provided that any lease arrangement
entered into satisfies the conditions listed in paragraph 1 above.

3) A designated airline shall give sixty (60) days written notification to
the Aeronautical Authorities of the other Contracting Party of any
leasing of aircraft together with the terms of such arrangements and
obtain prior approval of the said Aeronautical Authorities before

using any leased aircraft.

4) On the exceptional basis and where the leasing of aircraft*becomes
necessary for urgent reasons and the lease does not exceed ninety
(90) days, approval shall not be withheld solely for the reason that
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less than sixty (60) days notice was given if reasonable prior
notification was given.

Notwithstanding anything in the foregoing where the lessor of the
aircraft:

a) is neither an airline nor controlled by one: and
b) is neither a subsidiary company of, related company to, nor
an associate company of an airline.

a simple notification to the Aeronautical Authorities of the other
Contracting Party will suffice.

Article 9

ENTRY AND CLEARANCE REGULATIONS

The laws, rules and regulations in force at one Contracting Party
relating to entry into or departure from its territory of passengers,
crew or cargo and mail of aircraft (such as regulation relating to
entry, clearance, immigration, passports, customs and quarantine)
shall be applicable to the passengers, crew or cargo of the aircraft of
an airline designated by the other Contracting Party while in the

territory of the first Contracting Party. :

The laws and regulations of a Contracting Party relating to the
admission to, stay in, or departure from its territory of aircraft
engaged in international air navigation, or to the operation and
navigation of such aircraft while within its territory, shall be applied
to the aircraft of both Contracting Parties without distinction as to
nationality, and shall be complied with by such aircraft upon
entering or departing from or while within the territory of that party.

Passengers, baggage, cargo and mail in transit across the territory of
a Contracting Party shall be subject to a simplified form of customs
and/or immigration control. Baggage, cargo and mail shall be
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exempt from customs duties, inspection fees and other national
duties and charges if in direct transit.

Article 10

RECOGNITION OF CERTIFICATES AND LICENSES

1) Certificates of airworthiness, certificates of competency and licenses
issued or rendered valid in accordance with the laws and
regulations of one Contracting Party, including in the case of the
Hellenic Republic the laws and regulations of the European
Community and unexpired, shall be recognized as valid by the
other Contracting Party for the purpose of operating services
provided for in this Agreement, provided that the requirements
under which such certificates or licenses were issued or rendered
valid are equal to or above the minimum standards which are or

may be established pursuant to the Convention.

2) If the privileges or conditions of the licenses or certificates referred
to in paragraph (1) above, issued by the Aeronautical Authorities of
one Contracting Party to any person or designated airline or in
respect of an aircraft operating the agreed services on the specified
routes would permit a difference from the standards established
under the Convention, and which difference has been filed with the
International Civil Aviation Organization, the Aeronautical of the
other Contracting Party may request consultations in accordance
with Article 17 of this Agreement with the Aeronautical
Authorities of that Contracting Party with a view to satisfying
themselves that the practice in question is acceptable to them.
Failure to reach a satisfactory agreement will constitute grounds for

the application of Article 4 of this Agreement.
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Article 11
CAPACITY PROVISIONS

These shall be fair and equal opportunity for the designated airline
of each Contracting Party to operate the agreed services on any
specified route in accordance with paragraph (1) of Article 2 of this
Agreement between their respective territories.

The agreed services provided by a designated airline shall retain, as
their primary objective the provisions of capacity adequate to
current, at a reasonable load factor, of capacity adequate to meet the
current and reasonably anticipated requirements for the carriage of
passengers, mail and cargo, originating from or destined for the
territory of the Contracting Party designating the airline. The ri ght of
the designated airline of either Contracting Party to embark or to
disembark at the point in the territory of the other Contracting Party
international traffic destined for or coming from third countries shall
be in accordance with the principles that such traffic will be of a
supplementary character and capacity shall be related to:

a) traffic demands between the territory of the Contracting
Party designating the airline and the points on the specified
routes:

b) traffic requirements of the areas through which the airline
passes, after taking account of other air services operated by
the airlines of the states comprising the area, and :

c) the requirements of through airline operation.

Article 12
APPROVAL OF FLIGHT SCHEDULES
1) The designated airlines shall communicate, to the Aeronautical

Authorities of the Contracting Parties not later than thirty days
prior to the initiation of the agreed services on the specified routes
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in accordance with Article 2 of this Agreement, the type of service,
the types of aircraft to be used and the flight schedules. This shall
likewise apply to later changes as well as before each summer and

winter schedule.

2) The Aeronautical Authorities receiving such flight schedules shall
normally approve the schedules of suggest modifications thereto. In
any case the designated airlines shall not commence their services
before the schedules are approved by the Aeronautical Authorities
concerned. This provision shall like wise apply to later changes.

Article 13
INFORMATION AND STATISTICS

The Aeronautical Authorities of either Contracting Party shall
furnish to the Aeronautical Authorities of the other Contracting Party at
their request such periodic or other statistical data as may be reasonably
required for the purpose of reviewing the capacity provided by the
designated airline of the first Contracting Party on the specified routes in
accordance with Article 2 of this Agreement. Such data shall include all
information required to determine the amount of traffic carried.

Article 14

ESTABLISHMENT OF TARIFFS

1) The tariffs in respect of international air services operated
to/from/through the territories of the two Contracting Parties shall
be established by the designated airlines at reasonable levels, due
regard being paid to all relevant factors, including cost of operation

and reasonable profit.

2) The Tariffs established under paragraph 1 shall not be required to
‘be filed by the designated airlines of one Contracting Party with the
aeronautical authorities of the other Contracting Party. Not
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withstanding the foregoing, each Contracting Party shall have the
right to intervene so as to:

a. prevent unreasonably discriminatory prices or practices;

b. protect consumers from prices that are unreasonably high or
restrictive due to the abuse of a dominant position; and

c. protect airlines from prices that are artificially low due to subsidy
or support, or where evidence exists as to an intent to eliminate

competition.

3) Notwithstanding the foregoing, the designated airlines of one
Contracting Party shall provide, on request, to the aeronautical
authorities of the other Contracting Party information relating to
the establishment of the tariffs, in a manner and format as specified

by such authorities.

Article 15

AVIATION SAFETY PROVISIONS

Each Contracting Party may request consultations at any time
concerning safety standards in any area relating to aircrew, aircraft
or their operation adopted by the other Contracting Party. Such
consultations shall take place within 30 days of that request.

If following such consultations, one Contracting Party finds that
the other Contracting Party does not effectively maintain and
administer safety standards in any such area that are at least equal
to the minimum standards established at that time pursuant to the
Chicago Convention, the first Contracting Party shall notify the
other Contracting Party of those findings and the steps considered
necessary to conform with those minimum standards and that other
Contracting Party shall take appropriate corrective action. Failure
by the other Contracting Party to take appropriate action within 15

‘days or such longer period as may be agreed, shall be grounds for-

the application of Article 4 of this Agreement.
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3)  Notwithstanding the obligations mentioned in Article 33 of the
Chicago Convention it is agreed that any aircraft operated by the
airline or airlines of one Contracting Party on services to or from
the territory of another Contracting Party may, while within the
territory of the other Contracting Party, be made the subject of an
examination by the authorised - representative of the other
Contracting Party, on board and around the aircraft to check both
the validity of the aircraft documents and those of its crew and the
apparent condition of the aircraft and its equipment (in this Article
called «ramp inspection»), provided this does not lead to

unreasonable delay.
4)  If any ramp inspection or series of ramp inspections gives rise to:

a)  serious concerns that an aircraft or the operation of an
aircraft does not comply with the. minimum standards
established at that time pursuant to the Chicago Convention,

or

b) serious concerns that there is a lack of effective maintenance
and administration of safety standards established at that
time pursuant to the Chicago Convention,

the Contracting Party carrying out the inspection shall, for the

purposes of Article 33 of the Chicago Convention, be free to

conclude that the requirements under which the certificate of
licenses on respect of that aircraft or in respect of the crew of that
aircraft had been issued or rendered valid, or that the requirements
under which that aircraft is operated, are not equal to or above the
minimum standards established pursuant to the Chicago

Convention.

5) In the event that access for the purpose of undertaking a ramp
inspection of an aircraft operated by the airline or airlines of one
Contracting Party in accordance with paragraph 3 above is denied
by the representative of that airline or airlines, the other
Contracting Party shall be free to infer that serious concerns of the
type referred to in paragraph 4 above arise and draw the

‘conclusions referred in that paragraph.
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Each Contracting Party reserves the right to suspend or vary the
operating authorisation of an airline or airlines of the other
Contracting Party immediately in the event the first Contracting
Party concludes, whether as a result of a ramp inspection, a series
of ramp inspections, a denial of access for ramp inspection,
consultation or otherwise, that immediate action is essential to the

safety of an airline operation.

Any action by one Contracting Party in accordance with paragraphs
2 and 6 above shall be discontinued once the basis for taking of

that action ceases to exist. ‘

When the Hellenic Republic has designated an airline whose
regulatory control is exercised and maintained by another European
Community Member State, the rights of the other Contracting Party
under this Article shall apply equally in respect of the adoption,
exercise or maintenance of safety standards by that other European
Community Member State and in respect of operating authorization

of that airline.

Article 16

AVIATION SECURITY

The Contracting Parties reaffirm, consistent with their rights and
obligations under international law, that their obligations to each
other to protect the security of civil aviation against acts of
unlawful interface form an integral part of this Agreement. Without
limiting the generality of their rights and obligations under
international law, the Contracting Parties shall in particular act in
conformity with the provisions of the Convention on Offences and
Certain Other Acts Committed on Board Aircraft, signed at Tokyo
on 14 September 1963, the Convention for the Suppression of
Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, signed at The Hague on 16 December
1970, the Convention for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts
against the Safety of Civil Aviation, signed at Montreal on 23
September 1971, its Supplementary Protocol for the Suppression of
Unlawful Acts of Violence at Airports Serving International Civil
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Aviation signed at Montreal on 24 February 1988, the Convention
on Marking of Plastic Explosives for the purpose of Detection,
done at Montreal on 1 March 1991 and any other convention on
aviation security to which the Contracting Parties shall become

party.

2) The Contracting Parties shall provide upon request all necessary
assistance to each other to prevent acts of unlawful seizure of civil
aircraft and other unlawful acts against the safety of such aircraft,
their passengers and crew, airports and air navigation facilities, and
any other threat to the security of civil aviation.

3) The Contracting Parties shall, in their mutual relations, act in
conformity with the aviation standards and, so far as they are
applied by them, the Recommended Practices established by the
International Civil Aviation Organization and designated as
Annexes to the Convention and shall require that operators of
aircraft of their registry, operators who have their principal place of
business or permanent residence in the territory of the Contracting
Parties or, in the case of the Hellenic Republic, operators of aircraft
which are established in its territory under the Treaty establishing
the European Community and have valid Operating Licenses in
accordance with European Community Law, and the operators or
airports in their territory, act in conformity with such aviation
security provisions. In this paragraph the reference to aviation
security Standards includes any difference notified by the

contracting Party concerned.

4) Each Contracting Party shall ensure that effective measures are
taken within its territory to protect aircraft, to screen passengers
and their carry-on items, and to carry out appropriate checks on
crew, cargo (including hold baggage) and aircraft stores prior to
and during boarding or loading and that those measures are
adjusted to meet the increase in the threat. Each Contracting Party
agrees that its operators of aircraft shall be required to observe, for
departure from or while within the territory of the other Contracting
Party, aviation security provisions in conformity with the law in
force in that country, including, in the case of the Hellenic.
Republic, European Community law. Each Contracting Party shell
also act favorably upon any request from the other Contracting
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Party for reasonable special security measures to meet a particular
threat.

When an incident or threat of an incident of unlawful seizure of
civil aircraft or other unlawful acts against the safety of such
aircraft, their passengers and crew, airports or air navigation
occurs, the Contracting Parties shall assist each other by
facilitating communications and other appropriate measures
intended to terminate as rapidly as possible commensurate with
minimum risk to life such incident or threat.

When a Contracting Party has reasonable grounds to believe that
the other Contracting Party has departed from the provisions of this
Article, the first Contracting Party may request immediate
consultations with the other Contracting Party. These consultations
will be aimed to reach an agreement upon the measures suitable to
eliminate the more immediate reasons of worry and to adopt in the
framework of the ICAO security standards, the actions necessary
to establish the appropriate conditions of security.

Each Contracting Party shall take such measures, as it may find
practicable, to ensure that an aircraft subject to an act of unlawful
seizure or other acts of unlawful interference which has landed in
its territory is detained on the ground unless its departure is
necessitated by the overriding duty to protect human life.
Wherever practicable, such measures shall be taken on the basis of

mutual consultations.

Article 17
CONSULTATIONS AND MODIFICATIONS

Exchange of views shall take place as needed between the
Aeronautical Authorities of the Contracting Parties in order to
achieve closer cooperation and agreement in all matters pertaining
to the application of this Agreement.

Each Contracting Party may at any time request consultations with
the other Contracting Party for the purpose of amending this
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Agreement or the Route Schedule. Such consultations shall begin
within a period of 60 days from the date or receipt of such request.
Any amendment to this Agreement, agreed to as a result of such
consultations, shall be approved by each Contracting Party in
accordance with its constitutional procedures and shall enter into
force on the date of exchange of diplomatic notes indicating such
approval, though it may be agreed to apply the amendment agreed
to provisionally from the date of agreement.

3) If the amendment relates only to the Route Schedule, the
consultations shall be between the Aeronautical Authorities of both
Contracting Parties. When these authorities agree on a new or
revised Route_Schedule, the agreed amendments shall come into
force as soon as they have been confirmed by an exchange of

diplomatic notes.

Article 18
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

1)  If any dispute arises between the Contracting Parties relating to the
interpretation or application of this Agreement and its Annex, the
Contracting Parties shall in the first place endeavor to settle it by
negotiations between themselves.

2)  If the Contracting Parties fail to reach within 60 days a settlement
by negotiations they shall refer the dispute for decision to a person
or body or at the request of one of the Contracting Parties to an
arbitration tribunal. The arbitration tribunal shall be composed as

follows:

a) Each contracting Party shall nominate an arbitrator; if one
Contracting Party fails to nominate his arbitrator within 60
days, such arbitrator shall be nominated by the President of
the Council of the International Civil Aviation Organization at
the request of the other Contracting Party.

'b) The third arbitrator, who shall be a national of a third state and
who shall preside the arbitrate tribunal, shall be nominated

either,
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1. by agreement between the Contracting Parties; or

2. if within 60 days the Contracting Parties do not so agree,
by appointment of the President of the Council of the
International Civil Aviation Organization by the request of

either Contracting Party.

The arbitral tribunal shall reach its decisions by a majority of votes.
Such decisions shall be binding on both Contracting Parties. Each
Contracting Party shall bear the cost of his own member as well as
of his representation in the arbitral proceedings; the cost of the
Chairman and any other cost shall be borne in equal parts by the
Contracting Parties. In all other respects, the arbitral tribunal shall

determine its own procedure.

If and so long as either Contracting Party or its designated airline
fail to comply with a decision given under paragraph (3) of this
Article, the other Contracting Party may limit, withhold or revoke
any rights or privileges relating the subject of the dispute which it
has granted by virtue of this Agreement until compliance is

established.

