between the Government of the Hellenic Republic
and the Government of the Russian Federation
on cooperation in Science, Technology and Innovation

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
Russian Federation, henceforth to be referred to as "the Parties”,

considering the experience accumulated by both States in the fields of
science, technology and innovation,

acknowledging that the Hellenic Republic and the Russian Federation carry
out scientific and technological activity in fields of mutual interest and that the
strengthening of cooperation in these fields will be mutually beneficial,

considering that scientific and technological cooperation is one of the
fundamentals of bilateral relations and an important instrument for the
development of a partnership between the States,

willing to enhance their cooperation established on the basis of Agreement
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the

Russian Federation on cooperation in economy, industry, technology and science
made on June 30" 1993,

have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The gurpose of the present Agreement is to facilitate the expansion and
strengthening of relations between scientific organizations, higher education
establishments, other legal entities and natural persons of the States of the
Parties, cooperating in the sphere of science, technology and innovation, by

creating favorable conditions for cooperation and its development on a mutually
beneficial and balanced basis.

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Article 2

The terms used in the present Agreement shall mean the following:

“Intellectual Property” shall be understood in the meaning provided in
Article 2 of the Convention Establishing the World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPQ) of 14 July 1967;

“Confidential Information” shall mean the information of actual or potentiaf
value to third parties which cannot be disclosed to them lawfully without prior
consent of both Parties and the holder of which is responsible for taking all
necessary measures to keep it confidential, including the information protected
as commercial secret;

“Separate contract” shall mean a written contract concluded by
participants in order to implement joint activities:

“Background intellectual property” shall mean intellectual property created
outside of joint activities prior to or during their implementation, the use of which
is necessary to implement joint activities:

“Joint Activity” shall mean an activity, including implementation of joint
research, undertaken and supported by participants in accordance with the
present Agreement;

“Foreground Intellectual Property” shall mean the intellectual property
created or planned to be created by the participants in the course of joint
activities;

“Participant” shall mean any scientific organizations, higher education
establishments and other legal entities and natural persons, and, if necessary,
relevant authorities of the States of the Parties, involved in a joint activity.

Article 3

Joint activities are based on the following principles:

- mutual benefit of the Parties based on equitable distribution of benefits;
- distribution of equal opportunities for all participants of joint activities:

- the fair treatment of participants;

- timely exchange of information which may affect the joint activity.

Article 4

The Parties shall promote the development of scientific and technological
cooperation by enhancing joint activities in particular in the following forms:
- implementation of joint scientific, research and technological projects;

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- the exchange of scientists and specialists, inciuding young researchers,
with the purpose of implementing programmes, projects and other activities that
concern the development of scientific and technological cooperation;

- the exchange of scientific equipment and materials:

- organization and holding of seminars, symposia, conferences, exhibitions
and other meetings of a scientific nature;

- establishment of scientific and innovative infrastructure, as well as
information networks to support them.

Article 5

In order to implement joint activities the participants may enter into
separate contracts regulating the matters of subject, forms and economic aspects
of joint scientific and research activities, shared usage of research equipment,
intellectual property and confidential information, resolution of disputes.

Article 6

The cooperation stipulated by the present Agreement shall be realized in
accordance with legislation and international obligations of each Party’s State.

Article 7

Expenses connected with the exchange of delegations of specialists,
scientists as well as scientific and technical personnel shall be met by the sending
participants unless otherwise stipulated by the separate contracts.

Article 8

Questions of entry/exit, as well as of in-country stay, of representatives of
participant legal entities and participant natural persons, and gquestions of
import/export of equipment used in projects and programmes in the framework
of the present Agreement to/from the territory of the Parties shall be regulated in
accordance with the legislation of the Hellenic Republic and the legislation of the
Russian Federation and international abligations of the Parties’ States.

Article 9

Matters related to transfer, distribution and use of confidential
information, protection and allocation of intellectual property in the course of

joint activities are to be regulated in accordance with the Annex to the present
Agreement, which is its integral part.

