BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT
OF THE REPUBLIC OF POLAND
ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELDS OF CULTURE, EDUCATION,
SCIENCE, SPORTS, YOUTH AND MASS MEDIA

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of
Poland, hereinafter referred: toas the "Parties”, im=iccs 00

Guided by the desire to'co_o.}f'a_erate in the fields covered by thfiis Agreéfﬁént as well as
in the framework of the international organizations of which they are members,

Confident that cbdgierat_ion"in th_e'field_s':of culture,}Educét“lgn a:r'idj i;éié_nte, extensive
human contacts as well as mutku"al_‘_c_f_i‘sseminat'io__ﬁ‘fv'ﬁf-:- the other Party’s national

Guided by the desire to promote mutually behéfi_c_‘:_'i}a'i contacts and the exchange of
experiences in the fields of culture, education, science, sports, youth and the mass
media,

Have agreed as follows:
Article1

The Parties shall develop comprehensive cooperation in the fields of culture,
education, science, mass media, sports and youth exchange. They shall facilitate
contacts between interested institutions and organizations, encourage people-to-
people contacts and enable the exchange of information and publications.

Article 2
For the purpose of advancing cultural cooperation and in order to facilitate mutual

understanding, each Party shall endeavour to promote, in its territory, the other
country’s culture by: ‘
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1) Supporting direct contacts and exchange of visits of authors, artists, artistic
groups, delegations of associations of authors and artists, as well as of event
organizers and cultural entrepreneurs;

2) Supporting publishing and translation initiatives aimed at familiarizing the
public with the literary oeuvre of Greek and Polish authors;

3) Including musical works and drama in the repertoires of cultural institutions;

4) Organizing exhibitions, concerts, film screenings and artistic events;

international conventions binding both Parties.

2. The Parties agree that cultural goods illegally exported from the territory of one
Party and/or illegally imported into the territory of the other Party shall be
returned.

Article 8

The Parties shall encourage cooperation between public libraries and state archives

of both countries, as well as the exchange of information and publications, pursuant

to the legislation of each country.

Article 9

The Parties are willing to cooperate in the field of copyright and neighboring rights.

The Parties shall encourage cooperation between their respective youth authorities
by promoting exchange of governmental experts, dealing with youth affairs, to get
acquainted .with the youth policies, youth development programmes and youth
organizations of the other Party. The two Parties shall promote cooperation in the
field of youth exchanges.

Article 15

The Parties shall cooperate according to their national law with the aim of promoting
the education for children of Greek citizens residing in the Republic of Poland and for
children of Polish citizens residing in the Hellenic Republic, with a view to provide for
the optimal conditions of their language education.

Article 16

1. The Parties acknowledge the importance of sports as a means of consolidating
world peace and promoting brotherhood and friendship among peoples and
individuals.

2. They also acknowledge the significant educational, social and recreational
mission of sport, as well as its particular contribution to public health.
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3. For these reasons, they will seek to encourage broader cooperation in the field

 of sports and physical education and direct contacts and cooperation between
sports organizations and entities.

Article 20

1. A Joint Greek-Polish Commission is hereby established for the purpose of
implementing this Agreement. :

2. The Commission, composed of representatives of bqth Parties, shall
endeavour to meet alternatively in the Hellenic Republic and in the Republic
of Poland, on dates agreed upon through diplomatic channels. :
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3. The Commission shall draw up and adopt periodic Cooperation Programmes,
which will set out among other things, the financial terms on which
exchanges will take place, assess the state of the implementation of the
Agreement and make appropriate recommendations.

Article 21

1. Any disputes between the Parties arising from the implementation of this
Agreement shall be settled through diplomatic channels.

2. The Parties may amend the provisions of this Agreement through the exchange
of verbal notes. Any such amendment shall enter into force in accordance with
the Article 22 paragraph 2.

Article 22

1. This Agreement is concluded for an indefinite period of time. It may be
terminated by either Party by way of notification; in such event the Agreement
shall expire six months after the receipt of the termination note.

2. This Agreement shall enter into force 30 days after the receipt of the second
notification by which the Parties shall notify each other that all their internal
legal procedures required for its entry intc force have been completed.

3. On the date of entry into force of this Agreement, the Agreement between the
Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Polish Republic
on Cultural and Scientific Co-operation, signed in Athens on March 31, 1976, shalt
cease to bein force.

Done at Warsaw, this 5”‘ ...... day of JM? 2075, on two originals, each in
Greek, Polish and English languages, all texts being egually authentic. In the event of
differences in their interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
