MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
ON CULTURAL COOPERATION
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED ARAB EMIRATES

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the United
Arab Emirates (hereinafter referred as “The Parties”).

Desiring to promote friendship relations, through cooperation in the field of
culture and arts, in accordance with their relevant national legislation,

Recognizing the fruitful effect of this cooperation in respect to achieving a
better understanding of the cultures and societies of the two countries as
well as the important role of the cultural dialogue in strengthening and
enhancing their mutual relations,

The Parties have accordingly agreed on the following:

Article 1

The Parties shall endeavor to promote cooperation in cultural and artistic
events and exchange of experts to achieve a better understanding and the
deepest perception of the artistic and cultural features of their people.

Article 2
The Parties shall encourage participation in seminars, exhibitions,
conferences, art, film and book festivals and meetings related to culture and
arts held in the other country.

Article 3
The Parties shall promote the cooperation between their competent authorities

in the field of cultural heritage for the purpose of raising awareness of each
others’ culture.




Article 4

The Parties shall take the necessary measures to ensure protection of
intellectual property and copyright, in the framework of this Memorandum, in
accordance with their relevant national legislation.

Article 5

The Parties shall encourage efforts aiming at studying each other’s language
and culture.

Article 6
The Parties shall strengthen cooperation aimed at promoting cultural tourism.
Article 7

The Parties hereby establish a Joint Committee composed of an equal number
of representatives of each Party. The Committee shall follow the
implementation of the provisions of this Memorandum and also consider and
review any of the issues pertaining to the implementation of this
Memorandum. The meetings of the Joint Committee shall be held alternately
in the two countries. The Parties shall agree on the time and place of the
meeting in advance through diplomatic channels.

Article 8
Exchange of Individuals:

The sending side shall bear the cost of international travel to and from the
capital of the receiving side. The receiving side shall bear the cost of
accommodation, domestic transportation and emergency health care,
according to its relevant legislation.

Exchange of Exhibitions:

The sending side shall cover the cost of transportation of exhibits (books,
objects of art, paintings, historic coins, musical instruments, cultural goods
and other artistic material) to and from the capital of the receiving side. The
sending side shall also bear the cost of insurance of exhibits during
transportation, until they reach their destination. The receiving side shall
provide domestic transportation services and ensure safety arrangements for
the exhibits during the exhibition period.

These provisions shall apply unless otherwise agreed upon through diplomatic
channels.
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Article 9

Any dispute arising from the interpretation and/or implementation of this
Memorandum shall be amicably settled between the Parties through
consultations and/or negotiations, using diplomatic channels.

Article 10

This Memorandum may be amended by mutual written consent of the two
Parties. Such amendments shall enter into force in accordance with the
procedures described in Article 11, paragraph 1 of this Memorandum.

Article 11

1. This Memorandum shall enter into force on the date of the last
notification by which the Parties inform each other in writing, through
diplomatic channels, of the completion of their relevant internal procedures
required for its entry into force.

2. This Memorandum shall remain in force for three (3) years from the
date of its entry into force and will be automatically extended for further three
(3) year periods, unless either Party notifies the other, in writing, through
diplomatic channels, of its wish to terminate it. In such a case, the
Memorandum shall cease to be in force six (6) months after the date of the
notification of termination.

3. The termination of this Memorandum shall not affect any current
programs or ongoing activities unless the Parties agree otherwise.

Done in Athens on May 6", 2014, in two originals, each in the Greek, Arabic,
and English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of difference
of interpretation the English text shall prevail.
