the countries, through approved channels,

Considering the need to set rules regulating the mutual protection of

Classified Information applicable to any future co-operation ggreements and
contracts between the Parties and /or their organizations, containing or involving
Classified Information.

Have agreed as follows;

Article 1
Applicability
This Agreement is applicable to any exchange of Classified Information
between the Parties in the field of defense, subject 1o their national laws and

regulations.

Article 2
Definitions
For the purpose of the present Agrccmént:
2.1 “Classified Ini‘ormatmn” means information = or material
detenmmcci to require protection against unauthorized dxsclosure which has been

so designated by security classifi canon

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2.2 *Originating Party”™ means the Party to the present Agreement,
which transmits Classified Information to the other Party.

2.3 “Recelving Party” means the Party to the present Agreement,
which receives Classified Information from the other Party.

2.8 “Personnel  Security - Clearance’ means an  administrative
determinafion by the. Competent Security Authority or other relevant authority
that an individual is eligible to have access to Classified Information up to a
certain classification level, ,éiccbz'ding.t_o the respective Law in force.

2.9 “Pacility Security, - Clearance’ means an  administrative
determination by the Competent Security Authority or other relevant authority
that, from a security point of view, a facility has the physical and organizational
capability to handle and store Classified Information up to a certain classification
level, according to the respective Law in force.

210 “*Third Pai“ty” means States, International Organizations and
indjviduals, which are not defined as Parties in the Present Agreement.

211 “Competent Security Authority” means the authority which in
compliance with national laws and regulations is respensible for the protection of
Classified Information and for the implementation of the present Agreement. Such

authorities are stated in article 4 of this Agreement.

4.5  The respecﬁvc Competent Security - Authorities may conclude
executive arrangements to this Agreement.

4.6 If needed, for maintaining the implementation of the rules of the

present Agreement, the Competent Security Authorities shail notify each other

through diplomatic channels about their contact details and subsequent changes

hereto.

- Article 3
Protection of Classified Information

5.1 Access to Classified Information of the other Party shall be iimited
to those persons who have a need to know and who have been appropriately
granted a Personnel  Security Clearance, corresponding to  the required
clagsification level of the information to be accessed.

5.2 The Originating Party shall ensure that the Receiving Party is
informed of:

5.2.1 The security classification ol the Classified Information and
of any conditions of release or limitations on its use, and that the Classified
Information is so marked.

52.2  Any subsequent change in security classification.

5.3 The Receiving Party shall:
53.1  Inaccordance with its national law and regulations, afford a

level of security protection to received Classified Information as it is afforded to

5.3.2 Ensure that security classificalions are not amended and
Classified Information is not declassified unless authorized in writing by the

Originating Party.

Restrictions on Use and Disclosure
6.1 Unless express written consent ES given to the contrary, the
Receiving Party shail not disclose or use, or permit the disclosure or use of any
Classified Information except for purposes and within any limitation stated by the
Originating Party. :
6.2, Provided Classified Information shail not be disclosed to a Third

Party without the prior writteri approval of the Drigim‘atingParty.

Transmission of Classified Information
7.1 Classified Inf{)ringtion._-w.ill be exchanged between the two Parties
in accordance with their national laws and regulations threugh official diplomatic
channels.
7.2 Other approved means of transmission or exchange of Classified
Information, including electromagnetic means, may be used if mutually agreed

upon by the Competent Security Authorilies.

Translation and Reproduction

8.1 - Translation of Classified Information 'may be done only by persons

having a Personnel Security Clearance corresponding to the classification level of

the original information. The translation shall be marked with the same
classification level as the original, indicating that the translation contains

Classified Information of the Originating Party,

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8.2 In case of reproduction of the Classified Information their original
classification level shall be reproduced er marked on cach copy. The number of
copies shall be limited to that required for official use only.

8.3 Translation and copies of Classified Information marked
HEMMELIG/APORRITO/SECRET and above may be done only on the basis of

a prior written approval of the Originating Party.

