EXECUTIVE PROGRAM FOR CULTURAL COOPERATION
BETWEEN
THE NATIONAL COMMISSION FOR CULTURE AND THE ARTS
OF THE REPUBLIC OF THE PHILIPPINES
AND
THE MINISTRY OF CULTURE AND SPORTS
OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
FOR 2022-2025

The Ministry of Culture and Sports of the Hellenic Republic and the National
Commission for Culture and the Arts of the Republic of the Philippines, hereinafter
referred to as the Participants;

Pursuant to the Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Republic of the Philippines on Cultural Cooperation, signed in
Athens on June 23, 1997,

Desiring to further develop and strengthen the cultural relations between the two
countries and their peoples;

Have agreed upon the following Executive Program for Cultural Cooperation for the
period 2022-2025:

PARAGRAPH 1
CULTURAL AND ARTS EXCHANGES

1. The Participants will encourage direct cooperation between relevant associations
or institutions in the fields of music, dance, theatre, folk art, photography, visual
arts, fine arts, literature, publishing, translation, architecture, cinema, film festivals,
book fairs, and other related fields, for the purpose of implementing joint projects.
To this end, the Participants will exchange up to at least three (3) experts/artists
from various fields of art and culture for a period of up to ten (10) days each.

2. The Participants will exchange art and cultural exhibitions, the subject, duration
and detailed arrangements of which will be agreed upon through diplomatic
channels. In the framework of such exhibitions, a delegation of up to three (3)
members, which may be composed of artists, museum officials, curators, and
technical staff, will be sent for a period of up to ten (I0) days.

3. The Participants will exchange visits of up to three (3) experts in the fields of
archaeology, museology, cultural heritage conservation, and restoration for a
period of up to ten (10) days. They will exchange expertise on techniques in the
conservation and restoration of immovable cultural heritage, such as those of
cultural heritage structures and objects, monuments, and historical buildings. They
will promote and consolidate the idea that the conservation and restoration of
cultural heritage should be carried out within a framework of principles and



techniques in order to preserve the authenticity and structural formation of
immovable cultural heritage, while preserving and promoting its values.

. The Participants will exchange visits of up to three (3) folk artists/craftsmen for a
period of up to ten (10) days, during which related activities such as lectures,
workshops, or exhibitions may be held.

. The Participants will exchange visits of up to three (3) arts and culture experts for
a period of up to ten (10) days, during which related activities such as lectures or
workshops may be held.

. The Participants will exchange visits of up to three (3) experts in the field of
Cultural Industries Promotion and Development for a period of up to ten (10) days.

. The Participants will activate, at the earliest possible time, the Joint Greek-
Philippine Committee per Article 7 of the Cultural Agreement of 1997 with a view
to enhancing cooperation in the field of culture. The dates, venue, and level of
representation in the Committee will be agreed upon through diplomatic channels.

PARAGRAPH 2
FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

. The sending Participant will cover the international travel costs and transport
expenses of the persons and items for the exchanges stipulated in the present
Program. The international travel costs and transport expenses to be borne by the
sending Participant will be those incurred to and from the city of the receiving
Participant where the official visit begins.

. The sending Participant will also bear the costs of insurance of exhibits during
transportation, until they reach their destination.

. The sending Participant will cover the costs of any extension of its delegation's
period of stay in the host country beyond the period stipulated in this Program, as
agreed upon by the two Participants through diplomatic channels.

. The receiving Participant will bear the cost for the board and lodging and domestic
transportation of the persons to be hosted as well as the security of items in the
case of exhibitions.

. The receiving Participant will provide free medical care in case of emergency.

. These provisions will apply unless stipulated otherwise and agreed upon through
diplomatic channels.



. The specific terms of the organization of art and cultural exhibitions will be agreed
directly by the bodies concerned (museums or national authorities).

PARAGRAPH 3
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

. The Participants will cooperate in the prevention of theft, illegal excavation and
illicit import, export and transit or transfer of ownership of their cultural property
located in the territory of the Republic of the Philippines and the Hellenic Republic
according to their respective national legislation.

. The Participants will take the necessary measures to ensure protection of
intellectual property and copyright, in the framework of this Program, in
accordance with their relevant national legislation.

. Further consultations on the details of the persons and items for exchange
stipulated in the present Program will be conducted between the Participants.

PARAGRAPH 4
FINAL PROVISIONS

. The Present Program will enter into force as soon as the Participants have
informed each other, through diplomatic channels, that their domestic
requirements for such entry into force have been completed, and will remain in
force for three years, renewable every three years thereafter, unless mutually
rescinded by both Participants through a formal exchange of notes.

_ Either Participant may propose amendments to the present Program, which will
be agreed upon through diplomatic channels. Either Participant may terminate the
present Program at any time, by a written notification to the other Participant
through diplomatic channels. In such case, the Program will be suspended or will
cease to be in force sixty (60) days after the date of the receipt of the said
notification by the other Participant.

. The termination of this Program will not affect the validity and duration of any on-
going project until its completion.
