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Arrangement Regarding the Status of

PREAMBLE

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia, hereinafter referred as the “Parties”, desiring to determine general
terms which will define the status of the Hellenic Armed Forces in the territory of the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia in the framework of military cooperation have agreed on the
following:

ARTICLE 1: DEFINITIONS

Y. For the purposes of implementing this Arrangement, the following
definitions will apply:

a. Sending State: The Hellenic Republic
b Receiving State: The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia

C. Hellenic Personnel: Military personnel and civilian employees
belonging to the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic.

d. Hellenic Armed Forces: Hellenic personnel and property,
including vehicles, ships, aircrafts, equipment, material, services, weapons and
ammunition of the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic.

e. Third Party: Any State, International Organization, entity or

f. Executive Agents: Officials of the Ministry of National Defence of
the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Defence of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

ARTICLE 2: PURPOSE

1 The purpose of this Arrangement is to define the legal status of the
Hellenic Armed Forces while in the territory of the Receiving State, in support of the
defence capability of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

2 This Arrangement does not apply to the Hellenic Forces present in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia for training.

ARTICLE 3: TAXES AND DUTIES

lhe Sending State is exempted from paying any tax, duty or fees, including air
navigation fees, port fees and spectrum usage fees.
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ARTICLE 4: ARMS AND UNIFORMS, ENTRY, EXIT

The Hellenic Personnel are authorized the following:

a. Wearing military uniforms and carrying arms during official duties, if
authorized to do so by their national orders in the locations and places determined by
the Receiving State and subject to any arrangements agreed upon with the
authorities of the Receiving State or mutually agreed in subsequent arrangement.

b. Entering and exiting the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, using military
identification and passport with travel order (letter of authorization-LOA) or collective
movement orders issued by the Ministry of Defence of the Hellenic Republic, without
the need for any entry visa.

ARTICLE 5: HEALTH AND SAFETY REGULATIONS

The Hellenic Personnel will follow all Saudi health and safety regulations and
any regulations for operational areas and facilities, as well as any Saudi regulations
concerning security, storage, movement or disposal of hazardous materials.

ARTICLE 6: FREEDOM OF MOVEMENT

The Hellenic Forces will be permitted freedom of movement within the
Receiving State according to the procedures determined by the Ministry of Defence
of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. When the need of movement is imperative for the
safety of the Hellenic Armed Forces, the movement will be performed with
simultaneous notice to the Receiving State's authorities.

ARTICLE 7: DEBRIS, HUMAN REMAINS

The Hellenic Armed Forces' debris or human remains resulting from any
incident or accident remain the property of and under control of the Hellenic
Republic. The Sending State has the right to access the debris or human remains,
according to the procedures determined by the Ministry of Defence of the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia.

ARTICLE 8: JURISDICTION

1. The Sending State will have competence over disciplinary matters of
the Hellenic Personnel.

2 The Hellenic Personnel will respect all national laws, rules, regulations,
public decency and traditions of the Receiving State. The Receiving State will provide
the Hellenic Personnel with copies of the national laws, rules or regulations, as well
as information concerning public decency and traditions translated in English
language.
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3. The Sending State shall have the right to exercise exclusive criminal
jurisdiction over the Hellenic Personnel in relation to offences which are punishable
by the laws of both Parties, if committed during their stay in the territory of the
Receiving State. Representatives of the Receiving State may attend the trials that will
be conducted in the territory of the Sending State.

4, The Receiving State has the primary right to exercise jurisdiction over
members of the Sending State Forces and members of the civilian component
regarding major crimes committed outside of Agreed Facilities and Areas and off
duty, or major crimes committed against Receiving state personnel or third party
within the Agreed Facilities and Areas of operations.

8. The Parties shall inform each other without delay for any offence or
arrest and shall provide mutual assistance with respect to conduct of inquiries and
gathering of evidence in connection to this article. Members of the Hellenic Personnel
who may be led before the courts of the Receiving State shall be granted at least
with the following rights:

a. to remain in custody in the Sending State’s facilities during the
pre-trial period.

b. the trial procedures will take place as soon as possible.

C. to be informed about the charge against them in due time before

the trial date.

d. to appoint a lawyer.
e. to seek the assistance of a qualified interpreter.
f to allow a representative of the Embassy of their country to

attend the trial.

ARTICLE 9: CLAIMS

1. Each Party waives all claims (other than contractual claims) against the
other Party for damage to, loss of, or destruction of its property or injury or death of
its personnel caused by personnel of the other Party in performance of their official
duties.

2 Third Party claims shall be handled and litigated by the Receiving
State. which will cover the due compensation and then, in case of responsibility of
the Sending State, the Parties will consult each other to reach an amicable and fair
settlement.
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ARTICLE 10: INVESTIGATION OF INCIDENTS

1. In the event of an incident occurring in the territory of the Receiving
State in connection to the activities done under this Arrangement, the safety
investigation will be conducted according to the laws and regulations of the Receiving
State.

2 When such an incident involves Hellenic Personnel, the personnel or
representatives of the Sending State shall be admitted to participate in the safety
investigation as observers. The Receiving State shall release the findings of the
safety investigation to the Sending State upon the Sending State's request.

ARTICLE 11: SECURITY OF CLASSIFIED INFORMATION

All classified material and information exchanged or generated in connection
with this Arrangement will be used, transmitted, stored, handled, safeguarded and
destroyed in accordance with a separate Arrangement that will be concluded
between the Parties.

ARTICLE 12: IMPLEMENTING PROCEDURES

The two Parties or their executive agents may establish implementing
procedures to carry out the provisions of this Arrangement.

ARTICLE 13: SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any dispute concerning the interpretation or the implementation of this
Arrangement shall be resolved solely through consultation between the Parties.

1 This Arrangement will enter into force on the date of the last notification
by which the Parties inform each other in writing, through diplomatic channels about
the completion of their relevant internal procedures for its entry into force.

2. This Arrangement will remain in force for a period of one year from the
date of its entry into force and may be extended by mutual written consent of the
Parties.

3 This Arrangement may be amended by the mutual written consent of
the Parties. Such amendments will enter into force in accordance with paragraph 1 of
this article.

4. This Arrangement may be terminated at any time by either Party, by
addressing a relevant written notification to the other Party, through diplomatic
channels. In such a case, the Arrangement shall cease to be in force three months
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after the date of the notification of termination. This Arrangement may also be
terminated by mutual consent of the Parties.

IN WITNESS THEREOF, the undersigned, being duly authorized by their
respective governments, have signed this Arrangement.
