AGREEMENT
Between
The Hellenic Republic
And
The Argentine Republic
Concerning
the Gainful Employment of Dependents of Members of a
Diplomatic Mission or Consular Post

The Hellenic Republic and the Argentine Republic, hereinafier referred to as “the
Parties”,

Wishing 1o strengthen the friendly relations between the two countries and to
facililate the gainful employment of dependents of members of a diplomatic mission
or consular post,

Have agreed as follows:
Article 1
For the purposes of the present Agreement:

a. “member of a diplomatic mission or consular post™ means any employee of the
sending State who is not a national or permanent resident of the receiving State and
who is:

(1) a diplomatic agent, as defined in the 1961 Vieana Convention on Diplomatic
Relations:

(ii) a member of the administrative and technical staff, as defined in the 1961 Vienna
Convention on Diplomatic Relations;

(iii) & consular officer, as defined in the 1963 Vienna Convention on Consular
Relations; |

(iv) a consular employee, as :deﬁued in the 1963 Vienna Convention on Consular
Relations.

b. “dependent” means spouses and: i) registered partners in the case of the Hellenic
Republic or i) cohabiting partaers in the case of the Argentine Republic, of persons
veferred to under a,

Article 2

I. The dependent of a member of the diplomatic mission or consular post of the
sending State is authorized to engage in gainful employment in the receiving State in
accordance with the legislation of the receiving State and subject to the provisions of
the present Agfeement,

2. The authorization to engage in gainful employment in the receiving State shall be
terminated at the end of the functions of the member of the diplomatic mission or
consalar post or at the time that the person ceases fo be a dependent.




3. Authorization for a dependent (0 engage in gainful employment shall not imply
exemption from any requirements which may ordinarily apply to any employment
whether relating to personal characteristics, professional or trade qualifications or
otherwise. Furthermore, authorization to accept employment shall not be granted in
cases where, according to the legislation of the receiving State, only nationals of the
receiving State may be employed.

Article 3

1. A wrillen request for authorization to engage in gainful employment shall be sent
on behalf of the dependent by the Embassy of the sending State to the Protecol
Departiment of the Ministty of Foreign Affairs of the receiving State, which shall
verify that the dependent falls within the scope of the present Agreement.

2. Upon verification that the dependent falls within the scope of the present
Agreement, all relevant procedures required by the fegislation of the receiving State
shall be concluded as soon as possibie.

Article 4

In the case of a dependent who enjoys immunity [rom the civil and administrative
jurisdiction of the receiving State in accordance with the Vienna Convention on the
Diplomatic Relations of 1961, such immunity shall not apply in respect of all matters
arising out of the gainful employment and falling within the civil or administrative
faw of the receiving Siate. In such cases, immunity from execution of any rendered
judgment shall also not apply.

Article 5

In the case of a dependent who enjoys immunity from criminal jurisdiction of the
receiving State in accordance with the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations
of 1961

a. The sending State shall waive the immunity of the dependent concerned from the
criminal jurisdiction of the receiving State in respect of any act or omission arising
from the gainful employment, except in special circumstances when the sending
State considers that such a waiver would be contrary to Hs interesis,

b. A waiver of immunity from the criminal jurisdiction shall not ke construed as
extending to iminunity from execution of the sentence, for which a specific waiver
shall be required. In such cases, the sending State shall give serious consideration to
waiving the latter immunity.

Article &

Dependents shall be subject to the taxation and social security regimes of the
receiving State for all matters connected with their gainful employment in that State.




Article 7

This Agreement shall not entail recognition of degrees, diplomas or studies between
both Parties.

Article 8

Any dispute which may arise between the Parties concerning the interpretation or the
implementation of the present Agreement shall be settled through diplomatic
channels,

Article 9

i, The present Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the last notification by
which one Party informs the other in writing through diplomatic channels about the
completion of its relevant internal procedures.

2, The present Agreement is concluded for an indefinite period. Either Party may
ferminate it at any time upon & three-month prior wrillen notice to the other Party.

Done in Buenos Aires, on the §th of February 2023, in two originals, each in Greek,
Spanish and English languages, all being equally authentic. In case of any divergence
of interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
