MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE KINGDOM OF SAUDI ARABIA

ON SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNOLOGICAL COOPERATION

The Government of the Hellenic Republic represented by the General Secretariat for Research and
Innovation of the Ministry of Development and Investments and the Government of the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia represented by King Abdulaziz City for Science and Technology (henceforth to be referred
to as “the Parties™),

RECALLING the Agreement of Economic and Technical Cooperation between the Government of the
Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia signed on September 17, 1986,

CONSIDERING that the development of scientific and technological relations shall be of mutual benefit
to both countries,

CONSIDERING further that such cooperation will promote the development of existing friendly relations
between the two countries,

WISHING to strengthen and develop scientific and technological cooperation on the basis of equality and
mutual benefit,

HAVE reached the following understanding:

ARTICLE 1

The Parties shall encourage and support cooperation in the fields of science and technology on the basis
of equality and mutual benefit, according to the provisions of this Memorandum of Understanding
(MoU), the laws and regulations of each country, and taking into account the experience which scientists
and specialists of the two countries have gained and the possibilities available.
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ARTICLE 2
The Parties shall promote cooperation in the fields of science and technology as follows:

l. Realization of joint research and technological development projects, including the exchange of their
results;

2. Exchange of scientists, researchers and technical experts;
3. Exchange of scientific and technological information and documentation;

4. Organization of and participation in meetings, conferences, symposia, workshops, courses and
exhibitions on fields of interest to both Parties;

5. Joint use of research and development facilities and scientific equipment;

6. Other forms of cooperation mutually agreed upon.

ARTICLE 3

1. For the purpose of implementation of the present MoU, the two parties hereby establish a Technical
Committee, - connected to the joint Saudi Hellenic Committee- composed of an equal number of
representatives designated by the two Parties. The Technical Committee will elaborate its own rules of
procedure to implement this MoU.

2. The Technical Committee will have the following tasks:

a. Identify, coordinate and follow up the fields of cooperation on science and technology of each country;
b. Create favourable conditions for the implementation of the MoU;

c. Facilitate and support the implementation of joint Programmes and projects;

d. Follow-up the progress of the implementation of the present MoU;

e. Prepare Executive Programmes;

f. Propose specific measures to enhance the range and the quality of cooperation under the present MoU.

3. The Technical Committee will meet at least once every 2 (two) years, unless otherwise agreed,
alternately in the Hellenic Republic and the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia on mutually convenient dates.
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ARTICLE 4

1. The parties shall promote joint cooperation between science and technology institutions in the Hellenic
Republic and the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia according to the provisions of this Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU), the laws and regulations of each country — through conducting executive
programmes, which include:

a) The fields of cooperation;

b) The specific joint scientific and technological research projects agreed by the Hellenic and Saudi
Arabian institutions;

¢) Financial resources and conditions of financing joint scientific and technological research projects;
d) Rules and procedures guiding the implementation of joint projects.

e) The Institutions responsible for the realization and implementation of joint projects, hereinafter
referred to as “cooperating partners”, in particular: governmental agencies, scientific entities, research and
development agencies, scientific associations and other organizational units, including private and public
companies.

ARTICLE 5

The costs of exchange of scientists, researchers, technical experts and other specialists, resulting from the
present MoU, unless otherwise agreed upon, will be covered on the following basis:

a. The sending Party will cover the round-trip transport costs between the two countries;

b. The receiving Party will cover the cost of travel within its territory and full accommodation, i.e.
lodging and daily allowances according to the regulations of each country.

ARTICLE 6

Intellectual property rights arising from the cooperation activities under this MoU shall be jointly owned
by the parties and shall be protected in accordance with the laws and regulations of their respective
countries.

ARTICLE 7
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Scientific and technological results and any other information derived from the cooperation activities
under the present MoU, will be announced, published or commercially exploited with the written consent
of the two Parties.

ARTICLE 8

Each Party shall, subject to its laws and regulations, provide to the citizens of the other Party, present in
its territory for the implementation of this MoU, assistance and facilities required for the fulfillment of
their relevant tasks.

ARTICLE 9

Any differences relating to the interpretation or implementation of the present MoU shall be settled
amicably through consultations and negotiation between the Parties.

ARTICLE 10

With respect to the cooperation activities established under the present MoU, each Party shall take, in
accordance with its laws and regulations, all necessary measures to ensure the best possible conditions for
their implementation.

ARTICLE 11

The present MoU will be implemented in accordance with the applicable laws of the countries of both
Parties and it shall not affect or prejudice the validity or execution of the rights and obligations of either
Party arising from any International Agreements binding upon them, including those arising from
membership of the Hellenic Republic to the European Union.

ARTICLE 12

1. The present MoU shall enter into force on the date of the last written notification — through diplomatic
channels - by which each Party informs the other about the completion of its internal legal procedures
required for its entry into force.

2. This MoU shall remain in force for a period of five years and shall thereafter be automatically extended
for further five year periods, unless either Party notifies the other in writing — through diplomatic
channels - about its intention to terminate this MoU at least six months prior to the termination of the

initial or any subsequent period of validity.
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3. Such termination shall not affect the implementation of any cooperation activity initiated prior to the
date of the notice of termination.

4. This MoU may be amended by written agreement of the Parties. Any such amendment shall enter into
force in accordance with paragraph 1 of this Article.

Done in Athens on 26/7/2022 corresponding to 27/12/1443 AH, in two originals each in Greek, Arabic,
and English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of divergence in interpretation, the
English text shall prevail.
