In The Field of Maritime Transport
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The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia (hereinafter referred to as the Contracting Parties)

Desiring to enhance and develop maritime transport between the two countries,
on the basis of the general Agreement for cooperation in economic, trade,
investment, scientific , technical, cultural, youth and sports fields between them,
and pursue efforts to promote and facilitate commercial shipping traffic between
the two countries, for both cargo and passenger transport and to encourage trade
between them to serve mutual interest of the two countries and further strengthen
friendship ties between them,

Bearing in mind the principles laid down in international law and particularly in
international shipping conventions of which both Parties are members,

Considering the commitments of the Hellenic Republic arising from its
membership in the European Union and the commitments of the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia arising from its membership in regional and international
organizations,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Definitions

For the purposes of this Agreement, these terms shall have the following
meanings:

1- The Competent Maritime Transport Authority
a- The Ministry of Maritime Affairs and Insular Policy in the Hellenic

Republic.

b- Transport General Authority in The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

2- Vessel of a Contracting Party: Means any commercial vessel, registered in
the territory of one of the two Contracting Parties and flying its flag according
to the respective rules and regulations.

3- Shipping Enterprise: an economic entity which has its registered seat and 1s
licensed in the territory of either Contracting Party and/or having a registered
operation office or its central administration or its principal place of business in
the territory of that Contracting Party, engaged in international maritime
transport, in accordance with their respective national laws and regulations.
Beneficiaries of the provisions of this Agreement shall also be shipping
enterprises established outside the Hellenic Republic or the Kingdom of Saudi
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Arabia and controlled by nationals of the Hellenic Republic or the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia, if their vessels are registered in the Hellenic Republic or in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia in accordance with their respective legislation.

4- Member of the Crew: Means Master or any Person who is employed or
engaged or works in any capacity on board the vessel in duties and services
connected with the running of the vessel and whose name is included in the
crew list, according to the regulations applied in the other Contracting Party.

| 5- Cabotage: Means transport of goods and passengers between the ports of one

of the Contracting Parties.

Article 2
Excluded Vessels

The provisions of this Agreement shall not apply to:

1- Warships.

2- Vessels performing non statutory functions.

3- Vessels used for non-commercial purposes.

4- Fishing vessels.
I 5- Hydrographic, oceanographic and scientific research vessels, sport and
pleasure vessels.

Article 3
Freedom of Shipping

1- The two Contracting Parties shall facilitate, enhance and develop the traffic
of the commercial vessels between their countries for cargo and passenger
transport.

2- The vessels of each Contracting Party shall be entitled to sail between the
ports of the other Contracting Party which are open to international seaborne
trade, and transport of both cargo and passengers between such ports and the
ports of a third country. This shall also apply to vessels operated by shipping
enterprises of a Contracting Party flying the flag of a third country.

3- The Contracting Parties shall base the development of their shipping
relations, on the principles of free and fair competition and the freedom to
provide international maritime transport services. The Parties shall refrain
from any action that might be detrimental to the unrestricted participation of
their vessels in international maritime transport services.
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The two Contracting Parties, upon entry into force of the present Agreement,
shall abstain from implementing unilateral administrative or technical
procedures from either Contracting Party, or any measure entailing direct
restriction or discriminatory effects upon, the rights conferred by this
Agreement.

The Contracting Parties confirm that the vessels of each Contracting Party
shall be granted the same advantages as if they were flying the flag of the
other Contracting Party.

Article 4
Compliance with other International Conventions

The vessels of the two Contracting Parties operating between their seaports
shall comply with the international agreements and conventions to which
both Contracting parties are parties, and with the international binding rules
applied especially regarding maritime safety, the protection of the marine
environment, the transport of hazardous materials as well as the living and
working conditions of the vessel's crew.

The provisions of this Agreement do not affect the rights and obligations of
the Contracting Parties, arising from international conventions and
agreements in force related to maritime matters and particularly the Hellenic
Republic’s obligations arising from its membership to the European Union.

