AGREEMENT

BETWEEN

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE KINGDOM OF SAUDI
ARABIA

ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF SPORTS

The Government of the Hellenic Republic as represented by the Ministry
of Culture and Sport and the Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia as
represented by the Ministry of Sports (hereinafter referred to as the “Parties™):

Seeking to further strengthen bilateral cooperation in the field of Sport,
in accordance with the respective laws, rules and regulations applicable in both
countries; within the limits of their available resources and taking into
consideration the principles of equality, common interests and mutual respect,

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1
The Parties shall encourage cooperation between their countries in the
field of sports by way of:

1. Endeavoring to coordinate their positions in the international and
national events held in the field of sports.

2. Exchanging programs between their relevant institutions, associations
and federations.

3. Exchanging audiovisual materials and documents between their
respective libraries related to the field of sports as well as sharing their
experience in this field.

4. Cooperation with a view to creating sports cadres as well as developing
and exchanging the programs of such cadres through mutual invitations
to attend regional, national and international conferences and symposia
organized in both countries.




ARTICLE 2
The forms of cooperation between the Parties in the field of sports may

also include:

1.

Coordination with a view to benefiting from the capabilities of the
trainers of various sports. The Parties shall endeavor to organize
alternately sports training camps in both countries through sports
institutions and national sports federations.

. Coordination of technical cooperation concerning the trainers through

the sports federations concerned.

Cooperation between sports institutions in both countries with a view to
qualifying highly professional specialized trainers.

Exchanging technical and administrative experiences between sports
institutions and national sports federations of the two countries and
encouraging the direct cooperation between their Olympic Committees.

. Exchanging visits between national teams and promoting direct contacts

between the various sports clubs of the two countries.

Cooperation in the field of mass participation in sport, and exchange of
technical and administrative experiences related to this field.
Cooperation in the field of sports medicine and anti-doping measures.
Promotion by the Parties of joint initiatives between international sport
federations, in order to further enhance transparency and good
governance of sport.

Any other sport areas as agreed in writing by the Parties within the scope
of this agreement.

ARTICLE 3
The Parties shall deal with the issue of the mutual exchange of sport

delegations. on the basis of reciprocity within the limits of their resources. as

follows:

i) The hosting Party shall cover the expenses relating to the visit
(boarding and lodging). the local travel expenses within its
country and the medical care in case of emergency.

i) The visiting Party shall cover the travel expenses to and from the

country of the receiving Party.




ARTICLE 4
In order to assist with the implementation of this Agreement,

representatives of the Parties shall meet, alternately in the two countries when
the need arises.

ARTICLE 5
This Agreement shall be considered as a general framework for

cooperation between the two countries in the field of sports.

ARTICLE 6
Any dispute arising from the interpretation or implementation of this

Agreement shall be resolved amicably, by consultations between the Parties,
through diplomatic channels in a manner that serves their common interests.

ARTICLE 7
This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the receipt of the
last written notification by which the Parties inform each other. through
diplomatic channels, about the completion of their internal procedures
necessary for its entry into force.

. This Agreement shall remain in force for a period of five (5) years from

the date of its entry into force. It shall be automatically renewed for
further similar period/periods, unless one of the Parties notifies the other
in writing, through diplomatic channels, about its intention to terminate
the Agreement at least six months before the expiration date.

This Agreement may be amended by the written approval of both
Parties. Such amendments shall enter into force according to the
procedures referred to in paragraph 1 of this article.

The termination of this Agreement shall not affect the completion of
programs, projects and any outstanding obligations that were initiated or
arose before its termination, unless the two Parties agree otherwise.




Done in Athens, on 26/07/2022, in two originals each in the Greek
Arabic and English languages, all the texts being equally authentic. In case of
divergence in the interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
