Agreement between the Government of the
Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia

On Cooperation in Combating Crime

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Kingdom of

Saudi Arabia, hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”;

Expressing their willingness to strengthen and improve the already existing friendly

and co-operative relations between the two States;

Expressing their concern about the danger of the spreading of international organized
crime, international illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and

precursors, as well as terrorism;

On the basis of the mutual respect of the national sovereignty of the two States;

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

1- The Parties agree to cooperate in combating all forms of crime, especially the
following:
a) Crimes of terrorism and its financing;
b) Organized crime;
¢) Crimes relating to the production and trafficking of narcotics, psychotropic
substances, and precursor chemicals used in the manufacturing thereof;
d) Financial and economic crimes, as well as crimes of money laundering;

¢) Crimes of corruption;
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f) Crimes of fraud;

g) Crimes of forgery and counterfeiting of currency;

h) Crimes against property and especially theft and illicit trafficking in vehicles;

i) Illicit trafficking of weapons, firearms, ammunition or explosives, or their

smuggling;

j) llicit trafficking of radioactive, nuclear, bacterial, biological, or chemical

materials, or their smuggling;

k) Crimes of homicide and assault against persons;

[) Human trafficking;

m) Illegal immigration;

n) People smuggling;

o) Illicit trafficking in antiquities and items of historical, cultural or artistic value or

their smuggling;

p) Cyber crimes;

q) Environmental crimes.

2- The Parties may cooperate upon mutual agreement for the prevention,
detection or investigation of any other crime which requires the cooperation of
the competent authorities of both countries.

3- This Agreement shall not affect issues of mutual legal assistance in criminal

matters and extradition.

Article 2

The Parties shall cooperate in combating the crimes stipulated in this Agreement
through the following means and procedures:
1- Exchange of information in the areas referred to in Article 1 of the Agreement.
2- Controlled deliveries between the Parties in cases relating to narcotics,

psychotropic substances, and chemical precursors.
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3-

Expeditious exchange of information on terrorist individuals, groups, or
organizations, particularly information regarding their structure, activities,
funding sources, and means of communication.

Assessment of threats posed by crimes of terrorism and its financing, organized
crime and crimes relating to narcotics and psychotropic substances and
chemical precursors.

Exchange of information and expertise for the protection of the security of
passengers and their means of transportation.

Exchange of information and expertise relating to new means and techniques
of committing crimes as well as methods of combating them.

Exchange of laws and publications relating to combating crime issued by the
competent authorities of the Parties.

Real time drug trafficking related information sharing between designated
contact points of both countries.

The Parties may upon mutual agreement, cooperate in other fields of security,
provided that such cooperation is consistent with the purposes of this

Agreement.

Article 3

The Parties shall cooperate in the field of training through the following:

exchange of available illustrative and training material.

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Article 4

Either Party may deny cooperation stipulated in this Agreement, wholly or partially,

in writing and without delay if such cooperation:

undermines its national sovereignty or sccurity or national interest;

conflicts with its domestic laws;

3- jeopardizes its investigations or proceedings;

conflicts with a judicial proceeding carried out in its territory;

Article 5

The Parties shall apply all relevant provisions, which are included in their
respective data protection laws, during the exchange of personal data for the
purposes of this Agreement.

The Parties shall maintain the confidentiality of information exchanged under
this Agreement. Such information shall be exclusively used for the purposes
for which it was provided, and neither Party may transfer or disclose it to a
third party without prior written consent of the providing Party.

The Parties shall continue to implement the provisions of paragraph 2 of this

Article in case of termination of this Agreement.

Article 6

This Agreement shall not affect rights and obligations under any other bilateral
or multilateral international treaty binding on either Party.
Cooperation between the Parties under this Agreement shall be in accordance

with their respective national legislations.
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Article 7

Disputes arising from the interpretation or implementation of this Agreement shall

be settled solely by consultations between the Parties through diplomatic channels.

Article 8

Each Party shall bear its own expenses relating to the implementation of this

Agreement, unless the Parties agree otherwise.

Article 9

1- The competent authorities in charge of the implementation of this Agreement
are:

- For the Government of the Hellenic Republic: the Ministry of Citizens’
Protection.

- For the Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia: the Ministry of
Interior, and the Presidency of State Security within its scope of
competence.

2- The competent authorities shall specify, in writing, direct bilateral contact
points to facilitate their cooperation in all fields of this Agreement.
3- Each Party shall notify the other party, through diplomatic channels, about any

change in the competent authorities.

Article 10

The Parties in the course of their cooperation in accordance with the present

Agreement shall use the English language.
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Article 11

The Parties hereby establish a joint committee of experts in combating crime and
security training to discuss aspects of cooperation in those areas, as well as the
implementation of this Agreement and propose necessary recommendations to
ldevelop this Agreement and submit them to the concerned authorities of both
Parties. This committee shall be composed of an equal number of representatives of
the Parties and it shall meet alternatively in both countries whenever needed based

on a request of any one of the Parties.

Article 12

th

1- This Agreement shall enter into force on the thirtieth (30™) day following the
date of receipt of the last notification by which the Parties inform each other in
writing through diplomatic channels, about the completion of their necessary

internal procedures to that effect.

This Agreement may be amended by mutual written consent of the Parties and
the amendments shall enter into force in accordance with the procedure
mentioned in paragraph (1) of this Article.

3- This Agreement shall remain in force for an indefinite period from the date of
its entry into force. Either Party may terminate this Agreement at any time, by
addressing a relevant written notification to the other Party through diplomatic
channels. In such a case, the Agreement shall cease to be in force three (3)
months after the date of receipt of the notification of termination. The
termination of the Agreement will not affect the requests submitted during its

validity.
