AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC
REPUBLIC AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF TURKIYE
ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELDS OF HEALTH AND
MEDICAL SCIENCES

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic
of Tirkiye (hereinafter referred to as "the Parties")

Wishing to enhance cooperation between the two countries in the fields of
health and medical sciences,

Recognizing that cooperation activities will facilitate exchange and dissemination of
health technologies between the two countries as well as sharing of experiences,

Being aware of their regional and global responsibilities in case of outbreaks,
natural disasters, conflicts, humanitarian crises, and national/international
emergencies,

Have agreed upon the following:

ARTICLE 1
Objective

The Parties shall improve and strengthen cooperation in the field of healthand
medical sciences based on the principles of equality, reciprocity and mutual benefit.

ARTICLE 2
Areas of Cooperation

The Parties shall cooperate in the fieldof health and medical sciences,
especially in the following areas:

1. Sharing of knowledge and experience on strengthening healthcare systems,

2. Public health,
a) Exchange of experience and knowledge in family medicine,
b) Combating communicable and non-communicable diseases, including
pandemic,
c) Early Warning and Response System (EWRS),
d) Global health security,
e) Training of healthcare workers and developing joint projects on Safe
Motherhood and Training Skills and Neonatal Resuscitation Program
(NRP),
f) Environmental health,
g) Medical waste control,
h) Palliative Care,
3. Hospital management,




a) Hospital management systems,
b) Sharing experience in the field of quality and accreditation in health,
¢) Nursing Best Practices,

4. Pharmaceuticals, medical devices, medical supplies, cosmetics and pharmacy,

a) Cooperation, exchange of knowledge and experience in

pharmaceuticals, medical devices, medical supplies and cosmetics,

including legislation and exploration of joint investment opportunities,

b) Strategic cooperation between health institutes in such areas asmedical
biotechnology, R&D and innovation practices,

5. Health legislation,

a) Exchange of knowledge and experience in creating health legislation,

b) Cooperation in genetics and medical laboratories,

¢) Cooperation in organ, tissue, cell, stem cell, bone marrow transplant
and blood transfusion,

d) Traditional and complementary medicine,

e) Improvement of training opportunities in medicine, specialization
training in medicine and in other health professions,

6. International cooperation activities,

a) Engaging in joint efforts with international organizations operating in
the field of health, including the World Health Organization (WHO),

b) Supporting participation of experts in conferences and scientific
meetings,

¢) Organizing fora, expos, congresses.health business fora in the field of
health,

d) Providing short-term capacity building trainingfor healthcare
personnel, mutual expert exchange service and consulting services,
increasing the capacity of human resources in the field of health,

e) Organizing joint health weeks,

f) Developing joint projects for in-need third countries within the
framework of humanitarian assistance and in areas of concern of both
countries,

7. Emergency and disaster healthcare services,
a) Sharing knowledge and experience and cooperationin the field of
health services during outbreaks, natural disasters, conflicts,
humanitarian crises and national/international emergencies,

8. Healthcare investments,
a) Exploration, development, implementation and sharing of
experiencein health investment and service procurement opportunities
in different investment models,

9. Health information systems,
a) Strengthening health information systems and information exchange,




b) Application and development of good country practices in e-health,
¢) Development of joint electronic applications,
d) Development and implementation of joint digital skills training,

ARTICLE 3
Methods of Cooperation

The Parties shall cooperate in the areas referred to in Article 2 of this
Agreement through the following methods:

a) Sharing knowledge and experience,

b) Mutual visits by delegations, experts and health personnel,

¢) Development of joint working projects,

d) Organizing meetings such as health business fora, fairs, expos and congresses
through in-person or online meetings,

e) Encouragement of cooperation between relevant institutions of both Parties.

ARTICLE 4
Financial Arrangements

Each Party shall cover the costs of the visits of its representatives to the
country of the other Party.

Unless otherwise agreed, the Parties shall participate in the projects and
programs provided for in this Agreement, provided that they cover their own costs.

All activities undertaken pursuant to this Agreement shall be subject to the
availability of personnel, resources and appropriate funds.

ARTICLE 5§
Implementing Authorities

The Ministry of Health of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of
Health of the Republic of Tirkiyeshall undertake the implementation of this
Agreement.

ARTICLE 6
Joint Working Group

The Parties shall establish a Joint Working Group for the purpose of ensuring
coordination in the areas of cooperation envisaged in this Agreement and carrying out
these activities.

The Joint Working Group shall be composed of an equal number of members
of each Party. Its meetings shall take place once every year, alternately in the
countries of the Parties. The dates of these meetings shall be mutually agreed upon by
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the Parties, through diplomatic channels. The hosting Party shall chair the above-
mentioned meetings.
ARTICLE 7
Settlement of Disputes

Any dispute arising between the Parties relating to the interpretation or the
implementation of this Agreement shall be settled amicably by consultations and
negotiations.

ARTICLE 8
Confidentiality

The information exchanged and outcomes or results of cooperation carried out
under this Agreement shall be kept confidential by the Parties. If a Party wishes to
share the information exchanged, outcomes or results of cooperation carried out
under this Agreement with a third party, the prior written consent of the other Party
shall be obtained. Notwithstanding the termination or expiration of this Agreement,
the Parties shall continue to be bound by the terms and obligations of this Article
without any time limit unless otherwise agreed in writing between the Parties.

ARTICLE 9
Entry into Force, Duration, and Amendments

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of receipt of the last written
notification, by which the Parties inform each other through diplomatic channels
about the completion of theirrelevant internal proceduresnecessary for its entry into
force.

This Agreement shall remain in force for an initial period of five (5) years,
andmay thereafter, beautomatically renewed for successive periods of one (1) year.
Each Party may terminate this Agreement at any time by giving to the other Party a
written notification to that effect through diplomatic channels. In this case, this
Agreement shall be terminated six (6) months after the date of the receipt of the
notification.

The termination of this Agreement shall not affect the implementation of any
ongoing activities or projects,that were initiated prior to the date of termination,
unless both Parties agree otherwise in writing.

ThisAgreement may be amended by mutual written consent of the Parties. Any
such amendment shall enter into force accordingto the procedure set forthinthe first
paragraph of this article.

The provisions of this Agreement shall be implemented without prejudice to the
international obligations of either Party, including the obligations of the Hellenic
Republic arising from its membership to the European Union, and in accordance with
the applicable legislation of both countries.

From the date of its entry into force, this Agreement will replace the Agreement
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
Republic of Turkey on Cooperation in the Field of Health, signed in Athens on 28
September 2005.

Done at Ankara on 13" of May 2024 in two originals, each in the Turkish,
Greek, and English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of any
divergence in interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
