AGREEMENT

BETWEEN
THE MINISTRY OF CITIZEN PROTECTION
OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND
THE MINISTRY OF INTERIOR
OF THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA
ON THE ESTABLISHMENT OF JOINT PATROLS
FOR THE PROTECTION OF PUBLIC ORDER IN HOLIDAY
RESORTS
OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE REPUBLIC OF
SERBIA

The Ministry of Citizen Protection of the Hellenic Republic and the
Ministry of the Interior of the Republic of Serbia, hereinafter referred to

as “the Parties”,

Have agreed on the establishment of joint patrols for the protection of
public order in holiday resorts of the two Parties under the following

conditions:

Article 1

Purpose
The purpose of the present Agreement shall be to regulate the
performance of joint patrolling activities on the territory of the two

Parties, with the participation of Greek and Serbian police officers.
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Article 2
Competent Authorities

The competent Authorities responsible for the implementation of the

present Agreement shall be:

(a) The Ministry of Citizen Protection of the Hellenic Republic,
Hellenic Police Headquarters, International Police Cooperation
Division;

(b) The Ministry of the Interior of the Republic of Serbia, General

Police Directorate.

The competent Authorities shall designate points of contact of the
regions where the joint patrols shall take place in order to establish
direct communication for organization issues.

The competent Authorities shall notify each other upon written
notification the contact details of the aforementioned points of

contact, as well as any changes to them.

Article 3
Procedure for Carrying Out Joint Patrolling Activities

In compliance with the operational needs within the area of
competence of the competent Authorities of Article 2, the Parties
agree that they shall second to the host Party up to two (2) police
officers at a time per period for performing joint patrolling activities.
Following assessment of the presence of tourists from the sending
Party to the territory of the host Party, the competent Authority of
the sending Party shall send a written suggestion to the competent
Authority of the other Party for conducting joint patrols at the areas
where intense tourist presence is noted. According to operational

needs, the host Party shall specify the periods of time and the exact
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5.

6.

areas where the joint patrols will take place. The host Party shall
reply to the suggestion of the sending Party within two (2) weeks of
its receipt.

The seconded police officers shall carry out patrolling activities
according to a schedule elaborated in advance for the respective
period of time, which cannot exceed thirty (30) days. In case of
emergency, the seconded police officers shall perform their duties at
any time of the day.

At the end of each period, a report for the working hours of each
police officer during the respective period of time shall be
elaborated. The report shall be written in the English language and
shall be approved by the Commander of the Police
Station/Department within whose area of competence the joint

patrols have taken place.

If any of the police officers appointed for carrying out joint
patrolling activities is unavailable, the competent point of contact
pointed out in Article 2 paragraph 2 shall inform the corresponding

point of contact of the host Party of his/her replacement.

In the course of the joint patrolling activities, the police officers shall
use the English language. Knowledge of the Greek and Serbian

languages shall be an additional asset.

Article 4
Powers of the seconded police officers

In the framework of the joint patrols, the seconded police officers
shall perform the patrolling activities wearing uniforms, as providéd
for by the relevant regulations of the sending Party.

The seconded police officers shall not have the right to carry and use
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6.

firearms and ammunitions while participating in the joint patrols on
the territory of the host Party.

The seconded police officers shall participate in joint patrols with
the police Authorities of the host Party for the protection of public
order, while dealing with citizens of their own country.

The seconded police officers shall perform their tasks only under the
guidance of and in the presence of officers from the host Party. All
the tasks performed by the seconded police officers shall be
coordinated by the Commander of the Police Station/Department
within whose area of competence the joint patrols will take place.
The contact details of the Commander of the host Party shall be
notified to the sending Party. The Commander of the Police
Station/Department may provide the seconded police officers with
any guidelines, where deemed necessary, relevant to the national
regulation of the host Party.

The exchange of information on joint patrolling services shall be
carried out through Interpol or / and at bilateral level through liaison
officers detached to the diplomatic missions of the States, in
compliance with the relevant national legislation of both countries
and international treaties in force concluded or participated by the
Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Serbia, including the
applicable regulations on personal data protection.

During their stay in the host Party for performing joint patrolling
activities, the seconded police officers shall be subject to the

national law of the host Party.
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Article 5
Assistance and protection of police officers

The host Party shall provide with the same protection and assistance
to the police officers of the sending Party as to its own police
officers in performing their duties and shall ensure the security
during their employment in accordance with this Agreement. |
If the circumstances do not allow safely continuing the activity, the
Parties may agree on its suspension and/or interruption.

In case of an accident occurred in performing their tasks, the police
officers shall avail themselves of the administrative protection
provided for by their domestic legal system.

Police officers of the sending Party may receive assistance by the
Diplomatic Authority of their Country during their permanence in

the host Party.

Article 6
Criminal and Disciplinary Liability

The seconded police officers participating in the joint patrols shall
be treated in the same way as the officers of the host Party with
regard to any criminal offences that might be committed by, or
against them, except provided otherwise in an agreement which is
binding on both Parties.

‘he seconded police officers participating in the joint patrols shall
remain subject to the regulations applicable in their own state,

particularly as regards disciplinary rules.

Article 7
Civil Liability
The sending Party shall be liable for any damage caused by the
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seconded police officers for carrying out joint patrols during their
stay on the territory of the host Party.

In the case of damage referred to in paragraph 1, the host Party shall
make good such damage under the conditions applicable to damage
caused by its own officials.

In the case provided for in paragraph 1, the sending Party shall
reimburse the host Party in full any sums it has paid to the victims or
persons entitled on their behalf.

The seconded police officers who caused any damage as referred to
in paragraphs 1-3 shall be replaced immediately by the sending
Party, based on a detailed report submitted by the host Party.

Article 8
Costs

The host Party shall provide the seconded police officers with the
transportation for the purpose of performing joint patrolling
activities for the period of their stay in its territory.

The sending Party shall cover the costs for the travel, personal
insurances providing medical care and treatment, accommodation,
as well as their daily allowances including meals, in compliance
with its national legisl:tion for the seconded police officers for the

period of their stay for the purpose of participating in joint patrols.

Article 9
Entry into Force, Amendments and Termination

The present Agreemeri: shall enter into force 30 days after the date
of receipt of the last notification by which a Party informs the other
about the completion of its relevant internal procedures.

This Agreement shall remain in force for an indefinite period of

time. Its provisions, may be amended or supplemented by mutual
consent of both Parties.

3. This Agreement may bc terminated by either Party at any time upon
written notification to the other Party. The termination shall take
effect three (3) months alter the date of receipt of the notice by the

other Party.
