THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE
OF THE ARAB REPUBLIC OF EGYPT

ON COOPERATION
IN MILITARY EDUCATION
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The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the
Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Egypt hereinafter referred to as “the
Parties”, aiming to promote the relations between the two countries in the
field of military cooperation, and in particular military education, have agreed
on the following:

ARTICLE 1

Military Education Cooperation Programme

1. The present Protocol defines the terms and conditions on the
provision of Military Educational Assistance to students from Egypt to attend
higher military education and training institutions, higher military schools
of specialized practical training, arms schools and specialization-practical
training schools under the responsibility of the Ministry of National Defence
of the Hellenic Republic. The Protocol aims at inviting, providing education,
and forming officers capable of staffing the Armed Forces of Egypt through
the granting of scholarships, subject to the exceptions explicitly set out in the
following Articles.

2. The present Protocol does not imply the existence of an obligation
of the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic to automatically
grant scholarships and accept related requests submitted by the Ministry of
Defence of Egypt.

ARTICLE 2

1. The Military Education Assistance Programme concerns eligible
personnel from Egypt, either military or civilian, aiming to attend Hellenic
Military Education and Training Institutions, with the purpose of completing
their studies and joining the Armed Forces of Egypt or being provided with
further education - specialization in the Hellenic training centers of the
Armed Forces.

2. Eligible candidates are:

a. Graduates of secondary education entitled to attend Higher
Military Educational Institutes and Higher Military Schools of NCOs, under
the same terms and conditions applying for Greek (male and female)
nationals.

b. Members of the Armed Forces of Egypt, of respective rank, eligible
to attend the Hellenic National Defence College (NDC), the Supreme Joint

[2]
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War College (SJWC), and irrespective of their rank, to attend education,
specialization and practical training schools of the Hellenic Armed Forces.

c. Egyptian graduates from Hellenic higher military educational
institutes and higher military schools of NCOs with minimum “VERY GOOD”
performance, following the proper rank awarded by their country, in order
to continue their studies in respective arms schools of the Hellenic Armed
Forces.

3. Further to the eligibility criteria regarding education, candidates
should meet the criteria set out in Articles 6 and 10 of the present Protocol.

4. Students who do not meet all of the requirements set out in the
present Protocol, will be de-registered and repatriated at the expense of the
MoD of Egypt, regardless of the period and the education / training stage
they are in at the time.

ARTICLE 3

Higher Military Educational Institutes
1. Hellenic Military Academy - Hellenic Army (4-years duration)

a. Departments:
(1) Arms.
(2) Corps.

b. Students, from the beginning, are being admitted to either of the
two departments, in accordance with the wish of the MoD of Egypt, being
notified to the Hellenic National Defence General Staff (HNDGS), along with
the submission of the respective application for scholarship.

c. Graduates from the “Arms” department are then placed in one
of the following six Arms: Infantry, Armor, Artillery, Engineers, Signals and
Army Aviation.

d. Graduates from the “Corps” department are placed in one of the
following three Corps: Supply and Provision, Transportation and Ordnance.

e. The MoD of Egypt decides on the “Arm” or “Corps” the student
will be placed in and should notify the Academy accordingly, through the
Hellenic Ministry of Foreign Affairs (HMoFA), at least 3 months before
graduation.

2. Hellenic Naval Academy - Hellenic Navy (4-years duration)

a. Departments:

3]
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(1) Deck officers.
(2) Engineer officers.

b. Candidates are placed from the beginning, in either of the two (2)
departments, in accordance with the wish of the MoD of Egypt, being notified
to the HNDGS, along with the submission of the respective application for
scholarship. Education and training is being provided separately for each
department.

c. Any issues concerning students’ ineligibility for naval training are
being regulated in detail in Article 12 of the present Protocol.

3. Air Force Academy - Hellenic Air Force (4-years duration)

a. Departments:
(1) Pilots.
(2) Engineer officers.
(3) Air - Defence controllers.

b. Students, from very beginning, are being admitted to either of the
three (3) departments, in accordance with the wish of the MoD of Egypt,
being notified to the HNDGS, along with the submission of the respective
application for scholarship.

c. Students, placed in the Engineers Department, upon the
completion of the first year of studies, will attend, with the agreement of the
MoD of Egypt, any of the following specializations:

(1) Aircraft Engineer.
(2) Telecommunications - Electronics Engineer.
(3) Air Force Facilities Engineer.

d. Any issues concerning students’ ineligibility for flight training are
being regulated in detail in Article 12 of the present Protocol.

