BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF 

THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE 

GOVERNMENT OF THE 

REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA 

ON MILITARY-TECHNICAL 

COOPERATION 
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The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of Armenia, 

hereinafter referred to as the Parties; 

Guided by the Agreement between the Ministry of National Defense of the Hellenic Republic and 

the Defense of the Republic of Armenia on military cooperation, signed on 19th January, 2011, 

Acting in the spirit of partnership and cooperation with a wish to develop good relations in the field 

of defense, in order to enhance mutual esteem, confidence and understanding, 

Willing to ensure proper conditions for military-technical cooperation based on equality and mutual 

respect, 

Have agreed as follows: 

ARTICLE 1 

SCOPE OF THE AGREEMENT 

The Parties shall cooperate in the military-technical sphere in accordance with the provisions of 

this Agreement, their national legislation and the established principles and norms of international law. 

ARTICLE 2 

PURPOSE 

For the purpose of this Agreement, the Parties shall establish a procedure for cooperation in the 

field of conventional defense technology through the Hellenic - Armenian Joint Commission referred to 

in Article 9 of this Agreement, in order to strengthen defense capability, through a better use of existing 

resources. For that purpose and with a view of enhancing the opportunities of defense industry, the 

Parties will undertake efforts to promote cooperation in research and development, manufacturing in the 

spheres of new technologies and military purpose products, in accordance with their national legislation. 

ARTICLE 3 

AREAS OF COOPERATION 

The cooperation between the Parties will include the following areas: 

1) technology transfer and technical support for the purpose of manufacturing arms, 

ammunitions and explosives; 

2) cooperation between the Parties authorized bodies in the field of defense for the purpose of 

combining interests between the organizations of the military-industrial complex and ensuring effective 

cooperation between them, developing cooperative and integrative cooperation and sustainable 

activities; 
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3) cooperation concerning experience exchange in the sphere of military research and 

assessment; 

4) information, experience exchange on ammunitions production; 

5) research in the field of military purpose products and their manufacturing; 

6) establishment of joint organizations for producing military purpose products; 

7) implementation of professional education, training and qualification improvement programs 

in the military-industrial sector in the leading military training organizations of the Parties; 

8) other areas than those mentioned in this Article upon mutual agreement of the Parties. 

ARTICLE 4 

MUTUAL PROTECTION OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY 

The Parties agree that mutual protection of the intellectual property rights shall be specified in any 

future agreement or contract concerning the areas of cooperation of this Agreement. 

ARTICLE 5 

MEANS OF COOPERATION 

The cooperation described in Article 2 of this Agreement will be ensured by the following means: 

1) experience and information exchange on development, manufacturing and testing of military 

purpose products; 

2) research and development of military purpose products in the Hellenic Republic and in the 

Republic of Armenia, as well as extending and testing of works; 

3) training of military industrial specialists according to the needs and capabilities of the Parties; 

4) providing services concerning the repair and operation of military purpose products 

manufactured in third countries. 

ARTICLE 6 

COMPETENT AUTHORITIES 

1 	The Competent Authorities for implementation of the provisions of this Agreement are: 

For the Greek Party 

The General Directorate for Defense Investment and Armaments (GDDIA) of the Ministry of 

National Defense of the Hellenic Republic. 
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For the Armenian Party 

The Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Armenia 

2. 	The Parties will inform each other, through diplomatic channels, of any changes of the 

Competent Authorities. 

ARTICLE 7 

PROTECTION OF CLASSIFIED INFORMATION 

1. The Parties shall take all necessary actions to prevent any disclosure of classified 

information obtained during the implementation of this Agreement to third parties. 

2. After the termination of this Agreement, any classified information will continue to be 

protected in accordance with the national legislation of the Parties, until the transmitting Party dispenses 

the other Party from such obligation. 

ARTICLE 8 

SALE TO THIRD PARTIES 

1. The sale of joint work results and equipment under this Agreement to third parties shall 

require prior written consent of both Parties. 

2. Granting licenses for manufacturing of the joint work results and equipment under this 

Agreement shall require prior written consent of both Parties. 

3. Third parties' access to the joint work results and equipment under this Agreement shall 

be governed by separate agreements. 

ARTICLE 9 

JOINT COMMISSION 

1. In order to implement this Agreement and facilitate cooperation, a Joint Commission is 

established, consisting of an equal number of representatives of the Parties. 

2. The Joint Commission shall asses the implementation of this Agreement, make proposals 

aimed at further development of military-technical cooperation, determine the priorities of cooperation, 

prepare and approve work schedule. 

3. The Joint Commission will hold meetings alternately in the Hellenic Republic and in the 

Republic of Armenia. The receiving Party will bear all the costs concerning the organizational matters of

the session, as well as accommodation and meals of the members of the other Party in the territory of 

the receiving Party. 

4. 	The Joint Commission will determine its rules of procedure and work schedule during the 

first session. 

ARTICLE 10 

SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES 

Any disagreement concerning the implementation of this Agreement between the Parties will be 

settled through consultations and negotiations. 

ARTICLE 11 

FINAL PROVISIONS 

1. This Agreement shall enter into force on the date on which the Parties have informed each 

other, in writing through diplomatic channels, that their internal procedures required for its entry into force 

have been completed. The relevant date shall be the day on which the last communication is received. 

2. The Parties may make amendments to this Agreement upon mutual written consent. Such 

amendments are formulated in separate protocols, shall enter into force in accordance with paragraph 

1 above and become an integral part of Agreement. 

3. This Agreement is concluded for an indefinite period of time. It may be terminated by either 

Party by giving six months prior written notification on such an intention to terminate it. 

4. The provisions of this Agreement shall not affect the rights and obligations of the Parties 

deriving from other international agreements. 

Done in Athens on 14t December 2023 in two originals, each in Greek, Armenian and English, 

all texts being equally authentic. In the case of any divergence in the interpretation, the English text shall 

prevail.
