ON THE PROVISION OF MILITARY EDUCATION ASSISTANCE

TO STUDENTS FROM MONTENEGRO

The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Min-
istry of Defence of Montenegro (hereinafter referred to as the Parties) aiming to
promote relations between the two countries in the field of military cooperation
agree and accept the terms and conditions on the provision of military education
assistance to students from Montenegro to attend Hellenic Supreme Military Edu-
cation and Training Institutions, Higher NCOs Schools, Schools of Education,
Schools of Specialised Practical Education, Application and Specialisation Schools
— Practical Training, subordinate to the Hellenic Ministry of National Defence, as
follows:

ARTICLE 1
Military Education Assistance Programme

1. The present Protocol aims at inviting, training and rendering capable
cadres qualified to staff the armed forces of Montenegro via the provision of free
military education assistance by the Hellenic Republic by means of scholarships
provided to students from Montenegro, with the exceptions explicitly set forth in
the following articles.

2. ltis hereby stressed that the present Protocol does not entail any oblig-
ation on the part of the Hellenic Republic to grant scholarships and accept the re-
lated requests submitted by Montenegro.

ARTICLE 2
Training Eligibility Criteria

1.  The Military Education Assistance Programme concerns eligible person-
nel from Montenegro, military or civilians, aiming to attend and graduate from Hel-
lenic Military Education and Training Institutions, with a view to complete their
studies and be integrated in the Armed Forces of Montenegro or to be provided
with further education - specialisation in Hellenic Training Centres of the Armed
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Forces.
2. Eligible candidates are:

a. Graduates of secondary education, entitled to attend Supreme Mil-
itary Education Institutions and Higher NCOs Military Schools, under the same
terms and conditions valid for the Greek (male and female) nationals.

b. Cadres of the Armed Forces of Montenegro, of respective rank,
eligible to attend the Hellenic Supreme Joint War College and the Hellenic Nation-
al Defence College, and irrespective of their rank, eligible to attend Schools of
Education, Specialisation and Practical Training of the Armed Forces.

c. Montenegrin graduates of Hellenic Supreme Military Education
and Training Institutions and Higher NCOs Schools awarded a “Very Good” grade
and above, following the rank awarded by their country upon commission in order
to continue their studies in the respective Applications Schools of the Armed
Forces.

3. Further to the eligibility criteria concerning education, the candidates
must fulfil the criteria set forth in articles 6 and 10 of the present Protocol.

4. In any case, students who do not meet at least one of the requirements
set forth in the present Protocol will be removed from the rolls and will be repatri-
ated at the expense of the MoDM, regardless of the period and the education /
training stage they are in at the time, since all provision terms on granting scholar-
ships are mandatory for their entry in the Schools/ Academies.

ARTICLE 3

Supreme Military Education Institutions

1. Hellenic Army Academy — Hellenic Army

a. Departments:
(1) Arms
(2) Corps

b. Students, from the very beginning, are allocated to either of the
two departments.

c. The graduates from the “Arms” department are allocated to one of
the following six “Arms”: Infantry, Armour, Artillery, Engineers, Signals and Army
Aviation.

d. The graduates from the “Corps” department are allocated to one of
the following three “Corps™: Supply and Transportation, Ordnance and Technical

Corps.

e. The MoDM decides as to the “Arm” or “Corps” a student will be al-
located to and has to notify the Academy, through the Hellenic Ministry of Foreign

Affairs, at least 3 months before graduation.

2. Hellenic Naval Academy — Hellenic Navy

a. Departments:
(1) Deck officers
(2) Engineer officers

b. Candidates are allocated from the very beginning, to either of two
departments. Provided education and training are separate for each Department.

c. Issues concerning students' ineligibility due to naval incompetence
are settled explicitly in article 12 of the present Protocol.

(6) Geographic Corps

(7) Military Secretaries

(8) Military Postal Service

(9) Storekeepers (Technical and Medical Corps)
2. Naval Non - Commissioned Officers School — Hellenic Navy

Following admission, students take a preparatory course of minimum
duration of one (1) month during which they are allocated to the following four spe-
cialisation modules:

a. Module A (Administration and Management): Storekeepers

b. Module B (Maritime Operations): Riggers, Operations/Telecommu-
nications.

c. Module C (Navy Arms): Weapon Technicians.

d. Module D (Technological Applications): Electricians, Machinery
Systems Technicians, Electronic Systems Technicians, Computer and Networks
Electronic Specialists.

