Recalling that under its Statute, the International Atomic Energy Agency (hereinafier referred
to as the “TAEA™) is authorized, inter alia, to foster the exchange of scientific and technical
information and to encourage the exchange of training of scientists and experts in the field of
peaceful uses.of atomic energy as well as to establish standards of safety for the protection of
health against ionizing radiation and to provide for application of those standards to the
JAEA’s own operations and to States at their request; : - :

" Recalling that General Conference resolution GC(54)/RES/7 welcomed the Secretariat’s
progress toward long-term agreements on education and training in radiation protection and
miclear safety, and looked forward to further -long-term -agreements conditional on the
.outcomes of Education and Training Appraisal (EduTA) missions;

Noting the successful conclusion of the EduTA mission to the Greek Atomic Energy
Commission (hereinafter referred to as “GAEC”)-in 2008, which recognized that the GAEC
satisfactorily complies with the requirements of the EduTA Programmeof the IAEA and
fulfils the criteria for recognition as a Regional Training-Centre; o ' '

Noting that the Board of Governors of the IAEA approved a regional Technical Coéperation
project for Europe (RER/9/101) which supports the implementation of the IAEA’s strategic
approach to education and training in radiation, transport and waste safety’.

Now, therefore the Government of the Hellenic chﬁblic (hereinafter referred to as “the
Government”) 4nd the IAEA (hereinafter collectively referred as “the Parties”) hereby enter
into this Long Term Agreement (LTA) to support the GAEC as a Regional Training Centre in

Europe for Radiation, Transport and Waste Safety.

! ' Objective

The -objective of this LTA is to support thc GAEC in.a sustainable manner, as a Regional
‘Training Centre in Europe for Radiation, Transport and Waste Safety in accordance with the
relevant General Conference resolutions. and; within the context of the Board-approved
projects on education and training-in radiation, fransport and waste safety, and subject to the

IAEA’s applicable F manc1a1 Regulations and Rules,

ArticleII ~
Obligations of the Parties

1. The ‘Government, directly or through the GAEC, and subject to the availability of
“resources, undertakes to prov1de the following at no cost to the JAEA: L

a) the premises, services and equipment necessary for the proper functlomng of the

GAEC as a Regional Tralmng Centre, including mamtenance and operation;

'b) - the services of a Course Director who will.be responsible for frunning the JABA
courses at the Regional Training Centre, and who will muaintaii:the lxaxson
between the Regional Training Centre and the IAEA :

2. The Govemment will exercise reasonabie care '-to ensure, security of the premises of

the Regional Training Centre and to ensure the safety of the ‘officials of the JAEA and

participants while on the premises of the Regional Training Centre. The Government will take
whatever steps as may be reasonable in the circumstances to ensure such security and safety,

including such supcrv1s10n of the premises as may be warranted.

3. Subjectto the availability of staff and otherresources, the IAEA undertakes to provide
the followmg at no cost to the Government or the GAEC: '

) the IAEA staff necessary to ensure the proper conduct of the courses;

b) the cost of travel to and from Greece as well as the training course stipend
covering accommodation cost, food and incidentals of the participants selected by

the JAEA;

¢) the cost of travel to and from Greece as well as the daily subsistence allowance
(DSA) and any fees of lecturers to be recruited by the IAEA from outside Greece;

d)  complimentary equipment and supplies as required for the burpose of the course;



e) training material and publications as required for the purpose of the course;

f)  personal dosimeters for external monitoring of participants and lecturers who may
be exposed to radiation when carrying out visits to nuclear/radiation facilities or
participating in practical exercises that are part of the course;

g 8 contribution towards minor local operating costs,. limited to locally purchased
items such as writing supplies, paper and photocopying necessary to conduct the
training course. Additional small items may be agreed upon between the IAEA
‘and the Governmerit or the ‘Course Director, in accordance with applicable IAEA

rules and procedures.
4. Other services

“Subject fo the IAEA’s Financial Regulations and Rules, any. other services provided by the
Parties other than those stated above shall be the subject of a separate contract or agreement
to be concluded between the Parties including but not limited to the development of new

education and training materials.
Article Il =
Organization and Participation

1.  Bducational and training activities that will be organized by the GAEC in cooperation

with the IAEA, include, but are not limited to: . | _ 5
a) ~ Post-graduate educational courses;

