The Government of the Hellenic Aapublic and the Government of the Regublic
of Serbla, hereinafter refarred to &s “the Contracting Parties”,

axpressing thelr witingness to strengthen and Imprnvé the alre.adv.msting friendiy and
cooperative relabions between the bwo States, -

expressing thefr concerns about the danger of spreading of Intermetonal organized
crime, international |tictt trafficking In narcotic drugs and psychotropke substances and
international berrorsm,

respecting the Intemnational agresments and iegisiations existing on both States and
without prejudice to thelr previous commitments, based on bilateral and multilateral
agreemants with third countries, have agreed as follows:

drugs and weapons and other forms of organized crime.

Each Contracting Party may totally or partialty suspend the cooperatlon in such cases,
which could put [ danger is natlonal soverelgnty, Its public security or its national
interests or If it Is contrary to its national leglslation,

The Contracting Parties shall establish Commission, respansible for the Implementation
of the Agreement, which shall be chalred by the Minister of Intaror for the Hellenic
Repubfic and by the Ministar of Interlor for the Republic of Serbla, or thelr
representatives of the two Minfstries, with participation of experts.
