Cooperation on European Union Matters

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Arab Republic of Egypt (hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”) -

Having in mind the excellent political relations between Greece and Egypt,

Recalling that the European Union (EU) and Egypt as key partners and near
neighbours, have reaffirmed their commitment to deepen their political, economic
and cultural relations on the basis of their close cooperation and strategic
partnership within the framework of the Euro-Mediterranean Association
Agreement between the European Communities and its Member States and the
Arab Republic of Egypt, entered into force in 2004, as well as the E.U. - Egypt Action
Plan within the European Neighbourhood Policy.

Recognizing the role and significant experience of the two Parties, Greece as a
member state and Egypt as a Partner, in interacting with the EU.

Taking into consideration the will of both Parties to establish close cooperation; in

areas of mutual interest related to European Union matters.

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The Parties shall develop mutual cooperation with a view to enhance the relations
between EU and Egypt, through exchange of experience, expertise and know-how in
agreed .areas, including the functioning of EU institutions and implementation. of EU.
Policy related to its Mediterranean Partners as well as the process of approximation
between Egypt and the EU. '

Article 2

The aforesaid cooperation will consist of preparation and implementation of: a)
programs for the development of institutional and human resources capabilities; b)
round tables and seminars; c) joint studies and researches; d) exchange of officials

and experts.



~This cooperation will include collaboration between the Egyptian Institute for
Diplomatic Studies and the Greek Diplomatic Academy including through training
programs in the form of study visits for diplomats-of both sides.

Article 3

For the development and implementation of this Memorandum the Parties are
willing to exchange ideas and proposals during the last semester of every year with a
view to draw up Action Plans with specific activities.

The Parties are also willing to hold regular meetings, at the appropriate level, in
order to: a) prepare the aforesaid activities; b) monitor the implementation of the
cooperation programs and c) resolve eventual issues which may arise during the
implementation of the cooperation programs.

Communication between the Parties shall take place through diplomatic channels. .

Article 4

The Parties will examine the possibility for funding the Cooperation Programs and
the action plans by using the funding instruments which function in the framework

of the E.U. or by their respective budgets.

Article 5

This present Memorandum shall enter into force on the day of the last verbal note
by which the Parties shall, through diplomatic channels, inform each other that they
have finalised their respective internal procedures required for its entry into force.

It shall remain valid for an indefinite period, unless a written notification of
termination has been given by either Party through diplomatic channels.

This Memoraﬁdum will expire six months after either Party receives the aforesaid
notification. ~
