ARTICLE 2
LEGAL PERSONALITY

Greece recognizes the legal personalily of EASQ in accordance with Article 40 of the

The inviolability conferred by article 2 of the Protoco] shall extend to all records,
correspondence, documents, manuseripls, computer records, still and motion pictures,
films and sound recordings, wherever they may be. belonging to or held by the EASO

Operational Office and to all the information contained therein.

ARTICLE 7
INMUNITIES OF THE EASO OPERATIONAL OFFICE

Without prejudice fo Article 43 of the EASO Founding Regualation., the EASO
Operational Office. and its property shall be immune — in the performance of the
official activities - from any form of legal proceedings and shall not be the subject of
any administrative or legal measure of constraint, except ia the event of the immunity
being suspended within the meaning of Article 1 of the Protocel.

The EASQO Operational Office, ity fumds, assets and cther property. wheraver
located and by whomsoever held, shall enjoy immunity from every form of lagal

ARTICLE S
FINANCIAL FACILITIES

The EASO Operational Office and its property shall be excmpt frony all forms of
direct taxes and duties within the scope of ils official activities. This examption shall
not. however. apply to such taxes and duties payable under the Greek legislation by
persons contracting with the Agency.

The EASO Qperational Office. shall be exempt from the value added tax (VAT) for
purchases of goods and services necessary for its official activities under the conditions
set by the Greek legistation for accredited diplomatic missions in Greece.

Exemptions referred to in the present article shall not apply to duties and taxes
which amount to charges for public utility services provided by the competent Greel
authorities to the EASQ Operational Office.

The EASO Operational Office shall be exempt {rom customs dulies, lax, including
VAT. prohibition and testrictions, on goods of any type imported in the exercise of its
official aclivities.

Regarding in particular the supply of goods subject to excise duties intended for

official use by the BASO Operational Office, the Tatter i exempt [rom the payment of

the excise duties and VAT on the supply of goeds in reasonable quaniities o be
determined by a specific decision of the Minister of Finance.

Goods purchased or imported in exemption may nel be lransferred to third partics,
whether for reward or fiee of charge, without the prior agreement of the appropriate
Greek authorities, and without the payment of the relevant tases, fees and contributions.
If the said taxes. fees and contributions are et in accordance with the value o the
goods. they shall be calculated on this value at the time of tranafer, applying the tarift in
force at that date.

The EASO Operational Office shall be able to receive and keep any type of funds,
currency or cash and keep accounts in any currency insofar a3 is necessary (o meet its

institutional needs,

ARTICLE 9
VEFHCLES

76
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The EASCQ Operational Office shall be exempt from VAT, customs dutivs. registration tax
and from anv other duty in relation to the purchase and the import of a number of vehicles
not exceeding three, including the spare parls, intended for its official use and registered o
its name. For these vehicles. which will be registered in a special series, the EARD
Operational Qffice shall also be exempt from annuat motor vehicle tux. The fuels and
Jubricants needed for the said vehicles may be purchased or imported free of customs
duties, excise duties and VAT, within the limits and under the terms aceorded by Greeee
to accredited diplomatic missions. The EASO Operational Office may freely dispose of
these vehicles without any prohibition or restriction und without the payment of any
customs dutics, tax registration and VAT after the expiry of a live-year peried from the

date they were parchased in the Hellenie Republic or imported.

ARTICLE 16
STAFF

. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the lelienic Republic shall issue to EASQ statf
members of with a minimum assignment of one vear and to their spouses and
dependent members of their families an identity card specifying the holder’s stalus, The

card shall be issued for identification purpuses only.

Without prejudice 1o the provisions of Aricles 11 0 15 of the Protocol. it i3
specifically agreed that the EASO staff members .

a) sholl enjoy tmmunity from jurisdiction as regards acts cwried out by them i
their official capacity, including their spoken and written statements. The
imimunity shall continue afier cessation of their functions.

b) shall be exempted from national taxes on salaries, wages and emeluments paid
by the Agency.

b) shall have the right to export. during a period of one year from the date of
cessation of their deployment at the EASO Qperational Office, without
prohibitions and restrictions, their furniture and personal effects, including
vehicles, in their use and possession,

3. In addition to the privileges and immunitics listed in the above paragraphs, the Unien
Contact Point, together with hissher spouse and dependent members of histher family
shall be granted privileges and immunities. facilities and coneessions grented by Greece
to members of equivalent rank of the diplomatic corps in Greece, within the limits of the
present Agreement and unless they are Greek nationals or permanent resident in Greece.

