1. to promote defence materiel cooperation between the Participants
to meet common or similar materiel requirements;

2. to encourage contracts between the appropriate national authorities
with a view to identifying joint activities which would serve the
principles of standardization and interoperability to the benefit of
both Participants;

3. to promote defence industrial dialogue and cooperation between

4. This MOU is not intended to supersede mnational law or
international obligations. In case of conflict, national law and
international obligations will prevail. The Participants will notify
each other in case of any conflict arising of this MOU.
