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Agreement for the Establishment of the

PREAMBLE:

The Contracting Parties,

‘Recalling international law as reflecied in relevant provisions of the United Nations Convention on the
7__7Law of the Sea of 10 Du.z,mber l98...

“Further wca!lmg the Agreement for lhc !mplcmcmanon 0:" Ihe Prowsmnt: af the Law of the Sea of 10

December 1982 relating to the Conservation and Management of Straddling Fish Stocks and Highty
Migratory Fish Stecks of 4 December 1995, the Agreement to promoie Compliance with International
Conservation and Management Measures by Fishing Vessels on the High Seas of 24 November 1993,
as well ny other relevant international instruments concerning the conservation and management of
living marine resources,

Taking “imo account the Code of Conduct for Responsible Fisheries adopted by the Food and
Agriculture Organization Conference at its Twenty-eighth Session on 31 Qclober 1995, and related
instruments adopted by the Food and Agriculture Organization Conference,

Hawving a murial interesy in the development and the proper utilization of the living marine resources
in the Mediterranean and the Black Sea (hereafier veferred 1o as the “area of application™),

Acknowledging the speciﬁc‘itiés of the different subregions in the area of application,

Determined 10 ensure the long-term conservation and sustainable use of hxmg marine resources and
maring ecosystems in the aren of application,

Recognizing the economic, social and nutritional benefits deriving from the sustainable use of living
marine resources in the area of application,

Further recognizing thas. under international law, States are required to cooperate in the conservation
and management of living marine resources and the proiection of their ecosystems,

Affirming that responsible aquacullure reduces stress on living marine resources and plays an
important role in the promotion und better use of aquatic living resources, including food security,

Conscious of the need 1o avoid adverse impacls on the marine environment, preserve biodiversity and
minimize the risk of !onmierm or irreversible cffects of the use and exploilation of living marine
resources,

Mindful that effective conservation and management must be based on the best scientific information
available and on the application of the precautionary approach,

Aware of the importance of coastal fishing communities and of the need to involve fishers, relevant
professional organizations and civil society organizations in decision-making processes,




Deternined 1o cooperate effectively and take action 1o prevent, deter and eliminate illegal, unreporied
and unregulated fishing,

Recognizing the special requirements of developing States to assisi them 1o participate effectively in
the conscrvation, management and farming of living marine resources,

Convinced that the conservation and sustainable use of the living maring resources in the arca of
applicaion and the prolection of the marine ecosystems in which those resources occur plays @ major
role in the context of blue growth and sustainable development,

Recognizing the need to establish for these purposes the General Fisheries Commission for the
Mediterrancan (whose acronym shall be *GFCM™) within the framework of the Food and Agriculture
Organization of the United Nations, under Article X1V of its Constitution,

Have agreed as follows:

Articie 1;

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“1995 Apgreement” means the Agreement for the Implementation of the Provisions of the:

“aquaculture” means the farming of aquatic living resources;

“Contracting Parly” means any State and regional economic integration organization
comprising the Commission pursuant to Article 4;

“Cooperaling non-Contracting Party” means a Member or Associate Member of the
Organization and such non-member States as are members of the United Nations or any of
its specialized agencies oot formally associated as a Conttacting Party with the
Commission which abides by measures referred to in Article 8(b);

“fishing” means searching for, attracting, {ocating, catching, taking or hdrvcsting of living
marine resources or any activity which can reasonably be expected to result in 'mmcmq,
locating, catching, taking or harvesting of living marine resources;

“fishing capacity” means the maximum amount of fish that could be taken it a fishery or
by a single fishing unit {e.g. a fisher, community, vessel or fleet) over 2 period of time
(e.g. season, year), given the biomass and age structure of the fish stock and the present
state of the technology, in the absence of any regulated catch limitations and if the means
available are fully vsed;

“fishing effort® means the amount of fishing gear of a specific type used on the fishing
grounds over a given unit of time (c.g. hours trawled per day, number of hooks set per day
or number of hauls of a beach seine per day}); when lwo or more kinds of gear are used,
the respective efforts must be adjusted to some standard type before being added;




i) “fishing related activities” means any operation in support of, or in preparation for fishing
activities, including landing, packeging, processing, transshipping or transporting of fish,
as well as provisioning of personnel, fuel, gear and other supplies;

j) “illegal, unreported and unregulated fishing” refers to the activities set out in paragraph 3
of the 2001 FAO International Plan of Action 1o Prevent, Deter and Eliminate Blegal,
Unreported and Unregulated Fishing;

k) “maximum sustainable yield” means the highest theoretical equilibrium yicld that can be
continuously taken (on average) from a stock under existing (average) environmental
conditions without affecting the reproduction process;

1) “straddiing stocks™ means stocks which occur both within the exclusive economic zones
and in areas beyond and adjacent to the exclusive economic zones; and

m) “vessel” means any vessel, ship of another 1ype or boal used for, equipped to be used for,
or intended to be used for fishing or fishing related activities.

