Memorandum of Understanding
On Sport Cooperation

Between
The Ministry of Youth and Sports of the Republic of Iraq
And

The Ministry of Culture and Sports of the Hellenic Republic

The Ministry of Youth and Sports of the Republic of Iraq and The Ministry of Culture
and Sports of the Hellenic Republic (thereinafter referred to as the Parties) jointly agree
on the following Memorandum of Understanding on Sport cooperation between the two

countries:
Article (1)

The Parties express their wish to promote good relations between the Hellenic Republic-
and the Republic of Iraq especially in whatever relates to sport cooperation. Final aim
would be the improvement of the relations of cooperation and friendship between the two

countries.
The Parties agree to promote their sport relations to the highest possible level.

The Parties express their belief that bilateral sport cooperation should be continued and
upgraded as well as that it would be beneficial to work together on international issues of
mutual and multilateral sport interest and to coordinate their positions on these issues
before international sport bodies or organizations.

Article (2)

The Parties will enhance their cooperation by underlining the value of the Olympic
Games as a unique international cultural event, over the millennia, by fostering the values
of competition, solidarity and friendship among peoples and by expressing their intention
to preserve the Olympic Games as an International sport event of ‘clear conscience’.

The Parties shall strengthen the institutions of the Olympic Games, by working together
towards the formulation and support of proposals relating to the Olympic Truce, which
will be submitted to the organisers of the Olympic Games 2016 and 2020 and of
subsequent Olympic Games. The Parties will make all appropriate efforts for the revival
of the Olympic Truce and for its establishment in the collective conscience of Mankind.
The Parties will enhance their cooperation within the institutions of the U.N. system in
order to solidify the recognition of the values of Olympic Truce and its worldwide



implementation. The Parties will make all appropriate efforts in order that the Olympic
Truce becomes an effective tool to pave the way for the termination of global conflicts.

Article (3)
A. The Parties will cooperate: I. In the exchange of sport executives, experts, trainers -
and athletes promoting the transfer of knowledge in the organization of major
sport events (notably Olympic Games, Special Olympics, World Championships,
etc.). II. In experts and sport scientists participation in seminars and conferences.
IIL. In the exchange of specific information concerning sport technology. IV. By
exchanging views regarding the use and exploitation of the sport venues. V. In the
field of sports medicine. VL. In exchanging ideas in the fight against doping in
sport and match fixing. VIL In the fight against violence — especially in sports
stadia. VIII. In the consolidation and further improvement of the position that
women have earned in Sport. [X. In finding ways of facing illegal betting.
B. The Parties will give special attention to the exchanges of knowledge and
experience in relation to issues such as Good Governance in Sport and Fair Play.

The exchange between the two countries will be performed under the condition of
reciprocity.

The exchanges-will be confirmed thirty (30) days before, between the sport authorities of
the two countries through diplomatic contacts.

Article (4)

Exchanges between the sport delegations of the two countries will be realized according
to the following financial conditions:

1. The visiting country will cover travel expenses to and from the capital of the host

country.
2. The host country will cover full board accommodation and local transportation

(including transport from and to the airport or the port, train or station) of the
delegation of the visiting country.

3. The host country will offer full medical cover of high standard in case of
emergency. :

4. The host country will provide an interpreter who will have an adequate
knowledge of both languages of the parties.

Article (5)

A Program -of Sport Exchanges renewed annually will be an Annex to the present
Memorandum of Understanding. The program includes specific sport exchanges and is
based on proposals initiated by the Sport federations of the two countries. The Parties
intervene in order to facilitate and support the realization of the proposals set in the
program of Sport Exchanges.



In the last trimester of each year of the implementation -of the Memorandum of -
Understanding, the Parties will exchange proposals for the Program of Sport Exchanges
of the following year.

Article (6)

Special attention will be given to the evaluation of sport cooperation. Anyone, who has
benefited by sport exchanges would be systematically asked to submit a report. Its
evaluation would be made by the Sport authorities of the.two countries, aiming at
continuously improving the sport cooperation between the two Parties.

Article (7)

Any dispute arising from the interpretation or implementation of the present
Memorandum of Understanding shall be settled between the Parties through diplomatic
channels. : -

Article (8)

This Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force on-the date of the last
notification by which the Parties inform each other in writing, through diplomatic
channels, of the completion of their relevant internal procedures for its entry into force..
This Memorandum of Understanding shall remain in force for a period of two (2) years
from the date of its entry into force and will be renewed automatically for subsequent
periods of two (2) years, unless either Party notifies the other, in writing, through
diplomatic channels, of its wish to terminate it. In such a case, the Memorandum of
Understanding shall cease to be in force six (6) months after the date of the notification of

termination.

Done in Baghdad on 11" November, 2015 in two originals, each in the Arabic, Greek
and English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of divergence of
interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
