Recognizing that exchange and co operatlon in the ﬂeld of culture will
contribute to achieve better understandlng of the cultures and societies of the

two co'untrres

Stressing the important role of cultural dialogue in strengthening and
consolidating their bilateral relations,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The Two Parties shall promote the achievement to better understanding as
well as deeper awareness of both the artistic and cultural features of their
two peoples through the exchange of cultural activities and experts.

Article 2

The Two Parties shall promote their co- operatlon in the cultural field and
their participation in seminars, events, exhibitions, corfferences, meetings,
book fairs, cinema festivals, and any other events held in any of the two

countries.



The Two Parties may conduct coordinating deliberations on cultural issues
during their participation in international conferences and meetings.

Article 3 o -
For the purpose of mutual understanding of the culture of each other,

the two Parties shall encourage the co-operation of their competent
authorities in the field of cultural Heritage.

The Two Parties shall form a joint committee consisting of representatives
of each Party. The joint committee will be entrusted with the implementation
of the articles of this Agreement, study and examine any issues related to its
implementation. The meeting of this committee shall alternatively be held in
both countries, while the dates and venues will be agreed upon through
diplomatic channels.

Article 8

Each Party shall bear the travel costs of its delegations visiting the other
country. The host Party shall provide accommodation, transport and medical
care according to the legislations related to such cases. ,

The delegating Party shall bear the cost of international freight of its
books, art exhibitions and other technical requirements for cultural activities
a5 well as the insurance costs of its paintings, historical coins, antiquities and



other artistic materials. The host Party will provide lnland transportation and
ensure safety arrangements for these materlals during the exhibition period.
