AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF MONTENEGRO

ON SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNOLOGICAL COOPERATION

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of
Montenegro, hereinafter referred to as "The Contracting Parties”,

Convinced that bilateral cooperation in the field of science and technology
shall strengthen friendly relations and understanding between the Hellenic
Republic and Montenegro,

Aware of the importance of bilateral scientific and technological
cooperation for the improvement of economic and social development of
the two countries, have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The Contracting Parties shall contribute to the development of bilateral
scientific and technological cooperation on the basis of mutual benefit and
equality, in accordance with the provisions of the present Agreement,
national laws and regulations of each Party, and regulations of
international organizations, of which any of the Contracting Parties is a
member.

Article 2

The scientific — technological cooperation, between scientific institutions
and economic and other entities of the Contracting Parties, will be
realized through:

a) scientific-technological and development programs and projects, in
mutually agreed fields;

b) exchange of scientists, researchers and experts;

¢)exchange of scientific and technological information and documentation;
d) approval of temporary use of facilities, scientific equipment and
consumable materials, necessary for conducting cooperation,;

e) organization of joint scientific conferences, symposia, seminars,
workshops, exhibitions,
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f) setting up of joint scientific research centres and temporary scientific
and research groups, _ '

g) other forms of scientific and technological cooperation, mutually agreed
upon by the Contracting Parties.

Besides the above, the Contracting parties shall in the best possible way,
encourage technology exchange between economic and other entities,
including technical cooperation as well.

Article 3

The Contracting Parties shall encourage and support cooperation and
participation in multilateral and regional scientific and technological, and
development programs and projects.

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the exchange of information
about their respective priorities, in the framework of scientific and
technological cooperation at European and regional levels and stimulate
their scientific-research institutions to participate together to the joint calls
intended for the region.

Article 4

Scientists, researchers, experts and institutions from other countries or
international organisations may be invited, upon consent of both
Contracting Parties, to participate in activities carried out under the
present Agreement, for both, financing and realization of programs and
projects, which result from the cooperation under the present Agreement.

The cost of such cooperation shall normally be borne by such third party,
unless the Contracting Parties agree otherwise in writing.

Article 5

Exploitation of the intellectual property rights, arising from the cooperation
activities under the present Agreement, shall be regulated through
agreements on implementation between the participating organisations,
which ensure proper and efficient protection of the intellectual property
rights, according to the national legislation of the two Parties and
international conventions in the field of intellectual property rights, whose
members are the Contracting Parties.

Article 6

Scientific and technological results, i.e. scientific inventions arising from
the cooperation activities under the present Agreement, which do not fall
under the industrial property rights and do not contain data which are,
according to the national legislation of each Contracting Party, subject to
confidentiality, shall not be made known to any third party, without prior

Hio
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consent of both parties in writing, unless the participating organizations for
each project agree otherwise in writing.

Article 7

The competent authorities for implementation of the provisions of this
Agreement are: for the Hellenic Republic — General Secretariat for
Research and Technology of the Ministry of Culture, Education and
Religious Affairs and for Montenegro — Ministry of Science.

Article 8

For the purpose of implementation of the present Agreement, a Joint
Commission for scientific and technological cooperation is hereby
established (hereinafter. the Joint Commission), composed of an equal
number of representatives and experts from each Contracting Party, to be
appointed by the competent authorities of article 7.

The work of the Joint Commission shall be based on creating
organisational and financial conditions for provision of scientific-
technological cooperation. The Joint Commission shall propose,
harmonize and monitor the implementation of joint programs of scientific-
technological cooperation.

The Joint Commission shall adopt cooperation programs for a two-year
period, monitor their implementation and, shall the need occur, propose
concrete measures for the fulfiiment of the cooperation results.

The Joint Commission shall meet every 2 (iwo) years, alternatively in the
Hellenic Republic and Montenegro, or more often if the need arises, upon
request of one of the Contracting Parties.

Article 9

The provisions of this Agreement shall not, under any circumstances,
affect the rights and obligations that the Contracting Parties have
undertaken under existing bilateral or multilateral agreements or under
agreements that each of them may conclude in the future.

Article 10

The present Agreement shall remain into force for a period of five years.
The Agreement shall be automatically renewed for successive five-year
periods, unless one Contracting Party notifies the other in writing through
diplomatic channels of its intention to terminate the Agreement at least six

months prior to the expiration of the initial or any subsequent period of
validity.
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The provisions of this Agreement may be amended at any time by mutual
written agreement of the Contracting Parties. Any such amendment shall
enter into force in accordance with the procedure of article 12 of the
present Agreement.

The amendments or termination of the present Agreement shall not affect
the projects or programmes that have been undertaken under the present
Agreement but not completed at the day of the entry into force of the
amendments or of the termination.

Article 11

Any divergences relating to the interpretation or implementation of the
present Agreement shall be settled through consultations within the Joint
Commission, or between the competent authorities of the Contracting
Parties.

Article 12

The present Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the receipt of
the last written notification, through diplomatic channels, by either
Contracting Party, about the completion of the internal legal procedures
required for the entry into force of the Agreement.
