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AGREENENT BETWEEN
THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE REPUBLIC OF PERU
ON THE PREVENTION OF THEFT, ILLEGAL EXCAVATION AND ILLEGAL
IMPORT, EXPORT, TRANSIT OR TRANSFER OF OWNERSHIP OF
CULTURAL PROPERTY AND ON PROMOTING THE RESTITUTION
THEREQF TO THEIR COUNTRY OF ORIGIN

The Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Peru, hereinafter referred to as 'the
Parties’

RECOGNIZING that the cuitural heritage of each country is unique and
specific to each nation, and as such should be protected adequately;

EMPHASIZING that cocperation between the Parties shall contribute to the

conservation and preservation of the cultural heritage of both nations and the
cultural heritage of mankind;

RECOGNIZING the importance of the principles and rules set forth in the
"Convention on the Means of Prohibiting and Prevenling the Miicit Import.
Export and Transfer of Ownership of Cultural property’ (UNESCO. 1970), the
“Convention Concerming (he Proteciion of the World Cultural and Natural
Hentage (UNESCO, 1972). and the "UNIDROIT Convention on stolen or
Hlegally exported cultural objects™ (1995), of which boih nations are
contracting Farties and wishing to facilitate and promote the application of the
said Conventions in their bilateral relations:

CONSIDERING the text of the Recommendation of Ancient Olympia, adopied
in the framework of the 3" international Conference of Experts on the Return
of Cultural Praperty, in which both Parties have actively participated,

STRESSING that illegal excavation and illicit import, export, transit or transfer
of ownership of cultural preperty destroy the context and unigue value of the

object and cause serious damage to places of archaeoclogical, historical and
culturat importance;

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT that cooperation between the Parties in the field of
prevention of theft. illegal excavaton and illicit import. export, transit or
transfer of ownership of cultural property and the promotion of its restitution or
return are an effective means of strengthening the identity of each nation;

Have agreed the foliowing
Articie |

. The Parties shall assist each other to locate and recover cultural property
which has Dbeen stolen, ilfegally excavated or illegally exported from the
territory of the Parties, in accordance with their laws, international conventions
and agreements that are in foree for the Parties.
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2. The request for recovery and return of culturat property shall be made
through diplomatic channals and shall include the necessary documentation
identifying them as belonging to the culturai heritage of the requesting Party.

3. Both Parties shall prevent the entry of cultural property to their respective
terntories without the relevant export permission, issued by the competent
cultural authonty of each Party. Such objects without this autharization will be

confiscated and this action will be notified o the other Party through
diplomatic channels.

Article 1

The Parlies, bearing in mind Articie 1 of the 1970 UNESCO Convention on
the Means of Prohibiting and Preventing the lilicit Import. Export and Transfer
of Ownership of Cultural Property. regard as cultural property, among others,
archaeclogical, paleonlological, artistic, historical and  cultural objects
belonging o ther cultural patrimony. Annex | includes the reference list of
cultural property defined by Peruvian law. Annex |l contains the reference list
of cuitural property defined by Greek law (and in particular law 3028/2002 and
law 3658/2008). Both attachments are part of this Agreement.

Articie [l

1 The Parties shall exchange information on cases or incidents of theft, illegal
excavation and Hlicit import, export, transtt or transfer of ownership and also of
seizures, auctions and sales of cultural property of interest to the other Party.

2. The Parties shall provide each other with information on their services and
natonal administrations, including the police and custom authorities,

regarding illicit traffic of cultural property, m accordance with their national
legislation

3. The Parties shall disseminate alf mformation relating to cultural property
that has been slolen or smuggled lo their respective customs authorities and
police forces n perts. airports and borders to facilitate the identification and
implementation of appropriate preventive and resirictive measures,

4 The Parties shall seek and strengthen exchanges and personnel training
regularly in the field of prevention of illegal circulation, restitution and return of
cullural property to their countries of crigin. This training shall indicativaly
include: aspacts of the markets of culiural property, import and export of
cultural property. drafting legislation and regulations, collection of information
and coordination in international matters. These exchange activities and
persennei traming will be subject to the availability of resources of the
participating institutions.
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Article IV

1. The cultural, paleontological, archaeological, artistic and historical
property that is recovered and returned under the provisions of this
Agreement shail be exempt from taxes and customs duties.

