Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

The Contracting Parties, within the framework of this Agreement, shall strengthen and
develop cooperation in the field of tourism on mutually equal and profitable terms, as
well as in accordance with the national legislation and their respective international
obligations.

ARTICLE 2

The Contracting Parties shall endeavour to increase tourist traffic between their
countries and shall encourage the cooperation between their enterprises and
organizations operating in the field of tourism.



ARTICLE 3

The Contracting Parties shall promote the exchange of information, publicity and other
promotion materials and shall encourage the participation of their tourist organizations
in tourist fairs, exhibitions, seminars and other tourism promotion events held in the
territory. of the. other Contractmg Party 5 country as well as organizing familiarization

The Contracting Partles shall proceed to the exchange of , nformatlon concermng tourist
statistics and leglslatlon, as well as research on_tourism development and shall
encourage all possible forms- of bllateral cooperatxon, w1fh parncular emphasis on the
exchange of know-how and practlcal expenence between orgamzanons and institutions
of their countries active in the field of touri%m ’

ARTICLE 6

The Contracting Parties shall promote the exchange of information and documentation
in the field of vocational training of personnel employed in the tourism sector, create the
necessary conditions and consider all possible forms of cooperation in that field
including on-the-job training and exchange of students, instructors and experts of their
respective schools. of tourist -professions and the organization of seminars for tourist
officials and professionals. |

ARTICLE 7

Each Contracting Party may establish in the territory of the other Contracting Party a
national tourist information office which will not conduct commercial activities and the
operation of which will be regulated by a specific agreement concluded to that effect



between the Contracting Parties and which will be elaborated by the competent
authorities of the two countries.

ARTICLE 8

The national tourism authorities of the two countries shall develop cooperation within
the framework of the United Natlons World Tounsm Orgamzatlon, as well as of other
mtematmnal orgamzatlons of whlch both are members and wh1ch deal exclusively with

The Contra _artles may ‘invite experts
both from their pubhc and pnvate tourist sectors to ";01pate The Commission's
meetings shall take place in the Hellenic Repubhc::e:and the - Repubhc of Poland
alternately at a time agreed upon by the Contractmg Partie ach meeting shall be
presided over by the Head of the Delegatlon of the country'ln whmh it will take place.

ARTICLE 10

This Agreement shall enter into force upon receipt of the last written notification,
through diplomatic channels, confirming the completion by each Contracting Party of
its relevant internal procedures required for the entry into force of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 11

This Agreement shall remain in force for a period of five (5) years from the date of its
entry into force. It shall thereafter be tacitly renewed, each time for further five-year
periods, unless denounced in writing, through diplomatic channels, by either
‘Contracting Party, at least three (3) months prior to the expiration of the initial or
subsequent five-year period.

The termination of this Agreement shall not, however, affect the completion of projects,
programs and any other initiatives undertaken, under this Agreement and not fully



implemented at the time of the termination, unless otherwise decided by the Contracting
Parties.

ARTICLE 12

Upon entry into force of this Agreement ‘the Agreement concluded on 26 January 1977
between the Greek Natlonal Tourlst Orgamzatxon and the General Committee of the
