MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN -
THE MINISTRY OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND

THE MINISTRY OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS OF THE REPUBLIC OF
BULGARIA

ON GUIDELINES FOR THE EXCHANGE
OF MEMBERS OF THEIR RESPECTIVE DIPLOMATIC SERVICES

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Republic of Bulgaria, wishing to promote the exchange of members of
their respective diplomatic services and to provide guidelines for these exchanges,
expressing their will to make progress in this field within a framework of voluntary
cooperation by signing this Memorandum of Understanding, have agreed on the

following:

1. Purpose of the Memorandum

The pu;pose of this Memorandum is to establish a general framework of cooperation between
the diplomatic services of the two Ministries within which to promote and provide guidelines
for an exchange scheme for members of their respective diplomatic service. The purpose of
these exchanges will be to enhance mutual knowledge and understanding of the work and
policies of the respective diplomatic services of the two Ministries.

2. Extent of cooperation

Exchanges will take place during the EU Presidency of each country. They also may take
place, on other special occasions, between any department of the diplomatic service of the
two Ministries, where prior understanding has been reached on a suitable post or project and
on an appropriate member of their respective diplomatic service.

3. Nature of the exchanges

The members of the diplomatic service of each Ministry selected for the exchange scheme
will have the opportunity to carry out responsible work in the host Ministry, either in a
specific post or on specific projects of value to the host Ministry.



4. Conditions for participation in the exchange s_éhe’ih’e

The members of the diplomatic service of the Ministries selected for participation in the
exchange scheme will have appropriate experience in the field of work to be carried out
within the host Ministry. They will also be fluent in English or have working knowledge of
the official language of the host Ministry.

The rules and regulations of the host Ministry regarding leave, working hours and
confidentiality of information shall also be applicable to the members of the diplomatic
service of the sending Ministry selected to participate in the exchange scheme, who shall be
under the authority of the Head of the Directorate to which they have been assigned under the
same conditions as those applying to the members of the diplomatic service of the host
Ministry. All documents drafted by the participants in the exchange scheme, within the
framework of their work within the host Ministry, shall remain the property of that Ministry.
Participants in the exchange shall have to provide the host Ministry with a security clearance
certificate (UE Confidential) and shall also have valid health and accident insurance.

5. Length of the exchange scheme.

The length of the exchanges will normally be between three months and one year, taking into
account the respective needs of the host Ministry. The two Ministries may mutually agree to
shorten the length of the exchange, in particular in cases of illness of a participant to the
exchange scheme or of breach of its obligations under the present Memorandum. In case of
urgency, the host Ministry may decide to terminate the specific exchange, provided that it
informs the sending Ministry of its decision in writing

6. Cost of the exchange scheme

Members of the diplomatic service of the Ministries participating in an exchange scheme will
be remunerated by the sending Ministry. Remuneration will include any allowances and travel
expenses. The cost of working trips organized by the host Ministry will be paid by the latter.

7. Administration of the exchange schemes

The administration of the exchange schemes will be the mutual responsibility of both
Ministries. The Ministries will consult with each other on the preparation and implementation
of the exchange schemes and will be responsible for the application and interpretation of the
understandings reached with this Memorandum. Any further arrangements regarding
exchanges will be made through diplomatic channels.

8. Entry into force

This Memorandum shall enter into force on the date of the last written notification by which
either Ministry, through diplomatic channels, informs the other about the completion of the
internal legal procedures required for its entry into force. It shall remain in force for an
indefinite period of time, unless terminated by either Ministry with six (6) months prior
written notice to the other Ministry.
