PREAMBLE

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Counc'il of Ministers of the
Republic of Albania, hereinafter referred to as “the Contracting Parties” and
represented by the Ministry of Citizen Protection of the Hellenic Republic and the
Ministry of Interior of the Republic of Albania, _

According to Article 9 of the “Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic
Republic and the Government of the- Republic of Albania, concerning the
cooperation between their Ministries of the Public Order, on matters of their
competence”, signed on July 17, 1992,"|n Athens, hereinafter referred to as “the

Agreement” and aiming at its implementation, have agreéd on the following:



ARTICLE 1

‘The issues of mutual interest, which are set out in the 1% Article of the signed

Agreement, are extended to the following fields as well:

a.

Fight against illegal activities concerning weapons, including biological,
chemical and radiological weapons, ammunition, explosives, nuclear and
radioactive material as well as poiSonous éUbstances.

Fight against illegal immigratidh and - organised crime  networks
involved in the trafficking of illegal immigrants. |
Fight against trafﬁcking in human beings,' especially in women and children,
with & view of their sexual exploitation. o

Fight against the crimes related to human life.

Fight against the crimes related to property. |

Fight against illegal cross-border trafficking and circulation of stolen vehicles,
within the territory of the other Contracting Party.

Search for missing persons and persons who have committed crimes within
the territory of the other Contracting Party, as well as the identification of
corpses.

Fight against juvenile delinquencies.

Fight against cyber-crime.

Fight against the violation of the national IegiSIation concerning copyright.
Fight against the legalization of proceeds (money laundering) deriving from
criminal activities. ‘

Protection of Witnesses, according to the national legislation of the

Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE 2

The co-operation between the two Contracting Parties on the above-mentioned
fields in Article 1, and in Article 1 of the “Agreement”, will also be carried out

through:
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. Exchange of experience on the use of forensic technology, as well as on

methods and means for the criminal investigation of crimes of violence.

. Exchange of information, knowledge and experience on border controls, and

material and technical support of the Passport Control Services, with the

view of preventing illegal entry and illegal immigration.

. Detecting of forged and counterfeited travel documents, in order to prevent

|Ilega| entry and illegal lmmlgratnon

. Exchange of information and experlence concernlng the modus operandi of

all forms of organised crime. -

. Thorough checking and elaboratlon of prowded |nformat|on concernmg the

activity of illegal immigrants, criminal networks as well as prompt

forwarding of requested data for their breaking up and for the tracking down

and committal to justice of the offenders. ‘

. Prompt and direct warning, through appomted pomts of contact at a regional
and central level regarding the mass flow of illegal immigrants at the

borders, so that both Contracting Parties may quickly take the necessary

measures accordingly.

. Exchange of information for the prevention and suppression of all types of
crime, in particular acts of terrorism, organized crime and illegal trafficking of
weapons and radioactive materials.

. Exchange of information, experience and assistance on new methods used

for the production of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances, their
international illegal trafficking, concealment and distribution, as well as on

new methods to combat all the above illegal acts, in accordance with the
1961 Convention on Narcotic Drugs, as amended by the Amendment
Protocol of 1972, the Convention on Psychotropic Substances of 1971 and
the 1988 United Nations Convention against Illicit Trafficking in Narcotic
Drugs and Psychotropic Substances.

i. Simultaneous patrolling, on both sides of the borders, of police operations by
each of the Contracting Parties on its own territory, with the view of fighting

all forms of organized crime.
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j. Providing of assistance in the areas of Public Order and Rapid Intervention

Forces, for operational purposes and training of the respective Police staff.

ARTICLE 3

Each Contracting Party may detach one or more Liaison Officers, to its diplomatic
mission or consular authority on the territory of the other Contracting Party, for a
definite or an indefinite time period. o _ |
The Liaison Officers will be entrusted with mformatlve and consultative
competences. In particular, their dutles shall include:

a. Promoting the exchange of mformatlon W|th the purpose of preventing
and combating crlmmal offences. _ ,

b. Providing assistance, concerning the activities of the competent
authorities for the surveillance of their state borders. |
The Liaison Officers will not have any operational duties.

ARTICLE 4

In order to deal with issues of the co-operation fields, referred to in Article 1 of
the Agreement and in Article 1 of the present Implementation Protocol, as well as
to improve the effectiveness of their cooperation, the Contracting Parties have
decided the following: |
a. The holding of meetings of the Chiefs of the Hellenic and Albanian Police,
with the participation of representatives from both Police Headquarters,
twice a year or whenever it is necessary, in Athens and Tirana alternatively.
b. The set up of an expert Committee, the members of which will be appointed
by the Police Chiefs of both Contracting Parties, in order to evaluate issues
included in the present Implementation Protocol. The Committee in question
will meet every 4 months, in Athens and Tirana alternatively.
c. The holding of meetings of Regibnal Police Directors of the neighbouring
border areas of the two countries, every two months, in Greece and Albania

alternatively.
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d. The holding of meetings of Police Commanders of adjacent Services of
Border Control Checking Points, in regular time intervals or whenever it is
deemed advisable and necessary, in Greece and Albania alternatively, at
their Headquarters Services.

ARTICLE 5

The expenses, arising from Article 4 of the present Implementation Protocol,
necessary for the accommodation including meals, internal transfer and medical
care of the delegations, will be covered by the hbstirig ‘Cdntracting Party.

ARTICLE 6

With regard to the national security or other significant public interests or in
case it would be inconsistent with its national legislation each of the
Contracting Parties may deny assistance temporarily, fully dr partly. The other
Contracting Party shall immediately be informed in writing, about the grounds

for such denial.

ARTICLE 7

The present Protocol shall enter into force upon receipt of the last written
notification, by which the Contracting Parties inform each other, through
diplomatic channels, on the completion of the internal procedures required by
their national legislation, and will stay in force for two (2) years. The present
Protocol shall automatically be renewed for further two years periods unless
either Contracting Party notifies the other by written notification of its intention to
terminafe the present Protocol six (6) months before the expiration of any two (2)
year period.

In any case, the force will cease simultaheously with the expiry of the force of the

Agreement.
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Done in Tirana on 12 March 2010 in two original copies, each in the Greek,
Albanian and English languages, all texts being equally authentic,

In case of any divergence in the interpretation of the present Implementation
Protocol, the text in the English Ianguagé will prevail.
