Bemg equally desirous to conclude an Agreement for the purpose of
establishing and operating scheduled air services between and beyond thelr

, respectlve temtorles

Have agreed as follqws:
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Article 1
Definitions

For the purpose of the present Agreement unless the context otherwise .
requires: - :

The term "Aeronautical Authorities" means, in the case of the Republic -
of Zambia, the Ministry of Communication and Transport and any
person or body authorized to perform any functions at present exercised
by the said Authority or similar functions and, in the case of the
Hellenic Republic, the Governor of the Civil Aviation Authority and
any person or body authorized to perform any functions at present
exercised by the said Organization or similar functions. ,

The term "the Convention" means the Convention on International Civil
Aviation, opened for signature at Chicago, on the seventh day of
December, 1944, and mcludes :

i) any ’amendment thereto which has entered into force under
Article 94 (a) thereof and has been ratified by both Contractmg

. Partres and

(ii) any Annex or any amendments thereto adopted under Article 90
| of that Convention, insofar as such amendment or Annex is at
+  any given time effective for those Contracting Parties.

The term "Agreement' means this Agreement the Annex attached
thereto, and any Protocols or similar documents amending the present
Agreement or the Annex.

The term ‘"designated arrline means, an airline, which has been
‘designated and authorized in accordance wrth the prov181ons of Article

o 3 of the present Agreement

The term "agreed servrces" means scheduled air services on the routes
specified in the Annex to this Agreement for -the transport of
passengers, cargo and mail, separately or in combination.
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The term "capacity" in relation to an aircraft means, the payload of that
" aircraft available on a route or section of a route and the term "capacity"
in relation to "an agreed service" means, the capacity of the aircraft
~used on such service, multiplied by the frequency operated by such
aircraft over a given period and a route or section of a route.

The term "territdry" in relation to a State has the meaning of the Article |
2 of the Convention, .

The terms "air service", "international air service", "airline" and "stop
for non- traffic purposes” shall have the meanings respectively assigned
to them in Article 96 of the Convention. '

The term "tariff' means the price to be charged for the carriage of
passengers, baggage and cargo and the conditions under which those -
prices apply, including prices and conditions for agency and other
auxiliary services performed by the carrier in connection with the ajr
fransportation but excluding remuneration and conditions for the
carriage of mail. - . |

‘The term "user charge" means a charge made to airlines for the
provision of airport, air navigation or aviation security property or
facilities.

The term "EU Treaties" means the Treaty on European Union and the
Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union. -
It is understood that the titles given to the Articles of the present
Agreement do in no way restrict or extend the meanings of any of the
provisions of the present Agreement.

Article 2
Grant of Rights

Each COntréct’ing Party grants to the other Cbnfraéting Party the rlghts
specified in this Agreement for the conduct of scheduled international
air services by the designated airline of the other Contracting Party as

~ follows: '

a. To fly, without landing, across the territory of the other Contracting

Paxfcy; )
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b. To make Stops in the said territory for non traffic purposés and

c. To make stops in the said territory at the points‘ on the route(s)

specified in the Route Schedule annexed to this Agreement for the
~ purpose of taking on board and discharging international traffic in
passengers, cargo and mail, separately or in combination.

Nothing in the provisions of paragraph (1) shall be deemed to confer on
the airline of one Contracting Party the right to take on board, in the
territory of the other Contracting Party, passengers, cargo or mail
carried for remuneration or hire and destined for another point in the
territory of the other Contractmg Party

Article 3 .
Designation and Authorizations

Each Contracting Party shall have the right to désignate, and iriforrn;
through diplomatic channels the other Contracting Party, one or more
airlines for the purpose of operating the agreed services on the spemﬁed

~ routes, and to withdraw or alter such designations.

