ARTICLE 1

The Contracting Parties agree to proceed with the construction of a second
border crossing road bridge, located in the territories of both countries, over
the Evros/Meric River, between the border crossing points of Kipi, in the
Hellenic Republic and Ipsala, in the Republic of Turkey. -

ARTICLE 2

To this end, the Contracting Parties shall establish a Joint Planning and
Monitoring Project Committee, hereinafter called «JPMPC», The JPMPC
shall be composed of the delegations of the Contracting Parties. Each
delegation shall comprise six (6) members from each Contracting Party and



their substitutes. Each delegation may also be assisted by national experts.
Each Contracting Party nominates one delegation member as the head of the
delegation. The English language shall be the language used for all purposes
within the JPMPC and for the conclusion of the Protocols mentioned in this
Agreement. After the entry into force of this Agreement, the JPMPC shall
