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Dear Mr Tzortzis,

I refer to the ex-ante conditionality on Digital Growth (EAC 2.1)

which, at the adoption of the operational programmes in December 2014,
remained unfulfilled. The approval of all programmes was conditional
on the adoption of action plan. This action plan outlines the

requirements to be delivered, the bodies responsible for the delivery

and the deadline for fulfilment. This action plan relates to a)

digital strategy b) governance architecture and management structure

¢) a simplified framework of the production of ICT projects.

In the case of EAC 2.1 (digital growth), a self-suspension clause has
been introduced in all operational programmes, be those regional or
national (OP EPANEK and OP Administrative Reform).This self-suspension
stipulates that the Greek Authorities refrain from the activation of
any action or any publication of calls for proposals or selection of
any frontloaded projects until the requirements laid down in the
action plan and agreed with the Commission services is fulfilled. The
deadline in delivering the requirements of the action plan expired
last March 2015. The applicable self-suspension on the ICT
interventions prevents carrying out around EUR | billion of potential
investments. In a country struggling for investments, the
non-activation of these funds is unacceptable.

The 2007-2013 performance of the ICT investments in Greece
demonstrates a disappointing record. It should be noted that in the
same period more than 500 M€ were taken away from the OP Digital
Convergence as a mitigating measure. The progress on the ground is
discouraging and triggering alerting signals. The lack of strategic
orientation and central coordination alongside lack of ownership and
programming, combined with insufficient capacities in the delivery
mechanism, red tape procedures and lengthy and complex tendering
procedures are the cause for the inefficient and ineffective
implementation of ICT projects. These symptoms have been confirmed by
a study conducted by the Commissions services in August 2013. The
findings of this expertise to date remain unaddressed and unanswered.

On numerous occasions the Commissions services have voiced their
concerns on the negative record of the ICT investments years by means
of letters at the highest level or in technical meetin gs. In addition,

the above issues have been outlined in the position paper and the
informal observations concerning the 2014-2020 programming period
where it was also proposed to the Greek Authorities to look at the
sustainability and performance of the Information Society SA. The
Partnership Agreement adopted in May 2014 undertakes a number of ICT
specific related commitments, to mention but a few:

" The setup of a single coordination centre under the supervision
of the Prime Minister to implement Digital strategy and NGA
interventions in charge of policy design, guardian of the strategy,




decision maker for the priorities and solution maker for horizontal
governance issues.

* The set-up of specialised and simplified ICT legal and

institutional framework regarding costing, design and project
maturity, support of the administrative capacity of benenfciaires, new
ways of tendering including the pursuit of PPP projects.

These qualifications are also pertinent in the context of the MoU
signed last August. The ICT investments can play a key role in
delivering reforms in the public administration, Justice, heath,
public finance, electronic payments, e-commerce and enhancin g the
competiveness and growth perspective of the country.

It is within this context that Commission services have recruited - at
this stage - two external experts to assess the fulfilment of the

above conditionality. These two experts are also at your disposal to
assist the Greek authorities in addressing the requirements of the
agreed action plan. A starting point in this cooperation will be the
assessment of the proposals made by the competent authorities during
the Monitoring Committees for the OP Competitiveness &
Entrepreneurship and OP Administrative Reform last June. These experts
— Mr Komninos and Mr Kokkinoplittis will take contact with you and
your services soon. A work program will be defined and communicated
soon.

I'trust you shall ensure access to information in view to fully
benefit from the expert's valuable cooperation.
