Announcement: The Greek Prime Minister and all Greek Ministers

Dear Sirs

With this letter [ would like to bring in attention to those who are responsible for the economic policy
of the European Union , and especially to those who are responsible for the inspection of the Greek
economy , some facts that, [ am sure, you are not aware about, or you are not aware to the actual size
of them and to their participation in the present bad situation of Greece. 1
Lapologize for the length of this letter, but I have tried to keep a balance between its length and the
necessity to make it as detailed as possible. I hope that you will have the patience to read it afl.
Itis clear that the economy of each of the members of the Economic Union concerns not only the
individual country alone, but also the Union as a whole, and the common currency EURO.
From this point of view it is clear that what happens in these days in Greece concerns also the other
countries of the Union and that every one of them is interested that the Greek economy will overcome
the present crisis.
I'am not and I never was a member or fanatic supporter of any political party in Greece. I am just a
Greek citizen who is very anxious for the future of this country, for the future of Europe and for the
future of our children, and it is only for that reason that I have decided to write this letter to you.
PART ONE: How did we get here
In this part I will try to describe the main reasons which led to the present bad economic position of
Greece. I will refer only to reasons for which I have to propose concrete measures for erasing them
within the frame of your responsibility, and not for others, as for example the military expenses,
which are beyond it.
1. Corruption of the politicians.
With our democratic political systems the country is represented by its Government which is
freely elected by the people and it is supposed that represents the will and the concerns of the
majority of the population. Unfortunately we in Greece have the disadvantage that inthe last
decades we are governed by politicians who are not interested for the good of our country but
for their own fortune. Many of them are corrupted, most of them are not capable of dealing with
the subjects for which they are responsible and all of them are primarily interested in how they
will be elected again, and so they build close relations with their voters and try to make favors
for them or the members of their family (mostly by finding a working place in the public sector
or issuing favorable laws e. t. ¢.). In order to increase their ability to find working places for
their voters, the politicians have vastly enlarged the public sector and they have created
hundreds of new public companies and organizations, most of which have not a reason of




existence. So the staff of the public sector is today fast three times more than needed. The wages
of this staff and the cost for their pensions is one of the generating factors of our economical
deficit. I will analyze it better in part IIT below. ]
Besides this, especially those who became members of the cabinet, took care to give large
public projects to Greek or international companies, without a clear open bid, and of course in a
multiple cost than normal, and took of course a generous illegal bonus for it. ;
What is inviting here, is that some years before, the Parliament, after a proposal of PASOK,
voted a law , according to which all these corrupted ministers cannot be judged by the tactical
courts but by....the parliament, that is by themselves !!! What is still most inviting is that
according to this law their committed offences are deleted after a few years, and so they cannot
be judged at all !!!
I suppose that in a degree you are aware about all these but still you cannot imagine how deeply
this ill situation has affected the evolution of Greece and why we have come in this bad
situation.

2. The syndicates. Corrupion of the public sector :

Except the politicians the other major, and perhaps even more catastrophic , factor of the
Greek disaster is the unions of the workers and the employees (syndicates). All the members
of the leadership of the Greek syndicates belong to some political party and they are not
interested for the interests of the members of the syndicate but for their own interest and the
interest of the party of which they are members. This situation has arisen by the end of the
seventies, after the end of the dictatorship, when the new then socialistic party of PASOK,
created for each profession a corresponding union related to the party (the famous “kladikes”,
singular “kladiki” in Greek), with branches in every working area, mainly of the public sector,
and had as its aim to support and put in critical job positions of the (mainly public) companies
its members and supporters of the party. This tactic was soon also followed by the other
parties and so every political party had its own “kladiki”. It is understood that main criterion
for somebody to enter the public sector and to have a good evolution in it, was to be member of
the corresponding “kladiki” of the governing party. When the government changed, the
members of the “kladikes™ of its party were of course in favorable situation, and the members
of the kladikes of the opposition parties were in the unfavorable position. In general, by the
change of the Government the chiefs of the departments of the state organizations and the
public companies, were replaced by people belonging to the “kladiki” of the new party in
Government. This rule was not followed however for the members of the leaderships of the
“kladikes” because in practice they have created between them a powerful unofficial inter-
party “kladiki” and they were always in favorable position, because everyone of them took care
to make favors to the leaders of the opposite “kladiki” so that, when the other party would come
in power, they would do the same favor for them. ‘

