MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN

THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND

THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE OF THE KINGDOM OF NORWAY

CONCERNING

CO-OPERATION IN THE FIELD OF DEFENCE EQUIPMENT, SYSTEMS

AND SERVICES

The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic

and

The Ministry of Defence of the Kingdom of Norway,
hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”,

Considering that the power of defence of their respective Countries should be
strengthened by closer co-operation in the field of defence or defence-related
equipment, systems and services (hereinafter referred to as "DEFENCE"),
particularly with a view to:

2. an effective use of the financial resources available for DEFENCE on the basis
of the specific needs of each of the Parties;

b. an effective use of the technological and industrial capacity and the
promotion of mutual industrial co-operation in order to ensure economic
and technological development, as well as the viability of defence industries
in both Countries, and of the European defence industry in general;

c. the promotion of standardization and interoperability;

d. Co-operation in the field of Certification/Qualification for military systems
and products

Taking into account :

e. the existing cooperative agreements of each of the Parties within the context
of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATQ), concluded either between
a1l its Member States or with one or several of its members, or between each
of the Parties and NATO, NATO's agencies or SHAPE;

£ All activities of the Parties under this Mol will be carried out in accordance
with their respective national laws and regulations and international
obligations by which the Parties are bound.

g. the Standardization Agreements (STANAGS) or similar agreements in force
for both Parties;

have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

The aim of this Memorandum of Understanding {MolU) is to broaden the existing
contacts between the Parties and to increase co-operation between both the
public and the private sectors in each other’s territory, in the fields of research,
development, production, acquisition and maintenance of defence or defence-
related equipment, systems and services.

ARTICLE 2
This MoU complements the cooperative efforts being made within NATO’s

Conference of National Armaments Directors, without duplicating any of the
activities of this body. This MoU will not affect any bilateral and/or multilateral
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agreements already concluded or to be concluded in the future by either of the
Parties.

ARTICLE 3

The Parties will exchange all necessary information about their estimated needs
for DEFENCE and arrange meetings between their experts in order to enhance
their co-operation in specific sectors. The information related to the above will
be exchanged among the members of the Greek-Norwegian Joint Committee, as
provided for in Annex 2 (Article 1) of the present MoU.

Annex 1 indicates the specific defence sectors of the two Parties’ co-operation. If
needed, Annex 1 can be amended or supplemented through a decision of the
Greek Norwegian Joint Co-operation Committee established under Article 1 of
Annex 2 which shall enter into force upon receipt of the last written notification
by one Party informing the other Party of its approval by the Ministry of Defence.

ARTICLE 4

Before beginning to develop a new DEFENCE item under its own responsibility,
each Party may first verify whether the other Party has or is developing an
identical or equivalent item of equipment, with a view to avoid, to the extent
possible, any duplication of defence items development.

ARTICLE 5

Upon initiation of joint development projects, account will be taken of the level of
financial contribution of each Party and of the capacity present in both Countries
with respect to research, development and production facilities, in order to use
them as efficiently as possible, with a view to avoid any duplication. For these
joint development projects, each Party will be ready to search for modalities
agreeable to both Parties, in order to exercise audits free of charge. Quality
control will be exercised by the Parties, according to their respective
Standardization Agreements (STANAGS) with NATO.

ARTICLE 6

Each Party shall inform its relevant defence industries of the provisions of the
present MoU. Within the framework of their co-operation, the Parties ensure that
the principle of free competition should be observed; in the same spirit, each
Party undertakes to make every effort possible to remove all obstacles that may
hinder the participation of a defence industry within the territory of the other
Party in selected co-operative programs.

ARTICLE 7

Particularly, and within the limits of its own legislation, each Party will assist the
other Party’s industries, active in the field of manufacturing defence or defence-
related equipment, systems or services, to identify and communicate to the
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other Party’s industries, equally manufacturers of same. Each Party undertakes
to assist said interested Companies of the other Party in negotiating and
acquiring the necessary export licenses and, generally, in all matters concerning

ARTICLE 8

The Parties undertake to develop common procedures for configuration
management and logistic support of defence or defence-related eguipment,
systems or services, developed or produced in the framework of this MoU.

ARTICLE 9

The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of
Defence of the Kingdom of Norway hereby designate the respective National
Armaments Directorates or their equivalent as competent Authorities for the
implementation of this MoU.

