Taxation

The tax regime of this Agreement is exclusively governed by the provisions of the present
Atticle and Article 31 and, with the exception of paragraph 5 of article 8 and paragraphs 10
and 11 of article 9 of the Hydrocarbons Law, the provisions of articles 8 and 9 of the
Hydrocarbons Law do not apply. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Article,
the present Article shall not be deemed to create or imply to create any de jure or de facto
partnership, or entity with or without a separate legal personality.
