BETWEEN THE MINISTRIES OF DEFENCE OF
THE ITALIAN REPUBLIC, THE KINGDOM OF
SPAIN, THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE
PORTUGUESE REPUBLIC CONCERNING THE
SIAF BASED BATTLEGROUP WITH THE
PARTICIPATION OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE PORTUGUESE REPUBLIC
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TECHNICAL ARRANGEMENT

BETWEEN THE MINISTRIES OF DEFENCE OF THE ITALIAN REPUBLIC,

THE KINGDOM OF SPAIN, THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE
PORTUGUESE REPUBLIC CONCERNING THE SIAF BASED

BATTLEGROUP WITH THE PARTICIPATION OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND THE PORTUGUESE REPUBLIC

The Ministries of Defence of the Italian Republic (MOD-IT) and the Kingdom of
Spain (MOD-ES) (within the SIAF/SILF framework), the Hellenic Republic
(MOD-EL) and the Portuguese Republic (MOD-PT),

Considering as an important precedent the Letter of Intent concerning the
SIAF-based Battlegroup with Hellenic and Portuguese capabilities, signed by
MOD-IT, MOD-ES, MOD-EL and MOD-PT on 22™ of November 2004;

Recognizing that, in the field of crisis management, the common objective of
the Member States of the European Union (EU) is to develop their military
capabilities;

Having as a priority matter the development of EU military rapid response
capability, as stated in the European Security Strategy;

Taking into account the decision of Spain and Italy to assume the-role as
Framework Nations of an EU BG based on SIAF (stand by period 2014-2);

Taking into account the existing MOU signed by MOD-IT and MOD-ES
(SIAF MOU) on April the 20" of 1999 for the establishment of a “Spanish-
ltalian Amphibious/Landing Force” (SIAF/SILF) affecting only to Spanish and
Italian contributions and commitments;

Confirming the willingness, expressed by MOD-IT and MOD-ES, within the
SIAF/SILF framework, and by MOD-EL and by MOD-PT, of joining the SIAF-
based EU Amphibious Battlegroup 2014-2 (hereinafter referred as “the
EUABG”);

Recalling the Chief of the Hellenic National Defence General Staff's decision
to dispose the EL EU Operation Headquarters (OHQ) as preferred OHQ for
the purpose of the EUABG, during the second semester of 2014:

Considering that the EUABG is a force which may be made available to the

EU, or pefrsonnel thereof, in the context of the preparation and execution of

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the tasks referred to in Article 42(1) of the Treaty on European Union,
including exercise;

- Taking into account the EU SOFA, dated 17 November 2003, ratified by all
the Participants, which shall be applied to this arrangement once entered into
force, on the basis of its article 19.3;

- Taking into account the North Atlantic Treaty regarding the Status of their
Forces (NATO SOFA), dated 19th June 1951, and the commitment to
cooperate within the scope of article 3 of the North Atlantic Treaty;

Hereby agree as follows:

DEFINITIONS

Signatories: MOD-IT, MOD-ES, MOD-EL and MOD-PT, and any other MODs
that may accede to this Technical Arrangement (TA) in the future.

Framework Nations: Spain and ltaly, which assume the overall responsibility
under this TA and its subordinate arrangements for providing support to and
coordinating the EUABG.

Participating Nations: The Hellenic Republic and the Portuguese Republic and
any other nation that may accede to sign this TA in the future.

Contributing Nations: Framework and Participating nations providing their
commitment to a specific exercise or operation.

POC Nation: Spain as a nation responsible for providing leadership of the
EUABG.

National Contingents: The military units and elements belonging to
Contributing Nations assigned to the EUABG, including the National Support
Elements that support national military units. They are under the full command
of their national authorities.

Spanish-ltalian Amphibious Force (SIAF): Permanent, integrated command
structure set by Spain and ltaly for amphibious operations, with previously
assigned force elements of these two Member States.

EUABG Activities: Activities under this TA performed by EUABG personnel
and/or uni?s, orior to, during and after deployments and operations.
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Spanish-Italian Landing Force Battle Group (SILF BG): The Italian-Spanish
Marine Battle Group itself composed of a Landing Force Headquarters and
battalion seized Combat Forces reinforced by Combat Support (CS) and
Combat Service Support (CSS) elements.

EU-led Crisis Management Operations: The whole spectrum of tasks listed in
the Treaty on the European Union, article 43.1 and those identified in the
European Security Strategy, either conducted directly by the EU or in response
to demands and under the mandate of the United Nations.

The aim of this TA is to establish the general conditions of forming the
EUABG within the framework of SIAF with Hellenic and Portuguese
capabilities. The participation of the Hellenic Republic and the
Portuguese Republic and any other Participating Nation neither
affects nor modifies the already existing SIAF MOU.

