CONCERNING

MULTINATIONAL COOPERATION ON AIR-TO-GROUND

PRECISION GUIDED MUNITION
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1. INTRODUCTION

The Minister of Defence of the Kingdom of Belgium, the Ministry of Defence of the Czech Republic,
the Ministry of Defence of Denmark, the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic, the
Minister of Defence of the Kingdom of the Netherlands, the Ministry of Defence of the Kingdom of
Norway, the Ministry of National Defence of Portugal and the Ministry of Defence of the Kingdom of
Spain (hereafter referred to as “the Participants”)

Having regard to the Agreement between the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty regarding the
status of their forces done at London on 19 June 1951 (hereinafter referred to as “NATO-SOFA),

Recognizing the Letter of Intent between the Defence Ministers of Czech Republic, Denmark,
Hellenic Republic, Norway, Portugal and Spain concerning Multinational Approaches towards Air-
to-Ground Precision Guided Munitions (PGMSs), signed 4™ of September 2014,

Recognizing the signing of the Letter of Intent by the Defence Ministers of the Kingdom of the
Netherlands and the Kingdom of Belgium 8" October 2015,

Recognizing a need to increase national availability and rebalance Alliance overall PGMs inventory
levels and reduce the reliance on the national stock of one ally,

Wishing to increase the overall capability and effective and efficient provision of PGMs,

Considering that greater cooperation in the field of PGMs will increase sustainability of operations
and the effectiveness of individual capability development efforts,

Recognizing that such a capability will be of benefit to the North Atlantic Treaty Organization
(NATO),

Have reached the following understandings:

2. DEFINITIONS AND ABBREVIATIONS
For the purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU), the following definitions will be
used:

“Background Information” means Information which is not generated in the performance of this
MOuU,

“*Contract” means any mutually binding legal relationship that obligates a Contractor to furnish
supplies or services, and obligates one or more Participants to pay for them.

“Contractor” means any industrial or government organization, undertaking work under a Contract
or equivalent arrangement for the performance of this MOU.

“Foreground Information” means Information which is generated in the performance of this MOU.

“Information” means recorded or documented information of a scientific, technical, business or
financial nature, whatever the format, documentary characteristics or other medium of
presentation. The Information may include, but is not limited to, any of the following: experimental
and test data, specifications, designs and design processes, inventions and discoveries whether
patentable or not, technical descriptions and other works, technical and manufacturing data
packages, know-how and trade secrets and information relating to industrial techniques. It may be
presented in the form of documents, pictorial reproductions, drawings and other graphic
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representations, disk and film recordings (magnetic, optical and laser), computer software both
programmatic and data base, and computer memory printouts or data retained in computer

memory, or any other form.

“Intellectual Property Rights” means, in accordance with the World Trade Organization Agreement
on Trade-related Aspects of Intellectual Property Rights of April 15, 1994, all copyright and related
rights, all rights in relation to inventions (including patent rights), all rights in registered and
unregistered trademarks (including service marks), registered and unregistered designs ,
undisclosed Information (including trade secrets and know-how), layout designs of integrated
circuits, geographical indications, and any other rights resulting from creative activity in the
industrial, scientific, literary, and artistic fields.

“Lead Agency” means any NATO agency or organization to which the Participants decide to grant
the management of procurement under this MOU.

“Lead Nation” means any Participant in this MOU which will manage procurement under this MOU
on behalf of the Participants to that procurement.

“Participants” means any signatory to this MOU.

“Third Party” means any legal person or legal entity other than a Participant to this MOU or a Lead
Agency.

“Precision Guided Munitions” (PGM) means air-to-ground munitions for manned or unmanned
combat aircraft providing Joint Precision Strike capability in accordance with NATO Capability
Target E 3201 Joint Precision Strike.

“Steering Board (SB)” means Board of representatives of Participants established to manage the
cooperation under this MOU.

“User Group” means a team of experts (e.g. technical, legal and financial) from Participants, who
will explore options for and establish multinational arrangement(s) to increase the effective and
efficient provision of PGM.

3. OBJECTIVES AND SCOPE
3.1. This MOU establishes the framework for cooperation amongst the Participants concerning
PGM.

3.2. The objectives of this MOU are to:
- Enhance the overall capability and effective and efficient provision of PGMs,
- Obtain better pricing conditions and/or delivery schedules for PGMs,
- Improve the availability and security of supply of PGMs,
- Facilitate transfer of PGMs among the Participants.

