Bethween the Govermment of the Hellenic Republic and the -~
Government of Geergia on Cooperation in the Fight against Crime
The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of Georgia,

hereinafter referred to as the “Parties™;
Desiring to develop and strengthen the existing friendship and the

partnershin refations hetween their countries;

Acknowledging the importance and necessity of protection of life, health,

property, human rights and freedoms;

aing aware, that serious forms of crime enqauoa the legal order, rule of law
and security of thelr countries and impede the develop'nent of economy, as
weil as the establishment of investment environment and the strengthening

of democratic values and justice;

Being aware, that cooperation is necessary in fighting against crime

effectively;

Racognizing the basic principles and norms of international law and those
international treaties, to which their states are parties and which concern the

scope of this Agreement;

Have agreed as follows:

Article §
Fields of copperation

The Parties shall cooperate and render each other technical and operative

assistance in the fight against the following crimes:

8) Organized crime;
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i llicit trafficking in firearms, ammunition, - explosives and other
hazardods materials; i

e) Human trafficking and smuggling of migrants;

f)y Crimes against human life and health;

g) Economic crimies, international illegal econemic activities and money

laundering including asset recovery;

h} Crimes against property, including crimes relating to stolen vehicles;

i) Tilicit trafficking in stolen goods of culture and art;

) Forgery of rmeans of pavment and securities;

k) Cybercrime;

I} Cther trans-border and international crimes.

Articia 2
Forms of cooperation”

With the aim to prevent, detect and suppress crimes specified in Article
1 of this Agreement, the Parties shall cooperate in the following forms:

ay Exchange of information, including personal data;

b) Cooperation in search for wanted or missing persons, stolen things
and other cbiects related to crime; |

c) Mutuai assistance in combating cross-border criminal activities.

The Parties shall also cooperate in the following forms:

a) Exchange of relevant experts and thair training;

) Arrangement of joint seminars;

¢} Assistance in capacity building of their respective personnel;

d) Exchange of results of scientific research and hest practices;

e} Assistance by equiprnent;

f} Exchange of knowledge and experience on research methods and
means used in the field of criminalities.

The cooperation provided for by paragraph 2 may be realized through
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the conclusion of separate agreements or arrangements between the

Cornpetent Authorities of the Parties.

Cooperation under paragraphs 1 and 2 shall be realized by the Parties in
compliance with the respective national legislation of their states and
the basic principles and norms of international law.

Cooperation under this Agreement shall not affect the issues of legal
assistance in criminal matters and extradition.

Articie 3
Competent Authorities

The Competent Authorities for implementing this Agreement are the
foliowing:

a. For the Government of the Hellenic Republic:

The Hellenic Police/Ministry of Interior.

h. For the Government of Georgia:

The Ministry of Internal Affairs of Georgia.

The State Security Service of Georgia.

In order to implement this Agreement, the Parties shall cornmunicate
% each cther contact information regarding their Competent
Autiorities.

The Parties shali inform each other about any change concerning the
nEmes, competences or contact information regarding their Competent

Authorities.

Article 4
Cooperation reqguests

The cooperation in the framework of this Agreement shall be carried
out unon request of either Party.

The Parties shail provide each other the relevant information even
without a request, if such information might be useful for the other

Party.

Protection of Classified Information

Article 6

Use and protection of personal date

The mutual protection of persenal data exchanged betweén the Parties shall
be performed in compliaiice with the conditions defined by the sending Party,
In accordance with the respective national legislation of the states of the
Parties and their international obligations and on the basis of the following

principles:

a) The receiving Party may use personal data transmitted solely for the
defined purpose or purposes and under the congitions stipulated by
the sending Party:
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0j The receiving Party shall, et the request of the sending Party,
provide information or: the use of the personat data transmitted, as
well as on the results thus achieved;

