THE MINISTRY OF ENERGY, COMMERCE, INDUSTRY AND TOURISM
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The Ministry of Tourism of the Hellenic Republic, the Ministry of Tourism of the Arab
Republic of Egypt and the Ministry of Energy, Commerce, Industry and Tourism of the
Republic of Cyprus, hereinafter referred to as “the Participants”,

Desiring to strengthen and deve{lop the cooperation between their States in the field of
cruise tourism, which is one of the fastest growing tourism segments in the world,

Recognizing the importance of the cruise tourism sector on the economies of their
States, as the latter are destination markets for cruise passengers from third States,

Acknowledging that cruise is a multi-destination, complex tourism product, with great
potential for further development in the three States and with significant direct, indirect
and induced effects in terms of employment and income generation,

Taking stock of the Tripartite Memorandum of Understanding among the Government
of the Hellenic Republic, the Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt and the
Government of the Republic of Cyprus on Cooperation in the Field of Tourism, signed on
23 October 2014, (hereinafter referred to as “MoU”),

Have reached the following understanding:

I. Objective

The Participants will promote the development and strengthen their cooperation in the
field of cruise tourism in the Eastern Mediterranean Sea with a view to increasing the

tourist flows to the three States.

It. Scope

In accordance with Article 3 of the aforementioned MoU, the Participants decided to
organize in the three States, whenever deemed necessary, trilateral meetings on
cooperation in cruise tourism, in which designated representatives from the public and
the private tourism sector from each State will participate. Within the framework of these
meetings, the followingissues will be examined:

¢ Communication with international cruise operators to assess their likely interest
and explore the commercial potential in planning and developing cruise




itineraries among the ports of Greece, Egypt and Cyprus, in line with the
respective legislation in force of each State.

» ldentification and mobilization of the necessary resources in each State to
support the development of a pilot cruise project;

» Collection of information and data on the preferences of key tourism target
markets in order to obtain relevant market intelligence;

¢ Design and recommendations to international cruise operators of possible
appealing cruise itinerarieswhich-inchude portsof-Greece;£gypt-and-Cyprus—in -
line with the respective legislation in force of each State, with accessible
attractions nearby with a view to achieving demand from vacationers from
mature, emerging and new markets as well as increasing cruise passengers’
spending on shore excursions, visits, tours, shopping, restaurants and hotels in
the three States, which will benefit the local economies;

* Encouragement of cooperation in the three States among the Port Authorities,
the competent chambers of commerce and the private sector, including services
and goods providers (e.g. retail, food & beverage), in order to promote more
efficiently likely home ports or ports of call, always in line with the respective
legislation in force of each State, which could be included in a cruise itinerary as
well as design of pre- and post-cruise programmes which include stays at land-
based accommodation (cruise & stay);

* Encouragement of the competent authorities in each State (e.g. National
Tourism  Organizations, Port Authorities,  Destination Management
Organizations) to participate in sea fairs, cruise trade shows and conferences as
well as other cruise industry events, organized in the territory of the other
Participants, and to organize familiarization trips for specialist cruise travel
agencies of the three States;

* Submission to the designated national authorities of the three States when
completed, of the preliminary findings of the work of the trilateral meetings on
the feasibility of a pilot cruise project which could be launched in the summer
2019, including the drafting of a relevant SWOT analysis and of a draft joint
cruise marketing strategy.

lil. General Provisions

In applying this Protocol, the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Cyprus shall respect
their obligations arising from their membership to the European Union.

The designated competent authorities, responsible for the implementation of this
Protocol, will be the Ministry of Tourism of the Hellenic Republic, the Ministry of
Tourism of the Arab Republic of Egypt and the Ministry of Energy, Commerce, Industry
and Tourism of the Republic of Cyprus. These authorities could consult other public or
private entities they consider appropriate in their respective States.

Each Participant will bear its own costs arising from the impiementation of the present
Protocol.




'According to Article 7 of the abovementioned MoU signed on 29 October 2014, this
Protocol will constitute an integral part of the MoU, and will come into effect, remain in
effect and terminated in accordance with the procedure provided for in Article 8 of this
MoU.