Article 19
TERMINATION

Either Contracting Party may at any time notify the other

Contracting Party in writing through diplomatic channels of his decision
to terminate this Agreement. A copy of the notice shall be sent
simultaneously to the Secretary General of the International Civil
Aviation Organization. If such notice is given, this Agreement shall
terminate twelve months after the date of receipt by the other Contracting
Party of the notice to terminate, unless by agreement between the
Contracting Parties the notice under reference is withdrawn before the
expiry of that period. If the other Contracting Party fails to acknowledge
receipt, notice shall be deemed to have been received fourteen days after
the date of the receipt by the Secretary General of the International Civil

Aviation Organization of his copy.
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Article 20
CONFORMITY WITH MULTILATERAL CONVENTION

In the event of a general multilateral air transport convention
accepted by the Contracting Parties entering into force, the provisions of
such convention shall prevail. Any discussions with a view to
determining the extent to which this Agreement is terminated,
superseded, amended or supplemented by the provisions of the
multilateral convention, shall take place in accordance with paragraph (2)

of Article 17 of this Agreement.
Article 21
REGISTRATION
This Agreement and its Annex shall be registered with the
International Civil Aviation Organization by the State of Kuwait.
Article 22
TITLES
Titles are inserted in this Agreement at the head of each Article for
the purpose of reference and convenience and in no way to define, limit
or describe the scope or intent of this Agreement,
Article 23
ENTRY INTO FORCE

This Agreement shall enter into force after fulfillment of the
internal legal requirements by each Contracting Party, which shall no_tify
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each other of the fulfillment of such requirements through exchange of
the diplomatic notes.

The Agreement shall come into force on the first day of the next
month from the date of the receipt of the last notification.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned, being duly authorized by
their respective Governments, have signed this Aéreement at Kuwait City
at this day of 5 Safar 1430H. corresponding in 20" of January 2010.

This Agrecmeht, ‘done in six (6) originals, two (2) each in the
Arabic and the Greek and the English languages, all texts being equally
authentic.

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AIR SERVICES AGREEMENT

BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
, AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

The Government of thc Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of
Armenia (hereinafter referred to as the “Contracting Parties”);

Being Parties to the Convéniion on International Civil Aviation‘opened for signature at
Chicago, on 7th day of December 1944; :

Desiring to concludé an Agreement for the purpose of establishing scheduled air services
between and beyond their respective territories and according Chicago Convention;

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1
Definitions
For the purpose of the pfescnt Agreement, unless the context otherwise requires:

a. The term “Aeronautical Authorities” means, in the case of the Hellenic Republic,
the Governor of the Civil Aviation Authority and any person or body authorized to
perform any functions exercised by the said Authority or similar functions and, in the
case of the Republic of Armenia the Director General of the General Department of Civil
Aviation at the Government of the Republic of Armenia, and any person or body

authorized to perform any functions by the said Organization.

b. The term “the Convention” means the Convention on International Civil Aviation,
opened for signature at Chicago, on the seventh day of December, 1944, and includes:

@) any amendment thereto which has entered into force under Article 94 (a)
thereof and has been ratified by both Contracting Parties; and

(i)  any Annex or any amendment thereto adopted under Article 90 of that
Convention, insofar as such amendment or Annex is at any given time

effective for those Contracting Parties.

c. The term “Agreement

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d. The term “designated airline” means, an airline which has been designated and
authorized in accordance with the provisions of Article 3 of the present Agreement.

e The term “agreed services” means scheduled air services on the routes specified in
the Annex to this Agreement for the transport of passengers, cargo and mail, separately or
in combination.

f. The term “capacity” in relation to an aircraft means, the payload of that aircraft
available on a route or section of a route and the term “capacity” in relation “an agreed
service” means, the capacity of the aircraft used on such service, multiplied by the
frequency operated by such aircraft over a given period and a route or section of a route.

g.  The term “tenitofy” in relation to a State has the meaning of the Article 2 of the
Convention. R o -

h. The terms “air service”, “international air service”, “airline” and “stop for non-
traffic purposes” shall have the meanings respectively assigned to them in Article 96 of
the Convention. . :

i The term “tariff” means the price to be charged for the carriage of passengers,
baggage and cargo and the conditions under which those prices apply, including prices
and conditions for agency and other auxiliary services performed by the carrier in
connection with the air transportation but excluding remuneration and conditions for the
carriage of mail.

j- The term “user charge” means a charge made to airlines for the provision of
airport, air navigation or aviation security property or facilities.

The tities given io the Articies of fhe present Agreement do in no way resirici or exiend

the meanings of any of the provisions of the present Agreement.

ARTICLE 2
Grant of Rights

1. Each Contracting Party grants to the other Contracting Party the rights specified in
this Agreement for the conduct of scheduled international air services by the designated

airline of the other Contracting Party as follows:

a. To fly, without landing, across the territory of the State of the other
Contracting Party;

b. To make stops in the said territory of the State for non traffic purposes;
and

To make stops in the said territory of the State at the points on the route(s)
specified in the Route Schedule annexed to this Agreement for the purpose
of taking on board and discharging international traffic in passengers,
cargo and mail, separately or in combination.
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2. Nothing in the provisions of paragraph (1) shall be deemed to confer on the airline
of one Contracting Party the right to take on board, in the territory of the State of the
other Contracting Party, passengers, cargo or mail carried for remuneration or hire and
destined for another point in the territory of the State of the other Contracting Party.

ARTICLE 3
Designation and Authorizations

1. Each Contracting Party shall have the ﬁght to designate, and inform, through

diplomatic channels the other Contracting Party, one or more airlines for the purpose of
operating the agreed services on the specified routes, and to withdraw or alter such

designations. 7 P
2. On rcceipt of such a designation the other'_CdntractithParty shall grant the
appropriate authorizations and permissions with the minimum procedural delay,
provided: : ' S ‘

a)  inthe case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Republic:
i) it is established in the territory of the Hellenic Republic under the Treaty
establishing the European Community and has a valid Operating Licence in
accordance with European Community law; and

ii) effective regulatory control of the airline is exercised and maintained by the
European Community Member State responsible for issuing its Air
Operator’s Certificate and the relevant aeronautical authority is clearly

identified in the designation; -

b) in the case of an airline designated by the Republic of Armenia:

i)  itis established in the territory of the Republic of Armenia and is licensed in
accordance with the applicable law of the Republic of Armenia; and

ii) the Republic of Armenia has and maintains effective regulatory control of
the airline; and
c) the designated airline is qualified to meet the conditions prescribed under the laws

and regulations normally applied in conformity with the provisions of the Convention to
the operation of international air services by the Contracting Party receiving the

designation.
3. On receipt of the operating authorization of paragraph (2) of this Article, a

designated airline may at any time begin to operate the agreed services for which it is so
designated, provided that the airline complies with the applicable provisions of this

Agreement.
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ARTICLE 4
Suspension and Revocation

1. Either Contracting Party may revoke, suspend or limit the operating authorization
or technical permissions of an airline designated by the other Contracting Party, where:

a) in the case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Republic:

i)  itisnot established in the territory of the Hellenic Republic under the Treaty
establishing the European Community or does not have a valid Operating
Licence in accordance with European Community law; or

ii) effective regulatory control of the airline is not exercised or not maintained
by the European Community Member State responsible for issuing its Air
Operator's Certificate and the relevant aeronautical authority is not clearly
identified in the designation; : .
b) in the case of an airliné d&ighated by the"ch'ublic of Armenia:
) it is nof established in the teritory of the Republic of Armenia and is not
licensed in accordance with the applicable law of the Republic of Armenia;
or o : . L ’

ii) the Republic of Armenia is not maintaining effective regulatory control of
the airline; or - .

c) such airline is unable to prove thatit is qﬁaliﬁed to fulfil the conditions prescribed
under the laws and regulations normally and reasonably applied in conformity with the

2. Unless immediate revocation or suspension or imposition of the conditions
mentioned in paragraph (1) of this Article is essential to prevent further infringements of
laws and/or regulations of the State and in the case of the Hellenic Republic, including
European Community Law, such right shall be exercised only after consultation with the
other Contracting Party, in conformity with Article 15 of this Agreement.

ARTICLE §
Applicability of laws and regulations

1. The laws, regulations and procedures of the State of one Contracting Party and in
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the case of the Hellenic Republic, including European Community Law, relating to
entering into, remaining in or departing from its State territory of aircraft engaged in
international air navigation or to the operation and navigation of such aircraft shall be
complied with by the designated airline of the other Contracting Party upon entrance into,
while within and departure from the said territory of the State.

2. The laws and regulations of the State and in the case of the Hellenic Republic,
including European Community Law, of one Contracting Party respecting entry,
clearance, staying or transit, emigration or immigration, passports, customs and
quarantine shall be complied with by the designated airline of the other Contracting Party
and by or on behalf of its crew, passengers, cargo and mail upon transit of, admission to,
while within and departure from the territory of the State of such Contracting Party.

3. Passengers, baggage and cargo in direct transit across the territory of the State of
one Contracting Party and not leaving the area of the airport reserved for such purpose
shall only be subject to a simplified control. Baggage and cargo in direct transit shall be
exempt from customs duties and other similar taxes.

R ARTICLE6 .
Recognition of Certificates and Licences

L. Certificates of airworthiness, certificates of competency and licences issued or
validated in accordance with the laws and regulations of the State of one Contracting
Party, including in the case of the Hellenic Republic the laws -and regulations of the
European Community, and unexpired shall be recognised as valid by the other
Contracting Party, for the purpose of operating the agreed services, provided always that
the requirements under which such certificates or licences were issued or validated are

cquai or wbove ihe minimum standards ostablished under the Convention. Each

Contracting Party reserves the right, however to refuse to recognize, for the purpose of
flights above its own State territory, certificates of competency and licences granted to its

2. If the privileges or conditions of the licences or certificates referred to in
paragraph (1) above, issued by the Acronautical Authorities of one Contracting Party to
any person or designated airline or in respect of an aircraft operating the agreed services
on the specified routes would permit a difference from the standards established under
the Convention, and which difference has been filed with the International Civil Aviation
Organization, the Aeronautical Authorities of the other Contracting Party may request
consultations in accordance with Article 15 of this Agreement with the Aeronautical
Authorities of that Contracting Party with a view to satisfying themselves that the
practice in question is acceptable to them. Failure to reach a satisfactory agreement will
constitute grounds for the application of Article 4 of this Agreement.
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ARTICLE 7
Aviation Safety Provisions

1. Each Contracting Party may request consultations at any time concerning safety
standards maintained in respect of an airline designated by the other Contracting Party in
any area relating to aircrew, aircraft or their operation. Such consultations shall take place

within 30 (thirty) days of that request.

2. If, following such consultations, one Contracting Party finds that the safety
standards in the areas referred to in paragraph (1) that are at least equal to the minimum
standards established at that time pursuant to the Convention, are not being effectively
maintained and administered in respect of airlines designated by the other Contracting
Party, the first Contracting Party shall notify the other Contracting Party of those findings
and the steps considered necessary to conform with the ICAO Standards and that other
Contracting Party shall take appropriate corrective ;action. . Failure by the other
Contracting Party to take appropriate action within 15 (fifteen) days or such longer period
as may be agreed, shall be grounds for the application of Article 4 of this Agreement.

3. Notwithstanding the obligations mentioned in Article 33 of the Convention it is
agreed that any aircraft operated by or on behalf of the designated airline or airlines of
one Contracting Party on services to or from the territory of the State of the other
Contracting Party may, while within the territory of the State of the other Contracting
Party, be made the subject of an examination by the authorised representatives of the
other Contracting Party, on board and around the aircraft to.check both the validity of the
aircraft documents and those of its crew and the apparent condition of the aircraft and its
equipment (in this Article called “ramp inspection”), provided this does not lead to
unreasonable delay. : '

a) serious concerns that an aircraft or the operation of an aircraft does not comply
with the minimum standards established at that time pursuant to the Convention, or

b) serious concerns that there is a lack of effective maintenance and administration
of safety standards established at that time pursuant to the Convention,

the Contracting Party carrying out the inspection shall, for the purposes of Article 33 of
the Convention, be free to conclude that the requirements under which the certificates or
licences in respect of that aircraft or in respect of the crew of that aircraft had been issued
or rendered valid, or that the requirements under which that aircraft is operated, are not
equal to or above the minimum standards established pursuant to the Convention.

5. In the event that access for the purpose of undertaking a ramp inspection of an
aircraft operated by the airline or airlines of one Contracting Party in accordance with
paragraph (3) above is denied by the representative of that airline or airlines, the other
Contracting Party shall be free to infer that serious concerns of the type referred to in
paragraph (4) above arise and draw the conclusions referred in that paragraph.

6. Each Contracting Party reserves the right to suspend or vary the operating
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authorisation of an airline or airlines of the other Contracting Party immediately in the
event the first Contracting Party concludes, whether as a result of a ramp inspection, a
series of ramp inspections, a denial of access for ramp inspection, consultation or
otherwise, that inmediate action is essential to the safety of an airline operation.

7. Any action by one Contracting Party in accordance with paragraphs (2) or (6) of
this Article shall be discontinued once the basis for the taking of that action ceases to
exist.

ARTICLE 8
Aviation Security

1. Consistent with their rights and obligations under international law, the
Contracting Parties reaffirm that their obligation to each other to protect the security of
civil aviation against acts of unlawful interference forms an integral part of this
Agreement. Without limiting the generality of their rights and obligations under
international law, the Contracting Parties shall in particular act in conformity with the
provisions of the Convention of Offences and Certain Other Acts Committed on Board
Aircraft, signed at Tokyo on 14 September 1963, the Convention for the Suppression of
Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, signed at The Hague on 16 December 1970 and the
Convention for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts against the Safety of Civil Aviation,
signed at Montreal on 23 September 1971, the Protocol for the Suppression of Unlawful
Acts Against the Safety of International Airports, signed at Montreal on 24 February
1988, the Convention on Marking of Plastic Explosives for the purpose of Detection,
done at Montreal on 1 March 1991, and all other international legal instruments in the
same field which may be ratified in the future by the Contracting Parties.

3. The Contracting Parties shall, in their mutual relations, act in conformity with the
aviation security provisions established by the International Civil Aviation Organization
and designated as Annexes to the Convention on International Civil Aviation to the
extent that such security provisions are applicable to the Contracting Parties; they shall
require that operators of aircraft of their registry or operators of aircraft which have their
principal place of business or permanent residence in the territory of the State of each
Contracting Party or, in the case of the Hellenic Republic, operators of aircraft which are
established in its State territory under the Treaty establishing the European Community
and have valid Operating Licences in accordance with European Community law, and the
operators of airports in their State territory act in conformity with such aviation security

provisions.

4, Each Contracting Party agrees that its operators of aircraft shall be required to
observe, for departure from or while within the territory of the State of the other
Contracting Party, aviation security provisions in conformity with the law of the State in
force in that country, including, in the case of the Hellenic Republic, European
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Community law. Each Contracting Party shall ensure that adequate measures are
effectively applied within its State territory to protect the aircraft and to screen
passengers and their carry-on items and to carry out appropriate checks on crew,
baggage, cargo and aircraft stores prior to and during boarding or loading. Each
Contracting Party shall also give positive consideration to any request from the other
Contracting Party for reasonable special security measures to meet a particular threat.

5. When an incident or threat of an incident of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft or
other unlawful acts against the safety of such aircraft, their passengers and crew, airports
or air navigation facilities occurs, the Contracting Parties shall assist each other by
facilitating communications and other appropriate measures intended to terminate rapidly
and safely such incident or threat thereof. -

. ARTICLEY = -
-Commercial Opportunities

1. The designétéd airline of one Conttactiﬁg Party shall have the right to maintain its
own representation in the territory of the State of the other Contracting Party.

2. The designated airline of one Contracting Party may, in accordance with the laws
and regulations of the State of the other Contracting Party (and in the case of the Hellenic
Republic, including European Community Law) relating ‘to entry, residence and
employment, bring in and maintain in the territory of the State of the other Contracting
Party managerial, sales, technical, operational and other specialist staff required for the
provision of air services. § : ‘

3. In case of nomination of a general agent or a general sales agent, this agent shall
be appointed in accordaiice with e iclevaii upplicable luws und reguluiions of he Siale

of each Contracting Party and in the case of the Hellenic Republic, including European
Community Law.

4, Each designated airline shall have the right to engage in the sale of air
transportation in the territory of the State of the other Contracting Party directly or
through its agents and any person shall be able to purchase such transportation in
accordance with the relevant applicable laws and regulations of the State and in the case
of the Hellenic Republic, including European Community Law.

5. Each Contracting Party shall grant, to the designated airline of the other
Contracting Party, the right to transfer to its country on demand, in accordance with the
foreign exchange regulations in force, the excess of receipts over expenditure achieved in
connection with the carriage of passengers, cargo and mail on the agreed services in the
territory of the State of the other Contracting Party.