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Articie 10

With the purpose of coordinating the activities connected with the
implementation of the present Agreement, the Parties shall create a Greek-
Russian Joint Working Group on Scientific, Technological and Innovative
Cooperation (henceforth to be referred to as the “Working Group”) in the
framework of the Greek-Russian Commission on Economic, Industrial, Scientific
and Technological cooperation,

The Working Group shall have the following tasks:

- exchange of information and experience on the state scientific and
technical policy of the Parties;

- elaboration of concerted recommendations with a view to developing the
most favourable conditions for the implementation of bilateral scientific,
technological and innovative cooperation;

- assessment of the progress of the cooperation implemented on the basis
of the present Agreement;

- elaboration of cooperation programmes in priority areas on the basis of
scientific excellence and mutual interest, according to the needs and available
funding, and agreed upon for a limited period:;

- consideration of measures for development of the cooperation and
enhancement of its efficiency and quality under the present Agreement;

- discussion of other guestions related to the implementation of the
present Agreement.

The sessions of the Working Group shall take place alternately in the
Hellenic Republic and in the Russian Federation.

The competent authorities responsible for the implementation of the
present Agreement shall be:

- on the Greek side - the Ministry of Education, Research and Religious
Affairs — General Secretariat for Research & Technology of the Hellenic Republic;

- on the Russian side - the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian
Federation.

Article 11

Any differences arising from the interpretation or implementation of the
present Agreement shall be resolved amicably by the Parties through bilateral
negotiations or consultations.

Article 12

Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to prejudice other
international agreements between the Parties or any agreement between the
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Parties and third parties, in force on the date of signature of this Agreement or
concluded thereafter,

Article 13

The present Agreement can be amended by written mutual consent of the

Parties. Any such amendment shall enter into force in accordance with Article 14,
paragraph 1 of this Agreement.

Article 14

1. The present Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the receipt
of the last notification by which the Parties inform each other, in writing and
through diplomatic channels, about the completion of their relevant internal legal
procedures for its entry into force.

2. The present Agreement shall be valid for a period of five {5) years and
shall be automatically renewed for further five (5) year periods, unless either
Party notifies its intention to terminate the present Agreement, in writing and
through diplomatic channels, at least six (6) months before the expiry of the first
or the subsequent five (5) year periods.

3. The termination of the present Agreement shall not affect the
implementation of any project or programme undertaken under this Agreement
or separate contracts, which has not been completed by the time of the
termination of the present Agreement.

Signed in Athens on November 11, 2016 in two originals, each in the Greek,
Russian and English language, all texts being equally authentic.

In case of any difference in interpretation of the present Agreement, the
English text will be used.

I. General Provisions

1. This Annex constitutes an integral part of the Agreement between the
Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Russian
Federation on cooperation in science, technology and innovation (henceforth to
be referred to as “the Parties”, “the Agreement” respectively) and covers matters
related to transfer, distribution and use of confidential information, protection
and allocation of intellectual property in the course of joint activities within the
framework of scientific and technological cooperation between the Parties,

The Parties and (or) the participants shall in a timely manner, inform each
other of all the results of joint activities that may be subject to legal protection of
intellectual property, and immediately react to the implementation of the
registration of the intellectual property or perform other procedures to ensure
tegal protection.

2. The Parties shall ensure adequate and effective protection of intellectual
property used and (or) transferred during the joint activities as well as the

relevant confidential information in accordance with the Agreement and the

separate contracts.
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3. This Annex does not change the order of distribution of intellectual
property rights between a Party and its participants, which is determined by the

legislation of that Party’s State.

H. Scope of application

1. This Annex is applicable to all forms and instances of joint activities,
unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Parties or participants in separate
contracts.

2. The activities carried out under the Agreement qualify as joint activities
from the time when they are defined as such, or is concluded between the Parties

and participants in a separate contract.

ll. Measures to ensure the protection of intellectual property

1. The separate contracts can determine the background intellectual
property, and foreground intellectual property, the transfer, the use and {or)
creation of which are expected in the course of joint activities regulated by those
separate contracts.

2. The Parties or participants of joint activities by mutual agreement, decide
whether the results of joint activities should be registered or kept confidential.
The Parties or participants shall guarantee confidentiality of the results of co-
operation prior to the decision on the form of their protection and
implementation of procedures necessary for such protection.

3. As part of the distribution of rights to foreground intellectual property,
the following rules shall apply:

- the principle of adequate protection of intellectual property, received or
used under the Agreement;

- the principle of fixation (in writing) of the fact of joint creation of

intellectual property objects;

fo
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- the principle of due regard for the respective contributions of the Parties
and {or) participants in joint activities in the allocation of foreground intellectual
property and interests in respect of such intellectual property:

- the principle of efficient use of co-created intellectual property;

- the principle of non-discriminatory treatment of participants;

- the principle of the admissibility of the use of confidential information and

background intellectual property after taking the necessary measures to ensure

their legal protection.