Classified Contracts

10.1 Should a Party or a public or private Organization, located in that
Party award a Classified Contract to be performed within the territory of the other
Party; the Competent Sceurity Authority of the host Party shall assume
responsibility for the protection of Classified Information received under the
Contract, |

10.2 The Competent Security Authority of the State of the Party where
the Contractor is located shall, before the release of any Classified Information.
ascertain that:

1021 The Contractors/subcontractors have the capability to
adequately protect Classified Information in accordance with their national law
and regulations as well as the provision of the present Agreement.

10.2.2  The Contractors/subcontractors hold the appropriate

Facility Security Clearance.
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10.2.3  All persons whose duties require access to Classified
Information received, hold the appropriate Personnel Securily Clearances and
have been appropriately briefed on their responsibilities and duties related to the
protection of Classified Information.

10.3 All Classified Contracts shall contain a description of the
Classified Information transferred in rciation 1o the contract.

10.7  The Partiés shall ensure that works on classified parts of a
Classified Contract begin only after the Contractor has implemented security
measures.

10.8 The Pa;tie:s shall proteet intellectual property rights related two

Classified Information exchanged between them,

Article 11
Visits
11.1 Security experts of the Competent Security Autherities may
periodically visit each other in order to discuss the procedures for the protection

of Classified Information., Visits may also be conducted between other

representatives of the Parties and/or their commercial or industrial organizations,

where necessary, for the fulfillment of co-operation Agreements and Contracts

involving Classified Information.
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11.2 The prior approval of the Competent Security Authority or other
competent government authority of the host state shall be required in respect of
visitors il access to Classified Information or to premises where Classified
Infermation is deveioped, hﬁﬁdled or stored is necessary.

11.3 A request for a visit shall be sent to the relevant or authorized body
of the host state, at least 15 working days before the planned visit.

11.4 Request shall includé the following information:

11.5  All visitors shall comply with the national faws and regulations on
protection of Classified Information of the host Party. Visits entailing access to
Classified Information marked as PERIORISMENIS CHRISIS/BEGRENSET
may be arranged directly between the security officer for the visitor and the
security officer for the facility to be visited,

11.6  In cases in'volv.ing a specific project or a particular contract, a
standing Visitors List might be established with the written consent of the
Competent Security Authorities of both Parties, These Lists will be valid for an
initial period not exceeding 12 months while they may be extended for another
period of not exceeding 12 months. Once a list has been approved, visit
arrangements may be.made directly between the establishments or companies

invelved in respect of listed individuals.

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11.7 BEach Party shall guarantee the protection of personal data of the

visitors in accordance with their respective national laws and regulations.

Article 12
Breach of Security
12,1 In case of a Breach of Security that results in a certain or suspected
compramise of Classified Information, originated of received from the other
Party, the Competent-Security Authority in whose state the compromise occurred

shall inform the Competent Security’ Authority of the other Party as soon as

possible and carry out the appropriate inves‘siga'tion. The other Party shall, if

required due to gpecific circumstances, cooperate in the investigation.
12.2  The other Party shall be informed-of the results of the investigation
and shall receive the ﬁnalc_étﬁté’rné'nt s 1o the réasons of the event and the extent

of the damage.

 Artiele 13
_ Costs
13.1 Each Party shall cover its own expenses resulting from the

implementation of this Agreement.

Artiele 14

Disputes
14.1  Any dispute cenceming the interpretation/implementation or
violation of the present Agreement shall be resolved by direct consultations
between the Parties, and will not be referred to any national or international

fribunal or third party for settlement.

Article 15
Final Provisions
15.1  The present Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the

receipt of the last of the two written notifications by which the Parties shall inform

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each other, through diplomatic channels, of the completion of their relevant
internal procedures required for its entry into force.

152  The present Apreement shall remain in force for an indefinite
period of time. Bach Party may, at any time, terminate the present Agreement.
The termination shall be notified to the other party through diplomatic channels
and produce its effect six months after the date of its receipt.

15.3 The present Agreement may be amended by mutual writlen
consent of the Parties. Any such amendment shall enter into-foree according to the
procedure set forth in paragrapﬁ“-fl of this Article. |

provisions even after the termination of this Agreement.