Article 5
Treatment of Vessels

Each Contracting Party shall, in its ports, territorial sea, and other maritime
zones under its jurisdiction, grant the vessels of the other Contracting Party
the same treatment as offered to its vessels engaged in international maritime
traffic, in respect of access to ports, stay and departure, the use of port
facilities for cargo and passenger transport and payment of any dues and
charges, provided that this does not violate the applicable rules and
regulationsin each Party.

The provisions of paragraph 1 of this article:
a- shall not apply to ports not open to the eniry of foreign vessels;
b- shall not affect the regulations concerning entry and stay of foreigners;
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c- shall not apply to activities reserved by each Contracting Party for their
national flag vessels or enterprises and organizations, including in
particular sea fishing, pilotage, towage, salvage and maritime assistance;

| d- shall not oblige either of the Contracting Parties to extend to vessels of
the other Contracting Party exception from compulsory pilotage
requirements granted to its own vessels;

e- shall not apply to immigration and transportation of immigrants.

Article 6
Activities that are not Subject to the Agreement

1- This Agreement shall not affect the regulations put in force by either
Contracting Party with regard to the following:

a- Financial compensation for salvage and rescue, services for any matters
related to rescued goods, for towage, hauling, pilotage and any other
services rendered to Shipping Companies of the Contracting Party, other

I companies or citizens.

b- Marine research activities.

c- The hydrographical survey of the territorial sea of the Contracting Party.
d- The cabotage in respect of the vessels of the two Contracting Parties.

2- The sailing of a vessel of either Contracting Party between the ports of the
other Contracting Party for the purpose of loading or unloading of cargo or
passengers from or to that Party shall not be deemed as national cabotage
unless such goods or passengers are transported between two or more seaports
of that Party.

Article 7
Revenues Transfer

I Each Contracting Party shall grant the Shipping companies of the other
Contracting Party the right to use any revenues from Shipping Services
including the management and conduct of initial and terminal haulage connected
therewith and realized in the territory of the first Contracting Party for the
payment of any dues related to shipping activifies, or transmitting such revenues
abroad in convertible currency at the official rate of exchange and without
unacceptable delay.

Article 8
Representation of Shipping Enterprise
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In accordance with its laws and regulations, each Contracting Party shall grant
the shipping enterprises of the other Contracting Party the right to establish
branch offices in its territory.

Each Contracting Party, while in the process of establishing branch offices and
the employment of the staff, shall comply with the regulations and applicable
laws of the host Party.

When the participation of a member of the staff in a branch office established
by the other Contracting Party is not in conformity with the national legislation
of the host Contracting Party as provided in paragraph (2) above, the latter can
ask for the repatriation of this person, and the other Party has to comply with it.

Article 9
National Rules

The vessels of either Contracting Party, while staying in the ports, the
territorial sea and other seas under the jurisdiction of the other Contracting
Party, shall abide by all rules and regulations applied by this Party.

The passengers and shipping enterprises of either Contracting Party shall
comply with rules and regulations put in force in the territory of the other
Contracting Party regarding the entry, stay and departure of passengers and
crew as well as the import, export and storage of goods including the
provisions concerning shore leave, immigration, customs, taxation, and
quarantine.

Article 10
Facilitation of Maritime Transport

The two Contracting Parties shall take, within the scope of laws and regulations
in force by either Contracting Party, all necessary measures to facilitate maritime
traffic and promote seaborne transport, to avoid any unnecessary prolongation of
lay times, and to expedite and simplify, wherever possible, the carrying out of
police, sanitary, customs and other formalities to be observed in ports as well as
to facilitate the use of existing equipment's for the disposal of waste materials.

Article 11
Vessel Documentis
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Each Contracting Party shall recognize the vessel documents issued by the
other Contracting Party in accordance with the relevant international
conventions. As far as the safety procedures are concerned, the Contracting
Parties shall recognize the relevant certificates of their vessels provided by
them, on condition that these certificates are in accordance with the relevant
international conventions in force.