4. Hellenic Corps Officers Military School - Joint (4 up to 6-years
duration)
a. Departments:
(1) Medical Corps:

Subordinate departments:

(i) Physicians (6-years).

(iil) Dentists (5-years).

(iii) Pharmacists (5-years).
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(iv) Veterinarians (5-years).
(v) Psychologists (4-years).
(2) Other Corps:
Subordinate departments:
(i) Finance Corps (4-years).
(i) Recruiting and Military Legal Advisors (4-years).
b. Students, from the beginning, are being admitted to either of the
seven (7) departments, in accordance with the wish of the MoD of Egypt,

being notified to the HNDGS, along with the submission of the respective
application for scholarship.

5. Hellenic Nursing Officers School - Joint (4-years duration)

ARTICLE 4

Higher Military NCOs Schools
1. Attendance at the following schools is three (3) years.

2. NCOs School - Hellenic Army (HA)

a. Departments:
(1) Arms.
(2) Corps.
b. Students, from the beginning, are being admitted to either of
the two (2) departments, in accordance with the wish of the MoD of Egypt,

being notified to the HNDGS, along with the submission of the respective
application for scholarship.

c. Upon the end of the 4" semester, following a selection process,
students are placed in the department of Administrative NCOs or Technician
NCOs.

d. The Arms of the Hellenic Army in which students are placed are
the following:

(1) Infantry.

(2) Armor.

(3) Artillery.

(4) Engineers.

(5) Signals.

(6) Army Aviation.
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e. The Corps of the HA in which students are placed are the
following:

(1) Technical Corps.

(2) Supply - Transportation Corps.
(3) Ordnance Corps.

(4) Research - Informatics Corps.
(5) Medical Corps.

(6) Geographic Corps.

(7) Military Registrars.

(8) Military Postal Service.

3. Naval NCOs School - Hellenic Navy (HN)

Following admission, students shall take a preparatory course of at
least one (1) month in length, during which they are placed in specializations,
as these specializations have been classified into four Fields of Discipline, in
accordance with the wish of the MoD of Egypt, being notified to the HNDGS,
along with the submission of the respective application for scholarship:

a. Field “A” (Administration and Management): Storekeepers.

b. Field “B” (Maritime Operations): Riggers, Operations /
Telecommunications.

c. Field “C” (Navy Arms): Weapon Technicians.

d. Field “D” (Applied Technology): Electricians, Mechanical Systems
Technicians, Electronic Systems Technicians, Computer and Networks
Electronic Engineers.

4. Hellenic Air Force NCOs School - Hellenic Air Force (HAF)

a. Technological Support Specialization:
(1) Engine Fitter.
(2) Means of Transport and Machinery Mechanic.
(3) Telecommunications - Electronics.
(4) Electrician.
(5) General Armorer.
(6) Air Facilities Maintenance.

b. Operational Support Specialization:
(1) Radio Navigation.
(2) Interception Control.
[6]
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(3) Airfield Defence.
(4) Meteorology.
(5) Intelligence.
c. Administration and Supply Operation Specialization:
(1) Recruitment.
(2) Finance (Controller).
(3) General Quartermaster.

d. Students, from the beginning, are being placed in either of the
above fifteen (15) specializations, in accordance with the wish of the MoD
of Egypt, being notified to the HNDGS, along with the submission of the
respective application for scholarship.

ARTICLE 5

Training Schools, Schools of Specialized Practical Training, Arms
Schools and Specialization - Practical Training Schools

1. National Defence College (NDC).
2. Supreme Joint War College (SJWC).
3. Command and General Staff Colleges (HA - HN - HAF).

4. Arms School (Basic Training), Further Education, Specialization (HA
- HN - HAF).

ARTICLE 6

Education and Training Institutions and Higher NCOs Schools —
Supporting Documents

1. The MoD of Egypt is exclusively responsible for the selection of
Egyptian students to be sent to the Hellenic Republic, while the appropriate
authorities of the Hellenic Republic in Egypt are responsible for checking the
validity and completeness of the supporting documents required.