3. Technical Non - Commissioned Officers School — Hellenic Air Force

a. Specialisations:
(1) Engine Fitter
(2) Engineer of Transportation means and machinery
(3) General Armourer, Electrician
(4) Air Force Facilities Maintenance Manager
(5) Telecommunications Technician
(6) Electronics Technician

(7) Interception Controller
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(8) General Materiel Manager.

b. Students from the beginning of the course, are allocated to either
of the eight specialisations.

4. Administrative Non-Commissioned Officers School-Hellenic Air Force

a. Specialisations:
(1) Meteorologist
(2) Airfield Defence
(3) Finance (controller)
(4) Recruitment
(5) Intelligence.

b. Students from the beginning of the course, are allocated to either
of the five specialisations.

5. Radio — Navigators School — Hellenic Air Force

Students from the very beginning are allocated to the occupation spe-
cialisations of Air Force Radio — Navigator.

ARTICLE 5

Education Schools, Special Practical Training Schools, Application Schools,
Schools of Specialisation - Practical Training

1.  National Defence College
2.  Supreme Joint War College

3.  Command and General Staff Officers College ( Hellenic Army- Hellenic
Navy-Hellenic Air Force)

4. Schools of Application (Basic Training), Further Education, Specialisa-
tion ( Hellenic Army- Hellenic Navy-Hellenic Air Force).

ARTICLE 6
Selection of Students to attend Hellenic Supreme Military Education and
Training Institutions(SMETISs) and Higher NCOs Schools (HNCOSs) -
Required Supporting Documents

1. The MoDM bears the exclusive responsibility for the selection of
Montenegrin students to be sent to the Hellenic Republic, while appropriate
authorities of the Hellenic Republic are responsible for checking the validity and
completeness of the supporting documents.

2. Each Montenegrin candidate student must have the following qualifica-
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tions in order to be accepted by the Hellenic Republic to attend the Hellenic SME-
TISs and HNCOSs:

a. Atwelve (12) year studies certificate or equivalent certificate, en-
titling the candidate to enter a supreme education institution of Montenegro.

b.  Candidates must have completed 17 years of age and must not be
over twenty-four (24) years of age by the 31 of December of the year of their en-
rolment in the School.

c. Candidates must not have been sentenced for any punishable of-
fence,for example:

(1) Candidates must not have been sentenced irrevocably for
theft, embezzlement, fraud, extortion, forgery, bribery, malpractice, breach of duty,
slandering, draft evasion, desertion or breach of law concerning the integrity of the
country, its regime and the freedom of citizens, nor indicted or prosecuted for any
of the above crimes.

(2) They must not have been prosecuted for crimes or offences
punishable with penalties of forfeiture of their civil rights according to the Hellenic
legislation.

(3) They must not have been forfeited of one's rank, or left the
Armed Forces or Armed Forces Schools/ Academies on discipline grounds or
other reasons.

d. They must not have been included in the list of “unwanted aliens”
set forth in article 82 of Law 3386/2005 drawn up by the Hellenic Ministry for Cit-
izens' Protection.

e. They must be physically fit in conformity with the physical fitness
criteria set by the Military Academies/ Schools.

f.  They must have been duly vaccinated.

3. More specifically, those destined for the Pilots department of the Air
Force Academy in addition to the above must:

a. Not be taller than 1,90 m.
b. Have excellent eyesight and hearing.

4.  Students from Montenegro who do not meet the above requirements,
are promptly repatriated, regardless of when this is found or their training stage.

5. The Supporting Documents required of students from Montenegro for
their enrolment in the Academy/School of their wish are the following:

a. A birth certificate stating the family status issued no earlier than 3
months prior to their enrolment

b. A certificate of studies
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c. A health certificate

d. A certificate stating that one has not been condemned or prosec-
uted for the offences set forth in paragraph 2, sub-paragraph ¢ (1) and (2) of the
present article.

e. Adocument certifying the specific Academy/School and specialisa-
tion department opted for.