2. The details of each course, including the activities listed in paragraph 1 abovc,: as. well
as the specific obligations of the Parties with respect to each course or activity will be
communicated and agreed upon between the IABA and the GAEC through a written exchange
of correspondence. The content of each course will be based on syllabi and other guidance
documents from the JAEA (including the IAEA Post Graduate Educationa] Course in
Radiation protection and the Safety of Sources: Standard Syllabus, IAEA, 2002 or subsequent
update), and training materials will be based on material provided by, or approved by, the
IAEA , . :

3. Lecturers and instructors from Greece will be appointed by the -Course Director in
consultation with the IAEA. Lecturers from outside Greece will be selected and recruited by
the JAEA in consultation with the Course Director.

~ 4. . The participants will be persons officially nominated by Member States. of the JAEA
from Europe. The selection of participants from among Government :.g_gr_nix_xggé: will be made
by the IAEA.and the Course Director. Invitations to the selected participants will be issued
by the [AEA. ' '
Article IV
-Quality Assurance

1. In mutual agreement, quality assurance procedures will be adopted for the evaluation of
the educational and training courses.



2.  The Government will ensure that the GAEC carries out systematic self-assessments of
its education and training infrastructure performanee; and that the GAEC provides this

information to the IAEA on a periodic basis.

'3 The Government will ensure that the GABC establishes follow=up evaluations of the
participants in order to assess the effectiveness of the education and training activities, and
this information will be provided to the JAEA on & periodic basis.

Article V
Privileges and Immunities

1. The Government will accord to the. IAEA) its property, funds and assets, and to the
officials of the IAEA, the participants’ offmmlly desxgnat\?d to attend the educational and
trammg courses 1n thexr official capacmes, and to the cxperts carrymg out missions in

,pnvﬂaggs and xmmumtlcs contamcd in the égresment on the Privi Lleges and Immunities of the
- IAEA which was acccpted by the Government ori 2 November 1970.

2 The Government will accord to officials, participants and experts mentioned above
every facility necessary for the. performance of their function in connmection with the
educational and training course, inciuding entering, remaining in and leaving Greece. The

Government will issue any necessary visas as expeditiously as possible and, where the . "'

"Legxslatxon of Greece permits, free of charge.” The Government, however, reserves-the right to' -
deny, 1rrespect1ve of nationality, visas to mdzvxdual participants for national security reasons.

3 The IAEA will inform the GAEC and the Government promptly of all persons
officially de51gnated to attend the training courses. The IAEA will also advise such persons
to apply for visas, if necessary, in good time before the opening date of the course, and the
Government will issue such visas promptly so as to allow patticipants to attend the“course

without prejudice to the previous paragzaph.

4, . The Government will facilitate.customs formalities for those persons on entenng and
leaving Greece as well as for any cqmpment tralmng material or«f)ubhcatmns bemg provided

by the IAEA.

5. Nothing in this LTA shall be construed to constitute a waiver.of any provision of the’
Agreement on the Privileges and Immunities of the JAEA.

Liability

L The Government, directly or through the GAEC shall provide and maintain insurance
for an appropriate amount against public or third party liabilities for bodily injury or death or
property damage arising from any operations carried out under this LTA.

2. The Government shall bear all risks of operations arising under this LTA. Neither the
Government nor the GAEC shall hold the IAEA and its officials, agents and employees liable
* for death or injury to persons or damage to property of third parties or of the GAEC and the
Government shall indemnify, hold and save harmless and defend, at its own expense, the
IAEA and its officials, agents, servants and employees, from and against all suits, claims,
demands and liability of any nature or kind, including their costs and expenses, arising from
the operations under this LTA. This provision shall extend to claims and liability in the nature



, of qukmén's compensation and liability aris.iri-g out -of the use of patented inventions or
devices, copyrighted material or other intellectual property. The obligations under this Article
shall not lapse upon termination of this LTA. : ' '

With reference to the.Long Term. Agreement between the International Atomxc Energy