However. no such exemption shall be granted by virtue of this provision. in respect of

MEMBER STATES EXPERTS, ASSOCIATE COUNTRIES FXPERTS AND
SECONDED NATIONAL EXTERTE

Members of the household of EASO Staff or of national experts who carry out s=if-
employed or salaried work in Greece and their employers shall be subject (o applizable
Greek taxation. social security and employment faw, The privileges and immunities
provided for by the present Agreement shall not apply with respect fo working activilies

authorized in accordance with this article.

ARTHULE 13
SOCIAL SECURITY

FASO staff members and their spouses and dependent miembers of their familics are
covered by the EU social sccurity system, the Staff Regulations and CEOS and
conseguently shall be exemnpt from compulsory soelal security contributions n the host
State. This exemption applics to spouses and dependent members of their families unless

they take up gainful activity in the host State outside the Ageney,

Provided that they are not covered by the social security system of the host State, and for

as long as they remain covered by the social security system of the country from which
they are seconded to the Agency. scconded netional experts shall be exempt from ail

compulsory contributions to the social security system ol the host State.

4. The Agency shall be exempt from any compulsory contributions to social security
schemes in the host State for EASQO staff members, their spouses and dependent members
of their families.

ARTICLE 14
ENTRY AND DEPARTLRE

1. Without prejudice Lo the applicable rutes of the Eurepean Union with regard to citizens of
a Member State of the Furopean Union, the European Ecenamic Area. or Switzerland or their
family members, the Greek authorities shall take appropriate measures to facilitate the entry
into. stay in and exit from its territory of the following persons. irrespective of their
nationality: members of the Management Board. the Executive Director, Union Contact
Point, Member State experts, Associate Countries expert. EASQ staff, seconded nuflional
experts, as well as the spouses and dependent members of their families of the Executive

Pircctor, and the EASO staff members,

2. Visas, when needed by the persons referred to in paragraph 1 and any other necessary
authorisations shall be issued to such persons free of charge and as promptly as possible. The
EASO Operational Office shall notilv the competent Greek autheriiy abow visa applications

prior to lodging them at the respective consulates.

ARTHCLE 15
SPECIAL PROVISIONS

1. The privileges and immunities granted by the pregent Agreement aim solely o
guarantee the hindrance-fiee functioning of the ASCO Operational Office and the
independence of the people who benefit Trom it.

2. The EASO Operational Office shall communicate to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
of the Hellenic Republic. every vear and when any change occurs, the list of the

EASO Stalt members and their spouses and dependent members of their familics.
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Without prejudice to their privileges and imraunitics, it is the duty of all persons
enjoying privileges and immunities under the present Agreement to respect the faws
and regulations in force within the territory of Greese and shall not interfere i the
internal affairs of the State.

4. The EASQ Operational Office shall cooperate at all times with the Appropriate
Greek avthorities to facilitate the enforcement of the Graek laws and to prevent the
oceurrence of any abuse in connection with the ahove mentioned privileges and

immunities.

The Execttive Director of the Agency shall be required to waive the immunity
accorded to an EASO staft member wherever il considers that the waiver of such
immunity is not contrary to the interests of the Furopean Union,

6. This Agreement may be amended by mutual written consent by the Partics. Such
amendments shall enter into force in accordance with the procedare provided for in

Article 17(1) for the entry into force of the Agreement.

ARTICLE 16
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any disputes between the Parties concerning the interpretation or application of this
Agreement which cannot be settled directly between the Parties may be submitled by

either Party to the Court of Justice of the Luropean Unjon.

ARTICLY, 17
ENTRY INTO FORCE, DURATION

1. The present Agreement shall enter into foree on the date of receipt by the Agency of

the written notification by which the Hellenie Republic notifies the Agency through
diplomatic channels of the completion of its relevant intermal procedures,

2. Either Party may terminate the present Agreement by means of a wrilten notification
io the other Party. Termination shall take etfect 12 months following the date of the

notification.