Article 2: Obiective

3. The Contracling-Parties-hereby-establish-within the framework-of the Constitution-of the.Food and::
Agriculture Organization (hereinafler referred to as “the Organization™) a Commission o be known
as the General Fisheries Commission for the Mediterranean (hereinafier referred lo as "the .
Cominission”), for the purpose of exercising the functions and discharging the responsibilities szt
o in this Agreement.

The objective of the Agreement is to ensure the conservation and sustainable use, at the biological,
social. cconomic and environmental level, of living marine resources, as well as the sustainable
development of aquacuiture in the area of application.

3. The headquarters of the Commission shall be in Rome, ltaly.

Arficle 3: Area of appiication

I. The geopraphical arca of application of this Agreement comprises all marine waters ol the
Medjterranean Sea and the Black Sea,

2. Nothing in this Agreement, nor any act or activity carried out in pursunnce of this Agreement, shall
constituie recognition of claims or positions of any Contracting Party concerning legal status and
extent of watess and zones by any such Contracting Party,

Article 4; Membership

], Membership in the Commission shall bt open to Members and Associate Members of the
Organization and such non-member States as are members of the United Nations or any of its
specialized agencies, :

a) that are:

i) coastal States or Associate Members sitvated wholly or partly within the area of
appiication;



it) States or Associate Members whose vessels engage in fishing, or intend 1o conduct
fishing, in the area of application {or stocks covered by this Agreement; or

iiiyregional cconomic integration organizations of which any State referred 10 in
subparageaphs (i), or {ii)-above is a member and to which that State has transferred
competence over matters within the purview of this Agreement;

b) and that accept this Agreement in accordance with the provisions of Article 23 below.

2. For the purposes of this Agreement, the term “whose vessels” in relation 10 2 Contracting Parly
regional economic integration organization means the vessels of a Member State of such
Contracting Party regional economic integration organization.

Article 5; General princinies

In giving effect to the objective of this Agreement, the Commission shall:

a) adopt recommendstions on conservation and management measures aimed at ensuring the
Jong-term sustainability of fishing activities, in order to preserve the marine Jiving resolirees,
the economic and social viability of fisheries and aquaculture; in adopting such

’ w Commission shall give pacticular atlention to measures 1o prevent -

¥ mize-discards. The Commission shall_also pay particular attention:to.thg:x.:

potential impacts on small-scale fisheries and local communities; -

b) formulate, in nccordance with Article 8(b), appropriate measures based on the best scientific
advice available, laking into account relevant environmental, economic and social factors;

apply the precavtionary approach in accordance with the 1995 Agreement and the Code of
Conduct for Responsible Fisheries;

d) consider aguaculture, including culiure-based fisheries, as a means o promole the
diversification of income and diet and, in so doing, ensure that fiving marine resources are’
used responsibly, that genetic diversity is conserved and adverse impacis on the environment
and local communities are minimized;

¢) foster, as appropriate, a subregional approach to fisheries management and aquaculiure
development in order to better address the specificities of the Mediterranean and the Black
Sea;

f) take the appropriate measures 10 ensure compliance with its recommendations to deier and
eradicate illegal, unreported and unregulated fishing activities;

g) promote transparency in its decision-making processes and other activities; and

h) carry out such other relevant aclivities as may be necessary for the Commission to achieve iis
principles as defined above.

Article 6; The Commission

{. Each Contracting Party shall be represented at sessions of the Commission by one delegate, who
may be accompanied by an alternate and by experts and advisers. Participation in meetings of the
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Commission by alternates, experts. and advisers shall not eatail the right to vole, except in the case
of an alternate who is acting in the place of a delegate during his absence.

Subject 1o paragraph 3, cach Coutracting Party shall have one vote. Decisions of 1he Commission
shall be laken by a majority of the votes casl, except as otherwise provided by this Agreement. A
majority of the total membership of the Commission shal constitute a quorum.