2 The Requesting Party must finance the expenses involved in the
recovery and restitution of cultural, paleantological, archaeoclogical, artistic

and histoncal propery, under this Agreement, under the corresponding
budget specifications

Article V

This Agreement may be amended by mutual consent between the Parties, at
the request of either of them. The amendment should follow the same legal
procedures established in Adicle VI, regarding the entry into force of this

Agreement. The proposed amendments shall be communicated through
diplomatic channels.

Article Vi

In the event of any controversy regarding the interpretation or application of
the matlers covered by this Agreement, the Parties shall resoive them through
consuliations. through the diplomatic channels.

Article Vi

This Agreement is concluded for an indefinite period, unless one of the
Parties notifies the other in writing six (6) months in advance of its intention to
terminate it. This notification shall become effective and the Agreement shall
cease to be in force six (6) months after the receipt of the notification.

Article VI

This Agreement shalt enfer into force thirty (30) days from the date of receipt
of the last written notification by which one Party notifies the other, through

diplomatic channels. about the completion of their internal legal procedures
required for the entry into force

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DONE in Lima, the 15" day of December 2015, in two originals, each in
Greek, Castilian and English, all texts being equally authentic. In case of
divergence of interpretation, the English text shall prevail,

Reference list of cultural property defined by Peruvian Law

For purposes of this Agreement cultural, paleontological, archagological,
artistic and historic properties shall mean:

. Collections and rare specimens of fauna, flora and minerals, as well asg
specimans of paleontological interest.

Il Property relating to history, including scientific, technological, military,
social and biographical context, as well as those related 1o the lives of
national leaders, thinkers, wise men and artists and events of national
imporiance.

Il Products from archaeclogical excavations and archaeological
discoverigs, regardless of their origin or source.

V. Elements from the dismantling of artistic or historical monuments or
archaeological sites.

V. .Ancient inscriptions, commemorative medals, coins, paper money,
stamps, engravings, artifacts, tcols, weapons and musical instruments
of historic or artistic value.

VIl Property of ariistic interest such as pictures, canvases, paintings,
sculptures and drawings, musical and poetic compositions produced on
any medium and in any material.

Vil Rare manuscripts, incunabula, books, documents, photos,
negatives, daguerreotypes and oid publications of interest for their
historical, artistic, scientific or literary value.

Vil Stamps of philatelic interest, tax stamps and similar stamps,
either singly or in collections.

IX' Manuscripts, phonographic, cinematographic, videographic, digitat
material, cartography, of historical, artistic, scientific or literary interest,
gither singly or in collections.

K. Objects and ornaments of liturgical use, such as chalices, patens,
monstrances, ciborium, candlesticks, banners, incense, vestments and
others, of artistic and/ or historical interest.

Al Objects described above which are submerged in underwater areas of
the country.

XH. Other objects that may have been declared as such or as to
which there is legal presumption to that effect.

Reference list of cultural property defined by Greek law

"Cuitural Objects” means evidence of the existence and of individual and
colieciive creativity of human race;

"Monuments” shall mean cultural objects that are material witnesses,

belonged {o the cuitural heritage of the country and deserve special protection
on the basis of the following distinctions:

"Ancient monuments or antiquities” shall mean all cultural objects
dating from prehistoric, ancient, Byzantine and post Byzantine times up
to 1830. Archaeological monuments shall also inciude caves and

paleontological remains for which there is evidence that they are
related to human existence.

“Recent monuments” means cultural objects dating from later date

than 1830, which deserve protection due to their historical, artistic or
scientific imporiance.

immovable  monuments” means monuments  which have been

attached and remain on the ground or on the sea bed or on the bed of
lakes or rivers and monuments that have been found on the ground or
on the sea bed or on the bed of lakes or rivers and cannot be remaved
withoul causing damage to their value as testimonies. Immovabie
monuments also include installations, decorative elements and others
that are an integral part of monuments, including their surroundings.

V. "Movable monuments” means monuments that are not immovable.