On }r’eceipt of such a designation the other Contracting Party shall grant
the appropriate authorizations and permissions with the minimum
procedural delay, prov1ded :

ayin the case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Republic: ‘
i) - it is established in the territory of the Hellenic Republic
‘under the EU Treaties and has a valid Operating. L1cence in

accordance with European Union law and :

1)  effective regulatory control of the airline is exercised and
' ‘maintained by the European Union Member State
responsible for issuing its Air Operator s Certificate and
the relevant aeronauttcal authority is clearly identified i in
the designation; ‘

b) in the case of an airline deSignated by the Republic-of Zambia:

i) itis established in the territory of the Republic of Zambia -
and is licensed in accordance with the applicable law of the
~ Republic of Zambia; and
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i) The Republic of Zambia has- and maintains effective
regulatory control of the airline; and

'~ ¢) the designated airline is qualified to meet the conditions prescribed
under the laws and regulations normally applied _in conformity with
the provisions of the Convention_ to the operation of international air
services by the Party receiving the designation. :

3. On receipt of the operating authorization of paragraph 2, a designated
airline may at any time begin to operate the agreed services for which it is so
designated, provided that the airline complies with the applicable prov1s1ons
~ of this Agreement.

Article 4 .
Suspension and ReVOcation

1. Either Contracting Party may revoke, suspend or limit the operating
authorization or technical permissions of an airline by the other
Contracting Party, where: :

a)  inthe case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Republic:
i)  itisnot established in the territory of the Hellenic Republic
| under the EU Treaties or does not have a valid Operating
Licence in accordance with European Union law or '

v i)  effective re_g’ulatory control of the a1r11ne is not exercised
or not maintained by the European Union Member State
responsible for issuing its Air Operator's Certificate or-the
relevant aeronautical authority is not clearly identified in
the de31gnat10n

b) in the‘case of an airline designated by the Republic of Zambia:
1) it is not established in the territory' of the Republic of
‘ - Zambia and is not licensed in' accordance with the
applicable law of the Repubhc of Zambia; or
ii) The Republic of Zambia is not maintaining effectwe
regulatory contro] of the airline; or -
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c) . such airline is unable to prove that it is qualified to fulfill the
conditions prescribed under the laws and regulations normally
and reasonably applied in conformrty with the Convention to the
operation of international air services by the Party receiving the

designation; or

d)  the airline fails to comply with the laws and/or regulations of the |
contracting Party granting these ri ghts; or

e) the airline otherwise fails to operate in accordance with the
conditions prescribed under the present Agreement.

Unless immediate revocation or suspension or 1mpos1t10n of the
conditions . mentioned in paragraph 1 of this Article is essential to
- prevent further infringements of laws and/or regulations such right shall
be exercised only after consultation with the other Contracting Party, in
conformity with Article 15 of this Agreement.

Artlcle 5
Appllcabllltv of laws and regulatlons

The laws, regulatrons and procedures of one Contractlng Party relatrng |
to entering into, remaining in or departing from its territory of aircraft
engaged in international air navigation or to the. operation and
navigation of such aircraft shall be complied with by the designated
airline of the other Contracting Party upon entrance into, while within
and departure from the said territory. :

The laws and regulatlons of one Contractrng Party respecting entry,
clearance, staying or transit, emigration or immigration, passports,
customs and quarantine shall be complied with by the designated airline
of the other Contracting Party and by or on behalf of its .Crew,
passengers, cargo and mail upon transit of, admission to, while w1thm'
‘ and departure from the temtory of such Contracting Party.

Passengers baggage and cargo in d1rect transit across the territory of
one Contracting Party and not leaving the area of the airport reserved
for such purpose shall only be subject to a simplified control. Baggage
and cargo in direct transit shall be exempt from customs duties and

other similar taxes.
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Article 6

' Recognition of Certificates and Licences _

Certificates of airworthiness, certificates of competency and licences .
issued or validated in accordance with the laws and regulations of one
Contracting Party, including in the case of the Hellenic Republic the
‘laws and regulations of the European Union, and unexpired shall be
recognised as valid by the other Contracting Party, for the purpose of
operating the agreed services, provided always that the requirements

under which such certificates or licences were issued or validated are

equal or above the minimum standards established under the
- Convention. Each Contracting Party reserves the right, however to
refuse to recognize, for the purpose of flights above its .own territory,
certificates of competency and licences granted to its own nationals or
rendered valid for them by the other Contracting Party or by any other
State. ‘ - ‘

If the privileges or conditions of the licenses or certificates referred to