This ill situation has deeply corrupted and exhausted every sense of meritocracy in the
public sector, and has as a result that all the critical posts in the state hierarchy and the public
companies are possessed by people who have not the proper qualifications for them, but were
put there because of their “high™ positions in some “kladiki”. It is worth mentioning that many
of the leaders of the “kladikes™ have also a high position in the hierarchy of the corresponding
party, many of them, and especially those who have been members of the leadership of the
General Union of the Greek Workers and the Greek employees, have been elected as
members of the parliament and some of them have been members of the cabinet. It is also a
rule that nearly all ofthem are put as managing directors or in other high positions of the many
public companies and organizations of the Greek state. It is also true that most of them have
build close relations to different Greek and foreign companies who are su ppliers or undertake
projects of the public companies and the Greek state, and are responsible for the corruption
which exists in this section. This corruption has as result that all projects and supplies of the
Greek state and the public companies have cost to the Greek people several times their actual




value, while a large amount of money has illegally been given to them, perhaps much more
than that given to the corresponding ministers, because on one hand without their cooperation
the ministers could do nothing, since all their decisions are typically based on some official
proposal, and on the other hand many smaller projects are allocated without the ne{d ofa
ministerial decision

3. The public sector. ‘
As said before, one main reason for the present bad economic position of Greece, is the large
number of the public sector. But in fact the worst reason is not the public sector itself but the
influence that the existence of the “kladikes” has in the public sector. This existence has
influenced it in two ways. First its staff, and especially the staff of the public or public owned
companies, is much more numerous than necessary and without any qualifications for their
Jobs. Second and more important, the wages of the staff are not depended on the good
economic situation or the productivity of the company but on the power which the leaders of its
“kladikes™ have in the government. What is worth mentioning here is that the total wages of the
staff are generally consisted of two parts , the nominal wage on one part, and different special
allowances or bonus on the other part, given extra for some reasons, mainly not real but
“invented” from the leaders of the syndicates or the competent ministers or the leaders of the
company in order to make favors to their staff. It is also worth mentioning that the public is not
aware of all the special allowances that the different public companies or ministries  give to
their staff. I doubt if the government itself is aware of that, because many of these allowances
are very well “hidden” by their inventors. I am also sure that you are not aware about all of
them. The worst thing here however, is the fact that in general the more bad the ejconomic
situation and the more lower the productivity of a public company is, the higher the total
wages of its staff are. So, for example , the company with the higher deficit in Greece which
also offers the worst services, that is the Railway Company, gives to its staff the, byﬁfar, higher
wages. Another example is the national television company. I repeat that the peoplje of Greece,
and in more cases even the responsible ministers, were not aware of this fact, because the
leaders of the “kladikes”, who usually manage to become also the advisers of the ministers, has
taken care to keep unnoticed these huge wages. I am also sure that the data given to you do not
show all these wastes, since the people who give these data are members of all this corrupted
system. :

4. The pensions ‘
The pensioning system of Greece is deeply ill and unjust. Nearly all pensioners don’t get a
pension according to their wage and the corresponding donations during their entire working
life, but according to their wage and their donation of the last month before their retijrement.
This, associated with the fact that nearly all employees, especially the unqualified of the public
sector, begin their work with a low wage and end their workin g life with a high wage, equal to
the qualified , some of them two or three times the initial wage, hasas aresult that nearly all
pensioners get at the end the same high pensions. This is unjust to the workers of the private
sector and to the qualified employees of the public sector, and is responsible for the high
deficit of the pension organizations. Another fact is that many people have got a, mostly
gratuitous , pension in an early age and with few working years, while some others have got a
pension without paying any donation for it. There are also other unthinkable facts abput