ARTICLE 10

To achieve the aims of this MoU and taking into account the sectors mentioned in
Annex 1 of the present, the Parties, within the limits of their respective
legislation and their obligations stemming from their respective international
treaties or agreements, will strive to achieve their defence co-operation:

a. by joint research and development and/or production or co-production of
equipment which could give technological or cconomic advantages to both
Parties;

b. by the joint or mutual purchase of systems of equivalent technological level
which have been or are being developed by defence industries.

In this regard, in order to find the most suitable way for defence cooperation
between the Parties:

c. Both sides will inform the state and private defence industries of their
countries about intention of cooperation, in order to express their interest
and report possible areas/products, based on the defence planning
requirements on each Party as well as the global market needs.

d. After the identification of these areas/products of passible cooperation, both
sides will inform each other, in order to start discussions between the
interested companies about the feasibility and terms of cooperation.

e. Progress of the abovementioned cooperation will be discussed in the context
of the Greek-Norwegian Joint Co-Operation Committee.

f. The Parties may agree to additional areas of cooperation, based on the
provisions of Article 3 of this MoU.

The Parties may also agree upon detailed terms and conditions related to specific
projects or activities between the Parties to be laid down in separate
Implementing Arrangements (IAs). Such [As may include, but are not limited to,
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provisions defining tasks, responsible organizations and project authorities,
intellectual property rights, classification of technical data, division of costs,

conditions of payment and other financial arrangements, audit arrangements
al-arrangerments,charges, the frequency and types of

a
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reports to be submitted, handling of clalms and procedures for settlement of
disputes. The Implementing Arrangements shall enter into force upon receipt of
the last written notification by one Party informing the other Party of its
approval by the Ministry of Defence.

The provisions of such 1As will be consistent with this MoU. In the event of any
conflict between this MoU (including its Annexes) and an lA, the MoU will

prevail.

ARTICLE 11

Any defence materiel to be produced within the framework of this MoU, as well
as their components and spares, will be codified according to the relevant NATO
codification regulations followed by both Parties.

ARTICLE 12

Any rights and/or financial benefits arising from patents and their exploitation
that may occur during the implementation of the present MoU will be shared by

both Parties.

Both Parties should have knowledge of both the registered and pending patents
of their respective Countries, in order to avoid patent infringements during the

implementation of this MoU.

ARTICLE 13

The Parties guarantee that all information documents, equipment and technical
expertise exchanged or generated within the framework of this MoU will be used
exclusively for the purpose intended upon, unless the originating Party has given
a prior approval in writing for using it for other purposes. Such approval may be
subject to conditions.

In case of a co-operative development or production within the framework of
this MoU, the jointly generated information, documents, equipment and technical
expertise may not be transferred, reproduced or lent to third Parties without the
prior approval in writing of both Parties.

The protection of information, documents, equipment and technical expertise
will be in accordance with the national security regulations followed by both

Parties and laid down in:

a. NATO Document CM (55) - 15 Final;

b. Documents agreed upon by MISWG;
c. NATO Agreement on the Communication of Technical Information for

Defence Purposes of 19t October 1970.
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Detailed procedures for the protection, access, USE, exchange, release etc. of
classified information will be fully covered, if necessary, in a Security Agreement
to-be negotiated by the Parties’ respective Security Autharities

The defence industries and public services of both Parties involved in the
implementation of this MoU shall not be considered as “Third Parties”.

ARTICLE 14

The rules governing the export to Third Countries of information, documents,
equipment and technical expertise jointly developed or produced within the
framework of this MoU shall comply with the Parties’ respective legislation and
practices and will, as far as necessary, be laid down in a separate arrangement to
be drawn up at the beginning of each project.

ARTICLE 15

Any of the Parties may propose amendments to any of the provisions of this MoU
or its Annexes. Notwithstanding the provision of the second paragraph of article
3 of the present MoU, any such amendment shall be concluded by the Parties in
writing and shall enter into force according to the procedure set forth in the first
paragraph of article 16.

ARTICLE 16

This MoU will enter into effect on the date of receipt of the last written
notification, through diplomatic channels, informing the other Party of the
completion of the relevant internal legal procedures.

This MoU will remain in effect for a ten-year period and will be extended for
successive two-year periods, unless the Parties decide otherwise. If, however,
either Party considers it necessary to terminate its participation under this MoU
before the end of the ten-year period, or any extension thereof, a written
notification of its intention will have to be given to the other Party six months in
advance of the effective date of termination through diplomatic channels.