The provisions of this TA will be applied to all personnel/units whom
the signatories will decide to earmark for the EUABG and they will
have to be considered within the decisions taken in the framework of
the EUABG.

Any further application for participation or contribution in the EUABG
will rest with SIAF members after proper consultation with the
Participating Nations.

In case any other EU Member-State (MS) or a Third State (TS)
decides to .take part in the EUABG activities or operations, it has.to
accept the provisions of this TA and any follow-on arrangements as
the framework documents under which the aforementioned EUABG
shall operate.

Any national caveats and restrictions must be notified in advance to
other Nations and kept to the minimum level.

In case any Framework or Participating Nations decides not to take
part in a given EUABG operation or exercise, this TA shall apply
among the remaining Framework or Participating Nations.
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2. STATUS OF FORCES

EU Status of Forces Agreement (SOFA), dated 17 November 2003,
shall be applied as legal framework, for the purposes of the EUABG
activities, once into force, on the basis of its article 19.3. In the
meantime, juridical relationships and issues among the Nations
arising out of the deployment of the Forces shall be regulated by the
NATO SOFA.

3. COMMAND AND STAFF

This EUABG package will consist of a Force Headguarter (FHQ),
based on the SIAF/SILF HQs, on a reinforced battalion and
associated operational and strategic enablers. The Hellenic Republic
is to provide the preferred Operation Headquarters (OHQ) for the
EUABG, during the second semester of 2014.

When EUABG is activated, the Command and Staff structure and key
positions of the EUABG will be based on SIAF/SILF HQs. ltaly and
Spain will jointly offer positions in the EUABG Command and Staff
structure to Participating Nations, in accordance with the entity of the
capabilities that they effectively contribute to the EUABG while
preserving the cohesiveness of the military package.

National Contingents to the EUABG are to remain under full
command of their respective Contributing Nation. Transfer of
Authority (TOA) to the Operation Commander (OpCdr) is to take
place no later than upon arrival of the forces in the defined area of
operations (AOO). TOA of the OpCdr to the Force Commander
(FCdr) depends on the development of the political decisions within
the EU bodies. V o

The aim of the EUABG is to develop a rapid deployable force based
on the principles of multinationality, interoperability and military
effectiveness. The development will be based on the EU Battlegroup
Concept (Council document 13618/06, dated 5 October 2006).

As a general rule, EU doctrine and publications will constitute the
reference documents within the EUABG for operational and training
activities. NATO doctrine and publications will be used in those
domains not covered by EU conceptual framework within the existing
EU-NATO arrangements and agreements.

In particular, SIAF/SILF operational, tactical and administrative
procedures currently in force, will also apply to the EUABG.

Certification of the EUABG is to be undertaken in accordance with EU
agreed procedures and standards.

Contributing Nations are responsible for evaluating and certifying their
military units and elements assigned to the EUABG in accordance
with standards and criteria approved by the EU and issuing the
respective certificate letter to the POC Nation.

Classified information provided, generated, handled, transmitted and
exchanged in the framework of this TA will be protected in
accordance with EU Security Regulations.

The EUABG will be employed in training activities in accordance with
the consolidated SIAF/SILF training cycle and following political and
military decisions. Principles for exercises and training will adopt EU
defined standards.

The deployment of the EUABG shall be carried out following the
Deﬁecision adopted by the EU Council to launch an operation in
aq'cordance with article 43 of the Treaty on the European Union.

Within the EUABG, the costs regarding force preparation, training and
employment of the EUABG will rest upon the signatories unless and
when pertinent EU financial mechanisms are applied.

Claims not covered by paragraph 2 will be dealt with applicable
international or national law, rules and regulations.

Any dispute regarding the interpretation or application of this TA will
be resolved by consultation among the signatories and will not be
referred to an international or national tribunal or third parties for
settlement.

Any signatory may withdraw from this TA at any time, by providing to
the other signatories a withdrawal notice, at least six months prior to
the desired withdrawal date. In this case, this TA will remain into
effect for the remaining signatories, until those signatories decide
otherwise.

Any other EU MS and TS may join this TA, based on unanimous
decisions of the Framework Nations by means of a letter of accession
signed by the representative of the accessing Nation.

The Signatories do not intend to create any additional rights or
obligations under international law by virtue of this TA. This TA is not
intended to confiict with applicable national or international laws. In
the event of such a conflict, applicable national or international law.
will prevail. The concerned Signatories will notify each other in the
event of any such conflict.

The present TA is drawn up in the English, Hellenic, Italian,
Portuguese and Spanish languages all being equally valid, in four
originals, one for each signatory. In case of divergence of
interpretation or application of the provisions of this TA, the English
text will prevail.