3.3. The scope of work of this MOU is among others:
- To perform market surveys and identify market opportunities,
- To conduct joint procurements of PGMs,
- To transfer PGMs among the Participants when needed,
- To assess developments that might have impact on future PGM capability,
- To provide logistics support to ensure interoperability among Participants,



- To further investigate possibilities for multinational warehousing; Establishment of a
multinational warehouse will, however, be subject to separate arrangements among the
Participants,

- Exchange of Information.

3.4  Tofurther detail the cooperation under this MOU the Participants may, as necessary,
conclude implementing arrangements. These implementing arrangements may not contradict
the provisions of this MOU. In any case the provisions of this MOU will prevait,

4. MANAGEMENT

4.1. The Participants will establish a Steering Board (SB) for the overall management of the
cooperation under this MOU. The SB will be composed of one permanent member
representing each Participant. The permanent representative may be supported by additional
personnel of a Participant during a SB meeting. The SB will meet annually with additional
meetings on request of any Participant. In principle, meetings will be held in the country of
each Participant in turn. The meetings of the SB will be chaired by the permanent
representative of the Participant hosting the meeting. The SB will take all decisions by
consensus of its permanent members. The SB may invite a Lead Agency to attend meetings
of the SB dedicated to the procurement under this MOU for which it will act, In this case, this
Lead Agency will not take part in the decisions of the SB. Representatives of NATO Military
Authorities and other NATO entities may be invited to participate, as appropriate.

4.1.1. The SB will be responsible for:

- Deciding on the recourse to either a Lead Agency or a Lead Nation for procurement
under this MOU.

- Exercising executive level oversight of the cooperation under this MOU.
- Reviewing progress in meeting the scope of work of this MOU.

- Reviewing draft Requests for Proposals and any draft Contract to be awarded to
ensure that these are in conformity with this MOU.

- Approving Requests for Proposals and any draft Contract to be awarded.

- Reviewing the financial status of the cooperation under this MOU, including pricing
conditions and audit services.

- Resalving issues brought forth by the PGM User Group, as described in 4.2.1. or by
the Lead Nation or Lead Agency as necessary.

- Reviewing and forwarding recommended amendments to this MOU to the
Participants for approval.

- Providing recommendation to the Participants for the admission of additional nations
to this MOU.

4.2, The Participants will establish a PGM User Group for the management of the PGM
cooperation. The composition and the conduct of meetings will be as for the SB described
above in paragraph 4.1, except that the PGM User Group will meet twice a year.



4.2.1. The PGM User Group will be responsible for:

- Recommending to the SB the recourse to either a Lead Agency or Lead Nation for
procurement under this MOU.

- Managing the work to be conducted in the cooperation under this MOU, hereunder
technical issues, cost, delivery schedule and performance requirements,
identified by the Participants.

- Managing and monitoring export contro! issues related to the cooperation under this
MOU.

- Monitoring the contracting activities and reporting on these to the SB.

- Monitoring contract pricing and audit services.

- Referring issues to the SB which cannot be resolved by the PGM User Group.

- Developing and recommending amendments to this MOU to the SB.

- Supporting the SB during discussions for the admission of new Participants.

- The Chairman of the PGM User Group will report to the SB.

5. CONTRACTUAL ARRANGEMENTS

All Contracts under this MOU will be placed by either a Lead Nation or Lead Agency which
will support the Participants with the procurement, monitoring of transfers of PGMs among
Participants and undertake the requirements with regard to export control issues. Contracts
to be placed by a Lead Nation will be placed in accordance with the Lead Nation's national
and international laws and regulations, hereunder EU law, if applicable, procurement
procedures and practices. Contracts to be placed by a Lead Agency will be placed in
accordance with the Lead Agency’s procurement rules and regulations. The Participants will
agree on the common requirements to the Contract.

The SB will seek to ensure that Contracts awarded through a Lead Nation or a Lead Agency
secure all relevant rights, as specified in this MOU, for and on behalf of each Participant.

Should the Lead Nation, a Participant or the Lead Agency determine that contract pricing or
audit services are required, such services will be obtained through the responsible national
authorities of the country within whose territory the performing Contractor or sub-contractor is
located, consistent with any existing arrangements with the country in that regard. In case
the contractor or sub-contractor is located in a non-MOU Nation, the contract pricing and
audit will be performed by the Lead Nation. Pricing practices should be those of the country
in which the Contracts or sub-contracts are undertaken.