¢) Personal data shall not be transmitted to any third party without
previous written consent of the sending Party;

d) The sending Party shall be responsible for the accuracy of the
personal data transmitted and shall also identify whether such
transmission is necessary and by its volume and scope adequate to
the purpose of their transmission. Should maccurate incorrect,
incomplete or outdated personal data transmission or transmission
of personal data not related to the purpose of their processing be
subsequently ascertained, the receiving Paity shall be immediately
informed thereof. The recelving Party shall either correct the errors
or destroy the personal data that should not have been transmitted;

) Any person, whose personal data are to be or have already heen
transmitted, shali be entided to request provision of overall
information on the personal data to be transmitted or already
transmitted, on the purpose of their use ervisaged and any third
parties to which his/her personal data should be further disclosed,
provided that this is admissible under the national legislation of the
state of the sending Party. Such information shall be provided
without undue deiay;

f} Any person, whose personal data are to be or have already baen
transmitted, shall be entitled to request correction or deletion of the
incorrect, incomplete or inaccurate personal data related to him/her,
which must be performed without undue delay;

g) Upon delivery of personal data, the sending Party shall inform the
receiving Party of the timeframe for the destruction of the personal ]
data. Notwithstanding such time limit, any personal data refating to
the data subject shall be destroyed if their retention becomes
unnecessary for the completion of the original purposeof their

processing. The sending Party shall be informed of the destruction
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of the personal data transmitied and the reasons thereof, In case of
termination of this Agreement, all the personal data received under
it shialt be destroyed;

hy Either Party shall keep records of delivery, receipt and destruction of
personal data;

) Either Party shall protect the transmitted personal data against
accidental or iilegitimate destruction, loss, unauthotized access and
handling, accldental or liegitimate alteration and publication.

Arkicle ¥
Refiuars) to fuslfill reqguests

1. The raguested Party may totally or partly reject the fulfillment of a

request, it such fulfiliment is likely to infringe the sovereignty, security,
public order and national interests of its country, or if it is contrary to
the national legislation of its state. '

2. If the fuifilment of a request is.totally-or partly rejected, the requested
Party shall timely communicate in writing the reasons of refuse! to the
requasting Farty.

Article &

Expenses
Each Party shiall pear its own expenses related to the implementation of this
Agreement, unless the Pariles agree ctherwise on a case by case basis.

Article §

Caonsultations
If it is necessary, high officals of the Competent Authorities of the Parties
may hold consultatiors in order to consider effective means and ways for the
— application of this Agresment, as well as to take relevant measures to

develop and tmprove further cooperation,

Relation to ather mternatonzl agreaments P

The previsions of this Agreement do not affect the Parties' obligations or
rights conferred to theim under other international agreements, to which they

o their States are parties,

Article 11
PolinefSecurity Attechés/Lizison officers

1. Either Party may detach one or more Police/Security Attachés/Ligison
officers, at its dipiomatic mission or consular authority in the State of
he other Party, for a definite or an indefirite period of time.

2. Tha duties of the Police/Security Attachés/Lialson officers shall be the 7

Ariicle 12
Settlement of disputes

Any dispute arising from the interpretation or implementation of the
provisions of this Agreament shall be settled by consultations and/or by

negotiations, between the Parties through diplomatic channels.

Articie 13
Amendments

This Agreement imay be amended by mutual written consent of the Parties.
These amendments shall take the form of separate protocols, which shall

constitute an integral part of this Agreement and shall enter into force in

accordance with paragraph 1 of Article 14 of this Agreement.
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Eirticle 14

Final provisions

—

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the last notification
by which the Parties inform each other in writing, through diplomatic
chanmels, about the completion of their relevant internal procedures
required for its entry into force.

This Agreement shall be concluded for an indefinite period of time.

Eitrer Party may terminate this Agreement upon a written notice
cornmunicated to the other Party through diplomatic channels. This
Agreement shall be tarminated 6 (six) months after the date of receint

of such netice by the other Party.

Done at Thillsi, on 22 June 2017, in two originals, each in the G'r*eek, Georgian
ard English ianguages, alf texts being equally authehtic. In case of any
divergence of interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