6. If one Contracting Party imposes restrictions on the transfer of the excess of
receipts achieved by the designated airline of the other Contracting Party, the other
Contracting Party will also have the right to impose the same restrictions to the other

Contracting Party’s airline.
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ARTICLE 10
Exemption from customs and other duties

1. Each Contracting Party shall, on the basis of reciprocity, exempt the designated
airline of the other Contracting Party under its relevant applicable law of the State and in
the case of the Hellenic Republic, including European Community Law, from import
restrictions, customs duties, other taxes, inspection fees and other national duties and
charges on aircraft, fuel, lubricating oils, consumable technical supplies, spare parts
including engines, regular aircraft equipment, aircraft stores and other items intended for
use or used solely in connection with the operation or servicing of aircraft of the
designated airline of such other Contracting Party operating the agreed services, as well
as the office equipment introduced in the territory of the State of either Contracting Party
in order to be used in the offices of the designated airline within the limits of the
international airports to which the designated airline operate, ticket stock, air way bills,
any printed material which bears the insignia of the company printed thereon and usual
publicity material distributed without charge by that designated airline.

2. The exemptions granted by this Article shall apply to the items referred to in
paragraph (1) of this Article: - . 4 :

a) introdﬁced in the territory of the State of one Contracting Party by or on behalf of
the designated airline of the other Contracting Party ;

b) retained on board aircraft of the designated airline of one Contracting Party upon
arriving in or leaving the territory of the State of the other Contracting Party ;

¢) taken on board aircraft of the designated airline of the other Contracting Party and

intended for nse in operating the agreed services;

whether or not such items are used or consumed wholly within the territory of the State of
the Contracting Party granting the exemption, provided that the ownership and/or use of
such items is not transferred in the territory of the State of the said Contracting Party.

3. The regular airborne equipment, as well as the materials and supplies normally
retained on board the aircraft of either Contracting Party may be unloaded in the territory
of the State of the other Contracting Party only with the approval of the Customs
Authorities of that Contracting Party. In such case, they may be placed under supervision
of the said authorities up to such time as they are re-exported or otherwise disposed of in

accordance with customs regulations.

4, Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent the Hellenic Republic from imposing, on
a non-discriminatory basis, taxes, levies, duties fees or charges on fuel supplied in its
State territory for use in an aircraft of a designated airline of the other Contracting Party
that operates between a point in the teritory of the Hellenic Republic and another point
in the territory of the Hellenic Republic or in the teritory of another European

Community Member State.
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ARTICLE 11
User Charges

Each of the Contracting Parties may impose or permit to be imposed just and reasonable
charges for the use of airports and other facilities under its control.

Each of the Contracting Parties agree, however, that such charges shall not be higher than
would be paid for the use of such airports and facilities by its national aircraft engaged in

similar international services.

: " ARTICLE12
Capacity Regulations and Approval of Time tables

1. The designated airlines of the Contracting Parties shall be afforded fair and equal
treatment in order that they may enjoy equal opportunities in the operation of the agreed
services on the specified routes. - . . T ' .

2. In operating the agreed services the designated airlines of each Contracting Party
shall take into account the interests of the designated airlines of the other Contracting
Party so as not to affect unduly the services which the latter provide on the whole or part

of the same routes.

3.  The agreed services provided by the designated airlines of the Contracting Parties
shall have as their primary objective the provision, at a reasonable load factor, of capacity
adequate to carry the current and reasonably anticipated requirements for carriage of
passengers, cargo and mail between the territory of the State of the Contracting Party
designating the airline and the territory of the State of the other Contracting Party.

4, Provision for the carriage of passengers, éargo and mail both taken on board and
discharged at points on routes to be specified in the territories of States other than that

designating the airline shall be agreed upon between the two Contracting Parties.

5. The capacity to be provided including the frequency of services and the type of
aircraft to be used by the designated airlines of the Contracting Parties on the agreed
services shall be agreed upon by the Aeronautical Authorities.

6. In case of disagreement between the Contracting Parties, the issues referred to in
paragraph (5) above shall be settled in accordance with the provisions of Article 15 of
this Agreement. Until such agreement has been reached, the capacity provided by the

designated airlines shall remain unchanged.

7. The designated airlines of each Contracting Party shall submit the flight
timetables for approval to the Aeronautical Authorities of the other Contracting Party not
later than 30 (thirty) days prior to the introduction of services on the specified routes.
This shall, likewise, apply to later changes. In special cases, this time limit may be
reduced subject to the approval of the said Authorities. 4
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ARTICLE 13
Air Transport Tariffs

1. The tariffs to be charged by the airlines of the Contracting Parties for the agreed
services shall be established at reasonable levels, due regard being paid to all relevant
factors including cost of operation, reasonable profit, characteristics of service and, where
it is deemed suitable, the tariffs of other airlines operating scheduled services over the

whole or part of the same routes.

2. The tariffs proposed by the d&signated airlines shall be submitted for approval by
the Aeronautical Authorities of the Contracting Parties at least 60 (sixty) days before the
proposed date of introduction. This time limit may be reduced, subject to the consent of

the said Authorities. .

3. No tariff shall come into fdrce unle§s_ 'thé écronautical authorities of both
Contracting Parties have approved it. ' '

4, The Aeronautical Authorities of both Contracting Parties shall consider and shall
make decisions on unacceptable tariffs that are unreasonably discriminatory, unduly high
or restrictive because of the abuse of a dominant position, or artificially low because of
direct or indirect subsidy or support, or are resulting in the price dumping.

5. The tariffs established according the provisions of this Article shall remain in
force until new tariffs have been established according the provisions of this Article.

6.  Notwithstanding the provisions of this Article, the tariffs to be charged by the
designated airline of the Republic of Armenia for carriage wholly within the European
Community shall be subject to European Community law.

Article 14
Supply of Statistics

The Aeronautical Authorities of either Contracting Party shall supply to the Aeronautical
Authorities of the other Contracting Party, at their request, such information and statistics
relating to the traffic carried on the agreed services by the designated airline of the first
Contracting Party to and from the temitory of the State of the other Contracting Party as
may normally be prepared and submitted by the designated airlines to their National
Aeronautical Authorities. Any additional statistical traffic data which the Aeronautical
Authorities of one Contracting Party may desire from the Aeronautical Authorities of the
other Contracting Party shall, upon request, be a subject of mutual discussion and

agreement between the two Contracting Parties.
ARTICLE 15
Consultations and Modifications

1. Each Contracting Party or its Aeronautical Authorities may at any time request
consultations with the other Contracting Party or with its Aeronautical Authorities.
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2. A consultation requested by one of the Contracting Parties or their Aeronautical
Authorities shall begin within a period of 60 (sixty) days from the date of receipt of the

request.

3. Any modification to this Agreement shall enter into force when the two
Contracting Parties will have notified each other through diplomatic channels of the
fulfilment of their internal legal procedures relating to the conclusion and the entering
into force of international agreements.

4. Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph (3), modifications to the route
schedule annexed to this Agreement may be agreed directly between the Aeronautical
Authorities of the Contracting Parties. They shall enter into force after having been
confirmed by an exchange of diplomatic notes. - -

ARTICLE 16 .
Settlement of Disputes

1. If any dispuic arises between the Contracting Partiés relating to the interpretation
or application of this Agreement and its Annex, the Contracting Parties shall in the first

place endeavour to settle it by negotiations.

2. If the Contracting Parties fail to reach a settlement by negotiation, they may agree
to refer the dispute for an advisory opinion to some person or body.

3. If the Contracting Parties fail to reach a settlement pursuant to paragraphs (1) and
(2) above, the dispute may be referred by mutual agreement of the Contracting Parties to

a Trbunal of thice aibitiatois. Each of the Coitiactine Paities shall noiminate ai
arbitrator within a period of 60 (sixty) days from the date of receipt by either Contracting
Party from the other of a notice, through diplomatic channels, requesting arbitration of
the dispute by such a Tribunal and the two arbitrators so appointed shall designate by
common agreement the third arbitrator, who shall be the President of the Tribunal within
a further period of 60 (sixty) days. If either of the Contracting Parties fails to nominate its
arbitrator within the period specified or if the third arbitrator has not been nominated
within the period specified, the President of the Council of the International Civil
Aviation Organization may be requested by either Contracting Party to appoint an
arbitrator or arbitrators as the case may require; provided that if the President of the
Council of the International Civil Aviation Organization is a national of either
Contracting Party, the senior Vice-President of the Council or if he is such a national, the
Senior Member of the Council who is not such a national may be requested to make the
appointments as the case may be. The third arbitrator, however, shall be a national of a
third state and shall act as the President of the Tribunal and shall determine the place

where arbitration will be held.

4. The Tribunal shall determine its own procedures.

5. The expenses of the Tribunal shall be shared equally betWeen the Contracting
Parties.

6. The Contracting Parties undertake to comply with any decision delivered in
application of the present Article.

7. If and so long as either Contracting Party or its designated airline fail to comply
with a decision given under paragraph (6) of this Article, the other Contracting Party may
limit, withhold or revoke any rights or privileges which it has granted by virtue of this
Agreement.

ARTICLE 17
Termination

Either Contracting Party may at any time give written notice to the other Contracting
Party of its intention to terminate this Agreement, through diplomatic channels; such
notice shall simultaneously be communicated to the International Civil Aviation
Organization. S FE : T

In such case the Agreement shall terminate twelve (12) months after the date of receipt of
the notice by the other Contracting Party, unless the notice to terminate is withdrawn by
agreement before the expiry of this period. In the absence of acknowledgement of receipt
by the other Contracting Party, notice shall be deemed to have been received 14
(fourteen) days after the receipt of the notice by the International Civil Aviation
Organization. : e S ; '

ARTICLE 18
Conformity with Multilateral Conventions

If a general multilateral air transport convention or agreement related to both Contracting
Parties comes into force, the present Agreement shall be amended to comply with the
respective provisions of that multilateral convention accordingly.

ARTICLE 19
Registration

This Agreement, its Annex and all amendments thereto shall be registered with the
International Civil Aviation Organization.

ARTICLE 20
Entry into Force

This Agreement shall enter info force on the date of the exchange, through diplomatic -
channels, of written notifications between the Contracting Parties informing each other of
the completion of their relevant internal legal procedures necessary to this end.
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Upon its entry into force, this Agreement shall supersede the Air Transport Agreement
between the Government of the Republic of Armenia and the Government of the Hellenic
Republic, signed on 16 December 1994 in Athens.

In witness thereof, the undersigned plenipotentiaries being duly authorized by their
respective Goverhments, have signed the present Agreement.

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AIR SERVICES AGREEMENT

between
The Government of the Hellenic Republic
and

The Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of
Azerbaijan, hereinafter referred to as “the Contracting Parties”;

Being Parties to the Convention on Intemnational Civil Aviation opened for signature
at Chicago, on 7th day of December 1944;

Beihg equally desirous to conclude an Agreement for the purpose of establishing and
operating scheduled air services between and beyond their respective territories;

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Definitions

For the purpose of the present Agreement, unless the context otherwise
requires:

a. The term "Aeronautical Authorities" - means, in the case of the Republic of
Azerbaijan the Director of the State Civil Aviation Administration, and any person
authorized to perform any functions at present exercised by the said Organization or
similar functions and in the case of the Hellenic Republic, the Governor of the Civil
Aviation Authority and any person authorized to perform any functions at present
exercised by the said Authority or similar functions.

b. The term "the Convention" - means the Convention on International Civil
Aviation, opened for signature at Chicago, on the seventh day of December, 1944,

and includes:

) any amendment thereto which has entered into force under Article 94

(a) thereof and has been ratified by both Contracting Parties; and
(ii)  any Annex or any amendments thereto adopted under Article 90 of

that Convention, insofar as such amendment or Annex is at any given time effective
for those Contracting Parties.
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The term "Agreement" - means this Agreement, the Annex attached thereto,

c.
and any Protocols or similar documents amending the present Agreement or the
Annex.

d. The term "designated airline" - means, an airline, which has been designated
and authorized in accordance with the provisions of Article 3 of the present
Agreement.

e. The term "agreed services" - means scheduled air services on the routes

specified in the Annex to this Agreement for the transport of passengers, cargo and
mail, separately or in combination.

f. The term "capacity" - in relation to an aircraft means, the payload of that
aircraft available on a route or section of a route and the term "capacity" in relation to
"an agreed service" means, the capacity of the aircraft used on such service,
multiplied by the frequency operated by such aircraft over a given period and a route

or section of a route.

g. The term "territory” - in relation to a State has the meaning of the Article 2 of
the Convention.

h. The terms "air service", "international air service”, "airline" and "stop for
non-traffic purposes" - shall have the meanings respectively assigned to them in
Article 96 of the Convention.

i The term "tariff" - means the price to be charged for the carriage of
passengers, baggage and cargo and the conditions under which those prices appiy,
including prices and conditions for agency and other auxiliary services performed by
the carrier in connection with the air transportation but excluding remuneration and

conditions for the carriage of mail.

j. The term "user charge" - means a charge made to airlines for the provision of
airport, air navigation or aviation security property or facilities.

It is understood that the titles given to the Articles of the present Agreement do in no
way restrict or extend the meanings of any of the provisions of the present

Agreement.
Article 2
Grant of Rights
1. Each Contracting Party grants to the other Contracting Party the rights

specified in this Agreement for the conduct of scheduled international air services by
the designated airline of the other Contracting Party as follows:

a. To fly, without landing, across the territory of the other Contracting party;
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b. To make stops in the said territory for non traffic purposes and
c. To make stops in the said territory at the points on the route(s) specified in

the Route Schedule annexed to this Agreement for the purpose of taking on board
and discharging international traffic in passengers, cargo and mail, separately or in

combination.

2. Nothing in the provisions of paragraph (1) shall be deemed to confer on the
airline of one Contracting Party the right to take on board, in the territory of the other
Contracting Party, passengers, cargo or.mail carried for remuneration or hire and
destined for another point in the territory of the other Contracting Party.

Article 3
Designation and Authorizations

1. Each Contracting Party shall have the right to designate, and inform, through
diplomatic channels the other Contracting Party, one or more airlines for the purpose
of operating the agreed services on the specified routes, and to withdraw or alter such

designations.

2. On receipt of such a designation the other Contracting Party shall grant the
appropriate authorizations and permissions with the minimum procedural delay,

provided :

a. in the case of an airline designated by the Republic of Azerbaijan:
@) it is established in the territory of the Republic of Azerbaijan and i
licensed in accordance with the applicable law of the Republic of Azerbaijan; and

(ii) the Republic of Azerbaijan has and maintains effective regulatory
control of the airline;

b. in the case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Republic:

(i) it is established in the territory of the Hellenic Republic under the
Treaty establishing the European Community and has a valid Operating License in
accordance with European Community law; and

(i)  effective regulatory control of the airline is exercised and maintained
by the European Community Member State responsible for issuing its Air Operator’s
Certificate and the relevant aeronautical authority is clearly identified in the

designation; and

(iii)  the airline is owned and shall continue to be owned directly or
through majority ownership by the European Community Member States and/or
nationals of the European Community Member States, and/or by other states listed in
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Annex 2 and/or nationals of such other states, and shall at all times be effectively
controlled by such states and/or such nationals.

c. the designated airline is qualified to meet the conditions prescribed under the
laws and regulations normally applied in conformity with the provisions of the
Convention - to the operation of international air services by the Party receiving the

designation.