4. The separate contracts must stipulate the following:

- the types and amount of use of intellectual property;

- the order in which applications for title of protection of intellectual
property objects are filed, with the understanding that the applications for
inventions and utility models created in the Hellenic Republic are to be filed first
with the patent office of the Hellenic Republic, while the applications for
inventions and utility models created in the Russian Federation are to be filed first
with the federal executive authority for intellectual property of the Russian
Federation, subject to any restrictions provided by national legislation;

- the conditions for applying for title of protection of intellectual property
objects in third countries;

- the conditions and procedure for the disposition of intellectual property in
the territories of the States of the Parties and in other states, with the
understanding that each Party and (or) participant shall retain the right to use the
jointly created foreground intellectual property for his own non-commercial
needs.

5. 1f the object of intellectual property cannot be provided with legal
protection under legislation of a Party’s State, the Parties shall provide such

protection in the other Party’s State whose laws provide the protection of

intellectual property, on mutually agreed terms and subject to the respective
contributions of each Party and its participants.

6. At the request of either Party or any participant, consultations shall
promptly be held, with a view to ensure the protection and allocation of
intellectual property in third states. In this case, provisions of paragraphs 4 and 5
of this section shall apply.

7. Researchers, scientists and other experts of one Party’s State, attracted
to work in an organisation or institution of the other Party’s State, shall be subject
to the rules of internal management of the host organisations or institutions in
regard to intellectual property rights and the possible rewards and benefits
associated with such rights. Each researcher, scientist or other expert, recognized
as an inventor is entitled to receive a share of such rewards and benefits payable
to the host organisation or the host institution, in accordance with their
contribution, subject to the legislation of a Party’s State.

8. In order to protect their interests and interests of their participants, the
Parties shall implement measures aimed at prevention, detection, investigation
and suppression of violations in the field of intellectual property.

9. Where one of the Parties and {or) its participants show no interest for
providing legal protection to results of joint activities, this shall not prevent the
other Party and {or) its participants from taking measures to ensure such
protection, subject to the provisions of this Annex and the respective separate

contracts.

V. Protection of copyright and related rights

1. Protection of copyright and related rights shall be in accordance with the

legislation of each Party’s State and their international obligations.

1
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2. Each participant shall be provided with a non-exclusive raoyalty-free
license to translate, reproduce, adapt, transmit and publicly distribute papers,
reports, technical and scientific books that were created directly in the course of
cooperation under the Agreement. This provision shall not apply to works
containing confidential information. All copies of a copyrighted work produced in
the course of joint activities and distributed publicly shall contain the names of

the authors, unless the author clearly refused to specify his name, and expressly

wished to remain anonymous.

V. Protection of Confidential iInformation

1. Confidential information shall be duly designated as such., The
responsibility for such designation shall be borne by the Party or its participant
claiming such confidentiality. Each Party or its participants shall ensure protection
of such information in accordance with the legislation and procedures of the
Party’s State as well as the conditions specified in the separate contracts.

2. Separate contracts shall set out specific measures to ensure
confidentiality of information, as well as the terms and conditions governing
access to confidential information by a third party. Confidential information may
not be disclosed or transferred to third parties without the prior written consent
of the Parties or the participant who sent this information. Confidential
information transmitted under the Agreement shall be used solely for the
purposes specified in the transfer contract. For other purposes it may only be
used with the written consent of the Party or the participant that provided it.

3. Termination of joint activities does not involve termination of the rights
and obligations of the participants with respect to confidential information used
and (or} transmitted in the course of joint activities, unless otherwise specified in

a separate contract stipulated in Article 5 of the Agreement. Terms of use,
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transfer and disclosure of confidential information after termination of joint

activity are defined in separate contracts.

V1. Settlement of Disputes

1. Any questions, disputes or claims arising from matters relating to the
transfer, use, protection and distribution of intellectual property shall be settled
through consultations or negotiations between the participants.

2. If the questions, disputes or claims relating to the transfer, use,
protection and distribution of intellectual property rights are not settled amicably
between the participants, these questions, disputes or claims may be submitted
to the Working Group established in accordance with Article 10 of the Agreement

for resolution, unless other mechanisms of dispute resolution are provided in

separate contracts.