Vessels of either Contracting Party carrying a valid International Tonnage
Certificate 1969 issued under the provisions of the International Convention on
Tonnage Measurement of Ships, 1969, shall be exempted from any further
tonnage measurement in the ports of the other Contracting Party. In case the
tonnage of a given vessel is to be the basis for calculating the amount of any
charges, fees, and taxes, the tonnage notation given in the International
Tonnage Certificate shall be taken as such basis.

Apart from a forced sale resulting from a decision of the Courts, the vessels of
either of the two Contracting Parties cannot be registered in the Registry of the
other Contracting Party without presentation of a certificate, issued by the
competent authorities from which the vessels originate, stipulating that the
vessels have been deleted from the Registry of this Contracting Party.

Article 12
Seafarers’ Documents

Any identity document of the members of the crew, whether they are citizens
of one of the two Contracting Parties or of a third country entitling them to
cross the borders of the other Contracting Party after entry into force of this
Agreement, shall be recognized by the other Contracting Party on condition of
meeting the national prerequisites as a document to cross the borders. Each
Contracting Party shall notify the other Contracting Party of his recognition.
These identity documents are:
- in the case of the Hellenic Republic:

the Greek Seaman's book accompanied by the Greek passport;
- in the case of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia:

the seaman’s record book and the Saudi Passport.

The competent authorities at the seaports of either Contracting Party shall
provide the necessary facilities for the members of the crew of the vessel of
the other Contracting Party while staying in its ports, and recognize their
travel documents issued by the competent authorities to be used for border
crossing under the respective national prerequisites and accepted by both
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Contracting Parties. Each Contracting Party shall inform the other
Contracting Party of these requirements through diplomatic channels, and
the members of the crew shall adhere to the rules and regulations applicable
at these ports.

Seafarers on board vessels flying the flag of either Contracting Party holding
a valid seafarer’s identity document shall be permitted to enter the territory
of the other Contracting Party for a temporary shore leave during the stay of
their vessels in the area of the port, where their ships call or in the adjacent
municipalities of that other Contracting Party without visas, and without
presenting themselves at a border crossing point, provided that the masters
submit a crew list to the competent authorities of the port in accordance with
the regulations in force in that port. However, according to the assessment of
the risks of internal security and illegal immigration, seafarers shall be
subject to procedures provided for in the national legislation of the
Contracting Parties.

The competent authorities of either Contracting Party shall grant the crew
member of the other Contracting Party who is admitted to hospital in the
territory of the Contracting Party the right to stay as long as it is deemed
necessary for in-patient medical treatment. The law and regulations of the
two Contracting Parties governing the entry, stay and departure of foreigners
shall remain unaffected.

Holders of the seamen’s identity documents specified in paragraph 1 of this
article are permitted to enter or leave the territory of the other Contracting
Party as passengers by any means of transport for the purpose of joining
their vessel or transferring to another vessel, passing in transit to join their
vessel in another country or for repatriation or in a case of emergency or for
any other purpose approved by the authorities of this other Contracting
Party. In these cases, the said seamen must have corresponding visas of the
other Contracting Party, where necessary, in accordance with the national
law of each Contracting Party, which shall be granted by the competent
authorities within the shortest possible time.

Each Contracting Party reserves the right to refuse the entry of undesirable
persons to its territory even if such persons hold one of the identity
documents referred to in paragraph (1) of this article.

Either Party shall make every effort to facilitate repatriation of its own
nationals having entered the territory of the other Party from a vessel of the
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first Party when such person does not meet, or has ceased to meet, the
conditions of entry or stay applicable in the territory of the other Party.

Article 13
Exercise of Criminal Jurisdiction

The provisions of Article 27 of the UN Convention on the Law of the Sea
(1982), apply in the case of any offence committed on board of a vessel of a
Contracting Party while the vessel is within the territorial sea of the other
Contracting Party.

In exercising their penal, civil and disciplinary jurisdiction, each Contracting
Party shall take all necessary measures in order not to delay the departure of
the vessel.

When a Contracting Party investigates a maritime accident or incident that
involves a vessel flying the flag of the other Contracting Party, due
consideration should be given to the fair treatment of seafarers taking into
account the relevant IMO/ILO guidelines.