2. Each Egyptian candidate student must have the following
qualifications, so that he/she would be accepted by the Hellenic Republic to
attend the Hellenic Higher Military Education and Training Institutions and
Higher NCOs Schools:
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a. A certificate of completion of 12-years studies or other equivalent,
entitling the candidate to be admitted to a higher educational institute of

Egypt.

b. Candidates must be over seventeen (17) years old and under
twenty four (24) years old by the 31" December of the year of their enroliment
in the first year of the School.

c. Candidates must not have been sentenced for any punishable
offense.

d. They must not appear on the national “List of Alerts”, as provided
for in Article 82, Law 3386/2005, as this is drawn up by the Greek Ministry
of Citizens’ Protection.

e. They must be in good health and in conformity with the physical
fitness criteria set by the military academies / schools.

f. They must be fully vaccinated.

3. In particular, those intended for the Aviation Officers’ Department of
the Air Force Academy, in addition to the above, must:

a. Not be taller than 1.90 meters.

b. Have excellent visual and auditory acuity.

4. Students from Egypt, who do not meet the above requirements, shall
be repatriated immediately, regardless of the time of the determination of the
event and the stage of training in which they are at the time.

5. The supporting documents required for the students from Egypt for
enrollment are the following:

a. Birth Certificate, stating the date of birth and family status, issued
at least three (3) months before enroliment;

b. Certificate of Studies or Qualification;
c. Health Certificate;

d. Certificate or Criminal Record, indicating thatthe person concerned
has neither been sentenced or nor prosecuted for any punishable offence.

e. Certificate attesting that he has been selected for the specific
school and specialization department;

f. In particular, candidates intended to attend the Corps Officers
Military School, should also possess:
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(1) A document issued by the Ministry of Education of Egypt,
indicating that the person concerned may enroll in the respective University
of Egypt, on the basis of the qualification that he/she holds.

(2) An original 6-class junior high school or 3-class senior high
school.

6. All supporting documents should be attested by the appropriate local
diplomatic delegations of the Hellenic Republic, without prejudice to more
specific arrangements stipulated in international conventions and shall be
officially translated into Greek by the appropriate authorities of the Hellenic
Republic.

7. All supporting documents should be sent and reviewed by the end
of August without delay, unless there are specific grounds or circumstances
that call for an extension at the discretion of the HMoFA and the HNDGS.

ARTICLE 7
Arrival - Welcome

1. Avisa is required for entry into the Hellenic territory, for students who
have been admitted to attend military schools.

2. The arrival of students from Egypt intended to attend Higher Military
Educational Institutes (including those attending preparatory courses)
should be completed by 30" September.

3. The MoD of Egypt should notify the Diplomatic Delegations and then
the HNDGS on:

a. The candidates’ full name.
b. The exact date - time of arrival at the Hellenic territory.
c. The official point of entry in the Hellenic territory.

4. The above information should be provided at least one week before
the students’ arrival. The hosting school will welcome the newly arriving
candidates at any point of entry in the Hellenic Territory. The institute where
the respective preparatory course will take place is considered as hosting
school.
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ARTICLE 8
Medical Examination - Unfitness

1. All students, regardless of the supporting documents submitted
referred to in Article 6 of the present Protocol and before the commencement
of the preparatory course, will undergo medical examinations in conformity
with the health criteria of the schools they are going to attend upon the
completion of their preparatory course and in accordance with the applicable
provisions on physical fitness applying to the Greek candidates for military
schools, and such provisions shall be submitted to the Egyptian Party in full.

2. Following the completion of the preparatory course, students will
undergo another medical examination under the same criteria applying to
Greek first-year students.

3. Whenever a student is found physically unfit, regardless of the time
of its determination, shall be de-registered from the school by a decision
of the Chief/HNDGS and shall be repatriated at the expense of the MoD of

Egypt.

4. The student de-registered for health reasons and up to the finalization
of his de-registration by the HNDGS may reside and enjoy full meals at the
premises of his school or remain in-patient at a military hospital.

ARTICLE 9

Students Preparatory Courses

1. Candidate students for Military Academies and NCOs Schools, upon
their arrival at the Hellenic Republic, will attend Greek language Courses
and improve their knowledge in Mathematics, Physics and possibly any
other subject that the preparatory courses school deem necessary.

2. During students’ preparatory courses, a candidate selection process
takes place based on criteria such as the knowledge of a second language
through which Greek can be learnt, the students’ performance in mathematics
and physics, as well as students’ ability to adapt rapidly and smoothly to the
military environment.