2 More specifically, those destined to attend the Corps Officers Milit-
ary Academy must also have:

(1) A certificate issued by the Ministry of Education of
Montenegro stating that the individual in question, may enrol in the respective Uni-
versity of Montenegro with the studies certificate obtained.

(2) The original High School Certificate

6. All supporting documents must be validated by the diplomatic authorit-
ies of the Hellenic Republic, without prejudice to more specific arrangements
provided for in the international contracts/agreements and officially translated into
Greek by exclusive responsibility of the appropriate authorities of the Hellenic
Republic.

7. The supporting documents must be duly checked and dispatched by the
end of August, unless specific reasons impose granting an extension of the dead-
line for submission of supporting documents, subject to the approval of the MoFA
and the HNDGS.

ARTICLE 7
Arrival - Reception

1.  Avisa is required for entry into the Hellenic Territory, for students who
have been approved to attend Military Academies.

2. The arrival of the students from Montenegro to attend SMETISs -
HNCOSs (including those attending preparatory courses) must be completed by
the 30" of September.

3. The MoDM must inform the diplomatic authorities, the Greek Defence
Attachés and then the Police authorities of the Hellenic Republic, through the
HNDGS or the Military Education Institutions, on

a. The names of the candidates
b. The precise date — time of arrival in the Hellenic territory
c. The official point of entry in the Hellenic territory.

4. All the above information must be provided at least one week prior to
the students' arrival. The newly arrived candidates at any point of entry in the Hel-
lenic Territory will be received by care of the hosting Military Schools. The School
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where the respective Preparatory Course will take place is considered as hosting
School.

ARTICLE 8
Medical Examination / Physical Unfitness

1. All students, regardless of the submitted supporting documents set forth
in article 6 of the present Protocol and before starting the preparatory course, are
submitted to medical examinations in conformity with the health criteria of the re-
spective Schools/ Academies they will attend, following the completion of their pre-
paratory course and in accordance with the current provisions regarding physical
fitness applying to the Greek candidates for Military Schools/ Academies.

2. Following the completion of the preparatory course, students will be
submitted to a second medical examination under the criteria applying for the
Greek first-year students.

3. Inany case, whenever a student is found physically unfit and regardless
of when this is found, he is removed from the school rolls by decision of the
ChiefHNDGS and is repatriated by care of the MoFA and at the expense of the
MoDM.

4. The student removed from the school rolls on health grounds and until
the finalisation of his removal by the HNDGS, will be accommodated and enjoy
boarding facilities within the Academy/School or will remain hospitalised in a Milit-
ary Hospital.

ARTICLE 9
Student Preparatory Training

1. Candidate students for SMETIs and HNCOSs, following their arrival at
the Hellenic Republic will be trained in the Greek language and will attend courses
to improve their knowledge in Mathematics, Physics and possibly any other sub-
ject that the Preparatory Courses School deems necessary.

2. During the Preparatory courses a screening process for substantial can-
didate selection takes place, based on criteria such as the knowledge of the com-
munication language through which Greek will be attained, the students' perform-
ance in basic level Mathematics and Physics, as well as on the students' ability to
rapidly and smoothly adapt to the military environment.

3. The English language will be used as communication language in the
aforementioned courses. Students' English language level should be at least
“Good”. Language level is certified by the MoDM and confirmed during the Prepar-
atory course.

4. In the event of academic insufficiency, the Academy/School may con-
sider the possibility of repeating the Preparatory courses or repatriating the stu-
dent in question, following a decision of the Chief/HNDGS and a recommendation
of the Schools/ Academies and the competent service, taking into account the
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view of the MoDM, which by no means is binding.

5. Apart from academic insufficiency, another substantial criterion as to
whether students can continue the Preparatory course is the overall attitude and
conduct of the students as regards to Regulations, orders and guidelines set forth
by the respective Schools/ Academies.