A regional economic integration organization that is a Contracting Party to the Commission shall -
be entitied o exercise, in any meeting of the Commission or of any subsidiary body of the
Commission, 8 number of votes equal 3o the number of its Member States that are entitled to vote
in such meeting,

A regional economic integration organization that is @ Contracting Party to the Commission shall
exercise its membership rights on an alternative basis with its Member States that are Contracting -
Parties 1o the Commission in the areas of their respective competence. Whenever a regional
economic integration organization that is a Contracting Party 1o the Commission exercises its right
10 voie, its Member Siates shall not exercise theirs, and conversely.

Any Contracting Party 1o the Commission may request a regional economic . integration
organization that is a Contracting Party to the Commission or its Member States that are
Contracting Parties to the Commission to provide information as 1o which, as betwegn the
Contracling Party regional cconomic integration organization and its Member States, has

he Member States concerned shall provide this information on such request.

the Commission from making a single declaration for the purposes of this paragraph, which-
declaration shall remain in force for questions and agenda items 10 be considered at all subsequent
meetings subject 1o such exceptions or modifications as may be indicated before any individual
meeting,

In cases where an agenda item covers both malters in respect of which competence has been
transferred o the regional economic integration organization and matters which Jie wilhin the
competence of its Member States, both the regional economic integration organization and its
Member States may participate in the discussions. In such cases the meeting, in arri¥ing at its
decisions, shall take into account only the intervention of the Contracting Party which has the right
to vote,

For the purpose of determining & quorum of any meeting of the Commission, the delegation of a
regional economic integration organization that is a Contracting Party to the Commission shall be
counted 1o the extent that it is entitled to vote in the meeting in respect of which the quorum is
sought,

The principle of cost-effectiveness shall apply to the frequency, duration and scheduling of sessions

-and other meetings and activities held under the auspices of the Commission,




Article 7: The Bureau

The Commission shall elect a Chairperson and two Vice-Chairpersons by a two-third majority. The
three shall constitute the Bureau of the Commission which will operate in accordance with the terms
of reference set owt in the Rules of Procedure.

Article 8: Funciions of the Commission

In sccordance with its objectives and general principles, the Commission shall exercise the following
functions:

a) regularly review and assess the state of Hiving marine resources;

b) formulate and recommend, in accordance with the provisions of Article 13, appropnme
measures, including: ;

v} o ensure, i possible through electronic means, the collection, submission, verification,
storing and dissemination of data and information, consistent with relevant data
confidentiality policies and requirements;

vi)1o take action to prevent, deter and eliminate iliegal, unreporied and unregulated fishing,
including mechanisms for effective monitoring, control and surveillance,;

vii) to resolve situations of non-compliance, including through an appropriate system of
measures, The Commission shall define this sysiem of measures and the way to
implement them in its Rules of Procedure;

t) promote the sustainable development of aquaculture;

d)  repularly review the socioeconomic aspects of the fishing industry, including by obtaining
and evaluating economic and other data and information relevant to the work of the
Commission;

e) promote the development of institutional capacity and buman resources, particularly
through education, training and vocational activities in arcas of competence of the
Commission;




f)  enhance communication and consubtation with civil society concerned with aquaculture and
fishing; :

g) encourage, recommend, coordinale and, undertake rescarch and development activities,
including cooperative projects in the areas of fisheries and the protection of living marine
resources;

h) adopt and amend, by a two-thirds majority of its membership, its Rules of Procedure and
Financial Repulations and such other internal administrative regulations as may be
necessary (o carry out its functions;

i) approve ils budget and programme of work and exercise any other function as may be -
necessary for achieving the objective of this Agreement,

the Chairperson of the Commission at such times and places as are determined by the Chairperson
in consultation with the Directlor-General of the Organization, as appropriate,

. The establishment by the Commission of subsidiary bodies and working parties referred to in

paragraph 1 above shall be subject to the availability of necessary funds and, before taking any
decision involving expenditure, the Commission shall have before it a report from the Executive
Secretary on administrative and financial implications.

. Each Contracting Pariy shall be entitled 1o appoint one representative to any subsidiary body and

working party, who at sessions may be accompanied by alternates, experis and advisers.

. Contracting Parties shall provide available information relevant 1o the functioning of cach

subsidiary body and working party in such a way as to enable them to fulfil their responsibilities.