pensions, which I believe, don’t happen in any other part of the world and which will be never

be brought to your attention since all the officials who are supposed to give the data fo you are
part or responsible for them, with first of all the present minister for this sector, a former
syndicalist. One characteristic example is the so called auxiliary pensions, which are given
extra to the main pensions, and it is supposed that would be based only ina compens}ative
basis, according to the donations of the corresponding working group. In fact most of them are
very high compared to the donations and in fact they are gratuitous and supported from the
public money, while nearly all the auxiliary pensioning organizations have a high deficit. The



inviting thing here is that in spite of the recent hard and illegal measures taken against the main
pensions, the auxiliary pensions were unaffected, although they should be first met!!! This is
also another example of the power of the syndicates and the “kladikes”, who have in fact
invented these auxiliary pensions. ‘

S. The agricultural subventions
This agricultural policy of the E.U. instead of helping the Greek agriculture to become more
healthy and antagonistic has turned to be e great scandal and is one more reason for the present
bad economic situation. The farmers instead to use the subvention in order to make investments
and increase the productivity of their crops, they have used it in order to buy luxury cars and
apartments, while many of them have actually stopped to cultivate at all and they are living
only on the subventions by declaring imaginary products. The result is that Greece ﬂmports
agricultural products which normally should be produced in Greece not only in sufficient
quantity for its needs but also in order to export them. All these have vastly increase?d the
imports and decrease the exports, with the corresponding bad economical effects.

6. The emigration problem ‘
I think that you all are aware of the large problem that Greece has with the millions of itlegal
emigrants which have invaded into Greece. Here [ will discuss only the economical aspects of
this problem, although the other aspects are much more serious for our country. These
emigrants earn money either by working illegally, or by selling illegally several proﬁucts, or by
different other ways, without paying anything to the Greek state. The earned money% instead of
remaining in the Greek economy, is sent to their countries. Much more the Greek state makes
several expenses for them, either for socialistic or for medical reasons. The economical effect of
them all is estimated to many tenths of billions of Euros each year.

7. The tax system

[ left for the end the most serious factor which is responsible for more than half of our
economic deficit. The tax system in Greece is so unjust and ineffective that the only people
who are paying taxes are the employees, the workers and the pensioners. All other categories of
people have ways to avoid paying the analogous tax. Every body knows this, all polﬂticians
promise to solve this, but nobody do anything. I will say no more now, because in the third part
of this letter I will make detailed and concrete propositions for it. ‘

PART TWO. What the present government and the E.U. do ‘
Our government is now more than one year in power during which it has taken several
measures to face the critical economic situation. During this time the E.U. has also been
intensively occupied with this problem, and the common measures are described in the so
called memorandum which is signed between Greece and your organizations.
Here I want to make a basic remark, that is of course a matter of common sense, which
unfortunately in our government is not so common: Every economic measure, in order to be
acceptable by the people, should be just and realistic, it should charge all citizens
according to their total income, it should be justified, and it should offer a hope for the
future. |
As I will explain, most of the measures taken so far by the Greek government are unjust,
unrealistic and ineffective. I believe that this is not your fault, but it is due to the inability and
the lack of experience of the Greek government. Apart from this many of them are not derived
from the memorandum itself but they use the memorandum as an excuse for their |
implementation. I will refer here only to a few of these measures, and 1 will present jnore in the
third part. ;
The by far worst measure taken is the cut ( partly or totally) of the so called 13™ and 14"
monthly payoff from all pensioners and the employees of the public sector. You should know
that this measure, especially for the pensioners is directly opposite to our constitution and
totally unjust, since the pensioners, and especially those of the private sector, have paid