Such notification shall become a matter of immediate consultation with the other
Party to enable them fully to evaluate the consequences of such termination and,
in the spirit of co-operation, to take such actions as necessary to alleviate
problems that may result from this MoU's termination. In this connection, and
although the MoU may be terminated by any of the Parties, any contract entered
into and being consistent with the terms of this MoU will remain in force, unless
the contract is terminated in accordance with its own terms.

In case a dispute arises with regard to the interpretation or implementation of
this MoU, the Parties will seek to resolve it in a friendly manner the soonest
possible through consultation between them, or seek to recourse to any other
appropriate procedure acceptable to both.
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Disputes will not be referred to any national or international tribunal or other
party for settlement.

ARTICLE 17

Each Party is responsible for the funding of its own administrative costs relating
to this MoU, unless otherwise agreed.

Specific cost sharing arrangements will be negotiated as part of any 1As that may
be concluded under this MoU.

ARTICLE 18

Claims and liabilities under this MoU or subsequent 1As will be handled by the
Parties on a case-by-case basis in accordance with their applicable national laws

and international obligations.

ARTICLE 19

The attached Annex 1 «FIELDS OF COOPERATION», Annex 2 « GREEK -
NORWEGIAN JOINT COOPERATION COMMITTEE» are integral parts of this MoU.

ARTICLE 20

Done in two original copies, each in the Greek, Norwegian and English languages,
all texts being equally authentic. In case of divergence of interpretation the

English text shall prevail.
All correspondence with regard to the implementation of this MoU shall be

conducted in Ehe English language.

ESTABLISHING THE GREEK- NORWEGIAN JOINT CO- OPERATION
COMMITTEE



ARTICLE 1 -
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a. The Greek-Norwegian Joint Committee for Co-operation in Defence
Equipment (hereinafter called «The Committee») is the main_ Body

responsible for dealing with all matters relating to the execution of this MoU.
b. Itis the Committee’s responsibility to ensure that all guiding principles of this

MoU are observed.
c. The Committee is the sole responsible to amend/supplement the sectors

mentioned in Annex 1 of this MoU;

ARTICLE 2

The full-right members of the Committee are the representatives of the
Authorities mentioned in article 9 of this MoU. Each Party will designate a
chairman for its delegation in the Committee. The Committee may invite to the
meetings representatives from other Authorities, defence industries and
organizations, as well as experts in particular matters.

ARTICLE 3

As far as the implementation of the principles contained in the present MoU is
concerned, the Committee will:

a. ensure the exchange of all necessary information about the estimated
requirements for DEFENCE of each Party, and encourage meetings of experts
with a view to proceeding to more exhaustive studies in specific fields of
activities;

b. encourage relationship between the industries of both Countries in the field
of DEFENCE ;

c. recommend appropriate actions to be taken, in compliance with the national
procurement regulations, the opportunities of co-operation in the field of
research, development, production, procurement and logistics support;

d. propose visits in the territory of each other, in order to identify and promote
opportunities of bilateral defence co-operation;

e. update and/or amend ANNEX 1 of this MoU with additional areas of possible
co-operation;

f. be entitled to review, on a bilateral basis, all problems concerning defence
materials and equipment, in order to contribute to the search for relevant
solutions;

g. examine specific problems connected to relations with third countries,
especially regarding the export of equipment developed or co-produced as
mentioned in the present MolU, and the transfer of information released
within the framework of this MoU;

h. verify, through the exchange of information, the status of implementation of
the present MoU, and propose to the Parties , if required, possible
amendments thereof;

I. takeinto consideration any other subject concerning this MoU.



ARTICLE 4
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The Committee will examine the measures undertaken with a view to ensuring
+la gt

tiatc.

a. the responsible governmental offices, and through them the national industry
of the respective Party, be informed in detail about the meetings concerning
specific areas of interest;

b. the objective of co-operation between private industries active in the
respective Parties’ territory in the field of defence technology is achieved, as
set forth in Articles 6 and 7 of the present Mol

ARTICLE 5

The ordinary meetings of the Committee will be held annually on a rotating
basis. The place of any extraordinary meetings will be agreed on a case by case
basis. The host Nation will chair the meeting and provide secretariat support.
The discussions and the action items of the meeting will be recorded in minutes
drawn up by the secretariat of the country where the meeting is taking place and
signed by the Chair of each delegation.