INDUSTRIAL COOPERATION

in case industrial cooperation is required by one or more Participants, the Participants will
notify the Lead Nation or Lead Agency of their requirements. The Lead Nation or Lead
Agency will issue a Request for Quotation (RFQ) or equivalent, requesting the Contractor to
specify any additional costs arising from industrial cooperation and the distribution of these
costs among the Participants requesting industrial cooperation. Afterwards, the Participant(s)
requesting industrial cooperation will negotiate directly with the Contractor to set up separate
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arrangements for its industrial cooperation requirement, paying attention not to delay the

ordering process unreasonably. All additional costs caused by a national requirement for

industrial cooperation will be borne by the Participant(s) having requested industrial
cooperation.

6.2. Should the Contractor fail to implement the industrial cooperation as agreed in separate

arrangements, all subsequent actions against the Contractor will be taken and followed up by
the relevant Participant(s), without involving the Lead Nation, the Lead Agency or the other

Participants.

7. FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS

7.1. This MOU will not imply any financial commitments for the Participants. The Participants are

thus not obliged to make any procurement under this MOU. Participants will in no way be
liable for other Participants purchases or related expenses under this MOU.

7.1.1. Any future financial commitments will be detailed in subordinate implementing

arrangements. In cases where a Lead Agency places the Contract, any costs incurred as a

result of a Participant’s withdrawal from an undertaken financial commitment will be
regulated by applicable rules of the Lead Agency. In cases where a Lead Nation places a
Contract, the withdrawing Participant will be liable for all direct costs as a result of the
withdrawal, including the costs of any contract termination or modification caused by the

withdrawal; The Lead Nation will endeavor to keep all costs of withdrawal as low as possible.
The total liability of the withdrawing Participant, including withdrawal costs, will in no event

exceed the financial commitment undertaken by the withdrawing Participant.

7.2. Where national auditors need to obtain specific data or to inspect records to be able to fuffill

their national obligations, the Lead Nation or Lead Agency will facilitate access to such

Information in accordance with their own rules and regulations, and the national auditors will,

at their own costs, obtain Information and documents related to that Participant's
participation in this MOU, without infringing the rights of the other Participants.

8. EXCHANGE OF INFORMATION

8.1. General: The Participants recognize that successful collaboration depends on full and prompt
exchange of Information with each other and the Lead Agency necessary for carrying out the

activities under this MOU.

8.2. Background Information

8.2.1. Disclosure; The Participants and the Lead Agency will, upon request, disclose to each

other any relevant Background Information, provided:

i. such Background Information is necessary to or useful for the execution of the

cooperation under this MOU, with the disclosing Participant determining whether it is

“necessary to” or “useful to” the execution of the cooperation;

ii.such Background Information may be made available to the other Participants without
infringing Third Parties’ rights. If this is not possible, the disclosing Participant will

inform the other Participants of any limitation applicable; and

iii. disclosure is consistent with the disclosure policies and laws of the disclosing
Participant.

8.2.2. Use: Background Information disclosed by the Participants or Lead Agency may be
used by the Participants or Lead Agency for the purpose of executing the cooperation
under this MOU. Background Information necessary for the effective use of Foreground
information may be used without charge by the Participants who have generated the
Foreground Information or Lead Agency for NATO and/or nationai Defense Purposes.
The disclosing Participant will retain title with respect to its Background Information.

Foreground Infermation

8.3.1. Disclosure and use: Foreground Information generated by the Participants or Lead
Agency under the cooperation under this MOU will be owned by and disclosed only to
the Participants who have generated this Foreground Information. Foreground
Information may be used by the Participants who have generated this Information or
Lead Agency only for NATO and/or national Defense Purposes. Foreground
Information will not be disclosed to other Participants and Third Parties without the prior
unanimous consent of all the Participants who have generated the relevant Foreground
Information.

Contractor Foreground Information
8.4.1. In the event that contracting is necessary under this MOU, the Lead Nation or Lead

Agency will insert into its Contracts, and require its Contractors to insert into sub-
Contracts, necessary provisions to ensure:

i. assignment or license of all Intellectual Property rights in the Contractor Foreground
Information to the Participants participating in that Contract and/or Lead Agency,
and

ii.a perpetual license to use any Contractor Background information for the purpose of
using the Contractor Foreground Information.