3. On receipt of the operating authorization of paragraph (2), a designated
airline may at any time begin to operate the agreed services for which it is so
designated, provided that the airline complies with the applicable provisions of this

Agreement.
Article 4

Suspension and Revocation

1. Either Contracting Party may revoke, suspend or limit the operating
authorization or technical permissions of an airline by the other Contracting Party,

where:
a. in the case of an airline designated by the Republic of Azerbaijan:

(1) it is not established in the territory of the Republic of Azerbaijan or is
not licensed in accordance with the applicable law of the Republic of Azerbaijan; or

(ii)  the Republic of Azerbaijan is not maintaining effective regulatory
control of the airline;

b. in the case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Republic:

(i) it is not established in the territory of the Hellenic Republic under the
Treaty establishing the European Community and does not have a valid Operating
License in accordance with European Community law; or

(ii)  effective regulatory control of the airline is not exercised or not
maintained by the European Community Member State responsible for issuing its Air
Operator’s Certificate and the relevant aeronautical authority is not clearly identified

in the designation;

(iii)  the airline is not owned directly or through majority ownership, or it
is not effectively controlled by the European Community Member States and/or
nationals of the European Community Member States, and/or by other states listed in
Annex 2 and/or nationals of such other states.

c. such airline is unable to prove that it is qualified to fulfill the conditions
prescribed under the laws and regulations normally and reasonably applied in
conformity with the Convention to the operation of international air services by the

Party receiving the designation; or
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d. the airline fails to comply with the laws and/or regulations of the Contracting
Party granting these rights; or

e. the airline otherwise fails to operate in accordance with the conditions
prescribed under the present Agreement.

2. Unless immediate revocation or suspension or imposition of the conditions
mentioned in paragraph (1) of this Article is essential to prevent further
infringements of laws and/or regulations, such right shall be exercised only after
consultation with the other Contracting Party, in conformity with Article 16 of this

Agreement.
, Article 5
Applicability of laws and regulations
1. The laws, regulations and procedures of one Contracting Party relating to

entering into, remaining in or departing from its territory of aircraft engaged in
international air navigation or to the operation and navigation of such aircraft shall be
complied with by the designated airline of the other Contracting Party upon entrance
into, while within and departure from the said territory.

2. The laws and regulations of one Contracting . Party respecting entry,
clearance, staying or transit, emigration or immigration, boundary, customs and
quarantine shall be complied with by the designated airline of the other Contracting
Party and by or on behalf of its crew, passengers, cargo and mail upon transit of,
admission to, while within and departure from the territory of such Contracting

Party.

3. Passengers, baggage and cargo in direct transit across the territory of one
Contracting Party and not leaving the area of the airport reserved for such purpose
shall only be subject to a simplified control. Baggage and cargo in direct transit shall
be exempt from customs duties and other similar taxes.

Article 6
Recognition of Certificates and Licenses

1. Certificates of airworthiness, certificates of competency and licenses issued
or validated in accordance with the laws and regulations of one Contracting Party,
including in the case of the Hellenic Republic the laws and regulations of the
European Community, and unexpired shall be recognized as valid by the other
Contracting Party, for the purpose of operating the agreed services, provided always
that the requirements under which such certificates or licenses were issued or
validated are equal or above the minimum standards established under the
Convention. Each Contracting Party reserves the right, however to refuse to
recognize, for the purpose of flights above its own territory, certificates of
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competency and licenses granted to its own nationals or rendered valid for them by
the other Contracting Party or by any other State.

2. If the privileges or conditions of the licenses or certificates referred to in
paragraph (1) above, issued by the Aeronautical Authorities of one Contracting Party
to any person or designated airline or in respect of an aircraft operating the agreed
services on the specified routes would permit a difference from the standards
established under the Convention, and which difference has been filed with the
International Civil Aviation Organization, the Aeronautical Authorities of the other
Contracting Party may request consultations in accordance with Article 16 of this
Agreement with the Aeronautical Authorities of that Contracting Party with a view to
satisfying themselves that the practice in question is acceptable to them. Failure to
reach a satisfactory agreement will constitute grounds for the application of Article 4

of this Agreement.

Article 7
Aviation Safety Provisions

1. Each Contracting Party may request consultations at any time concerning
safety standards -maintained in respect of an airline designated by the other
Contracting Party in any area relating to crew, aircraft or their operation. Such
consultations shall take place within 30 days of that request.

2. If, following such consultations, one Contracting Party finds that the safety
standards in the areas referred to in paragraph 1 that are at least equal to the
minimum standards established at that time pursuant to the Chicago Convention, are
not being effectively maintained and administered in respect of airlines designated by
the other Coatracling Parly, the first Contracting Party shall notify the other
Contracting Party of those findings and the steps considered necessary to conform
with the ICAO Standards and that other Contracting Party shall take appropriate
corrective action. Failure by the other Contracting Party to take appropriate action
within 15 days or such longer period as may be agreed shall be grounds for the
application of Article 4 of this Agreement.

3. Notwithstanding the obligations mentioned in Article 33 of the Chicago
Convention it is agreed that any aircraft operated by or on behalf of the designated
airline or airlines of one Contracting Party on services to or from the territory of the
other Contracting Party may, while within the territory of the other Contracting
Party, be made the subject of an examination by the authorized representatives of the
other Contracting Party, on board and around the aircraft to check both the validity of
the aircraft documents and those of its crew and the apparent condition of the aircraft
and its equipment (in this Article called "ramp inspection"), provided this does not

lead to unreasonable delay.

4. If any ramp inspection or series of ramp inspections gives rise to:
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a. serious concerns that an aircraft or the operation of an aircraft does not
comply with the minimum standards established at that time pursuant to the Chicago

Convention, or

b. serious concerns that there is a lack of effective maintenance and
administration of safety standards established at that time pursuant to the Chicago
Convention,

the Contracting Party carrying out the inspection shall, for the purposes of Article 33
of the Chicago Convention, be free to conclude that the requirements under which
the certificates or licenses in respect of that aircraft or in respect of the crew of that
aircraft had been issued or rendered valid, or that the requirements under which that
aircraft is operated, are not equal to or above the minimum standards established

pursuant to the Chicago Convention.

5. In the event that access for the purpose of undertaking a ramp inspection of
an aircraft operated by the airline or airlines of one Contracting Party in accordance
with paragraph (3) above is denied by the representative of that airline or airlines, the
other Contracting Party shall be free to infer that serious concemns of the type
referred to in paragraph (4) above arise and draw the conclusions referred in that

paragraph.

6. Each Contracting Party reserves the right to suspend or vary the operating
authorization of an airline or airlines of the other Contracting Party immediately in
the event the first Contracting Party concludes, whether as a result of a ramp
inspection, a series of ramp inspections, a denial of access for ramp inspection,
consultation or otherwise, that immediate action is essential to the safety of an airline

operation.

7. Any action by one Contracting Party in accordance with paragraphs (2) or (6)
above shall be discontinued once the basis for the taking of that action ceases to

exist.
Article 8
Aviation Security
1. Consistent with their rights and obligations under international law, the

Contracting Parties reaffirm that their obligation to each other to protect the security
of civil aviation against acts of unlawful interference forms an integral part of this
Agreement. Without limiting the generality of their rights and obligations under
international law, the Contracting Parties shall in particular act in conformity with
the provisions of the Convention of Offences and Certain Other Acts Committed on
Board Aircraft, signed at Tokyo on 14 September 1963, the Convention for the
Suppression of Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, signed at the Hague on 16 December
1970 and the Convention for the suppression of Unlawful Acts against the Safety of
Civil Aviation, signed at Montreal on 23 September 1971, the Protocol for the
Suppression of Unlawful Acts Against the Safety of International Airports, signed at
Montreal on 24 February 1988 the Convention on Marking of Plastic Explosives for
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the purpose of Detection, done at Montreal on 1 March 1991, and all other
international instruments in the same field which may be ratified in the future by the

Contracting Parties.

2. The Contracting Parties shall provide upon request all necessary assistance to
each other to prevent acts of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft and other unlawful acts
against the safety of such aircraft, their passengers and crew, airports and air
navigation facilities, and any other threat to the security of civil aviation.

3. The Contracting Parties shall, in their mutual relations, act in conformity with
the aviation security provisions established by the International Civil Aviation
Organization and designated as Annexes to the Convention on International Civil
Aviation to the extent that such security provisions are applicable to the Contracting
Parties; they shall require that operators of aircraft of their registry or operators of
aircraft which have their principal place of business or permanent residence in the
territory of the Contracting Parties or, in the case of the Hellenic Republic, operators
of aircraft which are established in its territory under the Treaty establishing the
European Community and have valid Operating Licenses in accordance with
European Community law, and the operators of airports in their territory act in

conformity with such aviation security provisions.

4. Each Contracting Party agrees that its operators of aircraft shall be required to
observe, for departure from or while within the territory of the other Contracting
Party, aviation security provisions in conformity with the law in force in that
country, including, in the case of the Hellenic Republic, European Community law.
Each Contracting Party shall ensure that adequate measures, envisaged in legislation
in force are effectively applied within its territory to protect the aircrafi and io screen
passengers and their carry-on items and to carry out appropriate checks on crew,
baggage, cargo and aircraft stores prior to and during boarding or loading. Each
Contracting Party shall also give positive consideration to any request from the other
Contracting Party for reasonable special security measures to meet a particular threat.

5. When an incident or threat of an incident of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft
or other unlawful acts against the safety of such aircraft, their passengers and crew,
airports or air navigation facilities occurs, the Contracting Parties shall assist each
other by facilitating communications and other appropriate measures intended to
terminate rapidly and safely such incident or threat thereof.

Article 9
Commercial Opportunities

L. The designated airline of one Contracting Party shall have the right to
maintain its own representation in the territory of the other Contracting Party.
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2. The designated airline of one Contracting Party may, in accordance with the
laws and regulations of the other Party relating to entry, residence and employment,
bring in and maintain in the territory of the other Contracting Party managerial, sales,
technical, operational and other specialist staff required for the provision of air

services.

3. In case of nomination of a general agent or a general sales agent, this agent
shall be appointed in accordance with the relevant applicable laws and regulations of

each Contracting Party.

4, Each designated airline shall have the right to engage in the sale of air
transportation in the territory of the other Contracting Party directly or through its
agents and any person shall be able to purchase such transportation in accordance
with the relevant applicable laws and regulations.

5. Each Contracting Party shall grant, to the designated airline of the other
Contracting Party, the right to transfer to its country on demand, in accordance with
the foreign exchange regulations in force, the excess of receipts over expenditure
achieved in connection with the carriage of passengers, cargo and mail on the agreed
services in the territory of the other Contracting Party.

6. If one Contracting Party imposes restrictions on the transfer of the excess of
receipts achieved by the designated airline of the other Contracting Party, the other
Party will also have the right to impose the same restrictions to the other Contracting

Party's airline.

Article 10
Exemption from customs and other duties

1. Each Contracting Party shall, on the basis of reciprocity, in accordance with
its legislation in force, exempt the designated airline of the other Contracting Party
under its relevant applicable law from import restrictions, customs duties, other
taxes, inspection fees and other national duties and charges on aircraft, fuel,
lubricating oils, consumable technical supplies, spare parts including engines, regular
aircraft equipment, aircraft stores and other items intended for use or used solely in
connection with the operation or servicing of aircraft of the designated airline of such

other Contracting Party operating the agreed services.

2. The exemptions granted by this Article shall apply to the items referred to in
paragraph (1) of this Article:

a. introduced in the territory of one Contracting Party by or on behalf of the
designated airline of the other Contracting Party ;

b. retained on board aircraft of the designated airline of one Contracting Party
upon arriving in or leaving the territory of the other Contracting Party ;
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c. taken on board aircraft of the designated airline of the other Contracting Party
and intended for use in operating the agreed services; whether or not such items are
used or consumed wholly within the territory of the Contracting Party granting the
exemption, provided that such items are not transferred in the territory of the said

Contracting Party.

3. The regular airborne equipment, as well as the materials and supplies
normally retained on board the aircraft of either Contracting Party may be unloaded
in the territory of the other Contracting Party only with the approval of the Customs
Authorities of that Contracting Party. In such case, they are placed under supervision
of Customs Authorities till they are re-exported or otherwise disposed of in
accordance with customs regulations of that Contracting Party.

4. Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent the Hellenic Republic from
imposing, on a non- discriminatory basis, taxes, levies, duties, fees or charges on fuel
supplied in its territory for use in an aircraft of a designated airline of the other
Contracting Party that operates between a point in the territory of the Hellenic
Republic and another point in the territory of the Hellenic Republic or in the territory

of another European Community Member State.

Article 11
Tax withholding

1. Profits of designated airlines of the Contracting Party from the international
traffic shall be taxable only in the territory of that Contracting Party.

2. Where a special Agreement for avoidance of double taxation with respect to
taxes on income and capital exists between the Contracting Parties, the provisions of
the present Agreement shall prevail.

Article 12
User Charges

1. Each of the Contracting Parties may impose or permit to be imposed just and
reasonable charges for the use of airports and other facilities under its control.

2. Each of the Contracting Parties agree, however, that such charges shall not be
higher than would be paid for the use of such airports and facilities by its national
aircraft engaged in similar international services.

Article 13
Capacity Regulations and Approval of Timetables

1. The designated airlines of the Contracting Parties shall be afforded fair and
equal treatment in order that they may enjoy equal opportunities in the operation of
the agreed services on the specified routes.
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2. In operating the agreed services the designated airlines of each Contracting
Party shall take into account the interests of the designated airlines of the other
Contracting Party so as not to affect unduly the services which the latter provide on

the whole or part of the same routes.

3. The agreed services provided by the designated airlines of the Contracting
Parties shall have as their primary objective the provision, at a reasonable load factor,
of capacity adequate to carry the current and reasonably anticipated requirements for
carriage of passengers, cargo and mail between the territory of the Contracting Party
designating the airline and the territory of the other Contracting Party.

4, Provision for the carriage of passengers, cargo and mail both taken on board
and discharged at points on routes to be specified in the territories of states other than
that designating the airline shall be agreed upon between the two Contracting Parties.

5. The capacity to be provided including the frequency of services and the type
of aircraft to be used by the designated airlines of the Contracting Parties on the
agreed services shall be agreed upon by the Aeronautical Authorities.

6. In case of disagreement between the Contracting Parties, the issues referred
to in paragraph 5 above shall be settled in accordance with the provisions of Article
16 of this Agreement. Until such agreement has been reached, the capacity provided
by the designated airlines shall remain unchanged.

7. The designated airlines of each Contracting Party shall submit for approval to
the Aeronautical Authorities of the other Contracting Party not later than thirty daye
prior to the introduction of services on the specified routes the flight timetables. This
shall, likewise, apply to later changes. In special cases, this time limit may be
reduced subject to the approval of the said Authorities.

Article 14
Air Transport Tariffs

1. Each Contracting Party shall allow tariffs for air services to be established
freely by each designated airline.

2. Neither Contracting Party may require notification or filing of any tariff to be
charged by an airline or airlines designated under this Agreement.

3. The tariffs shall be established at reasonable levels, due regard being paid to
all relevant factors, including interests of users, cost of operation, characteristics of
service, reasonable profit and other commercial considerations in the market-place.
The tariffs cannot be unreasonably discriminatory, unduly high, artificially low or

restrictive.

Article 15
Supply of Statistics

The Aeronautical Authorities of either Contracting Party shall supply to the
Aeronautical Authorities of the other Contracting Party, at their request, such
information and statistics relating to the traffic carried on the agreed services by the
designated airline of the first Contracting Party to and from the territory of the other
Contracting Party as may normally be prepared and submitted by the designated
airlines to their National Aeronautical Authorities. Any additional statistical traffic
data which the Aeronautical Authorities of one Contracting Party may desire from
the Aeronautical Authorities of the other Contracting Party shall, upon request, be a
subject of mutual discussion and agreement between the two Contracting Parties.

Article 16
Consultations and Modifications

1. Each Contracting Party or its Aeronautical Authorities may at any time
request consultations with the other Contracting Party or with its Aeronautical

Authorities.

2. A consultation requested by one of the Contracting Parties or their
Aeronautical Authorities shall begin within a period of sixty (60) days from the date

of receipt of the request.

3. Any modification to this Agreement shall enter into force when the two
Contracting Parties will have notified each other through diplomatic channels of the
fuifiilment of their internal legal procedures relating to the conclusion and the

entering into force of international agreements.

4. Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph (3), modifications to the route
schedule annexed to this Agreement may be agreed directly between the
Aeronautical Authorities of the Contracting Parties. They shall enter into force after
having been confirmed by an exchange of diplomatic notes.