Article 14
Vessels Treatment in Case of Emergency

If a vessel of either Contracting Party is shipwrecked or has suffered
damages to its cargo or grounded or distressed for whatever reason in the
territorial sea of the other Contracting Party, the authorities of this
Contracting Party shall render to the crew members, passengers as well as to
the vessel and its cargo the same assistance and protection provided to its
vessels.

Both Contracting Parties undertake to co-operate, upon the request and in
accordance with the procedures provided for by its national legal provisions
to promote vessel safety and the protection of the marine environment, in the
investigation of those maritime casualties for which at least one of the
Contracting Parties has determined to be responsible in terms of the IMO
Casualty Investigation Code. Where necessary, such co-operation is, in
particular proceeding intended to facilitate the conclusions as provided for in
that Code.
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3-

Upon the occurrence of any of the accidents indicated in paragraph (1) of
this article, the Contracting Party, in whose territorial sea the accident
occurred shall refrain from collecting import duties, including local
production duties on cargo, equipment, materials, supplies and other
supplements unless such materials would be used or consumed in the
territory of the Contracting Party in whose territorial sea the accident
occurred.

The contents of paragraph (3) of this article shall not preclude the
application of the rules and regulations put in force by the Contracting Party
in whose territorial sea the accident occurred with respect to temporary
warehousing of goods.

The vessel so stranded or wrecked as well as all in its parts, debris or
accessories and all appliances, rigging, provisions and goods salvaged,
including those jettisoned by such vessels or by vessels in distress, or the
proceeds thereof if sold, as well as all documents found aboard the stranded
or wrecked vessel or belonging to it, shall be delivered to the owner or his
representatives when claimed by them.

Article 15
Technical Co-operation and Exchange of Information and Expertise

The Contracting Parties, within the limits of the respective national
legislation, shall continue their efforts to maintain and develop a permanent
cooperation between the competent authorities of their countries. In
particular, the two Contracting Parties agree to consult and exchange
information between their competent authorities on maritime affairs.

The competent maritime transport authorities of both Contracting Parties
shall pursue the following:

a- Enhance mutual exchange of expertice and information, develop and
promote contacts between their respective shipping agencies and
organizations which would contribute to more efficient and further
developed shipping services.

b- Facilitate technology transfer to contribute io improving the efficiency and
development of this sector in both countries.

c- Encourage studies and maritime training including the offer of scholarships
for maritime staff in both countries.

d- Provide facilities for ship building and maintenance in both countries.
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e- Encourage Shipping Companies and maritime institutions in either of the
two Countries to discuss the development of appropriate means of co-
operation particularly with regard to technical matters and training.

3- The Contracting Parties agree to provide one another, within the limits of
their ability, with technical assistance for the development of maritime
transport. For this purpose, the Contracting Parties shall promote and
encourage development of contacts and cooperation between their shipping
and related enterprises and organizations.

Article 16
Consultations

Both Contracting Parties shall, within the framework of Hellenic Saudi Joint
Commission, further consider promoting mutual relations in maritime field,
overcoming the difficulties which may encounter the implementation of the
provisions of this Agreement. They shall also submit proposals for developing
and enhancing joint transport programs and increasing its volume and coordinate
their respective standpoints in the international maritime conferences and review
the proposals made for amending any article in this Agreement when the need
arises.

Article 17
Settlement of Disputes

Any dispute relating to the interpretation or implementation of this Agreement
shall be settled via amicable negotiations and consultations through diplomatic
channels.

Article 18
Entry into Force and Amendment of the Agreement

1- This Agreement shall enter into force after (30) days from the date of the last
written notification by which the Contracting Parties inform each other of
the completion of the necessary internal legal procedures. This Agreement
shall be valid for five consecutive years, and shall be automatically renewed
thereafter for successive five-year periods unless either of the two
Contracting Parties notifies the other Contracting Party at least six months
before the expiry date of the Agreement of its intention to terminate it.
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2- This Agreement may be amended by mutual written consent of the
Contracting Parties. Any such amendments shall enter into force according
to the procedure provided in this article.