3. English shall be used as an intermediary language for the attendance
of the above subject at a “GOOD” level of knowledge. The degree of
language competence is identified by the MoD of Egypt and confirmed
during the preparatory course.
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4. In the case of academic deficiency, the ChiefHNDGS shall decide
whether the student shall repeat the preparatory course or whether he/she
will be repatriated, upon recommendation of the school and the appropriate
branch and taking into consideration the views of the MoD of Egypt, the
latter not being in any case binding.

5. Apart from academic deficiency, another criterion as to whether
students can continue the preparatory course is their attitude and conduct
in general, in connection with their abidance by the regulations, orders and
instructions of the appropriate rules and procedures of the schools.

ARTICLE 10

Training other than Basic Military Schools - Requirements
1. Such training involves:

a. The provision of specific training immediately upon the graduation
of students from Basic Military Schools (Articles 3 and 4 of the present
Protocol) that is necessary to complete the knowledge acquired therein, and
provided the MoD of Egypt requests so (Arms Schools - basic training of
Second Lieutenants HA - Second Lieutenants HAF).

b. Further training of members of the MoD of Egypt, graduates or
not from the above schools, in Further Training Schools (NDC, SJWC),
Junior Staff Officers’ Schools and Advanced Departments of Schools and
Training Centers of the Hellenic Armed Forces.

c. Provision of specific practical training of members of the MoD
of Egypt in the area of training for Rangers, Marines, Helicopter pilots,
Underwater demolition, Anti-submarine warfare, RADAR Operators,
Advanced End Systems Operators, Logistics, etc.

2. Age and rank of the trainees should be as follows:

a. For Arms Schools - Further Training and Specialization Schools:
Second Lieutenants, First Lieutenants, Captains or the equivalent ranks in
the other Branches should be less than thirty six (36) years old by 315t Dec
of the year of their enroliment in the school.

b. For War Colleges of Branches of the Hellenic Armed Forces:
Captains or the equivalent ranks in the other Branches should be less than
thirty six (36) years old by 31" December of the year of their enroliment in
the school.
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c. For the SUJWC: Majors, Lt Colonels or the equivalent ranks in
the other Branches should be less than forty four (44) years old by 31*
December of the year of their enroliment in the school.

d. For the NDC: Lt Colonels, Colonels or the equivalent ranks in the
other branches should be less than fifty (50) years old by 31" December of
the year of their enrollment in the school.

3. The Approval of a relevant request made by MoD of Egypt requires:
a. The expression of an opinion on the part of the HMoFA;

b. “VERY GOOD” knowledge of Greek by the staff to be trained.
The MoD of Egypt is responsible for the establishment of the standard of
linguistic competence;

c. Prior notice to the HMOD of the possibility of the MoD of Egypt
to cover the cost of accommodation (accommodation - boarding - personal
expenses).

4. Any expenses required for the training of the above members shall
be borne by the MoD of Egypt, with the exception of the case of par. 1-A
herein, where the accommodation - boarding expenses shall be covered by
Hellenic MoD budget.

5. All requests for attendance shall be submitted to the HNDGS by 25"
March of each year the latest, in conjunction with the above provisions and
the specific capacities of the schools.

ARTICLE 11
Students’ Attendance

1. All students from Egypt, upon their admittance to the school, should
take the following oath in English:

“| promise to abide by the regulations of the school; to use my best
efforts to meet the requirements of training and to disclose no information of
military importance to unauthorized persons”.

2. Students from Egypt are subject to the same obligations as their
Greek colleagues. During their training (including the preparatory course),
they should abide by the rules and regulations of the schools they attend,
whereas they are subject to the same rules of discipline and face the same
disciplinary sanctions.

3. The theoretical academic deficiency of a student from Egypt is
determined by the appropriate rules and regulations of the schools. If a
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student is found academically incompetent, his training shall be discontinued
with immediate effect and he shall be repatriated by a decision of the Chief/
HNDGS and at the expense of the MoD of Egypt. No consent of the MoD of
Egypt is required.

4. If a student from Egypt fails to pass one or more subjects, the school
gives him a written notice, while it notifies the MoD of Egypt accordingly.
The same applies for disciplinary offenses regarded as grave, in accordance
with rules and regulations of the schools.

5. The MoD of Egypt will be informed at the end of each academic
year on the progress of Egyptian students or whenever the school deems
necessary.