ARTICLE 10
Training in Non-Basic Military Schools — Conditions

1. Such training concerns:

a. The provision of special practical training following the graduation
of students from the Basic Training School (Articles 3 and 4 of the present pro-
tocol) necessary for the completion of the knowledge gained and if requested by
the MoDM (application schools, basic training for Second Lieutenants HA — En-
signs HN — Second Lieutenants HAF).

b. Further Education of MoDM cadres, graduates or not of the
schools of the above sub-paragraph, in Further Education Schools (National De-
fence College, Supreme Joint War College), junior staff officers schools and ad-
vanced Schools Departments and Training Centres of the Armed Forces.

c. The provision of special practical training to cadres of the MoDM
as raiders, marines, helicopter pilots, in underwater demolition - anti-submarine
warfare, advanced weapon systems RADAR operators, logistics services etc.

2. Age and rank of the trainees should be as follows:

a. For Application Schools — schools of specialised Education and
Military Training — schools of further Education and training: second lieutenants,
first lieutenants, captains or the equivalent ranks in the other two Services must
not be over 36 years old by 31* Dec of the year of their enrolment in the
School/Academy.

b. For the Command and General Staff College:captains and the
equivalent ranks in the other two services must not be over 36 years old by the
31* of December of the year of their enrolment in the School/Academy.

c. For the Supreme Joint War College: Majors, Lt Colonels and the
equivalent ranks in the other two services must not be over 44 years old by the
31* of December of the year of their enrolment in the School/Academy.

d. For the National Defence College: Lt Colonels, Colonels and the
equivalent ranks in the other two services must not be over 50 years old by the
31* of December of the year of their enrolment in the Schools/Academy.

3. Approval of a relevant request made by MoDM requires:
a. An opinion set out by MoFA
b. Very Good knowledge of Greek by the students. The language
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level will be certified by care of the MoDM.

c.  Previous information provided to HMoND by the MoDM that living
costs (accommodation — board — personal expenses of the students) will be borne
by MoDM.

4. Expenses required for the training of the above cadres shall burden the
MoDM, except those required in para 1a of the present Article, where the students
living costs are borne by the budget of the respective General Staffs of HMoND.

5. Various requests for attending Hellenic Military Education Institutions
must have reached the HNDGS by 25 March of each year, taking into account
what is determined above and the specific capacities of the Military Schools/
Academies.

ARTICLE 11
School attendance

1. All students from Montenegro, upon entering the school, must make the
following promise in the English language:

“I promise to comply with the Regulations of the School/Academy,
to do my best to meet the requirements of the training and provide no in-
formation of military importance to unauthorised individuals”.

2. The students from Montenegro are subject to the same obligations as
their Greek colleagues. During their training course(including the preparatory
course) they must comply with the Rules and Regulations of the Schools/
Academies they attend, and are similarly subjected to the same disciplinary rules
and sanctions. :

3. Academic insufficiency of a student from Montenegro is determined by
the Rules and Regulations of the Schools/ Academies. In case of academic insuffi-
ciency, his training is disrupted and he is repatriated by decision of the
ChiefHNDGS and the cost is borne by the MoDM. No consent of the MoDM is re-
quired.

4. In case a student from Montenegro fails to pass one or more subjects,
the School/Academy delivers a written notice to him, while it informs the MoDM
accordingly. The same applies for disciplinary offences considered serious in ac-
cordance with Rules and Regulations of respective Schools/ Academies.

5. The MoDM will be informed at the end of each academic year on the
performance of the Montenegrin students or whenever the School/Academy
deems necessary.

6. Any approval of an MoDM request to revoke an expulsion and transfer
order to another military Academy/School is prohibited. An exception is made
when a student is rejected due to naval and flying incompetence (special incom-
petence). In that case, the issue is dealt in accordance with the provisions of Art-
icle 12 of the present Protocol.
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7. Students from Montenegro can travel to third countries or to their own
country, or stay in the Hellenic Territory during long leaves of absence with the
written consent of the MoDM.

8. In any case, regarding academic insufficiency, students from
Montenegro as well as Greek students are subject to the same Rules and Regula-
tions of the respective Schools/ Academies and treated equally.

9. Students from Montenegro attend the oath-taking ceremony on gradu-
ation day in the Montenegrin uniform or, lack of it, the student uniform, but they do
not take an oath. However, they are entitled to an officer's sword as their Greek
colleagues. Attending the oath-taking ceremony does not constitute military status
awarding.

10. The MoDM, having been informed by the respective Schools/
Academies via the MoFA, is obliged to grant students the appropriate rank,
notifying this to the HNDGS, as well as to cover the expenses for their uniforms, at
least three (3) months prior to the oath-taking ceremony.