Article 10: The Secrctariat

. The Secretarial shall be composed of the Executive Seerctary and such staff serving the -

Commission. The Exceutive Secretary and the staffl of the Secretariat shall be appointed and
governed in accordance with the terms, conditions and procedures Jaid down in the Administrative
Manual, Staff Regulations and Stafl’ Rujes of the Organization, as generally applicable to other
staff members of the Organization.

The Executive Secretary of the Commission shall be appoined by the Director-General with the
approval of the Commission, or in the event of appointment between regular sessions of the
Comimission, with the approval of the Contracting Parties.




3. The Executive Secretary shall be responsible for monitoring the implementation of the policies and
activities of the Commission and shall report thereon to the Commission, according to the terms of
reference set out in the Rules of Procedure, The Executive Secretary shall also act as Execulive
Sceretary to other subsidiary bodies established by the Commission, s required.

Article 11 Financial arrangements

1. At each regular session, the Commission shall adopt its autonomous budget for three years, which
may be reviewed on a yearly basis at the regular session. The budget will be adopted by consensus
of its Contracting Parties, provided however that if, after every effort has been made, a consensus
rannot be reached in the course of that session, the matter will be put to a vote and the budget shall
be adopted by @ two-thirds majority of its Contracting Parties.

Each Contracting Party shall undertake 1o contribute annually its share of the autonomous budget
based on the scale of contributions determined in accordance with a scheme which the Commission
shall adopt or amend by consensus. The scheme shall be set out in the Financial Regulations.

3. Any non-member of the Organization that becomes a Contracling Party shall be required to make
such contribution towards the expenses incurred by the Organization with respect to the stlVl(lcs
of the Commission as the Commission may determine. : ;

The Commission may also accept voluntary contributions generally or in connection with specilic
projects or activities of the Commission which shall be exccuted by the Secretariat. Voluntary |
contributions, donations and other forms of assistance received shall be paid into a trust fund 10 be
-established and administrated by the Organization in contormny with the Financial Regulations and
Rules of the Organization.

6. A Comtracting Party which is in arrears in the payment of its {inancial contributions (o the
Commission shall have no vote in the Commission if the amount of its arrears equals or exceeds
the nmount of the contributions due from it for the two preceding calendar years, The Commission
may, nevertheless, permit such a Contracting Party to vote if it is satisfied that the failure to pay
was due to conditions beyond the control of the Contracting Party but in no case shall it extend the
right W vote beyond a further two calendar years.

Article 12: Expenses

The expenses of the Secretariat, including publications and communications and the expenses
incurred by the Chairperson and Vice-Chairpersons of the Commission, when performing duties on
behalf of the Commission between sessions of the Commission, shall be determined and paid from _
the budge! of the Commission.

The expenses of research and development projects undertaken by individual Contracting Parties,
whether independently or upon recommendation of the Commission, shall be determined and paid
by the Contracting Parties concerned.

3. The expenses incurred in connection with cooperative research or development projects
undentaken, unless otherwise available, shall be determined and paid by the Contracting Paries in
the form and proportion to which they shall mutually agree. ’

4. The expenses of experts invited to attend meetings of the Commission and its subsidiary bodies in
their individual capacity shall be borne by the budget of the Commission.
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3. The expenses of the Commission shall be paid out of its awtonomous budget except those relating
to such staff and facilities as can be made available by the Organization. The expenses to be bormge
by the Organization shall be determined and paid within the limits of the biennial budge1 prepared
by the Director-General and approved by the Conference of the Organization in accordance with
the Financial Regulations and Rules of the Organization.

6. Expenses incarred by deiepates, their alternates, experts and advisers when attending, as
government representatives, sessions of the Commission and its subsidiary bodies, as well as the
expenses incurred by observers al sessions, shall be borne by the respective governmeats or
organizations. In recognition of the special requirements of developing States Contracting Parties,
according to Article 17 and subject to the availability of funds, the expenses could be borne by the
budget of the Commission.

Artiele 13: Decision making

. The recommendations referred to in Article 8(b), shall be adopted by a two-thirds majority of the

3. Any Conmiracting Party of the Commission may, within one hundred and twenty days from the date
of notification of a recommendation, object 10 it and, in that event, shall not be under obligation to
give effect to that recommendation. The objection should include a writien cxplanation of reasons
for objecting, and where appropriate, proposals for aliernative measures, In the event of an
objection being made within the one hundred and twenty days period, any other Contracting Party
may similarly object at any ime within a further period of sixty days. A Contracting Paﬁ} ma;
also, at any time, withdraw its objection and give effect to a recommendation.