donations not for twelve but for fourteen months each year and should get the paycft for them.
Apart from this the way it was implemented is totally wrong, as | will explain in the third part.
What is though most embarrassing in this measure is that, compared to its contribution to the
total spare for the public expenses, it has done a huge damage to the Greek eccnoniy since our
family saving sysiem is based almost entirely to these two payotfs. With them each family has
planned to do the usual shopping for other than the basic fiving expenses. With them also the
family has programmed to pay the debit of the credit cards and so or. Especially for the
pensioners who have not sorae other incomes, the cut of this payoffs has totally disturied their
life. Another side effect is that all shops and facicries who are selling other than the very basic
living products, as for example the dressing shops, the automobile shops e.t.c. have lost almost
entirely their clients and most of them have closed. The result is that the State instead of
decreasing its yearly deficit has increased it because of the decrease of the revenues from taxes
and the increase of tire expenses for thz unemployment.
Another unjust example is the extra tax which has been imposed on the considered as high
pensicns, the so called LAFKA. This is supposed to be a tax imposed to the peoples with a high
income in order to help the people with a lower income. Apart from the fact that it is illegal
and against our constitution, it is totally unjast and stupid, because it doesn’t take inio account
the total incomes of a pair of pensioners but only the pensions of each member indei:endently
of the other incomes of the pair or the pension of the other member. So for example a pair of
pensioners where only one member (usually the man) has got a pension of say 1800 € per
month, that is a pair with a total income of 1800 € is considered a rich pair and a LAFKA
is imposed on the pension of the man. Another pair, where both members have got a
pension of say 1400 € per month each, that is a pair with a total income of ZSOOE per
month, is considered a poor pair, and the pair with the income of 1800 € shoudi help them
!1! If you can find another such example of unjust and stupidity in the whole wdrld I will
give to our finance minister all my pension. 5
I Could refer many analogous examples of the measures taken, but | prefer to refer to them in
the third part of this letter with my proposals.
As a general remark here I would like only to stress that the Greek Government has done
nothing so far in order to collect the taxes from those who don't declare their incomes to the
tax office. In contrast, with a recent measure, which is called finishing (in Greek “ngpaimon™),
in fact, in order to collect some money ofa few hundreds of millions Euros, it has given to the
people who owe to the Greek state many billions of Euros, because of undeclared incomes, the
opportunity to get rid of their depths by paying some hundreds of Euros!!! This measure,
which has been taken again once in the past and it is also one of the reasons for our present
economic situation, is not only stupid and unjust for the past, but it is also catastrophic for the
future, since the people, seeing that such a measure has been taken already twice so far, will
think that it will be taken again in the future, and so they will continue to hide their incomes
waiting to avoid the analogous taxes with the next “nepainony.
The Government has also done nothing to get back the money that many people have got
illegally from the Greek state and which is hundreds of billion Euros. |

PART THREE: What should be done — my proposals

Tax system |
In this part I will begin with the taxing system because what I will refer here is used also in many of
the other paragraphs.
1.1. Introduction
I believe that everybody will agree that the basic principle of every direct tax system should be to
charge the people according to their incomes and their basic needs of living. In Greece, as |