Third Party Intellectual Property: In the event that Third Party Intellectual Property is required
for the purpose of execution of the cooperation under this MOU, the SB will request the Lead
Agency or Lead Nation to contract with the Third Party concerned to obtain all rights to use
the Third Party Intellectual Property, as appropriate.

In the event the Lead Nation or Lead Agency is unable to secure adequate rights to use and
disclose program Information as required by this section 8, Exchange of Information, or is
notified by Contractors or potential Contractors of any restriction on the disclosure and use of
Information, the matter will be referred to the SB for resolution.

9. EXPORT CONTROL

9.1.

9.2.

The Participants will ensure their own compliance with applicable export control legislation
and/or regulation in relation to their participation in this MOU.

Each Participant will endeavor to provide support with formalities etc. for the other
Participants and for the Lead Agency when the application of that Participant’s export control
legisiation and/or regulations is impeding performance of work necessary for the purpose of
this MOU.



9.3. Each Participant will endeavor to provide support with formalities etc. for the other
Participants and for the Lead Agency in order to comply with Third Parties’ export control
legislation.

10. TAXES, CUSTOM DUTIES AND SIMILAR CHARGES

10.1. Insofar as existing laws, regulations and international arrangements permit, the Participants
will endeavor to ensure that readily identifiable taxes, customs duties and similar charges or
quantitative/qualitative restrictions on imports and exports will not be imposed in connection
with this MOU.

10.2. The Participants will endeavor to have all readily identifiable taxes, duties and similar
charges administered in the manner most favorable to the satisfactory execution of the
arrangements described in this MOU.

10.3. If taxes, customs duties, or similar charges are levied, they will be borne by the Participant in
whose country they are levied and will not be included as part of that Participant's
contribution to the cooperation under this MOU.

10.4. If, in order to apply European Union or European Economic Community (EU/EEC)
regulations, it is necessary to levy duties, then these will be met by the EU/EEC member end
recipient. To this end, parts or components of the equipment coming from outside the
EU/EEC will proceed to their final destination accompanied by the relevant customs
document enabling settlement of duties to take place. The method of apportionment of such
duties between EU/EEC member Participants will be decided by consultation. They will be
levied as a cost over and above the relevant Participant's contributions to the cooperation
under this MOU,

10.5. With regard to any equipment or services procured by the Lead Nation or Lead Agency
under this MOU, the Lead Nation or Lead Agency will endeavor to ensure that no identifiable
duties or taxes are levied for which exemption is provided under national or international law.

11. THIRD PARTY SALES AND TRANSFERS

Any disclosure, transfer, loan or other type of access of Third Parties to commonly acquired
equipment or services, or to information provided or generated under this MOU requires prior
approval of the Participants. Where end user documents apply, approval by the relevant national
export control authorities is furthermore required.

12. SECURITY AND VISITS TO ESTABLISHMENTS

12.1. All classified Information or equipment provided or generated under this MOU, will be stored,
handied, transmitted and safeguarded by the Participants in a manner no less stringent than
the required by NATO document CM(2002)49, “Security Within the North Atlantic Treaty
Organization”, or any subsequent revisions hereto.

12.2. Each Participant will notify the other Participants via SB and, as necessary, the Lead
Agency, of the security classification of all Information or equipment generated, supplied or
exchanged under this MOU and of any subsequent change in classification.

12.3. The provisions of the NATO Agreement on the Communication of Technical Information for
Defence Purposes, done in Brussels on 19 October 1970, and the Implementing Procedures
for the NATO Agreement on the Communication of Technical Information for Defence



12.4.

12.5.
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Purposes, approved by the North Atlantic Council on 1 January 1971, will apply to proprietary
Information disclosed in the framework of this MOU.

Information exchange with Third Parties, when permitted under Section 8, will take place in
accordance with existing multilateral or bilateral arrangements with the relevant Third Parties,
or if no such arrangements exist, with applicable NATO security arrangements or
procedures.

The Participants and Lead Agency will permit visits to their establishments, provided that the
visit is authorized by the Participant(s) concemed or the Lead Agency, as appropriate and
the personnel concerned have the necessary security clearance and a need-to-know. All
visiting personnel will be required to comply with the security regulations of the Participant(s)
concerned or the Lead Agency. Any Information disclosed or made available during or in
connection with these visits will be treated as if provided by the Participant sponsoring the
visit in accordance with Section 8.