Article 17
Settlement of Disputes

1. If any dispute arises between the Contracting Parties relating to the
interpretation or application of this Agreement and its Annex, the Contracting Parties
shall in the first place endeavor to settle it by negotiations.

2. If the Contracting Parties fail to reach a settlement by negotiation, they may
agree to refer the dispute for an advisory opinion to some person or body.

3. If the Contracting Parties fail to reach a settlement pursuant to paragraphs (1)
and (2) above, the dispute shall be referred to a Tribunal of three arbitrators, one to
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be nominated by each Contracting Party and the third to be agreed upon by the two
so nominated. Each of the Contracting Parties shall nominate an arbitrator within a
period of sixty (60) days from the date of receipt by either Contracting Party from the
other of a notice, through diplomatic channels, requesting arbitration of the dispute
by such a Tribunal and the third arbitrator shall be appointed within a further period
of sixty (60) days. If either of the Contracting Parties fails to nominate its arbitrator
within the period specified, the President of the Council of the International Civil
Aviation Organization may be requested by either Contracting Party to appoint an
arbitrator or arbitrators as the case may require; provided that if the President of the
Council of the International Civil Aviation Organization is a national of either
Contracting Party, the senior Vice-President of the Council or if he is such a national,
the Senior Member of the Council who is not such a national may be requested to
make the appointments as the case may be. The third arbitrator, however, shall be a
national of a third state and shall act as the President of the Tribunal and shall
determine the place where arbitration will be held.

4. The Tribunal shall determine its own procedures.

S. The expenses of the Tribunal shall be shared equally between the Contracting
Parties. '

6. The Contracting Parties undertake to comply with.any decision delivered in

application of the present Article.

7. If and so long as either Contracting Party or its designated airline fail to
comply with a decision given under paragraph (3) of this Article, the other

Contracting Party may limit, withhold or reveke any right
granted by virtue of this Agreement.

Article 18
Termination

Either Contracting Party may at any time give written notice to the other Contracting
Party of its intention to terminate this Agreement, through diplomatic channels; such
notice shall simultaneously be communicated to the International Civil Aviation

Organization.

In such case the Agreement shall terminate twelve months after the date of receipt of
the notice by the other Contracting Party, unless the notice to terminate is withdrawn
by agreement before the expiry of this period. In the absence of acknowledgement of
receipt by the other Contracting Party, notice shall be deemed to have been received
fourteen (14) days after the receipt of the notice by the International Civil Aviation

Organization.
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Article 19
Conformity with Multilateral Conventions

If a general multilateral air transport convention or agreement comes into force in
respect of both Contracting Parties, the present Agreement and its Annex shall be

deemed to be amnended accordingly.

Article 20
Registration

This Agreemert, its Annex and all amendments thereto shall be registered with the
International Civil Aviation Organization by the Hellenic Republic.

Article 21
Entry into Force

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the receipt, through diplomatic
channels, of the latest written notification of the Contracting Parties confirming the
eir relevant internal legal procedures required for the entry into force

nt.

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AIR SERVICES AGREEMENT

BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
, AND _ '
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED ARAB EMIRATES
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PREAMBLE

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the United
Arab Emirates (Hereinafter referred to as the “Contracting Parties”),

Being parties to the Convention on Intemational Civil Aviation opened for
signature at Chicago on the seventh day of December 1944,

Desiring to conclude an Agreement in conformity with and supplementary to
the said Convention, for the purpose of establishing and operating Air Services

between and beyond their respective teritories;

Acknowledging the importance of air transportation as a means of creating
and fostering friendship, understanding and co-operation between the people

of the two countries; .

Desiring to facilitate the expansion of international air transport obportunities;

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICLE 1 - DEFINITIONS

1. For the purpose of this Agreement, . unless the context otherwise

requires, the term:

a) "Aeronautical Authority” means in the case of the Govemment of the
Hellenic Republic, the Hellenic Civil Aviation Authority; and in the case of
the Govemment of the United Arab Emirates (UAE), the General Civil
Aviation Authority or in either case any person or body authorized to
perform any function to which this Agreement relates;

b) "Agreed Services” means scheduled Intemational Air Services between
and beyond the respective territories of the Hellenic Republic and the
United Arab Emirates (UAE) at the points on the route(s) specified in the
Route Schedule annexed to this Agreement for the transport of
passengers, baggage, cargo and mail, separately or in any combination;

c) “Agreement” means this Agreement, its Annexes drawn up in application
thereof, and any amendment to the Agreement or to the Annexes;

d) "Air Service", “Airline”, "International Air Service" and "stop for non-traffic
purposes" have the meanings respectively assigned to them in Article 96 of

the Convention;

e) "Annex 1" shall include the route schedule annexed to the Agreement and
any clauses or notes appearing in such Annex and any modification made
thereto in accordance with the provisions of Article 19 of this Agreement;
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f) “"Convention” means the Convention on International Civil Aviation, opened
for signature at Chicago on the seventh day of December 1944, and
includes: (i) any amendment thereto which has entered into force under
Article 94(a) of the Convention and has been ratified by both Contracting
Parties; and (i) any annex or amendment adopted thereto under Article 90
of that Convention, insofar as such annex or amendment is at any given
time effective for both Contracting Parties;

g) "Designated Airlines" means an airine or airines that have been
designated and authorized in accordance with Article 3 of this Agreement;

h) “Tariffs" means the prices to be charged for the carriage of passengers,
baggage, cargo and mail and the conditions under which those prices
apply, including prices and conditions for agency and other auxiliary
services performed by the carrier in connection with the air transportation
but excluding remuneration and conditions for carriage of mail;

i) "Temitory" in relation to a State has the meaning assigned to it in Article 2
of the Convention; : el :

j) “User Charges” means charges made to airines by the competent
authorities or permitted by them to be made for the provision of airport
facilities, property and/or of air navigation facilities, aviation security,
including related services and facilities for aircraft, their crews, passengers,

baggage, cargo and mail; ,
k) “Member States” means Member States of the European Community;

2. The Annexes to this ‘Agreement are considered an integral part
thereof.

3. In implementing this Agreement, the Contracting Parties shall act in
conformity with the provisions of the Convention insofar as those
provisions are applicable to International Air Services.

ARTICLE 2 - GRANT OF RIGHTS

1. Each Contracting Party grants to the other Contracting Party the rights
specified in this Agreement to enable its Designated Airlines to

establish and operate the Agreed Services.

2. The Designated Airlines of each Contracting Party shall enjoy the

following rights; .
a) to fly across the Territory of the other Contracting Party without

landing; .
b)  to make stops in the Territory of the other Contracting Party for

non-traffic purposes, and - .
to make stops in the Territory of the other Contracting Party at
the points on the route(s) specified in the Route Schedule

c)
annexed to this Agreement , for the purpose of taking on
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and/or discharging international traffic in passengers, baggage,
cargo and mail, separately or in any combination, while
operating the Agreed Services.

Other airline(s) of each Contracting Party, shall also enjoy the rights
specified in paragraph 2(a) and 2(b) of this Article.

Nothing in this Article shall be deemed to confer on any Designated
Airline of either Contracting Party the privilege of taking on, in the
Territory of the other Contracting Party, passengers, baggage, cargo
and mail carried for remuneration or hire and destined for another point

within the Territory of that other Contracting Party.

The Designated Airlines shall have the right to use all airways, airports
and other facilities provided by the Contracting Parties on a non-
discriminatory bas_is. according to the Convention.

7 ARTICLE 3 - DESIGNATION AND AUTHORIZATION

The Aeronautical Authority of each Contracting Party shall have the right to

. designate one or more airlines for the purpose of operating the Agreed

Services and to withdraw or alter the designation of any such airline or to
substitute another airline for one previously designated. -Such designation
may specify the scope of the authorization granted to each airline in
relation to the operation of the Agreed Services. Designations and any
changes thereto shall be made in writing by the Aeronautical Authority of
the Contracting Party having designated the airline to the Aeronautical

Authority of the other Contracting Party.

On receipt of a notice of designation, substitution or alteration thereto, and

‘ on application from a Designated Airine in the form and manner

prescribed, the other Contracting Party shall, subject to the provisions of
paragraphs (3) and (4) of this Article, without delay grant to the airline(s)

designated the appropriate operating authorizations.
The Aeronautical Authority of one Contracting Party may require an airline

. designated by the other Contracting Party to satisfy them that it is qualified

to fulfill the conditions prescribed under the laws and regulations normally

and reasonably applied to the operation of Intemational Air Services by

such authority in conformity with the provisions of the Convention.

Each Contracting Party shall grant the operating authorizations referred to

' in paragraph (2) of this Article, provided that:

(a) in the case of an air carrier designated by the Hellenic-Republic:
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i. the air carrier is established in the territory of the Hellenic
Republic under the Treaty establishing the European
Community and has a valid Operating License granted by a
Member State in accordance with European Community law;,

and

ii. effective regulatory control of the airline is exercised and
maintained by the Member State responsible for issuing its
Air Operator's Certificate and the relevant. aeronautical
authority is clearly identified in the designation; and

iii. the air carmier has its principal place of business in the
territory of the Member State from which it has received the
valid Operating License; and '

iv. the air carrier is owned, directly or through majority
ownership, and it is effectively controlled by Member States
and/or nationals of Member States, and/or by other states
listed in Annex 2 and/or nationals of such other states.

(b)  inthe case of an air carrier designated by the UAE:

i the air carrier is established in the territory of the UAE
and is licensed in accordance with the applicable law

of the UAE; and

li the UAE has and maintains effective regulatory
control of the air carrier.

5. When an airline has been so designéted and authorized, it may begin at
any time to operate the Agreed Services in whole or in part, provided that a
timetable is established in accordance with Article 14 of this Agreement in

respect of such services.

ARTICLE 4
REVOCATION AND LIMITATION OF OPERATING AUTHORIZATION

1. The Aeronautical Authority of each Contracting Party shall, with respect
to an airline designated by the other Contracting Party, have the right to
revoke an operating authorization or to suspend the exercise of the
rights specified in Article 2 of this Agreement, or to impose conditions,

* temporarily or permanently, as it may deem necessary on the exercise

of those rights;
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in the case of failure by that airline to comply with the laws and
regulations normally and reasonably applied by the Aeronautical
Authority of the Contracting Party granting those rights in
conformity with the Convention; or

in case the airline otherwise fails to operate in accordance with
the conditions prescribed under this Agreement; or

1. in the case of an air carmier designated by the Hellenic

Republic:

i)

vi)

the air carrier is not established in the termritory of the
Hellenic Republic under the Treaty -establishing the
European Community or does not have a valid Operating
Licence granted by a Member State in accordance with

the European Community law; or

effective regulatory control of the air carrier is not
exercised or not maintained by the Member State
responsible for issuing its Air Operator's Certificate, or
the relevant aeronautical authority is not clearly
identified in the designation; or -

the air carrier does not have its principal place of
business in the teritory of the Member State from which

it has received its Operating License; or

the air carrier is not owned, directly or through majority
ownership, or it is not effectively controlled by Member
States and/or nationals of Member States, and/or by
other states listed in Annex 2 and/or nationals of such

other states; or

the air carrier holds an Air Operator’s Certificate issued
by another Member State and it can be demonstrated
that by exercising traffic rights under this Agreement on
a route that includes a point in that other Member State,
including the operation of a service which is marketed
as, or otherwise constitutes a through service, it would
in effect be circumventing restrictions on traffic rights
imposed by a bilateral air services agreement between
the UAE and that other Member State; or

the air carrier holds an Air Operator’s Certificate issued
by a Member State and there is no bilateral air services
agreement between the UAE and that Member State,
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and it can be demonstrated that the necessary traffic
rights to conduct the proposed operation are not
reciprocally available to the air carrier(s) designated by
the UAE. :

2. in the case of an air carrier designated by the UAE:

i) the air carrier is not established in the territory of the
UAE or is not licensed in accordance with the applicable

law of the UAE; or

ii) the UAE does not have or does not maintain effective
regulatory control of the air carrier; or ..

i)  the air carrier is majority owned and controlled by
nationals of a state other than the UAE and it can be
demonstrated that by exercising traffic rights under this
Agreement on a route that includes a point in that other
state, including the operation of a service which is
marketed as, or otherwise constitutes a through service,
it would in effect be circumventing restrictions on traffic
rights imposed by a bilateral air services agreement
between the Hellenic Republic and that other state; or

iv)  the air carrier is majority owned and controlled by
nationals of a state other than the UAE and there is no
bilateral air services agreement between the Hellenic
Republic and that other state, and it can be
demonstrated that the necessary traffic rights to
conduct the proposed operation are not reciprocally
available to the air carrier(s) designated by the Hellenic

Republic.

In exercising' its right under this paragraph, and without
prejudice to its rights under paragraph c) 1.v) and vi) of this
Article, the UAE shall not discriminate between Community air

carriers on the grounds of nationality.
d) in accordance with paragraph (6) of Article 9 of this Agreement;
in the case of failure by the other Contracting Party to take

e)
appropriate action to improve safety in accordance with
paragraph (2) of Article 9 of this Agreement; or
f) in any case where the other Contracting Party fails to comply
cation of

with any decision or stipulation arising from the -appli
Article 18 of this Agreement;
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2. Unless immediate revocation, suspension, or imposition of the
conditions mentioned in paragraph (1) of this Article is essential to
prevent further infringements of laws or regulations, such right shall be
exercised only after consultation with the Aeronautical Authority of the

other Contracting Party, as provided for in Article 17.

3. in the event of action by one Contracting Party under this Article, the
rights of the other Contracting Party under Article 18 shall not be

prejudiced. _ .

: ARTICLES . -
PRINCIPLES GOVERNING THE OPERATION OF AGREED SERVICES

1. Each Contracting Party shall reciprocally allow the Designated Airlines of
both Contracting Parties to compete freely in providing the intemational air
transportation govemed by this Agreement. .

2. Each Contracting Party shall take all appropriate éct_ion within its
jurisdiction to eliminate all forms of discrimination and anti-competitive or
predatory practices in the exercise of the rights and entitlements set out in

this Agreement.

3. Notwithstanding any other provision to the contrary, nothing in this
agreement shall (i) favour the adoption of agreements between
undertakings, decisions by associations of undertakings or concerted
practices that prevent or distort competition; (ii) reinforce the effects of any
such agreement, decision or concerted practice; or (iii) delegate to private
economic operators the responsibility for taking measures that prevent,

distort or restrict competition.

4. The capacity to be provided including the frequency of services and the
type of aircraft to be used by the Designated Airlines of the Contracting
Parties on the Agreed Services shall be agreed upon by the Aeronautical

Authorities.

5. The Designated Airline(s) of each Contracting Party shall have a fair and
equal opportunity to compete on any agreed route between the territories
of the two Contracting Parties. .

ARTICLE 6 - CUSTOMS DUTIES AND OTHER CHARGES

the basis of reciprocity the Désignated

1. Each Contracting Party exempts on
y under its relevant applicable law from

Airlines of the other Contracting Part
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import restrictions, custom duties, direct or indirect taxes, inspection fees
and all other national and/or local duties and charges on aircraft as well as
their regular equipment, fuel, lubricants, maintenance equipment, aircraft
tools, consumable technical supplies, spare parts including engines, aircraft
stores including but not limited to such items as food, beverages, liquor,
tobacco and other products for sale to or use by passengers during flight
and other items intended for or used solely in connection with the operation
or servicing of aircraft used by such Designated Airline operating the
Agreed Services, as well as printed ticket stock, airway bills, staff uniforms,
computers and ticket printers used by .the - Designated Airine for
reservations and ticketing, any printed material which bears the insignia of
the Designated Airline printed thereon and usual publicity and promotional
materials distributed free of charge by such Designated Airline.

2. The exemptions granted by this Article shall apply to the items referred to
in paragraph (1) of this Article which are: - cE T,

a) introduced into the Termitory of one Contracting Party by or on behalf
of a Designated Airline of the other Contracting Party, -

b) retained on board the aircraft of a Designated Airiine of one
Contracting Party upon arriving in and until leaving the Territory of
the other Contracting Party and/or consumed during flight over that
Territory; , .

c) taken on board the aircraft of a Designated Airine of one
Contracting Party in the Temitory of the other Contracting Party and
intended for use in operating the Agreed Services; whether or not
such items are used or consumed wholly or partly within the
Territory of the Contracting Party granting the exemption, provided
such items are not transferred in the Temitory of the said

Contracting Party.