6. The MoD of Egypt cannot request the revocation of a de-registration
order and a transfer to another military school. The only exceptions are the
cases of refusal to admit a student, on the grounds of naval or flight failure
(specific failure), where the matter is being dealt with in accordance with the
provisions of Article 12 of the present Protocol.

7. Students from Egypt may travel to third countries or to their own
country or stay in the Hellenic Territory during leaves of absence with the
written consent of the MoD of Egypt.

8. In any case, regarding academic deficiency, students from Egypt

~ are subject to the same rules and regulations of the schools with Greek

students.

9. Students from Egypt attend the graduation and oath-taking ceremony
wearing the Egyptian uniform or the student uniform, but they do not take
the oath. However, they are entitled to an officer's Sword, just as their Greek
colleagues. Their participation in the oath-taking ceremony in no case entails
the conferment of the military status in the Hellenic Armed Forces.

10. The MoD of Egypt, notified by the schools through the MFA, is
obliged to confer to its students the appropriate rank, notifying the relevant
decision to the HNDGS, as well as to cover the expenses for their uniforms,
at least three (3) months prior to the oath taking ceremony.
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ARTICLE 12

Specific Deficiency of Trainees

1. Specific deficiency of trainee students from Egypt involves either
naval or flight deficiency, which is determined on the same criteria as for
their Greek colleagues.

2. Naval deficiency of students is governed by the rules and regulations
of the Naval Academy and constitutes a reason for immediate de-registration
and repatriation, unless the Hellenic Navy General Staff, at its discretion,
proposes the continuation of training at a department of the Academy that
does not hinder orderly attendance and with the assent of the MoD of Egypt.

3. Flying deficiency or the dislike of flying on the part of Air Force
Academy students will be governed by the rules and procedures of the
Air Force Academy. Students considered deficient for flying shall be
de-registered from the department with immediate effect and repatriated,
unless the Hellenic Air Force General Staff, at its discretion, recommends
the continuation of their training at a Department of the Academy that does
not hinder orderly attendance and with the assent of the MoD of Egypt. In
case Second Lieutenant students at the Hellenic Air Force (HAF), during the
advanced training stage, fail in flying or are disqualified in terms of health
from becoming Pilot Officers, they shall be repatriated.

4. In case of a recommendation for de-registration, as a result of
deficiency or resignation, students from Egypt shall continue to reside and
enjoy full meals at the premises of the academy and follow the training
program along with their fellow students, at the discretion of the academy’s
command, until the approval of their de-registration by the Chief of the
HNDGS.

5. Likewise, in case of a recommendation for the transfer of a student
to a different specialisation, the student in question will be able to attend the
recommended training or specialisation department, before the notification
of the final decision on this matter.

ARTICLE 13

Training Cost

1. For students of Higher Military Educational and Training Institutes,
and Higher NCOs Military Schools:

a. The training cost for students at Higher Military Educational
and Training institutes and Higher NCOs Military Schools with regard to
[14]
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their accommodation, full board, clothing and other expenses required for
preparatory courses and Basic Training shall be charged to the budget of
the HMOD's respective General Staffs.

b. The cost of further training for graduates from Higher Military
Educational and Training institutes and Higher NCOs Military Schools
(attendance at arms schools), with regard to their accommodation and full
board shall also be charged to the budget of HMODs respective General
Staffs. With regard to such training, the MoD of Egypt should notify the
HNDGS accordingly at least six (6) months before graduation.

c. The cost of aircraft fuels for pilot training for students from Egypt
shall be borne by the MoD of Egypt. Payment is made on the basis of a
statement of expenses forwarded to the MFA of Egypt via the Hellenic MFA.
The cost of fuels for pilot training shall be calculated based on the current
price of aviation fuel at the time of each training stage. The payment for
fuels should be made within three (3) months from completion of each stage
of pilot training (selection - initial - basic - advanced), while in case of any
balance due from a previous stage, their training shall be discontinued and
the students concerned shall be repatriated.

2. For Egyptian Officers and NCOs at training and specialization and
Practical Training Schools:

a. The overall expenses in connection with training (accommodation
- travels tickets) shall be borne by the MoD of Egypt, and expenses in
connection with (training — full board - books) shall be borne by the MoD of
the Hellenic Republic. Whoever has been admitted to attend as scholar at
the above Schools and Specialisation Schools shall not be liable to pay the
related revenue stamps.

b. By way of exception, the cost for the provision of specific practical
training immediately upon graduation of students from the respective Higher
Military Educational and Training Institute and Higher NCOs Military School
shall be charged to the budget of the HMOD respective General Staffs.