ARTICLE 12

Special Incompetence of Trainees

1.  Specific incompetence of trainee students from Montenegro, regards
naval or flying incompetence, which is determined by the same criteria applying for
their Greek colleagues.

2. Naval incompetence of students is governed by the Rules and Regula-
tions of the Naval Academy and constitutes a reason for immediate removal from
the academy rolls and repatriation, unless the Hellenic Navy General Staff, to its
judgement, proposes the continuation of training at a Department of the Academy
which does not hinder smooth attendance, following the consent of the MoDM.

3. Flying incompetence or unwillingness to fly on part of Air Force
Academy pilot students will be governed by the Regulation of the Air Force
Academy. Students considered unfit for flight training will immediately have to be
removed from the academy rolls — pilots department and repatriated, unless the
Hellenic Air Force General Staff, to its judgement, recommends the continuation of
their training in a Department of the Academy which does not hinder the smooth
training procedure, following the consent of the MoDM. In case 2™ Lieutenants
(HAF), during the advanced training stage, fail in flight training or are found health-
wise unfit to become Pilot Officers, they are repatriated.

4. In case of removal of students from Montenegro from the academy rolls
upon proposal, due to incompetence or resignation, they will be accommodated
and boarded within the Academy, and will follow the training programme along with
their fellow students, to the judgement of the Academy Command, until the final
approval of their removal from the academy rolls by the Chief of Hellenic National
Defence General Staff.

5. Similarly, in case of a recommendation for the transfer of a student to a
different specialisation, the student in question will be able to attend the recom-
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mended training or the specialisation department, before a definite decision on the
matter is announced.

ARTICLE 13
Training Expenses

1. For students of Supreme Military Education and Training Institutions,
and Higher NCO Military Schools:

a.  The training expenses for students of Supreme Military Education
and Training Institutions, and Higher NCO Military Schools regarding boarding,
lodging and clothing, as well as other expenses required for preparatory and main
training will be borne by the budget of the related General Staffs of the HMoND.

b.  The further education expenses for the aforementioned students
(application schools) concerning lodging and boarding will also burden the budget
of the respective General Staffs of the HMoND. As concerns to this training, the
MoDM will have to inform HNDGS at least six (6) months prior to graduation.

¢.  The MoDM will cover the cost of fuel of aircraft for the pilot training
of Montenegrin students. Payment will be made according to the list of costs,
which is forwarded to the MoFA of Montenegro, through the MoFA of the Hellenic
Republic. The cost of fuel for the provision of pilot training shall be calculated on
the basis of the current price of aircraft fuel during the given stage of each training
period. Payment of the cost of fuel will be made within three (3) months after the
end of each stage of flight training (selection- initial- basic- advanced). Pilot train-
ing will immediately be suspended and the said students will be repatriated if there
is a sum remaining unpaid from the previous stage of training.

2. For Officers and NCOs of Education-Specialisation-Practical Training
Schools:

a. All expenses concerning training (fees, lodging, boarding, books,
travel expenses etc.), will burden the MoDM. Those admitted to receive a scholar-
ship in the aforementioned Schools/ Academies and Specialisation Schools are
not obliged to pay the respective fee.

b.  Exceptionally, the expenses for the provision of practical training,
following the students' graduation, by the respective Supreme Military Education
and Training Institution and Higher NCO Military School, will be covered by the
budget of the respective General Staffs of the HMoND.

3.  Fare expenses, from and to Greece and any other travel expenses, not
covered according the aforementioned, will burden the MoDM.

4.  No allowance shall be provided by the Hellenic Republic to students
from Montenegro in the form of salary. Their personal expenses will be covered by
the MoDM by wire transfers in the form of salary or benefit throughout their train -

ing.

5. Inconsistency on part of the MoDM concerning the aforementioned fin-
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ancial commitments shall incur the repatriation of students.

ARTICLE 14
Criminal Jurisdiction

1. During their stay, students from Montenegro are subject to the Hellenic
Legislation regarding criminal offences committed in the Hellenic territory, even if
those offences are not punishable by the Legislation of Montenegro. The students
are under the jurisdiction of non - martial penal courts, since upon their admittance
in Military Schools/ Academies they do not acquire ipso jure the Military status ac-
quired by Greek students.