4. If objections 10 a recommendation are made by more than one-third of the Conracting Parties of
the Commission, the other Contracting Parties shall be relieved forthwith of any obligation to give
effect 10 that recommendation; nevertheless any or all of them may agree among themselves o give
effect to it

. 5. The Executive Secretary shall promptly notify each Contracting Party immediately upon u,cupx of
ench objection or withdrawal of objection.

6. In exceptional circumstances, when required by a Contracting Party as determined by the Executive
Seeretary in consultation with the Chairperson, if urgent matiers require Contracting Parties 1o take
decisions between sessions of the Commission any rapid means of communication, including
electronic means of communication, may be used for decision-making with respect to procedural
and administrative matters of the Commission only, including any of its subsidiary bodies, other
than matiers relating 1o the interpretation of und the adoption of amendments 1o the Agreement or
its Ruldes of Procedure,

Article 14: Obligations reluting to the implementation of decigions by the Contracting
Parties

1. Subject to the provisions of this Article, the Centracting Parties of the Commission undertake to
give effect w0 any recommendations made by the Commission under Article 8(b), [rom the date
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determined by the Commission, which shall not be before the period for objection provided for in
Article 13 has clapsed.

. Each Contracting Party shall transpose, as appropnmc. adopted recommendations inte national
laws, rcg,ulauons or appropriate legal instruments of the regional economic integration
organization. They shall report annually to the Commission indicating how they have implemented
and/or transposed the recommendations, including providing such relevant legislative documents in
connection with these recommendations as may be required by the Commission and information onr
the monitoring and control of their fisheries. The Commission shall use this information to assess
whether the recommendations are uniformly implemented,

3. Each Contracting Party shall take measures and cooperate 10 ensure that their duties as flag States
and port States are fulfilled in accordance with relevant international instruments to which it is a
party and with recommendations adopted by the Commission,

4. The Commission, through a process leading to the identification of cases of non-compliance, wil
address Contracting Parties which fail 1o comply with recommendations adopted by the
Commission with a view to resolving situations of non-compliance.

The Commission shall define through its Rules of Procedure appropriate measures which mgy be
taken by the Commission when Contracting Parties are identified as being in proionged and
unjustified non-compliance with its recommendations. ¥

Article 17: Recognilion of the specinl requirements of developing States Contracting Parties

I. The Commission shall give full recognition to the special requirements of developing States
Conwracting Parties to this Agreement, in accordance wilii relevant provisions in the 1995
Agreement,

2. The Contracting Parties may cooperate, cither directly or through the Commission, for the purposes
set out in this Agreement and provide assistance for idemified needs.

|, The Commission, through the Seeretarial, may invite non-Contracting Parties whose vessels
engage in fishing in the arer of spplication, with particular reference 10 coastal States, to cooperate
fully in the implementation of its recommendations, including by becoming cooperating non-
Contracting Parties. The Commission may accept by consensus of s Contracting Paries any
application for granting cooperating non-Contracting Party status provided however that i, after
every effort has been made, a consensus cannot be reached, the matter will be put to a vote and the
vooperating non-Contracting Party status will be granted by a two-thirds majority of its Contracting
Partics.

The Commission, through the Secretariat, shall exchange information with respect o vessels
engaged in fishing or fishing related activities in the Agreement area that are flying the flags of
non-Contracting Parties to this Agreement and identify and address, as appropriate, including
through the application of sanctions, consistent with inlernational law, which shall be defined in the
Rules of Procedure, cases of activities by non-Contracting Parties adversely affecting the objective
of the Agreement.

Parties under the 1982 Convention or the 1995 Agreement.

Article 21 Dfficial languages of the Commission

The official languages of the Commission shall be such official languages of the Organization as the
Commission itself may decide. The delegations may use any one of these languages at sessions and far
their reports and communications. The use of official languages for simultaneous interpretation and
translation of documents in the statutory sessions of the Commission shall be specified in the Rules of
Procedure,

Article 22: Amendments

3. Amendments to this Agreement shall be reporied to the Council of the Organization which shall
have the power to disallow any amendment which it finds 10 be inconsistent with the objectives and
purposes of the Organization or the provisions of the Coastitution of the Organization. if the
Council of the Organization considers il desirable, it may refer the amendment to the Conference of -
the Organization which shall have the same power.