suppose also in your countries, the basic cell of the social life is the family. Whiting a family
the total incomes of the members of the family is used for covering the basic living expenses
of the family and the rest is used for the secondary or luxury expenses and for saving. So
common sense, justice and reality demand that a tax system should be based on the total
family needs and incomes. The single people of course should be treated as a family
themselves. In analogy it is understood that, in critical economic situations, if extra economic
charges or cut offs should be imposed on the people, the same principle should be followed.
Well, the Greek tax system is totally in contrast with the above principle. In Greece everybody
is taxed atomically , and his family state is not taken almost at all into account. A man who has
a family with a not working wife is treated exactly in the same way as a man who is living
alone. A man who has a family with a not working wife and some small children isitreated also
as a single man, and only some halfpenny sums are taken out of the tax for the needs of'the
children.
So, while a single man with a moderate wage as his only income, is in practice a well
living person and he should pay a good sum for tax, another man with the same moderate
wage as his only income, who has a family with a not working wife and with t':I'o small
children, is in practice a hard living person and his family is a hard living family. In spite
of that, the Greek tax system demands from the two men the same tax'!! A faxﬁily with the
two parents working and each getting the same moderate wage, thatis a familky with a
double income as the above family, although it is a good living — to wealthy family, it is
treated in the same way as the former hard living family !!! Furthermore a family with the
two parents working and getting a relatively low wage each, but in total more than the moderate
wage of the first family, doesn’t pay any tax, and it is considered as a poor family 1!,
Another foolish thing of the Greek social policy is that it defines the economic statei of a person
only from the sum of the incomes he declares to the tax office. So taken into account that many
wealthy or good living people do not declare their incomes to the tax office these people have a
double advantage: on the one hand they don’t pay the analogous tax and on the other hand they
are considered by the Greek state as poor people and they have many economical advantages,
and in some cases they get also a social economic help!!!!
These ill situations have not been taken into account by our government, and by you, in the
present economic situation, and all the measures taken are against the bad living and tax sincere
people and in favor of the tax defaulters, the healthy and the good living people
Direct tax system 3
My proposition here is that the direct tax system should be totally reformed and based on the
total family income. More detailed: :
a)The total declared family income. From this income a basic tax free sum should be
subtracted. This sum should be depended on the family state of the people. That is sﬁngle, a
pair with no children, a pair with one child, with two children and so on. The remaining income
should be taxed with the same percentage, except for the very high incomes which should be
taxed with a higher percentage. [ am sure that with defining the tax free sum and the% percentage
in a just and logical way, the State could increase the direct taxes from the tax sincere people by
at least 30% without causing any social disturbance because everybody should realiie that this
system applies social justice. ‘
b) The indirect derived family income. Parallel to the above reform, which concerns the tax
sincere people, mainly the employees and the pensioners, a reform concerning the indirect
estimation of the family income by evaluating the living criterions of the family should be
applied. Living criterions such as the possession of luxury houses, cars, country houses, ships,
basins, way of entertainment, bank deposits, e.t.c. should be taken into account. If this indirect
defined family income is higher than the declared income of the family, then the tax should be
based on the indirect income. It is true that such a system already exists, but the criteria are so
soft that all wealthy and good living people are considered as poor, and the only rich people



in Greece seems to be the employees and the pensioners. That is why one sees so many luxury
houses, cars , ships e.t.c. in Greece while Greece is in a critical economic situation. All these
luxury things belong to people of which the majority doesn’t pay any tax at all. So iin fact the
only thing that should be and can be immediately done, (in fact it should have heen done
already), is to increase the indirect estimated income to its realistic dimensions. 1 le sure that
only from this measure the Greek State could increase its total income from the direct tax

by almost 100%. 1

Of course parallel to this a very strict control should be done to all people in order to minimize the
number of the tax defaulters. For this purpose some thousands of the employees of the public
sector, who now do nothing, should be moved to the ministry of economy in 01'dexl* to do tax
control. In addition to this a very strict law should be applied against the tax defaylters , so
that at the end the Greeks could deveiop a high tax conscience. I believe that from%this
measure an extra increase of the direct tax of the order of 30% could be possible. |

¢) Remissions from the tax payment. All existing remissions from the tax payment are gratuitous
and should be annulled. There should be only some subtractions from the total family income
mainly medical expenses. All other expenses should be taken into consideration when defining
the tax free limit for each family category. From this measure a considerable increase of the

tax income should arise. 3

In conclusion I believe that only from the proposed measures in the above three paragraphs, the

Greek State could increase its income from the direct tax by almost a 150%.

d) Tax for past income. Almost all the income which has been gained in the past Qy all those

people which don’t declare their incomes to the tax office is in Greece and can be easily be

found and taxed. It has been converted into luxury or normal houses, into large or smaller cars,
into smaller or larger yachts and in other permanent goods which can be easily and soon be
found and their actual value can be estimated . In reality Greece is a country with many rich
people who are appeared as poor. Only the tax which corresponds to this past incbme is
many tenths of billions of Euros and could be sufficient for the payment of a large part of
our national debt and the solution of the Greek economic problem . The actual jsituation
however is that nobody from the government, and the politicians in general, wants sincerely to
deal with this matter, because all of them are part of the system and they have in their part many
undeclared incomes. Everybody talks of it but nobody do really something. }