13. LIABILITY AND CLAIMS

13.1.

13.2.

For liability arising out of, or in connection with, activities undertaken in the performance of
official duty under this MOU, the following provisions will apply.

13.1.1. Claims between the Participants, arising out of or in connection with the present
MOU will be handled in accordance with the article VIII of the NATO SOFA, when
applicable.

Claims not covered by the NATO SOFA will be handled by the Participants on a
case-by-case basis in accordance with national and international law and
regulations.

13.1.2. The Participants taking part in particular activity undertaken under this MOU will
consult in the settliement or other disposition of any claims by Third Parties against
themselves arising out of this activity. Those Participants will determine the share of
costs for settlement of such claims and will assign the most appropriate Participant
to process such claims. If, however, such liability results from the reckless acts or
reckless omissions, willful misconduct or gross negligence of a Participant's
personnel or agents, the costs of any liability will be borne exclusively by that
Participant , as applicable.

13.1.3 Claims arising out of or in connections with the activities of a Lead Agency under
this MOU will be dealt with in accordance with the Lead Agency’s own rules and
regulations or specific arangement concluded with the Lead Agency as required.

Claims arising under or related to any Contract awarded under this MOU will be resolved in
accordance with the provisions of the Contract. The Participants will not indemnify
Contractors against Third Party fiability claims. However, in exceptional circumstances (e.g.
certain nuclear or unduly hazardous activity where the cost of insurance is excessively high),
the Participants may consider whether to indemnify Contractors against Third Party liability
claims.

14. ADMISSION OF NEW PARTICIPANTS

14.1.

It is recognized that other NATO nations may wish to participate in this MOU. Any NATO
Nation willing to participate in this MOU will submit a formal request to the SB.
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14.2. The applicant NATO nation will become a Participant once an amendment to this MOU has
been signed by that nation and all the Participants.

15. SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any dispute arising under or in connection with this MOU will be resolved only by consultation at
the SB and will not be referred to any national or international tribunal or any other Third Party for
settiement. The Participants will approach any dispute in relation to this MOU as a mutual problem
requiring efforts from all involved to resolve any such dispute.

16. AMENDMENT
This MOU may be amended only by written amendment signed by all the Participants.

17. FINAL PROVISIONS

This MOU is not intended to create any rights or obligations under international law, nor to conflict
with the national law of any Participant. In case such a conflict arises, applicable national and/or
international law will prevail. The Participants will notify each other promptly in the event of any
such conflict. This MOU is not intended to be an exclusive source for the Participants’
procurements of PGMs, thus the Participants are not obliged to make any procurements under this
MOU.

18. ENTRY INTO EFFECT, WITHDRAWAL AND TERMINATION
18.1. This MOU will enter into effect upon the date of the last signature of the Participants and will
remain in effect for 10 years, unless terminated earlier in accordance with this Section.

18.2. in the event that a Participant finds it necessary to withdraw wholly or partly from this MOU,
the following procedure will apply:

18.2.1. Before giving formal notice of withdrawal, consultation will take place among
Participants on the consequences of withdrawal.

18.2.2. If the Participant still wishes to withdraw, the withdrawing Participant will give notice
of 6 (six) months in writing to the other Participants through the SB. The withdrawing
Participant will fuffill all its current commitments made up to the effective date of
withdrawal, or bear all costs arising from this withdrawal, such as contract
termination costs. The remaining Participants will determine, in consuitation with the
withdrawing Participant, the economically most beneficial arrangement in this
respect.

18.2.3. The withdrawing Participant will benefit from all iInformation and other of its benefits
and rights under this MOU, up to the effective date of withdrawal.

18.3. The Participants may terminate this MOU at any time by unanimous written consent. In such
event, each Participant will bear its own proportion of the costs of termination, as jointly
determined by the Participants.

18.4. The rights and responsibilities of the Participants regarding disclosure and use of Information
(section 8), security (section 12), sales and transfers to Third Parties (section 11), settlement
of disputes (section 15), claims and liabilities (section 13) and withdrawal and termination
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(section 18) will continue irrespective of any Participant's withdrawal or termination or
expiration of this MOU.

19. LANGUAGE

19.1 The language, both oral and written, to be used in the execution of this MOU will be English
language.

20. SIGNATURE
This MOU is signed in the English language in one original. The original of this MOU will be
deposited with the Ministry of Defence of Denmark, which will transmit certified copies to each of

the Participants.