3. The regular airbome equipment, as well as the materials, supplies and
stores normally retained on board the aircraft used by the Designated
Airline of either Contracting Party may be unloaded in the Territory of the
other Contracting Party only with the approval of the customs authorities of
that other Contracting Party. In such case, such equipment and items shall
enjoy the exemptions provided for by paragraph (1) of this Article provided
that they may be required to be placed under the supervision of the said
authorities up to such time as they are re-exported or otherwise disposed of

in accordance with customs regulations.

4. The exemptions provided for by this Article shall also be available in
situations where the Designated Airlines of either Contracting Party have
entered into arangements with another airline(s), for the loan or transfer in
the Territory of the other Contracting Party, of the regular equipment and
the other items referred to in paragraph (1) of this Atticle, provided that that
other airline enjoys the same exemption(s) from that other Contracting

Party.
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5. Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent the Hellenic Republic from

1.

imposing, on a non-discriminatory basis, taxes, levies, duties, fees or
charges on fuel supplied in its Temitory for use in an aircraft of a
Designated Airline of the UAE that operates between points in the Territory
of the Hellenic Republic and another point in that Territory or in the
Territory of another Member State. In such case, the UAE would have a
similar right to reciprocate without discrimination the imposition of similar
taxes, levies, duties, fees or charges on fuel supplied in its Territory.

ARTICLE 7 — APPLICATION OF NATIONAL LAWS AND REGULATIONS

The laws, regulations and procedures of one Contracting Party relating
to the admission to, sojoum in, or departure from its Teritory of aircraft
engaged in intemational air navigation, ‘or to the -operation ‘and
navigation of such aircraft while within its Territory, shall be applied to
aircraft operated by the airline(s) of the other Contracting Party without
distinction as to nationality as they are applied to its own, and shall be
complied with by such aircraft upon entry into, departure from and while
within the Territory of that Contracting Party. v

The laws, regulations and procedures of one Contracting Party as to
the admission to, sojoum in, or departure from its Teritory of
passengers, baggage, crew, cargo and mail, transported on board the
aircraft, such as regulations relating to entry, clearance, aviation
security, immigration, passports, customs, currency, health, quarantine
and sanitary measures or in the case of mail, postal laws and
regulations shall be complied with by or on behalf of such passengers,
baggage, crew, cargo and mail upon entry into and departure from
and while within the Termitory of the first Contracting Party.

Neither Contracting Party may grant any preference to its own or any
other airline(s) over the Designated Airline(s) of the other Contracting
Party in the application of the laws and regulations provided for in this

Article.

Passengers, baggage, cargo and mail in direct transit across the
Territory of either Contracting Party and not leaving areas of the airport
reserved for such purpose shall, except in respect of security measures
against violence, air piracy and narcotics control, be subject to no more
than a simplified control. Such baggage, cargo and mail shall be
exempt from customs duties, excise taxes and other similar national

and/or local fees and charges.
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ARTICLE 8 - RECOGNITION OF CERTIFICATES AND LICENSES

1. Certificates of airworthiness, certificates of competency and licenses
issued, or rendered valid by one Contracting Party and still in force,
shall be recognized as valid by the other Contracting Party including in
the case of the Hellenic Republic the Laws and regulations of the
European Community for the purpose of operating the Agreed Services
provided always that such certificates or licenses were issued, or
rendered valid, pursuant to and in conformity with the minimum
standards established under the Convention.

2. Each Contracting Party, reserves the right, héweVer, to refuse to
recognize, for flights above its own Territory, certificates of competency
and licenses granted to its own nationals by the other Contracting Party

or by any other state. _ _

3. If the privileges or conditions of the licenses or certificates issued or
rendered valid by one Contracting Party permit a difference from the
standards established under the Convention, whether or not such
difference has been filed with the Intemational Civil Aviation
Organization, the Aeronautical Authority of the other Contracting Party
may, without prejudice to the rights of the first Contracting Party under
Article 9(2), request consultations with the Aeronautical Authority of the
other Contracting Party in accordance with Article 17, with a view to
satisfying themselves that the practice in question is acceptable to
them. Failure to reach satisfactory agreement shall constitute grounds
for the application of Article 4(1) of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 9 - SAFETY

1. Each Contracting Party may request consultations at any time
concerning safety standards maintained in respect of an airline
designated by the other Contracting Party in any area relating to aircrew,
aircraft or their operation adopted by the other Contracting Party. Such
consultations shall take place within 30 days of that request.

2. If, following such consultations, one Contracting Party finds that the other
Contracting Party does not effectively maintain and administer safety
standards in any such area that are at least equal to the minimum
standards established at that time pursuant to the Convention, the first
Contracting Party shall notify the other Contracting Party of those
findings and the steps considered necessary to conform with those
minimum standards, and that other Contracting Party shall take
appropriate corrective action. Failure by the other Contracting Party to
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take appropriate action within 15 days or such longer period as may be
agreed, shall be grounds for the application of Article 4(1) of this

Agreement.

3. In addition to the obligations mentioned in Article 33 of the Chicago
Convention it is agreed that any aircraft operated by an airline of one
Contracting Party on services to or from the Territory of the other
Contracting Party may, while within the Territory of the other Contracting
Party, be made the subject of an examination by the authorized
representatives of the other Contracting Party, on board and around the
aircraft to check both the validity of the aircraft documents and those of
its crew and the apparent condition of the aircraft and its equipment (in
this Article called "ramp inspection"), provided this does not lead to

unreasonable delay.

4. If any such ramp inspection or series of ramp inspections gives rise to:

a) serious concerns that an aircraft or the operation of an aircraft
does not comply with the minimum standards established at that
time pursuant to the Convention; or

b)  serious concems that there is a lack of effective maintenance
and administration of safety standards established at that time
pursuant to the Convention;

the Contracting Party carrying out the inspection shall, for the purposes of
Article 33 of the Convention, be free to conclude that the requirements
under which the certificate or licenses in respect of that aircraft or in
respect of the crew of that aircraft had been issued or rendered valid or
that the requirements under which that aircraft is operated are not equal to
or above the minimum standards established pursuant to the Convention.

5. In the event that access for the purpose of undertaking a ramp inspection
of an aircraft operated by an airline of one Contracting Party in accordance
with paragraph (3) of this Article is denied by a representative of that
airline, the other Contracting Party shall be free to infer that serious
concems of the type referred to in paragraph (4) of this Article arise and
draw the conclusions referred to in that paragraph.

6. Each Contracting Party reserves the right to suspend or vary the operating
authorization of an airline or airdines of the other Contracting Party
immediately in the event the first Contracting Party concludes, whether as
a result of a ramp inspection, a series of ramp inspections, a denial of
access for ramp inspection, consultation or otherwise, that immediate
action is essential to the safety of an airline operation.

7. Any action by one Contracting Party in accordance with paragraphs (2). or
(6) of this Article shall be discontinued once the basis for taking that action

ceases to exist.
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8. Where the Hellenic Republic has designated an air carrier whose
regulatory control is exercised and maintained by another Member State,
the rights of the UAE under the safety provisions of this Agreement shall
apply equally in respect of the adoption, exercise or maintenance of safety
standards by that other Member State and in respect of the operating

authorization of that air carrier.

ARTICLE 10 — USER CHARGES

1. Each Contracting Party shall use its best efforts to ensure that the User
Charges imposed or permitted to be imposed by its competent charging
bodies on the Designated Airlines of the other Contracting Party for the use
of airports and other aviation facilities are just and reasonable. These
charges shall be based on sound economic principles and shall not be
higher than those paid by other airlines for such services.

2. Neither Contracting Party shall give preference, ‘with respect to User
Charges, to its own or to any other airine(s) engaged in similar
Intemnational Air Services and shall not impose or permit to be imposed, on
the Designated Airline(s) of the other Contracting Party User Charges
higher than those imposed on its own Designated Airline(s) operating
similar International Air Services using similar aircraft and associated

facilities and services.

ARTICLE 11 — AVIATION SECURITY

1. Consistent with their rights and obligations under intemational law, the
Contracting Parties reaffirm that their obligation to each other to protect the
security of civil aviation against acts of unlawful interference fqrms an

integral part of this Agreement.

2. Without limiting the generality of their rights and obligations under
international law, the Contracting Parties shall in particular act in conformity
with the provisions of the Convention on Offences and Certain Other Acts
Committed on Board Aircraft, signed at Tokyo on 14 September 1963, the
Convention for the Suppression of Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, signed at
the Hague on 16 December 1970, the Convention for the Suppression of
Unlawful Acts against the Safety of Civil Aviation, signed at Montreal on 23
September, 1971 and the Protocol for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts of

Violence at Airports Serving International Civil Aviation Supplementary to

the Convention for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts against the Safety of
signed at Montreal

Civil Aviation done at Montreal on 23 September 1971, at Montré
on 24 February-1988, and any other agreement govemning civil aviation
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security binding upon both Contracting Parties.

3. The Contracting Parties shall provide upon request all necessary
assistance to each other to prevent acts of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft
and other unlawful acts against the safety of such aircraft, their passengers
and crew, airports and air navigation facilities and any other relevant threat

to the security of civil aviation.

4. The Contracting Parties shall, in their mutual relations, act in conformity
with the aviation security provisions established by the International Civil
Aviation Organization and designated as annexes to the Convention to the
extent that such security provisions are applicable to the Contracting

Parties. '

5. In addition, the Contracting Parties shall require that operators of aircraft of
their registry or-operators of aircraft which have their principal place of -
business or permanent residence in their Temitory or, in the case. of the
Hellenic Republic, operators of aircraft which are established in its territory
under the treaty establishing the European Community and have valid
Operating Licenses in accordance with the European Community Law and
the operators of airports in their Territory act in conformity with such
aviation security provisions as are applicable to the Contracting Parties.

6. Each Contracting Party agrees that its operators of aircraft shall be
required to observe the aviation security provisions referred to in paragraph
4 above applied by the other Contracting Party including, in the case of the
Hellenic Republic, European Community law, for entry into, departure from,
or while within the Territory of that other Contracting Party.

7. Each Contracting Party shall ensure that adequate measures are
effectively applied within its Termitory to protect the aircraft and to security
screen their passengers, crew and carry-on items and to carry out
appropriate security checks on baggage, cargo, mail and aircraft stores
prior to boarding or loading. Each Contracting Party also agrees to give
positive consideration to any request from the other Contracting Party for
reasonable special security measures to meet a particular threat.

- 8. When an incident or threat of an incident of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft
or other unlawful acts against the safety of such aircraft, their passengers
and crew, airports and air navigation facilities occurs, the Contracting
Parties shall assist each other by facilitating communications and other
appropriate measures intended to terminate such incident or threat as
rapidly as possible commensurate with minimum risk to life from such

incident or threat.

Each Contracting Party shall take such measures as it may find practicable
to ensure that an aircraft of the other Contracting Party subjected to an act
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of unlawful seizure or other acts of unlawful interference which is on the
ground in its Temtory is detained thereon unless its departure is
necessitated by the overriding. duty to protect the lives of its passengers
and crew. However, these measures need to recognize the grave hazard
attending further flights. States shall also recognize the importance of
consultations, wherever practicable, between the State where that aircraft
has landed and the State of the operator of the aircraft, and notification by
the State where the aircraft has landed to the States of assumed or stated

destination. -

10. When a Contracting Party has reasonable grounds to believe that the other
Contracting Party has departed from the provisions of this Article, the
Aeronautical Authority of the first Contracting Party may request immediate
consultations with the Aeronautical Authority of the other Contracting Party.
Failure to reach a satisfactory agreement within fifteen (15) days from the
date of such request shall constitute grounds for the application of
paragraph (1) of Adicle 4 of this Agreement. When. required by an
emergency, a Contracting Party may take interim action under paragraph
(1) of Article 4 prior to the expiry of fiteen (15) days. Any action taken in
accordance with this paragraph shall be discontinued upon compliance by
the other Contracting Party with the security provisions of this Article.

ARTICLE 12 - COMMERCIAL ACTIVITIES

1. The Designated Airlines of each Contracting Party shall have the right to
establish in the Teritory of the other Contracting Party offices for the
purpose of promotion of air transportation and sale of transport documents
as well as for other ancillary products and facilites required for the

provision of air transportation.

2. The Designated Airlines of each Contracting Party shall be entitied, to bring
into and maintain in the Termitory of the other Contracting Party those of
their own managerial, commercial, operational, sales, technical and other
personnel and representatives as it may require in connection with the

provision of air transportation.

3. Such representatives and staff requirements mentioned in paragraph 2 of .-
this Article may, at the option of the Designated Airline, be satisfied by its

own personnel of any nationality or by using the services of any other
airline, organization or company operating in the Territory of the qther
Contracting Party and authorized to perform such services in the Territory

of such other Contracting Party. _
4. The Designated Airines of each Contracting Party shall, either directly and

. at their discretion, through agents, have the right to engage in the §ale of
air transportation and its ancillary products and facilities in the Territory of
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3. In the event that there exists a special agreement between the Contracting b
Parties for the avoidance of double taxation between the two Contracting

1.
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the other Contracting Party. For this purpose, the Designated Airlines shall
have the right to use its own transportation documents. The Designated
Airline of each Contracting Party shall have the right to sell, and any
person shall be free to purchase, such transportation and its ancillary
products and facilities in local currency or in any other freely convertible

currency.

. The Designated Airlines of one Contractihg Party shall have the right to

pay for local expenses in the Temitory of the other Contracting Party in
local currency or provided that this is in accordance with local currency

regulations, in any freely convertible currencies.

All the above activities shall be carried out in accordance with the
applicable laws and regulations in force in the Temitory of the other

Contracting Party. :

ARTICLE 13 — TRANSFER OF FUNDS

Subject to the applicable regulations of the Contracting Parties, each
Contracting Party grants to the Designated Airlines of the other Contracting
Party the right to transfer to their own country the excess of receipts over
expenditure eamed by such airlines in its Temitory in connection with the
sale of air transportation and sale of other ancillary products and services.
Such transfers shall be effected in any convertible currency in accordance
with the foreign exchange regulations of the Contracting Party in the
Territory of which the revenue accrued. Such transfer shall be effected on
the basis of official exchange rates or where there is no official exchange
rate, such transfers shall be effected on the basis of the prevailing foreign

exchange market rates for current payments.

If a Contracting Party imposes restrictions on the transfer of excess of
receipts over expenditure by the Designated Airlines of the other
Contracting Party, the latter shall have a right to impose reciprocal
restrictions on the Designated Airlines of the first Contracting Party.

Parties such agreement shall prevail.

ARTICLE 14 - APPROVAL OF TIMETABLES

. The Designated Airines of each Contracting Party shall s_ubmit for
. approval to the Aeronautical Authority of the other Contractupg Party
“prior to the inauguration of its services the timetable of intended
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services specifying the frequency, the type of aircraft, and period of
validity. This requirement shall likewise apply to any modification

thereof.
2. If a Designated Aiﬂihe wishes to operate ad-hoc flights supplementary
to those covered in the approved timetables, it shall obtain prior

pemission of the Aeronautical Authority of the Contracting Party
concemed, who shall give positive and favorable consideration to such

request.

ARTICLE 15 - AIR TRANSPORT TARIFFS

1. Each Contracting Party shall allow Tariffs to be established by each
Designated Airline based upon its commercial considerations in the
market place. Neither Contracting Party shall require the Designated
Airlines to consult other airlines about the tariffs they charge or

propose to charge. :

2. Each Contracting Party may require prior filing with its Aeronautical
Authorities, of prices to be charged to or from its Territory by
Designated Airlines of both Contracting Parties. Such filing by or on
behalf of the Designated Airlines may be required by no more than 30
days before the proposed date of effectiveness. In individual cases,
filing may be permitted on shorter notice than normally required. If a
Contracting Party permits an airline to file a price on short notice, the
price shall become effective on the proposed date for traffic
originating in the territory of that Contracting Party.