3. Any travel fares from and to Greece and any other travel expenses
not covered as per the foregoing, shall be borne by the MoD of Egypt.

4. No cash grant shall be assigned by the Hellenic Republic to students
from Egypt by way of salary. Their personal expenses are to be covered
by the MoD of Egypt by wire transfer in the form of salary or allowance
throughout their training.
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5. In case the MoD of Egypt fails to comply with its aforementioned
financial obligations, that would constitute a ground for repatriation of its
students.

ARTICLE 14

Jurisdiction

1. Throughout their stay in Greece, students from Egypt are subject to
the Greek Criminal Laws regarding criminal offenses committed by them in
the Hellenic territory, even if those offenses are not punishable by the Laws
of Egypt. Students are under the jurisdiction of common criminal courts,
since upon their admittance military academies they do not acquire ipso jure
the military capacity acquired by Greek students.

2. Any violation of the Greek criminal laws, which leads to the
de-registration of a Greek student from the school, results - apart from
other sanctions - in the immediate repatriation of the Egyptian student at
the expense of the MoD of Egypt, and the inclusion in the national “List of
Alerts”.

ARTICLE 15
Customs and Passports Procedures

1. Students, upon their entry into and exit from the Hellenic Republic,
as well as during their stay and training, are subject to customs regulations
of the Hellenic Republic.

2. Their Passports are handed in upon their admission to the preparatory
school, which provides them with a “Student Identity Card”, similar to those
issued for Greek students.

ARTICLE 16
Residence Permits

1. Students attending Higher Military Educational and Training Institutes,
Higher NCOs Military Schools and Specialisation Schools of the Armed
Forces, are granted a residence permit for as long as their training lasts.

2. Whoever has been admitted to the above schools and specialisation
schools as scholar is not liable to pay the relevant revenue stamp.
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ARTICLE 17

Losses - Damages - Compensation

1. Compensation claims resulting from acts or omissions on the part of
a student from Egypt while in training or on duty, involving third parties, are
subject to the Greek laws and shall be paid by the MoD of Egypt.

2. Compensation claims against a student from Egypt, resulting from
his/her acts or omissions while he/she was not in training or on duty shall
be borne by the student concerned, unless the MoD of Egypt decides on
providing ex gratia compensation on his/her behalf.

3. The HMOD may not claim any compensation for any losses or
damages caused unintentionally and without obvious omission on the part
of an Egyptian student while on duty. The determination of a student’s
responsibility will be deducted in accordance with the Greek internal legal
procedures.

4. TheMoD of Egyptreservestherightto attend, through arepresentative,
the hearing of the case relating to a student national of Egypt. The
representative shall have no decisive authority, irrespective of the nature of
the case of the procedure.

ARTICLE 18

Student’s Serious lliness / Death of Egyptian
(Officers — NCOs - Cadets)

1. In case of iliness or injury of (an officer, NCO, or cadet) from Egypt,
he/she shall be treated in a Military Hospital and, if necessary, in civilian
hospitals of the Hellenic Republic. The treatment cost shall be charged to
the budget of the appropriate HMOD’s General Staffs. In case a student is
injured at an accident while being off-duty or by a deliberate action (self-
injury), the treatment cost shall be borne by the MoD of Egypt, which will
be notified accordingly by the appropriate General Staff to which the school
belongs, with the assistance of the appropriate directorate of the HMoFA. In
case of doubt about the nature of the accident or the action, the appropriate
General Staff will conduct an administrative investigation.

2. In case of death of (an officer, NCO, or cadet) from Egypt during his/
her stay in the Hellenic Territory, the retention of the body, its transportation
to the official point of exit from the Hellenic Territory and the taking of
preventive hygiene measures will take place by the appropriate HMOD’s
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General Staff to which the School belongs, with the assistance of the
appropriate directorate of the HMoFA.

3. The transportation of the body to Egypt will take place by care
of its Diplomatic Authorities or, where this is not possible, by care of
the appropriate Authorities of the Hellenic Republic, following a prompt
notification by HNDGS.

4. The required costs in connection with the total coverage of the
foregoing, with the exception of Paragraph (1) of the present Article, shall
be borne by the MoD of Egypt.