2. Any violation of the Hellenic Penal Legislation which infers the removal
of a Greek student from the rolls of the School/Academy, entails for a student from
Montenegro, apart from other sanctions, his removal from the rolls and his immedi-
ate repatriation, the cost of which will burden the MoDM. In such a case the stu-
dent will be considered as “unwanted alien” by the Hellenic Republic.

ARTICLE 15
Customs and Passports Procedures

1. The students upon their arrival and departure from the Hellenic Repub-
lic, as well as during their stay and training are subject to customs regulations of
the Hellenic Republic.

2. Their Passports are handed over upon their entry in the Preparatory
School, and they receive a student Identity Card, identical to those issued for
Greek students.

ARTICLE 16
Residence Permit

1. The students attending Supreme Military Education and Training Institu-
tions, Higher NCO Schools and Specialisation Schools of the Armed Forces, are
granted a residence permit for as long as their training lasts.

2. Those eligible to receive a scholarship in the aforementioned Schools/
Academies and Specialisation Schools are not obliged to pay the respective fee.

ARTICLE 17
Losses - Damages - Compensation

1.  Any compensation claims arising from acts or omissions of a student
from Montenegro while in training or on duty, concerning a third party, shall be ad-
judicated according to the Greek Law and settled by the MoDM.

2.  Any compensation claims against a student from Montenegro resulting
from his acts or omissions while he was not in training or on duty, shall be
chargeable to himself, unless the MoDM decides to make an ex gratia payment on
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his behalf.

3. HMoND cannot be held responsible for Compensation regarding any
losses or damage caused unintetionally and without any evident omission by a
student from Montenegro, during the execution of his duties

4. The MoDM maintains its right to attend along its represantative the
hearing of a case before Court concerning a native student.

ARTICLE 18
Student’s Serious lliness / Death

1. If a student from Montenegro gets seriously ill or is wounded, he/she
will be treated in a Military Hospital and, if necessary, in Civil Hospitals of the Hel-
lenic Republic and the treatment expenses will be borne by the budget of the re-
spective General Staffs of the HMoND. If a student is wounded in an accident
while off duty or is deliberately wounded (self-harm), the treatment expenses shall
be borne by the MoDM which will be informed by care of the competent General
Staff to which the Academy/School belongs, in cooperation with the competent de-
partment of the MoFA.

2. In case of death of a student from Montenegro during his stay in the
Hellenic territory, the safe keeping of the corpse, its transportation to the official
point of exit of the Hellenic Territory and the taking of preventive sanitary meas-
ures will be conducted by care of the competent General Staff of HMoND to which
the School/Academy belongs in cooperation with the competent department of the
MoFA.

3. The transportation of the corpse to Montenegro will be conducted by
care of its diplomatic authorities, or, if not possible, by care of the appropriate
authorities of the Hellenic Republic, following a prompt notification by HNDGS.

4.  The required costs related to the total covering of the aforementioned,
with the exception of paragraph 1, section a of the present article, will burden the
MoDM.

ARTICLE 19
Repatriation

1. Regular graduation: Those graduating duly from their Academy/School,
are removed by the school rolls by means of the validation order of the graduation
results.

2. Non-regular graduation:

a.  Physical Unfitness: They are removed from the Academy/School
roll by decision of the Chief of HNDGS and repatriated, with the cost burdening the
MoDM, in case their training is discontinued, as stated in paragraph 3 of article 8
of the present Protocol.

b.  Resignation — expulsion due to disciplinary or penal offences —

academic incompetence: they are removed from the School/ Academy roll by de-
cision of the Chief of HNDGS and repatriated immediately, with the cost burdening
the MoDM.

c. Special incompetence (article 12): They are removed from the
School roll by decision of the Chief of HNDGS and repatriated, the cost borne by
the MoDM, in case it is not decided to continue their training in another department
or Academy/School.

3. All repatriation incidents are implemented by care of the appropriate
authorities of the Hellenic Republic and the aforementioned repatriation costs
cover the transition from the School in question to the official points of exit of the
Hellenic Territory. From that point, the transition to Montenegro is conducted, in all
cases, by exclusive care of the MoDM.