4. Acceptance of this Agreement by any Member or Associate Member of the Organization shall be
effected by the deposit of an instrument of acceptance with the Director-General of the
Organization and shall take effect on receipt of such instrumeny by the Director-General,
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5. Acceptance of this Agreement by non-members of the Organization shall be effecied by the deposit
of an instrument of ncceptance with the Director-General of the Organization. Membership shall
become effective on the date on which the Commission approves the application for membership,
in conformity with the provisions of paragraph 2 of this Articie.

6. The Director-General of the Orgonization shall inform all Coutracting Parties of the Commission, -
all Members of the Organization and the Secrclary-General of the United Nations of all
acceptances that have become effective.

7. Acceptance of this Agreement by non-Contracling Parties may be made subject Lo reservations
which shall become cffective only upor approval by two thirds of the Contracting Parties.
Contracting Parlies whose relevant competent authorities have not replied within three months
from the date of the notification shall be deemed to have accepted the reservation. Failing such
approval, the nation or regional cconomic integration organization making the reservation shall not
become a party to this Agreement. The Director-General of the Organization shall notify forthwith
ali Contracting Partics of any reservations.

This Agreement shall enter into force as from the date of receipt of the {ifth instrument of acceptance.

Article 25: Reservatins

1. Acceptance of this Agreement may be made subject to reservations, which shall not be
incompatible with the objectives of the Agreement and shall be made in accordance with the
general rules of public international law as reflected in the provisions of Part 11, Section 2 of the
Vienna Convention on the Law of Treaties of 1969.

The Commission shall regularly assess if a reservation may create issues of non-compliance with
the recommendations adopted under Article 8(b) and may consider appropriate measures, as
foreseen in its Rules of Procedures.

Article 26: Withdrawsl

1. Any Contracting Pariy may withdraw from this Agreement at any time afier the expiration of two -
years from the date upon which the Agreement entered into force with respect to that Contracting
Party, by giving written notice af such withdrawal to the Director-General of the Organization, who
shall immediately inform all the Contracting Parties and the Members of the Organization of such
withdrawal. Notice of withdrawal shall become cffective three months from the date of its receipt
by the Director-General of the Organization.

2. A Contracting Party may give notice of withdrawal with respect 1o one or more of the territorics for
the international relations of which it is responsible. When a Contracting Party gives notice of itg
own withdrawal from the Commission it shall siate to which territory or territories the withdrawal
is to apply. In the absence of such a declaration, the withdrawal shall be deemed 1o apply to all the
territories for the international relations of which the Contracting Party is responsible, with the
exception of Associate Members.

3. Any Contracting Party that gives notice of withdrawal from the Organization shall be deemed to
have simultancously withdrawn from the Commission, and this withdrawal shall be deemed to
apply 10 all the territories for the international relations of which the Contracting Party concerned is
responsible, except that such withdrawal shall not be deemed 10 apply 10 an Associate Member.
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Article 27: Termination

This Agreement shall be automatically terminated if and when, as the result of withdrawals, the
number of Contracting Partics drops below five, unless the remaining Contracting Parties upanimously
decide otherwise.

Article 28: Certilicalion and repistration

The text of this Agreement was originally formulated at Rome on the 24™ day of September one
thousand nine hundred and forty-nine in the French language. Two copies in the Arabic, Enplish,
French and Spanish languages of this Agreement and of any amendments (o this Agreement shall be
certified by the Chairperson of the Commission and by the Director-General of the Organization. One
of these copies shall be deposited in the archives of the Organization. The other copy shall be
transmitted to the Secretary-General of the United Nations for registration. I addition, the Diggctor-
General shall certify copies of this Agreement and transmit one copy io each member of the
Organization and to such non-member of the Organization that are or may become Contracting Parties .

6. The_award of the arbitral tribunal shall be final and binding on Contracting Parties to the
dispute and on any. Contracting Party which intervenes in the proceedings and shall be
complied with without delay. The arbitral tribunal shall interpret the award at the request of
one of the Contracting Parties to the dispute or of any intervening Contracting Party,

7. Uniess the arbitral tribunal determines otherwise because of the particular circumstances of the |
case, the expenses of the tribunal, including the remuneration of its members. shall be horne
by the Contracting Parties to the dispute in equal shares,