1.3. Indirect tax system :

a) Value Added Tax. [ believe that a universal VAT should be applied to all goods. This tax
should be high in the present economic situation (about 18% or higher ) and should be
adapted each time according to the needs of the economy. No exceptions from this tax
should be made even for the basic living goods, even for foods. The argument that this tax
damage more the poor people is not valid, because all people can afford this tax by buying
smaller quantities from each good. On the other hand, if the Government wants to help the
really poor people it can be done in other ways. Another advantage of this proposal is that
they will pay some tax also the millions of the illegal immigrants which, as said, have
invaded Greece and they pay nothing. The only exception should be done to the other
direction for the very luxury goods which should be taxed with a double VAT. I believe
that from this measure the Greek State could immediately increase its tax income by 20%.
In addition to this the state could each time adapt the height of the VAT according to its
needs j

b) Other special taxes. I think that all other taxes should be increased as necessary, except
from the tax for the first home of each family. The tax for the expensive cars (mq}re than
20000 € ) and the cigarettes should be doubled because these goods do many damage to the
Greek economy. Especially the tax system on the cars which exist now is very stupid,
because it is based only to the volume of the car machine and not to its value. Anyway |




have no other proposals for these taxes because 1 have not the necessary data and I cannot
estimate them. ;

¢) Taxes for the companies. This is a really complex item for which I have no concrete
proposals because I don’t know all the parameters of it. In general the need forithe growth
of the economy and the attraction of investments on one hand and the need for/more taxes
on the other hand should be estimated .

Corruption of the politicians. ]
2.1. As said before the existing law for the politicians, the so called ministers accountability
law, is in essence a law which frees the ministers of their illegal actions within ef very short
time. Apart from this it permits the politicians to be judged by themselves and so every
politician is naturally judged innocent by his fellows since they have also many lillegal
actions in their part. In practice as far as the politicians are concerned , instead dfjustice we
follow in Greece a bad theater performance. This law is the more shameful lawiwhich has
existed since the establishment of the Greek state and should be taken offimmeidiately. In
fact I believe that you should not make any discussions at all with the Greek government as
long as this law is in force. Otherwise the corruption will continue to exist and the Greek
people will never be relieved from its consequences. |
2.2. Tt is easy to be found how many illegal property the politicians have gained since they
possessed critical posts in Greek state, and this property should be confiscated and given to
the Greek state. Especially their bank deposits in foreign banks and their property in other
countries should be found and confiscated , since most of them have exported their illegal
gains. From this measure a considerable amount of Euros (tenths or even hundreds of
billions) could be get into the Greek property and be used for the payment of our national
debt.
3. The syndicates and the corruption of the public sector. !

3.1. The property of all present or former syndicalists and the employees of the public

sector should be written down and compared to their declared or undeclared but proved
incomes. The part of the property which cannot be justified, should be confiscated and given
to the Greek state. If this measure could be realized some other tenths or hundrejs of
billions of Euros could be collected and another large part of the Greek national debt could
be paid. I understand that this measure is a very revolutionary proposition which|cannot be
easily and quickly applied and needs much time in order to give fruits, but evei. a decision
of the Government to do this would change the psychology of the Greek people and would
establish a climate of justice and optimism in the country. ;
3.1. Apart from the economical measures against the corrupted people of the syndicalism
and the public sector there should be also penal measures against them but these are not part
of your responsibilities so I don’t refer to them here. |
4. The growth and the expenses of the public sector. }

As said before, apart form the part of the Greek debt which is owed to illegal actions and
the tax evasion, a large part of it is owed to the wages paid for the huge public sector and the
unnecessary expenses of'it.

In this direction many measures should be taken immediately, some of them announced
already by the government but not implemented in praxis , and some more to be described
here.