3. Except as otherwise provided in this Article, neither Contracting Party
shall take unilateral action to prevent the inauguration or continuation
of a price proposed to be charged or charged by a Designated Airline
of either Contracting Party for international air transportation.

4. Intervention by the Aeronautical Authorities of the Contracting Parties
shall be limited to:- ‘W
(a) Prevention of Tariffs that are unreasonably discriminatory -

and/or whose application constitutes anti-competitive behavior
which has or is likely to or intended to have the effect of
crippling a competitor or excluding a competitor from a route;

(b)  protection of consumers from prices that are unreasonably
high or restrictive due to the abuse of a dominant position;
and

(c)  protection of Designated Airlines from prices that are artificially
low because of direct or indirect subsidy or suppor, or are

resulting in price dumping.
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If a Contracting Party believes that a price proposed to be charged by
a Designated Airline of the other Contracting Party for international air
transportation is inconsistent with considerations set forth in
paragraph (4) of this Article, it shall request consuitations and notify
the other Contracting Party of the reasons for its dissatisfaction as
soon as possible. These consultations shall be held not later than 30
days after receipt of the request, and the Contracting Parties shall
cooperate in securing information necessary for reasoned resolution
of the issue. If the Contracting Parties reach agreement with respect
to a price for which a notice of dissatisfaction has been given, each
Contracting Party shall use its best efforts to put that agreement into
effect. Without such mutual agreement to the contrary, the previously

existing price shall continue in effect. -

The tariffs to be charged by »fhe air carriér(.s) "designated by the UAE
for carriage wholly within the European Community shall be subject

to European Community law. ,

Notwithstanding the provisions in paragraph 6 of this Article, the air
carrier(s) designated by the UAE shall be allowed to match existing
prices charged by other airlines for carriage wholly within the

European Community.

ARTICLE 16 - EXCHANGE OF INFORMATION

The Aeronautical Authorities of both Contracting Parties shall exchange
information, as promptly as possible, conceming the current
authorizations extended to their respective Designated Airlines to
render service to, through, and from the Territory of the other
Contracting Party. This will include copies of current certificates and
authorizations for services on proposed routes, together with

amendments or exemption orders.

The Aeronatical Authorities of either Contracting Party shall supply to .

the Aeronautical Authorities of the other Contracting Party, at their
request, such periodic or other statements of statistics of traffic uplifted
from and discharged in the territory of that other Contracting Party as

may be reasonably required.

ARTICLE 17 - CONSULTATION

In a spirit of close cooperation, the Aeronautical Authorities of the
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Contracting Parties shall consult each other from time to time with a
view to ensuring the implementation of and satisfactory compliance
with, the provisions of this Agreement and either Contracting Party may
at any time request consultations on the implementation, interpretation,
application or amendment of this Agreement.

2. Subject to Articles 4, 9 and 11, such consultations, which may be
through discussion or correspondence, shall begin within a period of
sixty (60) days of the date of receipt of such a request, unless
otherwise agreed by both Contracting Parties. . -

3. With regard to User Charges as envisaged in Article 10, each
Contracting Party shall encourage consultations between its competent
charging bodies and the Designated Airlines ,u.sing:the services and
facilities. Reasonable notice shall be given whenever possible to such
users of any proposal for changes in User Charges together with
relevant supporting information and data, to enable them to express

their views before the charges are revised.

ARTICLE 18 - SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

1. If any dispute érises between the Contracting Parties relating to the
interpretation or application of this Agreement the Contracting Parties
shall in the first place endeavor to settle it by negotiation.

2. If the Contracting Parties fail to reach a settlement by negotiation, they
may agree to refer the dispute for decision to some person or body for

mediation.

3. If the Contracting Parties do not agree to mediation, or if a settlement is
not reached by negotiation, the dispute shall, at the request of either
Contracting Party, be submitted for decision to a tribunal of three (3)
arbitrators which shall be constituted in the following manner:

a) Within 60 days of receipt of a request for arbitration, each
Contracting Party shall appoint one arbitrator. A national of a
third State, who shall act as the President of the tribunal, shall
be nominated as the third arbitrator by the two appointed
arbitrators within 60 days of the appointment of the second;

b) If within the time limits specified above any appointment
has not been made, either Contracting Party may request the
President of the Council of the Intemational Civil Aviation
Organization to make the necessary appointment within 30
days. If the President is of the same nationality as one of the
Contracting Parties, the most senior Vice President who is not
disqualified on that same ground shall make the appointment.
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In such case the arbitrator or arbitrators appointed by the said
President or the Vice President as the case may be, shall not
be nationals or permanent residents of the States parties to this

Agreement.

4. Except as hereinafter provided in this Article or otherwise agreed by the
Contracting Parties, the tribunal shall determine the place where the
proceedings will be held and the limits of its jurisdiction in accordance with
this Agreement. The tribunal shall establish its own procedure. A
conference to determine the precise issues to be arbitrated shall be held
not later than 30 days after the tribunal is fully constituted.

5. Except as otherwise agreed by the Contracting Parties or prescribed by the
tribunal, each Contracting Party shall submit a memorandum within 45 days
after the tribunal is fully constituted. Replies shall be due 60 days later. The
tribunal shall hold a hearing at the request of either Contracting Party, or at

its discretion, within 30 days after replies are due. L

6. The tribunal shall attempt to give a written decision within 30 days after
completion of the hearing or, if no hearing is held, 30 days after both replies
are submitted. The decision shall be taken by a majority vote. = -

7. The Contracting Parties may submit requests for clarification of the decision
within 15 days after it receives the decision of the tribunal, and such

clarification shall be issued within 15 days of such request.

8. The Contracting Parties shall comply Mth any Stipulation. provisional ruling
or final decision of the tribunal.

9. Subject to the final decision of the tribunal, the Contracting Parties shall
bear the costs of its arbitrator and an equal share of the other costs of the
tribunal, including any expenses incurred by the President or Vice President
of the Council of the Intemational Civil Aviation Organization in

implementing the procedures in paragraph 3(b) of this Article.

10. If, and as long as, either Contracting Party fails to comply with a decision
contemplated in paragraph (8) of this Article, the other Contracting Party
may limit, suspend or revoke any rights or privileges which it has granted
under this Agreement to the Contracting Party in default.

ARTICLE 19 - AMENDMENT OF AGREEMENT

1. Subject to the provisions of paragraph (2) of this Article, if eithgr
" Contracting Party considers it desirable to amend any provision of tr]ns
Agreement, such amendment shall be agreed upon in accordance with
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the provisions of Article 17 and shall be effected by an Exchange of
Diplomatic Notes and will come into effect on a date to be determined
by the Contracting Parties, which date shall be dependent upon the
completion of the relevant internal ratification process of each

Contracting Party.

2. Any amendments to the Annexes to this Agreement may be agreed
directly between the Aeronautical Authorities of the Contracting Parties.
Such amendments shall enter into force from the date they have been

agreed upon.

3. This Agreement'shall, subject to the necessary changes, be deémed to
have been amended by those provisions of any intemational
convention or multilateral agreement which becomes binding on both

Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE 20 - REGISTRATION

This Agreement and any amendments thereto, other than amendments to the
Annexes, shall be submitted by the Hellenic Republic to the International Civil

Aviation Organization for registration.

ARTICLE 21 - TERMINATION

1. Either Contracting Party may at any time give notice in writing through
diplomatic channels to the other Contracting Party of its decision to
terminate this Agreement. Such notice shall be simultaneously
communicated to the International Civil Aviation Organization. In such
case the Agreement shall terminate twelve (12) months after the date of
receipt of notice by the other Contracting Party, unless the notice to
terminate is withdrawn by agreement before the expiry of this period.

2. In the absence of acknowledgment of receipt of a notice of termination
by the other Contracting Party, notice shall be deemed to have been
received by it fourteen (14) days after the receipt of the notice by the

Intemational Civil Aviation Organization.

ARTICLE 22 — ENTRY INTO FORCE

this Agreement. Upon its entry into force, this Agreement shall supersede the
previous Air Services Agreement signed in Abu Dhabi on 16 December 1991.

PREAMBLE
The Government of the Hellenic Republic
and

The Government of the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam

Being Parties to the Convention on International Civil Aviation
opened for signature at Chicago, on 7th day of December 1944; = W

Being equally desirous to conclude an Agreement for the purpose of
establishing and operating scheduled air services between and beyond their
respective territories;

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Definitions

For the purpose of the present Agreement, unless the context
otherwise requires:

1. The term "Aeronautical Authorities" means, in the case of the
Hellenic Republic, the Governor of the Civil Aviation Authority and
any person or body authorized to perform any functions at present
exercised by the said Organization or similar functions and, in the
case of the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam, the Civil Aviation
Administration of Vietnam, Ministry of Transport and any person or
body authorized to perform any functions at present exercised by the
said Authority or similar functions.

2 The term "the Convention" means the Convention on International
Civil Aviation, opened for signature at Chicago, on the seventh day
of December, 1944, and includes:

a) any amendment thereto which has entered into force under
Article 94 (a) thereof and has been ratified by both Contracting

Parties; and
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b) any Annex or any amendments thereto adopted under Article 90
of that Convention, insofar as such amendment or Annex is at
any given time effective for those Contracting Parties.

The term "Agreement" means this Agreement, the Annex attached
thereto, and any Protocols or similar documents amending the
present Agreement or the Annex.

The term "designated airline" means, any airline which has been

designated and authorized in accordance with the proyisionssof

Article 3 of the present Agreement.

The term "agreed services" means scheduled air services on the
routes specified in the Annex to this Agreement for the transport of
passengers, cargo and mail, separately or in combination.

The term "capacity" in relation to an aircraft means, the payload of
that aircraft available on a route or section of a route and the term
"capacity" in relation to "an agreed service" means, the capacity of
the aircraft used on such service, multiplied by the frequency
operated by such aircraft over a given period and a route or section

of a route.

The term "territory" in relation to a State has the meaning of the
Article 2 of the Convention.

The terms "air service", "international air service", "airline" and
"stop for non-traffic purposes" shall have the meanings respectively
assigned to them in Article 96 of the Convention.

The term "tariff' means the price to be charged for the carriage of
passengers, baggage and cargo and the conditions under which those
prices apply, including prices and conditions for agency and other
auxiliary services performed by the carrier in connection with the air
transportation but excluding remuneration and conditions for the

carriage of mail.

The term "user charge" means a charge made to airlines for the
provision of airport, air navigation or aviation security property or

facilities.

\
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It is understood that the titles given to the Articles of the present
Agreement do in no way restrict or extend the meanings of any of the
provisions of the present Agreement.

Article 2
Grant of Rights

1. Each Contracting Party grants to the other Contracting,Party the
rights specified in this Agreement for the conduct of scheduled
international air services by the designated airline(s) of the other
Contracting Party as follows:

a) To fly, without landing, across the territory of the other
Contracting Party;

b)  To make stops in the said territory for non traffic purposes;
and

¢)  To make stops in the said territory at the points on the route(s)
specified in the Route Schedule annexed to this Agreement for
the purpose of taking on board and discharging international
traffic in passengers, cargo and mail, separately or in
combination.

2. Nothing in the provisions of paragraph (1) shall be deemed to confer
on the airline(s) of one Contracting Party the right to take on board,
in the territory of the other Contracting Party, passengers, cargo or
mail carried for remuneration or hire and destined for another point
in the territory of the other Contracting Party.

Article 3
Designation and Authorizations

1. Each Contracting Party shall have the right to designate, and inform,
through diplomatic channels the other Contracting Party, one or more
airlines for the purpose of operating the agreed services on the
specified routes, and to withdraw or alter such designations.
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2. On receipt of such a designation the other Contracting Party shall
grant the appropriate authorizations and permissions with the
minimum procedural delay, provided :

a) in the case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Republic:

1)

it is established in the territory of the Hellenic Republic
under the Treaty establishing the European Community
and has a valid Operating Licence in accordance with
European Community law; and

effective regulatory control of the airline is exerciséd ™

and maintained by the European Community Member
State responsible for issuing its Air Operator’s
Certificate and the relevant aeronautical authority is
clearly identified in the designation;

b) in the case of an airline designated by the Socialist Republic of
Viet Nam: -

i)

if)

it is established in the territory of the Socialist Republic
of Viet Nam and is licensed in accordance with the
applicable law of the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam;
and

the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam has and maintains
effective regulatory control of the airline; and

c) the designated airline is qualified to meet the conditions
prescribed under the laws and regulations normally applied - in
conformity with the provisions of the Convention - to the
operation of international air services by the Party receiving the

designation.

3. On receipt of the operating authorization of paragraph 2, a
designated airline may at any time begin to operate the agreed
services for which it is so designated, provided that the airline
complies with the applicable provisions of this Agreement.
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Article 4
Suspension and Revocation

Either Contracting Party may revoke, suspend or limit the operating
authorization or technical permissions of an airline by the other
Contracting Party, where:

a) in the case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Republic:

1) it is not established in the territory of the Hellenic
Republic under the Treaty establishing the European
Community or does not have a valid Operating Licenge .
in accordance with European Community law; or '

ii)  effective regulatory control of the airline is not
exercised or not maintained by the European
Community Member State responsible for issuing its
Air Operator’s Certificate or the relevant aeronautical

~ authority is not clearly identified in the designation;

b) in the case of an airline designated by the Socialist Republic of

Viet Nam:
1) it is not established in the territory of the Socialist

Republic of Viet Nam and is not licensed in accordance
with the applicable law of the Socialis” Republic of Viet
Nam; or

ii)  the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam is not maintaining
effective regulatory control of the airline; or

¢) such airline is unable to prove that it is qualified to fulfill the
conditions prescribed under the laws and regulations normally
and reasonably applied in conformity with the Convention to the
operation of international air services by the Party receiving the
designation; or

d) the airline fails to comply with the laws and/or regulations of the
Contracting Party granting these rights; or

e) the airline otherwise fails to operate in accordance with the
conditions prescribed under the present Agreement.
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2. Unless immediate revocation or suspension or imposition of the
conditions mentioned in paragraph 1 of this Article is essential to
prevent further infringements of laws and/or regulations, such right
shall be exercised only after consultation with the other Contracting
Party, in conformity with Article 15 of this Agreement.

Applicability of laws and regulations

b

1.  The laws, regulations and procedures of one Contracfing Pa}ty
relating to entering into, remaining in or departing from its territory
of aircraft engaged in international air navigation or to the operation
and navigation of such aircraft shall be complied with by the
designated airline of the other Contracting Party upon entrance into,
while within and departure from the said territory.

2. The laws and regulations of one Contracting Party respecting entry,
clearance, staying or transit, emigration or immigration, passports,
customs and quarantine shall be complied with by the designated
airline of the other Contracting Party and by or on behalf of its crew,
passengers, cargo and mail upon transit of, admission to, while
within and departure from the territory of such Contracting Party.

3. Passengers, baggage and cargo in direct transit across the territory of
one Contracting Party and not leaving the area of the airport reserved
for such purpose shall only be subject to a simplified control.
Baggage and cargo in direct transit shall be exempt from customs

duties and other similar taxes.

Article 6
Recognition of Certificates and Licences

1. Certificates of airworthiness, certificates of competency and licences
issued or validated in accordance with the laws and regulations of
one Contracting Party, including in the case of the Hellenic Republic
the laws and regulations of the European Community, and unexpired
shall be recognised as valid by the other Contracting Party, for the
purpose of operating the agreed services, provided always that the
requirements under which such certificates or licences were issued or
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validated are equal to or above the minimum standards established
under the Convention. Each Contracting Party reserves the right,
however to refuse to recognize, for the purpose of flights above its
own territory, certificates of competency and licences granted to its
own nationals or rendered valid for them by the other Contracting
Party or by any other State.