ARTICLE 19

Repatriation
1. Regular graduation:

Whoever graduates normally from his/her School, shall be
de-registered, upon the order ratifying the graduation results.

2. Non-regular graduation:

a. Physical Unfitness: De-registered by a decision of the Chief of
HNDGS and repatriated at the expense of the MoD of Egypt should their
training be discontinued, as stipulated in par. 3, Article 8 of the present
Protocol.

b. Resignation - Suspension due to Disciplinary or Criminal offenses
- Academic Deficiency: De-registered by a decision of the Chief of HNDGS
and repatriated immediately at the expense of the MoD of Egypt.

c. Specific Deficiency (Article 12). De-registered by a decision of
the Chief of HNDGS and repatriated immediately at the expense of the MoD
of Egypt, unless the continuation of their training in another department or
school be is decided.

3. Repatriation takes place by care of the appropriate Authorities of
the Hellenic Republic and the aforementioned repatriation cost covers the
transition from the school in question to the official points of exit of the
Hellenic Territory. Beyond that point, the transition to Egypt is at all cases
the exclusive responsibility of the MoD of Egypt.
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ARTICLE 20
Cases of Emergency

1. Students from Egypt do not participate in dealing with emergencies,
as this term is defined by current legislation.

2. In case of emergency, during which Greek students are stand-by or
participate in its management, students from Egypt may leave the schools,
provided that their security is not at risk.

3. In case of war or a crisis, students from Egypt shall be repatriated
immediately for security reasons, following a decision of the HMOD and with
the assistance of the appropriate Authorities of the Hellenic Republic.

ARTICLE 21
Procedural - Miscellaneous Matters

1. In all cases of the Military Education Assistance Program, referred at
article 1, the reply with regard to the acceptance of scholarships by the MoD
of Egypt should reach the HNDGS by June 30" the latest and the names of
candidates should be notified two (2) months prior to the commencement of
the respective trainings.

2. The training provided in the aforementioned Institutes, Schools and
Colleges (with the exception of preparatory schools) will be conducted in
Greek language.

3. During the official holidays of Egypt, students of Egypt shall be
granted with respective leaves of absence, always within the capabilities of
each school, in terms of implementation of the training programme.

4. The de-registration of a student of Egypt from his/her school for any
reason whatsoever, entails the prior notification of the MoD of Egypt.

5. The scholarships provided on a yearly basis also include positions
for female, on the condition that such positions are also provided for them in
the Armed Forces of Egypt.

ARTICLE 22
Protection of Information Confidentiality

1. All information and data exchanged between the Parties shall be
regarded strictly confidential and shall not be disclosed to a third party
without prior written consent from the other Party.

2. Each Party shall take all applicable security measures to ensure
appropriate handling of confidential information exchanged or created under
this Protocol against any unauthorized access change, transfer, and/or
publication.

3. Confidential information shall be used solely for its intended purposes.

4. The Parties’ obligations to maintain the security measures taken to
ensure appropriate handling and non-disclosure of confidential information,
regardless the termination or discontinuation of this Protocol shall remain
effective, unless otherwise agreed upon between the Parties in writing.
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ARTICLE 23

Disputes

1. Any disputes between the Parties in connection with the interpretation
or implementation of the present Protocol shall be settled through direct
negotiations between both Parties, without resorting to any tribunal or third

party.

2. In case negotiations do not produce any results within three (3)
months after their opening, any Party shall be entitled to terminate this
Protocol, by notifying the other Party in writing, and the termination shall
come into effect thirty days after receipt of the relevant notice by the other
Party.

ARTICLE 24

Entry into Force
This Protocol shall enter into force on the date of the second notification
by which the Parties shall inform each other, in writing and through diplomatic
channels, that their relevant internal procedures for its entry into force have
been completed.

ARTICLE 25
Validity and Termination

1. This Protocol is valid for a period of five (5) years as of its entry into
force. Upon the expiry of this five (5) year period, it shall automatically be
renewed on an annual basis.

2. This Protocol shall be terminated upon mutual consent of both Parties
or at the request of any Party, which however will result in the termination
of the Protocol six (6) months after receipt by the other Party of the related
termination notice.

3. In case of termination of the present Protocol, its provisions shall
continue to apply as appropriate until all pending matters are resolved.
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ARTICLE 26

Modification

This Protocol may be amended by written agreement of the Parties.
Any such shall enter into force in accordance with the provisions of Article 24

of this Protocol.