ARTICLE 20

Emergencies

1. Montenegrin students do not participate in dealing with emergencies, as
this term is defined by current legislation.

2. In cases of emergencies, during which Greek students are stand-by or
involved, students from Montenegro can exit the Schools/ Academies provided
that their security is not at risk.

3. In case of war or a crisis, students from Montenegro are repatriated im-
mediately for security reasons, by decision of the HMoND and by care of the
appropriate authorities of the Hellenic Republic.

ARTICLE 21

Formalities — Miscellaneous

1.  The MoDM must in any case provide its answers to HNDGS relating to
the acceptance of scholarships and their full names for entering Supreme Military
Education and Training Institutions and Higher NCO Military Schools by June 30.
For the rest of cases, the answers relating to the acceptance of scholarships by
the MoDM must, in any case be provided to HNDGS by July 15.

2. The training provided in all the aforementioned Institutions, Schools and
Colleges (with the exception of preparatory schools) will be conducted in the
Greek language.

3. During the official holidays of Montenegro, the students of Montenegro
are granted respective leaves of absence, always in the contexts of the Schools/
Academies' capabilities, as far as their training programme is concerned.

4. The removal of a student of Montenegro from a School/Academy rolls,
on any grounds, entails the prompt notification of the MoDM. In case there is a
delay in providing an answer as regards to this, the HNDGS will directly promote
the appropriate removal procedures.
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5. The annual scholarships offered, also provide for posts for female stu-
dents, provided that this is in line with the Armed Forces of Montenegro.

6. The abbreviations used in the present Protocol are explained as fol-
lows:

a. AF:Armed Forces

b. SMETIs: Supreme Military Education and Training Institutions (of
the Hellenic Republic)

c. HNCOSs: (Higher Non-Commissioned Officers Schools (of the
Hellenic Republic)

d. SJIWC: Supreme Joint War College (of the Hellenic Republic)
e. NDC: National Defence College (of the Hellenic Republic)
1 MoDM: Ministry of Defence of Montenegro
g. MoFA: Ministry of Foreign Affairs (of the Hellenic Republic)
h.  HA: Hellenic Army
i. HN: Hellenic Navy
J- HAF: Hellenic Air Force
k. HNDGS: Hellenic National Defence General Staff
L. C/HNDGS: Chief of Hellenic National Defence General Staff
m. HMoND: Hellenic Ministry of National Defence
n. HNGS: Hellenic Navy General Staff
0. HAFGS: Hellenic Air Force General Staff
p. NCO: Non-Commissioned Officers

ARTICLE 22

Disputes

1.  Any disputes between the Parties regarding the interpretation or imple-
mentation of this Protocol will be settled by means of direct negotiations between
the Parties through diplomatic channels without resorting to arbitration or medi-
ation.

2. If negotiations come to no effect, within three (3) months after their initi-
ation, any Party may terminate this Protocol by giving a written notice to the other
Party. The agreement will be terminated 30 days after the other Party has received
the related request. The provision of paragraph 3 of article 24 applies also in the
context of the present article.
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ARTICLE 23
Validity

This Protocol shall enter into force on the date of the last written notific-
ation through diplomatic channels, informing the other Party about the completion
of the relevant internal procedures.

ARTICLE 24

Duration

1. This Protocol shall remain in force for a period of five (5) years from the
day of its entry into force and shall be automatically renewed for successive one
(1) year periods.

2. This Protocol may be terminated upon mutual consent of both Parties.
Each Party may also terminate the Protocol at any time during its initial or any sub-
sequent period of validity, by giving a six (6) months prior written notice to the oth-
er party through diplomatic channels.

3. If the Protocol is terminated for any reason, any pending issues
between the Parties will be settled, to the extent possible, on the basis of its provi-
sions, as if the latter was still valid.

ARTICLE 25
Revision

Either Party may propose amendments to the present Protocol. Any
such amendment shall be concluded in writing and shall enter into force in accord-
ance with the procedure set forth in Article 23 of the present Protocol.

Done in Bundva on May 27" 2015 in two original copies, each in the Greek,
Montenegrin and English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of
divergence of interpretation the English text shall prevail.