4.1. First of all the drastic reduction of the high wages of the public companies and some
public services which as said are not the result of their productivity or of the qual;ﬁﬁcations
of their staff, but are favorable treatment . This measure should have been taken |
immediately after the establishment of the moratorium but it still has not been realized
because of the close correlation and the power that the corresponding “kladikes™ have in
the present government.




5. The pensioning system

5.1.

4.2. Second the dismiss of the provisional personnel which has been employed bnly for a
certain period of time or for a certain work. This measure should also have been taken
immediately but is been delayed because of the power of the “kladikes”.

4.3. Immediate abolition of all public companies, organizations and commissio}ns which are
not really necessary. This measure should also have been taken immediately but still delays
because of the power of “kladikes™. :

4.4. Immediate transfer of the personnel which is not necessary in many public fservices or
companies to other services where it could work more efficiently and produce useful good
or services, such as tax collection, security, cleaning, education, medical treatment and so
on.

4.5. No further employment of new staff in the public services or the companiés which will
remain. This measure should be taken as long as necessary. This measure has also been
announced but also in the present time there are many examples where the politicians and
the ministers find ways to overcome it. |

4.6. Immediate abolition of the many technological schools which have been established
not because Greece has the need of their educational services but because the cities in
which they are situated want to have students coming to them and spending theﬂr money
there. If these cities want to have an economical growth they should exploit the physical
wealth of their territory or take other measures for development. The same is rigEt also for
many departments of the peripheral universities which either are not necessary or are
situated in isolated cities with the criterion of giving growth to these cities. All tlhis growth
is not healthy as it is based only on services which consume public money without
producing anything. ‘

4.7. No further expenses for not necessary public actions, like adult education of the existing
public employees. This education doesn’t offer anything to the “educated” people or the
state, and the only people who are gaining are the people and the different, mostliy private,
institutes which provide this education and which usually belong to close relatives or
associates of the ministers or the decision takers of the corresponding decision ta make this
“education”.

As said before the Greek pensioning system is very unjust. Many people are receiving
pensions for which they have paid nothing, others are receiving high pensions although they
have paid little, nearly all receive pensions according to their last month wage, which for the
majority are much higher than the average wage of their entire working life and others, and
only very few, receive pensions which are lower or nearly equal to their average wage.

5.2. So instead of reducing the pension costs by reducing horizontally all pensions, which is very

unjust, a progressive justification of the existing pensions should be applied.

5.3. The first step should be to cut the pensions from these people who are receiving t@em from

pension organizations to whom they have paid nothing. These people usually rei‘:eive more
than one pensions so the cutting of one or more of them would not let them without any
pension. If these people however would remain without a pension, some social pénsion

should be given to them.

5.4. The second step should be to adapt all pensions according to the average wage ofhll their

working life. Since from this measure a great reduction of nearly all pensions wduld arise,
the adaptation should be made progressively according to the needs of the economy.

5.5. The third step would be with the so called auxiliary pensions, most of which, as Sé}id, are

very high compared to the donations of their receivers. For these auxiliary pensions no state
money should be paid any more and they should be paid only from their auxiliary
pensioning organizations according to their economic situation and long term studies for
their economic viability. In any case for the purpose of defining the pension limits of the
pensioners in order to impose any cuttings or donations, these pensions should be added to



the other, so called main pensions. This has not been done so far, because of the
which have within the Government the syndicalist and the “Kladikes™, the leag
are getting very high auxiliary pensions.

5.6 Apart from the above referred, there are many people, mostly women, who are g
pension of their died men, although they have lived with these men only for a fe
they have married these, mostly very old men, only in order to get their pension
death.

5.8. Lastly there are thousands of cases where pensions are paid to died people becay
relatives have not declared their death to the pensionin g organization, and contin

pension!! It is easy with the modern technology and with the aid of the police to
people and not only to stop paying any more pension, but to get back the illegall
pensions. This measure has also been announced but nothing is done to deal real
immediately with it.
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By applying these measures a large sum of public money could be saved, but more than that, a

feeling of justice would be given to the people of Greece, which would help them to be

ar the other

hard economic measures.