2. If the privileges or conditions of the licences or certificates referred
to in paragraph (1) above, issued by the Aeronautical Authorities of
one Contracting Party to any person or designated airline or in
respect of an aircraft operating the agreed services on the specified ., -
routes would permit a difference from the standards established
under the Convention, and which difference has been filed with the
International Civil Aviation Organization, the Aeronautical
Authorities of the other Contracting Party may request consultations
in accordance with Article 15 of this Agreement with the
Aeronautical Authorities of that Contracting Party with a view to
satisfying themselves that the practice in question is acceptable to
them. Failure to reach a satisfactory agreement will constitute
grounds for the application of Article 4 of this Agreement.

Article 7
Aviation Safety

1.  Each Contracting Party may request consultations at any time
concerning safety standards maintained in respect of an airline
designated by the other Contracting Party in any area relating to
aircrew, aircraft or their operation. Such consultations shall take
place within 30 days of that request.

2. If, following such consultations, one Contracting Party finds that the
safety standards in the areas referred to in paragraph 1 that are at
least equal to the minimum standards established at that time
pursuant to the Chicago Convention, are not being effectively
maintained and administered in respect of airlines designated by the
other Contracting Party, the first Contracting Party shall notify the
other Contracting Party of those findings and the steps considered
necessary to conform with the ICAO Standards and that other
Contracting Party shall take appropriate corrective action. Failure by
the other Contracting Party to take appropriate action within 15 days
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or such longer period as may be agreed, shall be grounds for the
application of Article 4 of this Agreement.

3. Notwithstanding the obligations mentioned in Article 33 of the
Chicago Convention it is agreed that any aircraft operated by or on
behalf of the designated airline or airlines of one Contracting Party
on services to or from the territory of the other Contracting Party
may, while within the territory of the other Contracting Party, be
made the subject of an examination by the authorised representatives
of the other Contracting Party, on board and around the aircraft to
check both the validity of the aircraft documents and tHose of its ="
crew and the apparent condition of the aircraft and its equipment (in
this Article called "ramp inspection"), provided this does not lead to
unreasonable delay.

4.  If any ramp inspection or series of ramp inspections gives rise to:

a) serious concerns that an aircraft or the operation of an aircraft
does not comply with the minimum standards established at that
time pursuant to the Chicago Convention, or

b) serious concerns that there is a lack of effective maintenance and
administration of safety standards established at that time
pursuant to the Chicago Convention,

the Contracting Party carrying out the inspection shall, for the
purposes of Article 33 of the Chicago Convention, be free to
conclude that the requirements under which the certificates or
licences in respect of that aircraft or in respect of the crew of that
aircraft had been issued or rendered valid, or that the requirements
under which that aircraft is operated, are not equal to or above the
minimum standards established pursuant to the Chicago Convention.

5. In the event that access for the purpose of undertaking a ramp
inspection of an aircraft operated by the airline or airlines of one
Contracting Party in accordance with paragraph 3 above is denied by
the representative of that airline or airlines, the other Contracting
Party shall be free to infer that serious concerns of the type referred
to in paragraph 4 above arise and draw the conclusions referred in

that paragraph.

6.  Each Contracting Party reserves the right to suspend or vary the
operating authorisation of an airline or airlines of the other
Contracting Party immediately in the event the first Contracting
Party concludes, whether as a result of a ramp inspection, a series of
ramp inspections, a denial of access for ramp inspection, consultation
or otherwise, that immediate action is essential to the safety of an

airline operation.

7.  Any action by one Contracting Party in accordance with paragraphs
2 or 6 above shall be discontinued once the basis for the? taking of
that action ceases to exist. RN

Article 8
Aviation Security

I.  Consistent with their rights and obligations under international law,
the Contracting Parties reaffirm that their obligation to each other to
protect the security of civil aviation against acts of unlawful
interference forms an integral part of this- Agreement. Without
limiting the generality of their rights and obligations under
international law, the Contracting Parties shall in particular act in
conformity with the provisions of the Convention of Offences and
Certain Other Acts Committed on Board Aircraft, signed at Tokyo
on 14 September 1963, the Convention for the Suppression of
Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, signed at the Hague on 16 December
1970 and the Convention for the suppression of Unlawful Acts
against the Safety of Civil Aviation, signed at Montreal on 23
September 1971, the Protocol for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts
Against the Safety of International Airports, signed at Montreal on
24 February 1988 the Convention on Marking of Plastic Explosives
for the purpose of Detection, done at Montreal on 1 March 1991, and
all other international instruments in the same field which may be
ratified in the future by the Contracting Parties.

2. The Contracting Parties shall provide upon request all necessary
assistance to each other to prevent acts of unlawful seizure of civil
aircraft and other unlawful acts against the safety of such aircraft,
their passengers and crew, airports and air navigation facilities, and
any other threat to the security of civil aviation.
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3. The Contracting Parties shall, in their mutual relations, act in
conformity with the aviation security provisions established by the
International Civil Aviation Organization and designated as Annexes
to the Convention on International Civil Aviation to the extent that
such security provisions are applicable to the Contracting Parties;
they shall require that operators of aircraft of their registry or
operators of aircraft which have their principal place of business or
permanent residence in the territory of the Contracting Parties or, in
the case of the Hellenic Republic, operators of aircraft which are
established in its territory under the Treaty establishing the European
Community and have valid Operating Licences in accordance with ~
European Community law, and the operators of airports in their
territory act in conformity with such aviation security provisions.

-

4.  Each Contracting Party agrees that its operators of aircraft shall be
required to observe, for departure from or while within the territory
of the other Contracting Party, aviation security provisions in
conformity with the law in force in that country, including, in the
case of the Hellenic Republic, European Community law. Each
Contracting Party shall ensure that adequate measures are effectively
applied within its territory to protect the aircraft and to screen
passengers and their carry-on items and to carry out appropriate
checks on crew, baggage, cargo and aircraft stores prior to and
during boarding or loading. Each Contracting Party shall also give
positive consideration to any request from the other Contracting
Party for reasonable special security measures to meet a particular

threat.

5. When an incident or threat of an incident of unlawful seizure of civil
aircraft or other unlawful acts against the safety of such aircraft, their
passengers and crew, airports or air navigation facilities occurs, the
Contracting Parties shall assist each other by facilitating
communications and other appropriate measures intended to
terminate rapidly and safely such incident or threat thereof.
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Article 9
Commercial Opportunities

1. The. designated airline(s) of one Contracting Party shall have the
right to maintain its own representation in the territory of the other

Contracting Party.

2. The designated airline(s) of one Contracting Party may, in
accordance with the laws and regulations of the other Party relating
to entry, residence and employment, bring in and maintain in the
territory of the other Contracting Party managerial, salestechnital, .. *
operational and other specialist staff required for the provision of air

services.

3. In case of nomination of a general agent or a general sales agent, this
agent shall be appointed in accordance with the relevant applicable
laws and regulations of each Contracting Party.

4.  Each designated airline shall have the right to engage in the sale of
air transportation in the territory of the other Contracting Party
directly or through its agents and any person shall be able to
purchase such transportation in accordance with the relevant
applicable laws and regulations.

5. Each Contracting Party shall grant, to the designated airline(s) of the
other Contracting Party, the right to transfer to its country on
demand, in accordance with the foreign exchange regulations in
force, the excess of receipts over expenditure achieved in connection
with the carriage of passengers, cargo and mail on the agreed
services in the territory of the other Contracting Party.

6.  If one Contracting Party imposes restrictions on the transfer of the
excess of receipts achieved by the designated airline of the other
Contracting Party, the other Party will also have the right to impose
the same restrictions to the other Contracting Party's airline.
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Article 10
Exemption from customs and other duties

1. Each Contracting Party shall, on the basis of reciprocity, exempt the
designated airline of the other Contracting Party under its relevant
applicable law from import restrictions, customs duties, other taxes,
inspection fees and other national duties and charges on aircraft, fuel,
lubricating oils, consumable technical supplies, spare parts including
engines, regular aircraft equipment, aircraft stores and other items
intended for use or used solely in connection with the operation or
servicing of aircraft of the designated airline of such other -,
Contracting Party operating the agreed services, as well as the office )
equipment introduced in the territory of either Contracting Party in
order to be used in the offices of the designated airline within the
limits of the international airports to which the designated airline
operate, ticket stock, air way bills, any printed material which bears
the insignia of the company printed thereon and usual publicity
material distributed without charge by that designated airline.

2. The exemptions granted by this Article shall apply to the items
referred to in paragraph (1) of this Article:

a) introduced in the territory of one Contracting Party by or on
behalf of the designated airline of the other Contracting Party ;

b) retained on board aircraft of the designated airline of one
Contracting Party upon arriving in or leaving the territory of the
other Contracting Party ;

c) taken on board aircraft of the designated airline of the other
Contracting Party and intended for use in operating the agreed
services; whether or not such items are used or consumed wholly
within the territory of the Contracting Party granting the
exemption, provided that the ownership and/or use of such items
is not transferred in the territory of the said Contracting Party.

3. The regular airborne equipment, as well as the materials and supplies
normally retained on board the aircraft of either Contracting Party
may be unloaded in the territory of the other Contracting Party only
with the approval of the Customs Authorities of that Contracting
Party. In such case, they may be placed under supervision of the said
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authorities up to such time as they are re-exported or otherwise
disposed of in accordance with customs regulations.

Article 11
User Charges

Each of the Contracting Parties may impose or permit to be imposed just
and reasonable charges for the use of airports and other facilities under its
control.

Each of the Contracting Parties agree, however, that such charges shall not
be higher than would be paid for the use of such airports and facilities by
its national aircraft engaged in similar international services.

Article 12
Capacity Regulations and Approval of Timetables

1. The designated airlines of the Contracting Parties shall be afforded
fair and equal treatment in order that they may enjoy equal
opportunities in the operation of the agreed services on the specified
routes.

2. In operating the agreed services the designated airlines of each
Contracting Party shall take into account the interests of the
designated airlines of the other Contracting Party so as not to affect
unduly the services which the latter provide on the whole or part of
the same routes.

3. The agreed services provided by the designated airlines of the
Contracting Parties shall have as their primary objective the
provision, at a reasonable load factor, of capacity adequate to carry
the current and reasonably anticipated requirements for carriage of
passengers, cargo and mail between the territory of the Contracting
Party designating the airline and the territory of the other Contracting

Party.

4. Provision for the carriage of passengers, cargo and mail both taken
on board and discharged at points on routes to be specified in the
territories of states other than that designating the airline shall be
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agreed upon between the Aeronautical Authorities of the two
Contracting Parties.

5. The capacity to be provided including the frequency of services and
the type of aircraft to be used by the designated airlines of the
Contracting Parties on the agreed services shall be agreed upon by
the Aeronautical Authorities.

6. In case of disagreement between the Contracting Parties, the issues
referred to in paragraph 5 above shall be settled in accordance with -,
the provisions of Article 15 of this Agreement. Until such agreement )
has been reached, the capacity provided by the designated airlines
shall remain unchanged.

7. The designated airlines of each Contracting Party shall submit the
flight timetables for approval to the Aeronautical Authorities of the
other Contracting Party not later than thirty days prior to the
introduction of services on the specified routes. This shall, likewise,
apply to later changes. In special cases, this time limit may be
reduced subject to the approval of the said Authorities.

Article 13
Air Transport Tariffs

1.  Each Contracting Party shall allow tariffs for air services to be
established freely by each designated airline.

2. Neither Contracting Party may require notification or filing of any
tariff to be charged by an airline or airlines designated under this

Agreement.

3. The tariffs shall be established at reasonable levels, due regard being
paid to all relevant factors, including interests of users, cost of
operation, characteristics of service, reasonable profit and other
commercial considerations in the market-place. The tariffs cannot be
unreasonably discriminatory, unduly high, artificially low or
restrictive.
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Article 14
Supply of Statistics

The Aeronautical Authorities of either Contracting Party shall supply to the
Aeronautical Authorities of the other Contracting Party, at their request,
such information and statistics relating to the traffic carried on the agreed
services by the designated airline of the first Contracting Party to and from
the territory of the other Contracting Party as may normally be prepared
and submitted by the designated airlines to their national Aeronautical
Authorities. Any additional statistical traffic data which the Aéronautieal , .
Authorities of one Contracting Party may desire from the Aeronautical
Authorities of the other Contracting Party shall, upon request, be a subject

of mutual discussion and agreement between the two Contracting Parties.

Article 15
Consultations and Modifications

1. Each Contracting Party or its Aeronautical Authorities may at any
time request consultations with the other Contracting Party or with
its Aeronautical Authorities.

2. A consultation requested by one of the Contracting Parties or their
Aeronautical Authorities shall begin within a period of sixty (60)
days from the date of receipt of the request.

3. Any modification to this Agreement shall enter into force on the date
of the last notification whereby the Contracting Parties notify each
other in writing, through the diplomatic channel, of the fulfillment of
their legal procedures for its entry into force.

4. Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph (3), modifications to the
Route Schedule annexed to this Agreement may be agreed directly
between the Aeronautical Authorities of the Contracting Parties.
They shall enter into force after having been confirmed by an

exchange of diplomatic notes.
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Article 16
Settlement of Disputes

1. If any dispute arises between the Contracting Parties relating to the
interpretation or application of this Agreement and its Annex, the
Contracting Parties shall in the first place endeavour to settle it by

negotiations.

2. If the Contracting Parties fail to reach a settlement by negotiation,
they may agree to refer the dispute for an advisory opinion to some
person or body. 5 o

3.  If the Contracting Parties fail to reach a settlement pursuant to
paragraphs 1 and 2 above, the dispute may be referred by mutual
agreement of the Parties to a Tribunal of three arbitrators. Each of
the Contracting Parties shall nominate an arbitrator within a period of
sixty (60) days from the date of receipt by either Contracting Party
from the other of a notice, through diplomatic channels, requesting
arbitration of the dispute by such a Tribunal and the two arbitrators
so appointed shall designate by common- agreement the third
arbitrator, who shall be the President of the Tribunal within a further
period of sixty (60) days. If either of the Contracting Parties fails to
nominate its arbitrator within the period specified or if the third
arbitrator has not been nominated within the period specified, the
President of the Council of the International Civil Aviation
Organization may be requested by either Contracting Party to
appoint an arbitrator or arbitrators as the case may require; provided
that if the President of the Council of the International Civil Aviation
Organization is a national of either Contracting Party, the senior
Vice-President of the Council or if he is such a national, the Senior
Member of the Council who is not such a national may be requested
to make the appointments as the case may be. The third arbitrator,
however, shall be a national of a third state and shall act as the
President of the Tribunal and shall determine the place where

arbitration will be held.
4. The Tribunal shall determine its own procedures.

5. The expenses of the Tribunal shall be shared equally between the
Contracting Parties.

6.  The Contracting Parties undertake to comply with any decision
delivered under paragraph (3) of this Article.

7. If and so long as either Contracting Party or its designated airline fail
to comply with a decision given under paragraph (3) of this Article,
the other Contracting Party may limit, withhold or revoke any rights
or privileges which it has granted by virtue of this Agreement.

Either Contracting Party may at any time give written notice to the other
Contracting Party of its intention to terminate this Agreement, through
diplomatic channels; such notice shall simultaneously be communicated to
the International Civil Aviation Organization.

In such case the Agreement shall terminate twelve months after the date of
receipt of the notice by the other Contracting Party, unless the notice to
terminate is withdrawn by agreement before the expiry of this period. In the
absence of acknowledgement of receipt by the other Contracting Party,
notice shall be deemed to have been received fourteen (14) days after the
receipt of the notice by the International Civil Aviation Organization.

Article 18
Conformity with Multilateral Conventions

If a general multilateral air transport convention or agreement, comes into
force in respect of both Contracting Parties, the present Agreement and its
Annex shall be deemed to be amended accordingly.

Article 19
Registration

This Agreement, its Annex and all amendments thereto shall be registered
with the International Civil Aviation Organization by the Hellenic

Republic.
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Article 20
Entry into Force

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the last notification
whereby the Contracting Parties notify each other in writing, through the
diplomatic channel, of the fulfillment of their legal procedures for its entry

into force.

In witness thereof, the undersigned plenipotentiaries being duly authorized
by their respective Governments, have signed the present Agreement.