7. Agricultural policy.

A new plan for the Greek agriculture should be made from the beginning. The proper products
for each agricultural region of Greece should be cultivated. Strong motivation shoulb be given
to the owners of the fields and the farmers to adapt their plantations to this plan and a warrantee
for sailing their products in good prices inside Greece or by exporting them should be given to
them. Any economic help from the European Union should be given in form of increasing the
productivity and not as given before as a compensation for not sailed products. I think we have
enough experience from the past in order to deal with this subject. The only thing wllich we
should not do is to let the situation to the agricultural syndicalist from which we have a very bad
experience.

8. Unemployment problem.
Unemployment is the largest problem not only in Greece but also in most European ¢
We can deal with this in two ways.

8.1. First by creating jobs which will increase the national product of Greece. It is not a
problem because we here in Greece don’t exploit our natural possibilities which our
earth, our soil, our see and our coastline offer to us.

8.2. Second by exploiting the many high educated people who have graduated from our
and are now without job or working in jobs not related with their studies.

I will refer no more to this subject, although I have many concrete proposals, because I w
much space to describe this in details and because I think this problem will soon occupy a
European Community.

All these measures, apart from been unjust and to the wrong direction, are directly against our
constitution which clearly states that each people should be taxed according to his
economical ability.
2) In order to lower the state expenses they have decided to decrease the number 0f the state
employees. But instead of dismissing the corrupted ones, those who have been engaged using
illegal methods or fake documents and the provisional ones, they are dismissing |permanent

staff who is performing well the work for which it was engaged. That is done mainly
because all illegal state employees are protected by the same corrupt system which
engaged them and governs our country. Here it should be mentioned that, apart from the
fact that the number of Greek state employees is not high, compared to other Euro pean
countries, the dismiss of a permanent state employee is an extremely severe and dramatic
action, because these people have arranged their life, and have undertaken ob igations,
based on the fact that their working state was safe and protected by the constitution. It is
totally immoral and unjust to dismiss them without any liability from their part. It is not
the same with the dismiss of an employee of the private sector, because he has organized his
life taking into account the fact that some day he maybe would lose his job and seek for
another. On the other hand, the dismiss of a permanent state employee doesn’t IElp to

decrease the unemployment of the private sector. On the contrary it will increase it, because
it will decrease the purchasing power. Here of course it should be mentioned also that the
Greek state mechanism needs a total organizational reform and the transfer of employees from
an over staffed to an under staffed sector. But this is a totally different thing and ‘should not
be related to dismisses. |

3) While everybody, here and abroad, understands that the most serious problem of the Greek
economy is the tax evasion, especially of the rich people, nothing has been made to that
direction. This is ought to the fact that all these tax evaders are closely interrelated with the
corrupted political system and the state mechanism, and most of them are members of it. It
is very easy to find the tax evasion, the past one as well as the running one. The mo ey from
that evasion is not vaporized. It has been invested in luxury houses, cars , ships and bank
deposits here or abroad. From the catching of tax evasion the state could gather a huge sum
of the order of hundreds of billions EUROS, which would solve all our economical problems.
A characteristic example is the so called Lagard List, which remains unexploited for|more than
three years, while other countries have already gained significant money fromit. |

4) In Greece the corrupted politicians have created a law, according to which all their illegal actions
get unpunished after a short period of time, which could be some months after their execution.
Everybody agrees that this law is totally immoral and should be immediately abolished,
everybody promises that he will do this when he comes to power, but nobody does anything for it. |
think that such a law is unique in the world and that nobody should talk seriously with Greek
politicians as long as this law remains in power.

5) Although everybody agrees that Greece cannot bear the millions of the illegal immigrants who have
invaded our country, nobody does something realistic to face this problem, which, apart from the
vast economical effect, has made the life in many Greek regions unbearable. A striking example of
what this problem can cause, is the growth of an extreme nationalistic political party in Greece, in
which many hundreds thousands , and perhaps millions, of Greeks see a hope for facing it. I don’t
think that any of you is satisfied with this fact. |
